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While the rest of the 

country has seen the num­
ber of uninsured people 
continue to rise, the Kaiser 
fQ.mily Foundation, a well­
respected national think 
tank, released data on 
April 26 ranking Kentucky 
No. 1 in the nation in the 
growth of employer health 
insurance and fourth in the 
drop in the number of 
uninsured people. 

•one of our top prion­
ties has been improving 
access to health care cov­
e ge, particularly cover­
ag~ offered by employers, • 
said Governor Ernie 
Fl~tcher. "This data shows 
that our initiatives to help 
cover uninsured 
Kentuckians - the vast 
majority of whom are 
among the working poor -
are making substantial 
progress. We still have 
more to do, but we will 
continue to move forward 
with our efforts targeted at 
reducing the ranks of the 
uninsured in Kentucky." 

From 2004 to 2005, 
Kentucky saw a 3.4 per-

t increase in employers 
offering insurance to their 
employees, more than any 
other state in the nation, 
according to Kaiser. In 
addition, Kentucky's rate of 
uninsured people has 
dropped by nearly 2 per­
centage points, during a 
period when most of the 
rest of the nation experi­
enced an increase. Only 
Massachusetts, Montana 
and Oklahoma had bigger 
drops in the number of 
uninsured. Kentucky's 
overall rate of uninsured is 
1 6 percent, according to 
the U.S. Census Bureau, 
ranking the state 22nd 
overall.

County delays action 
on budget, bond payment

PRESTONSBURG-Tues­
day's Floyd County Fiscal 
Court meeting pu bed ihiough 
a lot of housecleaning items 
and held up the process of a big 
dectsion which the court voted 
to table for a later date. 

Under new business. the 
court also voted to table the 
first reading of the new budget 
for a later date. County Judge­
Executive R.D. "Doc" 
Marshall and each of the four 
magistrates spent nearly four 
hours before the meeting going 
over the details of the new 
county budget, but agreed that 
there's still more work to do. 

Water projects throughout 
the county have a few magis­
trates concerned in regard to 
the timeliness in which they are 
being completed. A resolution 
to approve a bond payment to 
Southern Water was not passed 
due to these concerns and the 
court made a formal request 
that Southern Water to explain 
what is preventing the projects 
from moving forward. 

"I don't care if we pay them 

or not," said Magistrate Jackie 
Owens. "People up in my dis­
trict still don't have water." 

Brenda Powers, who repre­
sented Big Sandy Area 
Development Dtstric during 
the meeung, said that getting 
power to the new pump stations 
was part of the problem. 

A proposed resolution to 
increase garbage rates to 
$14.25 per household through­
out the. county fell short of 
passing, with the court agreeing 
to table the decision for a later 
date. An increase for seniors 
was not proposed. 

Mike Vance, chairman of the 
Solid Waste Commission, 
appeared before the court to try 
to explain the need for the 
increase. Apparently the com­
mission loses a substantial 
amount of money throughout 
the year due to several factors, 
including a bond payment, peo­
ple who don't pay their bills 
and payments to Waste 
Connection for garbage pickup. 

Solid Waste pays Waste 
Connection for I 00 percent 
garbage pickup, but approxi­
mately 5 percent of households 
haven't paid their bill in over 

six months, a problem that 
Vance says they are working 
with the heriff's department in 
order to publish those names in 
the newspaper in hopes lhal 
those people will then pay. 

Also, Solid Waste pays for 
the mailing of each of these 
bills every month, a responsi­
bility that some magistrates 
feel should be put into the 
hands of Waste Connection. 

"If we pay them 100 per­
cent, then they should do I 00 
percent of the work," said 
Magistrate John Goble. 

Representatives with Solid 
Waste maintain that if an 
increase is not granted, then the 
county will have to absorb and 
pass on the extra costs to citi­
zens in the form of increases on 
taxes. 

Magistrate Don Daniels 
requested that Solid Waste pro­
vide budget documentation in 
order for the court to have a 
better perspective of what type 
of fmancial condition the com­
mission is in.

Diverse field running for secretary of state

FRANKFORT Democrat 
MaDonna White, a college instructor 
and a nurse, first planned on running 
for governor, but without a running 
mate she was forced to seek another 

• offi€e. 
Instead, just hours before the 

January ftling deadline, White recruit­
ed an onlooker in a state Capttol hall­
way to provide the second needed sig­
nature on her candidacy papers. White 
is in a three-way primary - against a 
former small-town mayor and a 
Georgetown businessman - seeking 
the job as Kentucky's top election offi­
cial. 

