It turned out to be 
the truth, and now thankfully, 
our kids are safe for the time 
being," she said. 

The female had made the 
acquaintance of the perpetrator 
several weeks earlier, ·and had 
her children with her during 
the meeting. After hearing the 
rumor of his alleged past, she 
entered his name and informa­
tion on the national regi try for 
sex offenders web site, and 
sure enough, she said there he 
was. 

"It enraged me, absolutely 
just enraged me, knowing this 
guy was here in our communi­
ty pretending to be a fine 
upstanding guy, knowing what 
he had done," the upset moth­
er said. 

"He had preyed on kids 
ages 5 to 9, all Little girls. To 
me, this is a dangerous man 
who didn't deserve to even be 
out of jail, let alone traveling 
the country." 

She alerted police to her 
findings concerning 44-year­
old Matthew John Schreiber, 
of Oregon. Police ay after 
some investigating, they found 
Schreiber had not notified the 
proper authorities in Oregon 
he was leaving town and had 
failed to regi ter a a sex 
offender once he was in 
Kentucky. 

'We were told he was sup­
posed to be in the Pikeville 
City Park on Saturday, for a 
wed<ting. The tip Jed to his 
arrest," said Officer Tony 
Conn with the Pikeville Police 
Department. 

Conn says by teaching your 
kids simple safety tips and 
checking the sex. offender reg­
istry, their safety doesn't have 
to be left up to the authorities.

Kentucky law requires all 
children 40 inches in height or 
less to be buckled into a child 
safety restraint . eat that meets 
federal standard. . Children 
over 40 inc he tall must wear a 
seat bell. Violation of this law 
will result in a $50.00 fine 
with an additional $1 0.00 tine 
donated to the Traumatic Brain 
Injury Trust Fund. 

According to NHTSA, 
properly installed child safety 
seats reduce the risk of death 
by 71 percent for infants and 
54 p<!rcent for toddlers in pas­
senger cars. 

Kentuckv law make. the 
driver resp~nsible for assuring 
that all occupants of the vehi­
cle are proper!) re trained. 
Violation of this law will result 
in a tine not to exceed $25. 

Other tips recommended by 
K P for safe road travel 
mclude:

President Bush said last week he i directing the 
Environmental Protection Agency and other departments to 
ilevelop steps to reduce greenhouse gas emissions by 2008. 
He aid that proposals should be ready for the fall and that 
fuel efficiency will be part of his plan. 

Good. The president is finally taking a step that he has 
balked at since he took office. But he is taking it now only 
because of an April Supreme Court decision. 

And even now, the president declines lo call for specific 
increases in fuel efficiency standar9s for vehicles, saying 
only that the EPA plan should center on hi~ proposal to 
replace 20 percent of the nation's use of gasoline with alter­
native fuel over the next 10 years. 

There exists, however, a more serious approach. A bipar­
tisan Senate bill would raise the fuel standard for pa senger 
vehicles to an average 35 miles per gallon by 2020 from the 
current 25 mpg. The hill al o would require auto manufac­
turers to improve mileage for medium- and heavy-duty 
trucks by 4 percent each year. If it becomes law, the mea-· 
sure would be the first action in 20 years that Congress has 
taken to tighten fuel efficiency standards for passenger 
vehicfes and the first time it has ever done so for trucks 
weighing more than 10,000 pound . 

Some automakers say the bill is too strict and would hurt 
their companies and consumers. Some environmentalists 
argue that the bill doesn't do enough. And there's truth in 
both positions. But drivers who have to fill their tank with 
ever more expensive gasoline- thanks largely to rising 
global demand - want cars that will go farther on a gallon. 
They also want cars that contribute less to global warming. 

The Senate bill i n't perfect. But it would be a significant 
. tep forward and probably ha. a better chance of passage 
than anything else on the table. Bush -and both houses of 
Congress - should get behind it.

With 96 percent of 
precinct reporting, Conway 
bad 199,620, or 71.9 percent 
of the vote, to A sistant 
Attornl.!y General Robert 
Bullock's 78,080. or 28.1 per­
cent. 

Lee, a conservative legisla­
tor from Lex.ington. received 
64,916 votes, or 42.2 percent 
with 96 percent of precincts 
reporting. State prosecutor 

overnor 

Tim Coleman had 47,926 
votes. or 31. I percent; 
Louisville lawyer Philip 
Kimball had 20.734 votes, or 
13.5 percent. and Lexington 
attorney Jon Larson had 
20.335 votes, or 13.2 percent. 

