Falling behind Dad 
Fo generations, it bas been an article of faith among American par­

ents that their children would be better off economically than they 
were. 

That 1119 we ~hanging. At least one group of Americans, men in 
their 30s, now are earning less than their fathers did at the arne age. In 
1974, the U.S. median income for men in their 30 stood at $40,210 in 
today's inflation-adjusted dollars. In 2004, median pay in that age 
group stood at $35,010. 

Familie headed by people in their 30s are living better than they 
once did, but that's only because more women are working. Even so, 
the improvement has beeo modest: $53,280 in 2004 versus $49,503 
three decades earlier. 

Those figure come from the Economic Mobility Project, which is 
trying to measure how people climb the economic ladder- and how 
they fall from it. The prOJeCt is an unusual collaboration between con­
servative think tanks like the American Enterprise Institute and the 
Heritage Foundation and liberal groups such as the Brookings 
Institution and the Urban Institute. As uch, the project may be able to 
deliver findings untainted by ideological spin. 

The decline in men's earnings IS a break from this country's long 
history of rising earnings from generation to generation. It also comes 
despite a remarkable ri e in productivity over the past decade, as well 
as healthy growth in gross domestic product. 

"Tht suggests that tbe up-escalator that has historically ensured that 
each generation would do better than the last may not be working very 
well," the report says. 

Thi:> ties in with a raft of other statistics indicating a widening 
income gap between people at the top of the ladder and everyone el c. 

The American economy ha grown at a healthy rate for most of the 
past quarter century, and that ri ing economic tide has indeed lifted all 
boats. But the rich are surfing a wealth tsunami, while most others are 
ruck paddling in a backwater. According to the Congres!>ional Budget 

Office, the poorest fifth of American saw their real incomes ri e by 9 
percent from 1979 to 2004. The richest fifth saw a 69 percent increase, 
the wealthiest I percent saw a pectacular 176 percent explosion in real 
income. 

Back in Pre. ident Jimmy Caner's day ( 1977-1981 ). the average cor­
porate chief executive earned 35 times the average hourly worker's pay. 
Under George W. Bush, the average top dog earns at least 262 times the 
paycheck of the average worker. Other studies place the CEO multiple 
at more than 400 times lhe pay on the hop floor. 

Thi is a sharp break from the past. Until about 1980. earnings of 
American families tended to rise roughly with productivity in the econ­
omy; all economic clas e prospered. Then the connection between pro­
ductivity a11d prosperity loosened, ~Rod now it -eems broken al1ogether. 
Productl ity rose by an avemge uf2.8 percent per year during the cur­
rent decade. But median family income in :2005, the last year for wh1ch 
statistics are available, Lill was below the level of 1999. 

There are lots of theories as to why this is happening. Labor unions 
are much weaker today than in previous decades. Low-skilled factory 
jobs have moved to other countries where costs are lower, leavmg less 
demand for unskilled workers here. But in recent years, even families 
headed by college graduates have seen their incomes fall when adjusted 
for inflation. 

Soluhons to the income gap are even harder to come by. A more pro­
gre sive income tax system would help by taxing the rich more and the 
middle class less. Tt would especially be useful as a way to fund univer­
sal health care at a time when workers are paying more out-of-pocket 
for their health care. The Bush tax cuts for the wealthy have thrown the 
federal budget deeper into deficit while doing little for ordinary 
Americans. The impending hike in the minimum wage to $7.25 an hour 
will help workers on the lower end. Improved education and job train­
ing might help equip more people for better-paying jobs. Federal statis­
tics clearly how that unions raise wage ·. but Republicans in Congress 
are blocking a bill that would make it easier to organize workers. 
Corporate hareholders with the right to vote on executive pay pack­
ages might help put a check on exorbitant pay package· negotiated with 
friendly board of director . 

In generaL our lightly regulated brand of capitalism ha worked 
well: that's a compelling argument again l heavy-handed regulation by 
government in order to pread the wealth. But if the earning disjuncture 
and income disparity we're seeing now turn out to be more than a 
funny little phase, that argument may need to be revisited.

food system

The ret:ent di. covcry of an indu -
trial chemical in animal feed and pet 
food imported' from hina has added 
to the mounting criticism of U.S. food 
safety agencies. But this case repre­
sents much more thun simply govern­
mental incompetence. It cxpo~es the 
inherent wcaknessc~ of an industrial 
global food system designed to bene 
Jit multinati nal agrihusincs compa 
nics at the ' pense r pubtk h alth. 

