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Court upholds racial discrimination ruling against lottery

LOUISVILLE The 
Kcntuck) Lottery Corp. lost 
another nlund in a r-actal dis­
crimination ~:ase Friday when 
the stale Court ol Appeals 
upheld a jUI)' award for two 
fonner lonery employees who 
claimed they were targets of 
racial wsult ·. 

Jn a 2-1 ruling, the appel­
late wurt panel sided with 
Ursella Riles and James 
Maddox ITt botb of whom are 
black. and reJected the ltll­
tcry's daim of trial errors. A 
Jefferson County Circuit Court 
jury in 20Q.t awarded $1.5 mil­
lion to Maddox. and about $1.1 
million to Riles. 

Riles, a mm·ketmg promo 
ltons coordinator althe lollery, 
daimed ·he was routmely 
. nub bed by the marketing 
director. Riles. a veteran lot­
tery employee, said her Imme­
diate supervisor gave her 
men1al duties and was overl) 
eritlcal of her work. 

When she ~,;omplained to 
the Iouery's aflinnativc action 
coordmator. she was g1 ven a 
lateml lransfer to the sales

Mistakes raise 
troubling questions

It is disappointing to believe Kentuckians are more vocal­

ly concerned with the number of wins and los es racked up 
la! t sea. on by former UK basketball coach Tubby Smith 
than about the growing number of discrepancies in the 
re .. ume of recently appointed Kentucky Education 
Commi !)ioner Barbara Erwin. 

The Kentucky Board of Education in a unanimous vote 
approved Bnvin to the state's highest chool post last month 
with a four-year contract paying $220,000 a year. Their 10-0 
vote came despite a cloud of questions and doubt about the 
truthfulnes. of her resume that continue to accumulate. Add 
to this the fact that En~ in ha received other states' mixed 
review. on her leadership , tyle and pa'\t accomplishments 
and one has to wonder if a bad and potentially costly hiring 
decision ha. been made. 

Consider the e discrepancies and Erwin' public re pon -
es from recent published reports: 

Erwin notes in her resume having twice received the 
Texa. Superintendent of the Year award. Unfortunately, the 
Texas Association of Superintendents, one of the groups list­
ed on her resume. has publicly acknowledged that it doesn't 
award such an honor. Before her hiring, Erwin shrugged this 
off as a "typo'' in her resume. 

She also lists having conducted presentations on school 
improvement, Advanced Placement programs and superin­
tendent search processes during the 2004 and 2006 Illinois 
Association of School Boards Triple T conferences. But 
Erwin wa n't li ·ted in the record of peakers and pre enters 
for the 2006 conference, according to an administrative 
assistant with the illinois association. Erwin has responded 
to this resume problem by clarifying that she ''signed off on 
the applications for pre enters" and introduced two in 2006 
and was "a<>ked to be involved" in the 2004 conference. 

Another typo? 
In just the past few days, another problem ha. been dis­

covered. Erwin cites having been a member of the executive 
board of the American A. !\Ociation of School Administrator 
from 1991 to 2001. According to a Loui ville television 
news station, Amy Vogt, a. pokeswoman for the AASA, 
said Erwin only served three years, from 1999 to 2002. 

Yet another typo? 
Maybe we're wrong in our assumption that Kentuckians 

are apathetic about the quality and credibility of the individ­
ual who is charged wjth improving the quality of 
Kentucky's education system. Lf so, where is the public out­
cry? 

Why has leadership within the Kentucky Education 
Association simply stated they are giving Erwin "the benefit 
of the doubt" that her resume accurately rctlects her experi­
ence, credentials and accomplishments? Why aren't teach­
ers, parents and taxpayers a ·king Erwin to publicly explain 
and answer to the questions surrounding her resume, maybe 
the same ones that apparently·· ati fied" Chairman Keith 
Travis and the other members of the Kentucky Board of 
Education. Why haven't uperintendents and school board 
members across the commonwealth at least asked for a 
review of the selection and appointment proce·· so that 
appropriate and necessary improvements can be made to 
avoid surprises like these in the future? 