Her opponents in the May 22 

Democratic primary are Bruce 
Hendrickson. former mayor of 
Pineville. and Dick Robinson, a 
Georgetown busines man who's previ­
ously been involved in state govern­
ment. 

Incumbent Secretary of State Trey 
Gr-ctyson is unopposed in the GOP pri­
mary, so the Democratic winner will 
face him in the fall. 

Candidates have focused on issues 
ranging from whether the state should 
invest money in election machine 
printers to how the state could more 
strictly enforce election laws. 

At a debate last month, the three 
candidates dtsagreed on whether equip­
ping the state' voting machines with 
the capability of giving voters a paper 
receipt was necessary. 

White said such a move was "des­
perately needed," and Hendrickson 
said he believes electronic voting 
machines are vulnerable to manipula­
tion. "There's no paper trail in 
Kentucky. We need one badly,"

Robinson was the Democratic 

Party's executive director in 1979 and 
worked in state government under for­
mer Gov.

The infraction was the first on the 
NASCAR-designed Car of Tomorrow, 
which has strict templates that le11ve 
little wiggle room for a crew chief. 
The severity of the penally was 
NASCAR's way of informing teams it 
will not permit any alteration to the 
COT. 

"We communicated to the teams 
earlier in the year that any modifica­
tions to these parts that had already 
been certified would be dealt with 
everely,'' Pemberton said. 

It also follows a season-long crack­
down on cheating that began at the 
Daytona 500, when NASCAR caught 
five teams breaking the rules. Six crew 
members were suspended and 
Michael Waltrip's crew chief was 
fined $100.000 - the large t monetary 
fine in serie hi tory. 

Now Eury ha matched it, and 
Earnhardt said after his eighth-place 
finish Sunday he would cover any fme 
his cousin received. 

"Whatever he needs me to do.'' 
Earnhardt said. 

This i the mo t significant penalty 
Earnhardt and his team have received. 
He was docked 25 points and fmed 
$10,000 for cursing during a TV inter­
view after a win at Talladega in 2004. 
That deduction knocked him out of the 
points lead. It wa the last time 
Earnhardt has seriou ly challenged for 
the championship.

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Confusion of 'Sundowners' not 
disease but symptom

fied that can make sundowning 
symptoms worse. These include 
being fatigued, not having adequate 
lighting or lighting that produces 
too many shadows. Another factor 
that may contribute, in some cases, 
to confusion that continues through 
the night is the inability to distin­
guish between dreams and reality. 
This may be related to the fact that 
many older people sleep le s and 

nurse, some sources advise yes and 
some advise no. The pro-nap groups 
feels a nap or some quiet time late in 
the afternoon can help a person tran­
sition into evening. The no-nap 
group feels that a nap will increase 
evening and late night wa.kefulnes . 
They advise an active day. like tak­
ing walks, to promote a better 
night's rest. With your aunt, you 
may want to experiment to sec if 
napping or not napping is most 
helpful.

Question: When my 86 
year-old aunt was in the 
hospital recovering from 

pne a recently, one of the 
nur es said he thought my aunt was 
uffering from sundowners syn­

drome. She didn't tell me much 
more about this but said it wa 
important for my aunt to take regu­
lar nap . Can you explain to me 
what sundowner' yndrome is and 
what the treatment for it is? 

A nswer: Sundowner syn­
drome, or "sundowning," 
is often used to refer to 

people. usually elderly. getting con­
fused late in the day a the sun goes 

down. It can also continue into the 
night. Sundowners syndrome isn't, 
however, a true medical d1 ·order, 
but rather a symptom of an underly­
ing problem such as dementia. 

The mental confusion of un­
downers syndrome is common in 
the elderly, especially when they are 
away from home, such as in the hos­
pital. Many people with 
Alzheimer's and othc::r forms of 
dementia experience confusion, 
anxiety, agitation and disorientation 
that begins at dusk and can continue 
through the night. No one is sure 
why thi happen • but there are 
some thing that have been identi-

pend a smaller proportion of their 
sleep time during the night in deep 
sleep. 

Now what to do about this prob­
lem. Decrease caffeine consumption, 
especially in the late afternoon and 
evening, as well as discouraging 
sweet . Avoid heavy and late evening 
meal . Sometimes using a night light 
can help prevent confusion during the 
night. And, some experts recommend 
getting the person outdoors when 
possible and using full-spectrum 
lights for indoor lighting. 

The sundowning you describe in 
your aunt was probably related to 
being in strange surroundings and 
being ill. This should pass once she 
is back home and feeling better. If 
it does not, you should seek advice 
from her physician. There arc orne 
new sleeping medications on the 
horizon that may be helpful in th is 
group of patient , but there are no 
firm recommendations at thi time 
to use sleep aids.