Attorney General Greg 
Stumbo's decision to opt out 
of a second tcnn as the state's 
top law official and enter the 
Kentucky governor's race 
created a wide-open primary. 

Both nominees were criti­
cal of each other after their 
races were decided Tuesday 
night. 

Lee described Conway as a 
''big-c1ty liberal," and 
Conway said the attorney 

general' · office is "no place 
for a zealot." 

Conway, a Louisville 
lawyer who ran unsuccessful­
ly in 2002 for a seat in 
Congress, said he was ·'hum­
bled" by the margin of victory 
in his race. 

"We didn't take anything 
for granted in this race," he 
said. 

Conway said a, auomey 
general he would reorganiLe 
the office to create an Internet 
crimes division to go after 
sexual predator and online 
pharmacies that illegally deal 
prescription dmgs. 

Lee, who as a legislator 
has taken conservative 

stances against abortion anti 
domestic partner benefits, 
said voters want a conserva­
tive in the office. 

'Tm pleased that obvious­
ly a majority of the voters 
identify w1th the message that 
J try to carry." he said. "I 
1hink the voters want a solid 
conservative who stands up 
for the ideas and ideals that 
they beltcvc in, and they've 
seen me fight for these types 
of issues time and time 
again." 

Under Stumbo. the attor­
ney general's office was at the 
forefront of an investigation 
into allegations that Fletcher 
and other administration offi-

be fom1er Lt. Gov. Steve Beshear, who 
emerged from a crowded Democratic 
field and avoided a June 26' runoff that 
would have been triggered if no candidate 
got at least 40 percent.

PIKEVILLE -A Kentucky mine 
supervi or and a coal company put 
production over safety prior to an 
underground e plo ion la t year that 
killed five miners, relatives and the 
sole survivor alleged in a lawsuit 
Monday. 

The law uit, filed in Harlan 
County, allege numerous safety vio­
lations against Kentucky Darby 
L.L.C., coal boss Ralph Napier, and 
Jerico! Mining, which provided man­
agement, mine planning, engineering, 
safety lraining, and other ervice to 
Darby Mine No. 1. 

It seeks unspecified damage for 
expenses incurred by four of the five 
widows upon the loss of their hu -

bands, and damages for the physical 
pain, mental suffering and em01ionaJ 
di tress suffered by the m1 ners. 
including survivor Paul l.edfon.l. 

The complaint al o ·ceks damages 
against the manufacturer of the emer­
gency air packs used by the victims. 

The widows and Ledford live 
mainly on worker' compensation 
benefits, said their attorney Tony 
Oppegard. 

'"The purpose of filing the lawsuit 
is solely to take care of the miners 
families," Oppegard said. "They 
can't survive on worker's comp ben­
efits.'' 

The uit wa. filed a year and a day 
after the May 20. 2006 blast, ignited 
by two of the miners- Jimmy Lee 
and shift foreman Amon ··cotton" 
Brock- u ing an open torch near a 

methane leak. 
Brock's widow, Imogene. is the 

only widow not named a.s a plaintiff. 
The complaint alleges. in part. that 

Napier hired Brock as a foreman 
"although he knew -and had been 
warned- that Brock was an unsafe 
foreman who rcgulall)' anJ flagrantly 
violated mine safety law~ and placed 
coal production bd.ore the safety of 
lhe miners who worked under his 
supervi. ion.'' 

Brock. 51. and Lee. 33, d1ed at the 
scene of the bla ·t. The other three 
victims- Roy Middleton, 35, Paris 
Thomas Jr., 53. and Bill Petra. 49-
died from carbon monoxide poison­
ing and smoke mhalation while try­
ing to C!.cape.

The rules, which take effect 
Tuesday, follow MSHA's con­
clusion that lightning parked 
methane gas in a sealed sec­
tion of the West Virginia mine. 

The agency determined that 
lightning wa the most likely 
cause of the Sago explosion, 
while it blamed the use of a 
cutting torch for the Darby 
blast. 

''We have concluded that 
immediate action is necessary 
to provide additional protec­
tions for our nation' under­
ground coal miner ," said 
MSHA director Richard 
Stickler. 

The emergency rule is 
ba ·ed on the Sago and Darby 
invel>tigationl>, an evaluation 
of mine . eals and a National 
Institute for Occupational 
Safety and Health study. 
Stickler said. NlOSH reported 
in February that methane gas 
explosions could generate 
explosive forces up to 640 
pound per square inch. 
M HA concluded the Sago 
explo ion generated at least 93 
psi. 

M::>HA's report on Sago 
said a pump cable lefl inside 
the sealed area of the mine 
acted like an antennae which 
amacted the lightning. 