Last year, the United States import­
ed about $10 billion more in food. 
feed and beverages than it exported. 
Imports came from 175 different 
countries and represented u 60 percent 
jump over 1he last decade. Food and 
Dmg Admini. tration (FDA) inspec­
tor were simply overwhelmed. They 
were only able to examine physically 
1.3 percent of food imports last year, 
about three·quarter:-. of the already 
minute portion examined in 2003. 

Our food system's increasing 
dependence on imports •~ no accident. 
Import dependency ts a dclining char­
acteristic of an industrial food model 
dtiven by U.S. farm and trade policie. 
over the last half century on behalf of 
agribusiness. U.S. farm policy has 
encouraged the.: mass production of 
only a few cheap crop., largely used as 
food ingredients , animal feed and 
exports. U.S. trade policy has aggres­
Sively pushed for the remo\'al of trade 
barriers paving the \Yay for the global 

food trade 
M1ssmg rrom this indu trial model 

is a national priority to produce 
healthy food to feed Americans. For 
example. most rural Midwest super­
markets, surrounded by farms. import 
nearly all their food from elsewhere in 
the country and around the world. 
Taken to an extreme .. orne chicken 
grown in the United States actually is 
sent to China to be processed and then 
re-exported back the United States! 

We have built a system of produc­
tion and trade that treats food the same 
as computer parts. Cracks in this sys­
tem rnamfe. t them ·elves in different 
ways. including the los . of family 
arm ·n lh United. tate nd \\orld­

wide, declirung sml and water quality. 
and a rise in r~lOd-related health pwb­
lems including obesity. But food safe­
ty danger>. get most of the headlines. 
becau"c these can be quickly fatal. 

The tainted animal feed ca<;c is a 
stark example of these vulnerabilities. 
Feed contamination in Chma found its 
way to the United States foou uppl_ 
through hogs in at least six states and 
al least 2.5 million ch1ckens. 

Within the Un~ted tales, food con­
tamination incidents on one farm or 
processing plant have hit large parh. of 
the country. E. coli-tainted spinach 
from a California farm atTccted people 
coast to coast. killing three and sick­
ening nearly 200. Salmonella-contam 
inatcd peanut butter from a Georgia 
ConAgra plant sickened at lea ·t 329 
people in -+I state . 

The e breakdown were acciden­
tal. but what about intentional conta­
mination of food? s Tommy

Bluegrass region as "mild to 
moderate." The late~t report 
was not good news. 

"We don't have any major 
systems close enough to give 
us any major precipitation, and 
that's in keeping with what's 
been going on all year," Priddy 
aid. 

"Over the last five to six 
months, Kentucky has enjoyed 
less rainfall than usual. It took 

five to six months to get to the 
point where two weeks of dry 
weather, like we've had in 
May, put u into a hydrologi­
cal drought," Priddy said. 

A hydrological drought is a 
long-term drought that can 
affect drinking water, tnclud­
ing the depth of the water 
table, waterways, rivers, dams 
and ponds. 

Priddy said 2007's weather 
patterns have been unusual 
and particularly hostile to the 
state's farmers. An early 
warm-up in March fooled 
some crops like fn..it trees into 
. tarting to bud, only to be 
nipped by April's freeze. 

"Our commercial fruit crop 
was devastated," Priddy said. 

And in late spring, fanners 
and gardeners alike are being 
greeted with moisture-starved 
soil at prime planting time.

a mid-summertime weather 
feature - built up in early 
May, blocking widespread 
rainfall in Kentucky. 

Further concern, Priddy 
said, is the emergence of 
another "La Nina," a condition 
where the surface tempera­
tures of the Pacific Ocean off 
northern South America are 
cooler than usual . The cooler 
sea temperatures affect air 
temperatures in such a way 
that the path of the jet stream 
can be shifted. 

And with that shift can go 
usual patterns of rainfall. 

The result is that in 
Kentucky, homeowners are 
seeing the lawns tum yellow. 
Meanwhile, some farmers may 
feel their planting is a toss of 
dice. 

"The crops that are deep­
rooted may not suffer as much 
as shallow-rooted plants like 
grass. Some seeds that are 
planted may not have adequate 
moisture for germination. It's 
very hard to establish a crop in

But even it the effects of La 
Nina lessen, Priddy warns, it 
will take more than a good 
soaking rain to remove 
drought conditions. 

"You have to have several 
months of regular rainfall to 

wipe out a hydrolo~ical 
drought, so what we' ve seen is 
not a good start for the grow­
ing season," he said. 