Why? We're not sure. Maybe to most Kentuckians bas­
ketball really is more important. And that's disappointing.

the prospects of pUtting America's 
youth to work to keep them off the 
streets this summer arc meager.

Clemens' a 
• as om 1n

Ctu.CAGO- On what feels 
like Day 115 of the Rockel 
Watch, Roger Clemens threw 
batting practice and pro· 
nounccd himself almost ready 
for the maJor leagues. 

Again. 
This is getting old. I don't 

know about anybody else, but 
I'm tired of Clemens' act and 
wish he would go away. PiLch 
or don't pitch. Holding a hand­
ful of teams hostage while he 
takes until May to decide what 
he wants to do, then wranghng 
a cushy co01racl thal puts him 
above the game has gotten 
annoying. 

Nobody is worth this kind 
of angst. not even a even-time 
Cy Young Award winner who 
still has a flame-thrower for an 
arm at44. 

"lfs a huge boost for us:' 
New York Yankees outfielder 
Johnny Damon said 
Wedne day. ''Now we're look­
ing at four guys who've goLlen 
the job done at the big league 
level. Our team will he a beller 
team that day." 

But al Y¥hal price? By giv­
ing the right-hander a deal that 
essentially allows him to be a 
part-timer - an obscenely rich 
one, at that - the Yankees are 
selling a dangerous precedent. 

It's no surprise the Yankees 
went after Clemens. They're 
closer to the bottom-feeding 
Tampa Bay Devil Rays than 
those loathsome Red Sox these 
days, and we know how 
cranky George Steinbrenner 
gets when his high-priced 
team is unuerachieving. Even 
with Wednesday night's win in 
Chicago. the Yankees were 
still five games below .500 and 
trailed Boston hy double dig­
its. 

While New York's rotation 
has stabilized recently. the 
starters are 19-21 with a 4.74 
ERA. The offense is puller­
ing, and it's going to take work 
just to gel back into wild-card 
contention. 

Clemens won't f>Olve all of 
the Yankees' problems, but 
they believe he's a start. 

Two months shy or his 45th 
birthday, he's still probably 
better than most guys half h1s 
age. He picked up his most 
recent Cy Young three years 
ago. and has had an ERA 
below 3.00 each of the last 
three ·eusons. Last sea<>on, he 
had almoSt as many strikeouts 
(102) a Inning pitched (113 
1-3). 

But Clemens is a mere mor­
tal. not a messiah. Treating 
him 11 such isn't good for any­
body, no mauer . hoV.: many 
gumes be nught wm this year. 

When Clemen hemmed 
and hawed last year, <>aying be 
really didn'l kn~w if he -:vanl­
cd to pitch agam, 1 hcl1evcd 
him. His mother, B~s. had 
died during the 2005 season, 
and he'd already miss~ too 
much time away from h1s own 

family. His oldest son, Koby, 
was starting his own profes­
sional baseball career, and it 
wouldn't be long before lus 
younger boys were orr doing 
their own things, too. 

So when hi!> hometown 
Houston Astros lured htm back 
with the promi e that he could 
opt out of road trips tf he was­
n · t st.:heduled to pitch. it 
sounded like the ideal eompro­
mi ·e. He could have .his career 
and his family, too. 

Only that wasn't quite the 
case. 

"What sorl of happened 
was we'd turn on the TV, and 
he'c; playing a golf tournament 
in Hollywood. ·o it evolved to 
be more than just seeing fami­
ly," Houston Astros manager 
Phil Garner said recently on 
ESPN Radio's "Mike & Mike 
in the Morning" show. "And 
that might have been a Iillle b1L 
of an ISsue. 

''But il did not hurt our ball­
club." 

Of course not. Notice, 
though, that the Astros wercn 't 
exactly distraught when the 
Yankees outbid them - and 
everybody else- for Clemens' 
services thi. year. 

You'd think after going 
through his deliberations last 
year, Clemens would have had a clearer idea of what he want­
ed to do this year. But no. Or 
maybe he ju t didn't want to 
be bothered with spring rrain­
ing and the first two months of 
the season.