AdditiOnally. mines must 
get design and in. tall at ion 
plans approYetl and those 
design must be certified by a 
professional engineer, M'sHA 
said. 

While the industry has not 
yet estimated how much the 
new seal requirements might 
cost. expen es for other safety 
mandate~ approved after Sago 
an! adding up. 

The Congressional Budget 
Office eslimateJ the federal 
Mine Improvement and Nc~ 
Emergency Re~punsc Act 
would co. I the industry $12R 
million when it was passed last 
June, though the figure didn't 
include lost production during 
training and other expenses. 
That law called for addnional 
mine rescue learns. extra 
emergenc} packs and other 
materials. 

Pittsburgh-based Con ol

Mine operators will be 
required to give up the long­
standing practice of sealing 
and forgetting abandoned sec­
tions of underground mines. 
Companies will now be 
required to monitor such areas 
for explosive• gases and in 
some cases evacuate miners. 

MSHA described the rule 
as an attempt to fix problems 
that led to the Jan. 2, 2006, 
Sago explosion and a second 
blast that killed five men at the 

Friday's action marks only 
the fourth time in its 29-year­
bistory that MSHA has 
invoked its emergency author­
ity to make immediate change 
to how the nation' mmmg 
indu try operates. MSHA la t 
issued emergency rules in 
March 2006 to require mines, 
to store additional emergency 
air packs underground and to 
make other changes. Those 
changes were also prompted 
by the Sago explosion. 

New seals mu t be capable 
of withstanding blast pressures 
of at least 50 pounds per 
square inch, if mine operators 
momtor the atmosphere 
behind those seals and make 
sure it remains nonexplosive. 

If mine operators choose 
not to monitor sealed areas.

Forest pest p~ompts ban o 
bringing wood ·nto some parks

HAGERSTOWN, Md. 
Tent? Check. Sleeping bags? 
Check. Firewood? Leave it 
home. 

That's the word from a ris­
ing number of state and feder­
al officials battling the emer­
ald ash borer, a half-inch, 
green insect responsible for 
the death and decline of more 
than 25 million ash trees in the 
United States. 

Maryland will urge 
campers this summer to obtain 
their ftrewood on site instead 
of bringing it with them to 
state parks and forest , 
Maryland State Fore ter 
Steven W. Koehn said. 

Eight other states 
Illinois, Indiana, Kentucky, 
Michigan, Ohio, Virginia, 
West Vtrginia and Wisconsin 
-also have announced volun­
tary or mandatory restrictions 
on imported campftre wood. A 
number of national parks and 
forests within those states have 
followed suit, according to the 
National Park Service and the 
U.S. Forest Service. 

The Forest Service "is·talk­
idg about a regional policy, but 
hasn't gotten there yet," said 
Steven Katovich, a Forest 
Service entomologist in St. 
Paul, Minn. 

The "buy it where you bum 
it'' policies are aimed at curb­
ing the spread of the a h borer, 
an exotic beetle that was dis~ 
covered in the summer of 2002 
near Detroit and has spread to 
Illinois, Indiana, Ohio and 
Prince George's County, Md. 

The larvae feed on the inner 
back of ash trees, disrupting 
ttie tree's ability to transpon 
$ter and nutrients. The 
iqsects can travel in infested 
~ that hasn't been properly 
sf,ripped of its bark, cured or 
~ated to eliminate the pe. t. Il 

'c4me to Maryland in a ship­
ntent of live trees from 
Michigan, state official say. 

• Federal and state quaran­
tines bar commercial ship­
n ents of trees and wood prod­
u~ts from infested areas, but 
don't prevent people in those 
aleas from carting firewood to 
distant campground . 

"The guy with the pickup 

truck and a chain saw keep­
me up at night," Koehn said. 
He said firewood gatherers pil­
fered wood from some of the 
24,000 a h trees that were 
felled in Prince George'~ 
County last fall and winter in 
what state official hope was a 
succe sful eradication effort. 

No one knows how many 
campers pack firewood from 
home, but rangers at Great 
Smoky Mountains National 
Park, which straddle the 
Tennes ee-North Carolina bor­
der, found visitor last summer 
from quarantined areas of 
Michigan and Ohio arriving 
with ftrewood, Ranger Bob 
Wightman aid. The park is 
asking campers to leave fire­
wood at home, he said. 