Still , he said, there is hope 
- simply because of where 

we live. 
"Hey, this is Kentucky. 

We've seen some pretty wild 
cbanges in the weather in our 
state," Priddy said.

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Lawmakers frustrated Ten Commandments monument still not back

Lawmaker who rushed to 
pass a mea ure that allow a 
Ten Commandment monu­
ment to be displayed at the 
Capitol before last year's elec­
tion now are expressing frus­
tration that their plan still ha -
n'l been carried out. 

"The General Assembly 
poke on this issue," said state 

Rep. Stan Lee, R-Lexington. 
"The governor signed the bill. 
Whoever is charged with 
doing this needs to be working 
post haste." 

Stymied by a federal court 
judge, Kentucky officials have 

been unable to return the 6-
foot-tall granite monument to 
the Capitol lawn. 

Tom Self, an attorney for 
the Kentucky Ju tice Cabinet, 
said the monument can· t be 
brought back until U.S. 
Di trict Judge Jo. eph Hood is 
convinced it i n't being done 
as an endorsement of religion 
as the American Civil 
Liberties Union contends. 

Early last year, lawmakers 
overwhelmingly approved leg/ 
islation that called not only for 
the commandments to be put 
back on the Capitol ground , 
but al o for the posting of "ln 
God We Trust" on the wall 
above the dais in the House 
and Senate chamber . 

Deadbeat parents 
could lose licenses 
if they don't pay

LOUISVILLE - Parents 
who fall more than six months 
behind in child support pay­
ments could end up with more 
than just a big debt. 

Jefferson County Attorney 
Irv Maze said his office will 
seek license suspensions of 
anyone who falls more than a 
half-year behind in child sup­
port payments. As many as 
11,000 people could be affect­
ed, including some with com­
mercial drivers licenses. 

While the County 
Attorney's office has been 
seeking license suspensions 
since 1999, this is the first time 
people have been warned in 
advance that their licenses are 
at risk, said Bill Patteson, a 
pokesman for the County 

Attorney's office. 
People have until June I 5 to 

start paying If they don't, a 
notice will be ent that the 
licen e suspen ion proce s ha 
started, Patteson said. 

"We want them to get in 
touch with our office to make 
arrangements to pay, which 
will stop the process agamst 
them," Patteson said. 

The office hasn't kept track 
of how many people have paid 
up after losing their license, 
Patteson said, although in 
other jurisdictions it has been 
effective. A federal tudy in 
Colorado in 2000 of 2,461 
cases found that payment rose 
34 percent after initial suspen­
sions, although it found that 
many delinquent parents 
already had lost their licenses 
for one reason or another.

House Speaker Jody 
Richards said lawmakers have 
done all they can do to get the 
monument back to the Capitol 
grounds, and now have no 
choice but to wait for the legal 
hurdles to be overcome. 

As . oon as lawmakers 
pa sed the bill last year, the 
American Civil Liberties 
Union Immediately VOiced 
opposition, both in public 
comments and court docu­
ments. 

David Friedman, an attor­
ney for the organization, said 
an injunction prohibits the 
state from rctuming the monu 
ment without fi rst getting the 
judge's approval. 

"Our country reveres reli­
gious freedom," Friedman

said. "ln our system, the way 
we ensure maximum religious 
freedom for us all is by having 
government remain neutral. 
Government can't tell us what 
to believe or how to worship." 

Kentucky ha. been at the 
center of legal fight in recent 
years on the posting of the 
commandment in puhlic 
buildings. In one case, the U.S. 
Supreme Court ruled display:-. 
inside courthouses in 
McCreary and Pulaski coun­
ties were unconstitutiOnal. Jn 
another, the U.S. 6th Circuit 
Court of Appeals sa1d a similar 
display in the Mercer County 
Courthouse is con. titutional 
because it included other his­
torical document<;. 

The Ten Commandments 
monument at the heart of the 
Frankfort debate had been 
donated to the state in 1971 by 
the Fraternal Order of Eagles. 
It was removed from the 
Capitol grounds and placed in 
storage in the mid-1980s dur­
ing a construction project. 

When political leaders tried lO 

dtsplay it again in 2000, the 
American Civil Liberties 
Union went to court, claiming 
the monument was an uncon­
stitutional endorsement of reli­
gion. The ACLU won an 
injunction in the case. 

After that, the state gave the 
monument back to the Eagles. 
It now has a prominent posi­
tion at the organization's lodge 
in Hopkins ville, fully visible 
alongside Fort Campbell 
Boulevard, the main road lead­
ing to one of Army's most sto­
ried military installations.