Officials in Maryland are 
especially worried about visi­
tors from Ohio, just 70 miles 
from the state's western bor­
der, bringing infested wood 
into the heavily forested pan­
handle that includes the Deep 
Creek Lake resort area and a 
half-dozen state campgrounds. 
The state Agriculture 
Department has identified 
hundreds of Ohio and 
Michigan residents who own 
land in western Maryland, and 
has sent letters urging them to 
leave their wood at home, said 
Carol Holko. the agency's 
plant-protection chief. 

"We're trying to do a lot of 
outreach. that moving fire~ 

wood i just a bad idea," be 
aid. 

Koehn aid Marylantl's 
firewood policy will be mod­
eled after a voluntary ban 
announced last month by 
Catoctin Mountain Park, a 
national park in north-central 
Maryland. 

"We· re not going to throw 
anybody in jail," he said. But 
"we could revoke camping 
permits if we have repeat 
offenders.'' 

He said campers will be 
asked to buy firewood in the 
park- it costs $4.74 a bundle 
at Deep Creek Lake State Park 
-or from nearby private ven­
dors. The firewood olfercd for 
sale at Deep Creek and nearby 
Herrington Manor State Park 
is locally harvested, said 
William A pinall, executive 
director of Appalachian 

Crossroads, the upplier. 
Wi cousin, the tirst state to 

crack down on firewood 
imports, implemented an 
emergency rule last year pro­
hibiting out-of-state firewood 
in state c.:amping areas A per­
manent rule adopted in 
December allows campers to 
use firewood from within 50 
miles of any state park or for­
est. A certification process for 
firewood producers i in the 
works. 

"With everybody" workmg 
together, hopefully we can 
keep firewood from moving 
around, which i:. in every­
body's best interest," said 
Robert Manwell, a spokesman 
for Wisconsin Department of 
Natural Resources.

WEST LIBERTY - An 
Eastern Kentucky judge-exec­
utive was indicted on charges 
oi abusing public trust.

The alleged incidents 
occurred in 2005. 

The law involving abuse of 
public trust was enacted in 
2003, according to special 
prosecutor Brent Turner, who 
is commonwealth's attorney in 
Floyd County.

The population of rabbits 
on Big Pine Key has dwindled 
by about 50 percent in the past 
two years and is in danger of 
being wiped out. The Latin 

name for the rabbit is 
Sylvilagus palustris hefneri. 
That's a reference to Hefner, 
the Playboy magazine founder 
who financed research that 
identified the specie in 1980. 

The medium-sized, dark 
brown cottontail with a gray­
ish-white belly was put on the 
federal endangered species list 
in 1990 when the population in 
the Florida Keys was estimat­
ed at 200. 

Wildlife officials plan to 
begin a program next week to 
trap feral and stray cats, hop­
ing that· keeping a predator 
away will mean that the popu­
lation of Lower Keys marsh 
rabbits will grow. The strategy 
worked on another group of 
the animals at the Naval Air 
Station at Boca Chica. 

Officials will begin the pro­
gram to trap cats Monday near 
the rabbit habitat at the 
National Key Deer Refuge on 
Big Pine Key. 

Not everyone is happy 

about the program. Some 
activists dressed up in cat suits 
and waved signs in protest 
near the refuge when the pro­
gram was announced a month 
ago. Refuge officials said the 
cats will be "humanely trapped 
alive" and then transported to 
animal shelters. 

Officials did not know how 
many cats could be trapped.

-A rift between organizers of 
Calaveras County's famous 
frog jumping contest did not 
keep away thousands of frog 
wranglers Sunday inspired by 
Mark Twain's tall tale. 

About 4,000 contestants 
entered· the Calaveras County 
Fair's annual Jumping Frog 
Jubilee this year, twice as 
many as last year, according to 
the event's organizers. 

The jumping frogs drew 
extra attention this year after a 
quarrel with the fair's organiz­
ers led the club that has tradi-

tionally overseen the competi­
tion to start its own jump. 

"Both sides are doing 
everything they can to make 
sure that this year's frog jumps 
are done well and have a lot of 
pizazz to them," said Anne 
Forrest, president of the 
Angels Camp Business 
Association. 

Low attendance at last 
year's event was blamed in 
part on rainy weather, a far cry 
from Sunday's sunny skies. 

The annual event is 
inspired by "The Celebrated 
Jumping Frog of Calaveras 
County," Mark Twain's tale of 
a frog-jumping contest that is 
weighted in one gambler's 
favor when he secretly fills his 
opponent's frog with buck­
shot. 

Winning owners get a $750 
prize or $5,000 if their frog 
breaks the 1986 record of 21 
feet, 5 3/4 inches set by Rosie 
the Ribeter.
