The infant was found on 
the steps of the 
Catlettsburg First Church 
of the Nazarene on 
Tuesday evening, 
Catlettsburg Police Chief 
Mark Plummer said The 
b6y, who was 1 or 2 days 
old, was taken to a local 
hospital and appeared to 
be doing well, Plummer 
said. 

Authorities were alerted 
to the child through an 
anonymous 911 phone 
call, Plummer said. 

The mother could face 
criminal charges since the 
child was lett on the steps 
of an empty church in 90-
degree-plus heat, Plummer 
said. 

A state law that took 
effect in 2002 generally 
allows parents or people 
acting on their behalf to 
anonymously drop off new­
borns they cannot care for 
at selected "safe" loca-
l ons including hO"'nitals 0' 
with EMS personnel, 
police officers or firefight­
ers. without fear of criminal 
prosecut1on. 

The goal of the law was 
to eliminate incidents of 
newborns being left in 
trash cans, public 
restrooms or other unsafe 
locations.

Anti-casino governor touts industry's 'Responsible Gaming Week

FRANKFORT - Gm. Ernie 
Fletcher's opposition to legali;ed casi­
no gambling in Kentucky has been no 
secret - his re-electiOn campaign ha~ 
even printed bumper 'sticker!\ underlin­
ing in red his resistance to the idea. 

Fletcher. howe' er, has s1gned a 
proclamation designating this week as 
"Responsible Gaming Education 
Week"- an initiati'e starred by casi­
nos with operations in New Jersey. Las 
Vegas and neighboring Indiana. 

"Responsible gaming is an acttvity 
enjoyed by a majority of the citizens of 
the commonwealth who part1c1patc as a 
form of voluntary. personal entenain­
ment: but those v.ho cannot gamble in 
a safe and responsible manner need to 
be aware that help is available." 
Fletcher said in the signed proclama­
tion dated Monday. 

A first-term Republican, Fletcher 
has made the. question of whether 
Kentucky ~ho~:~Id lcgalitc casino gam· 

' bling a central pan of his re-election 
efforts. Democrat Steve Beshear. a for­
mer lieutenant governor opposing 

Fletcher in the Nov. 6 election. sup­
ports legalizing casino gambling at 
horse race tracks and up to four other 
locations throughout the .:-tate. 

Fletcher's proclamation follows a 
national mmement b) the Amcric.tn 
Gaming Association, "'hit.:h is in its 
10th year of promoting the re:;;ponsible 
gaming campaign. The industry as. oci­
ation lists runong its board or directors 
casino executi\'e,s such as Gary 
Loveman. president and CEO of 
Harrah's Entertainment. lnc., J. 
Terrence Lanni. chairman & CEO of 
MOM Mirage. and Stephen A. Wynn. 
chrunnan & CEO of W) nn Resorts. 
Ltd. 

Locally. a group that includes local 
race tracks and gambling intcre'\ts i · 
planning a pres onfererice at the 
Capitol on Wednesday. Otht:r members 
of the coalition include the Kentucky 
Lottery Corp .. Churchill Downs. Inc .. 
and Caesars lndtana. 

Mike Stone, executi\ e director of 
the Kentucky Council on Problem 
Gambling. said the group 1s planning to 
release a report on youth gambling in 
the state. Stone <;aid the council docs 
not advocate for or again~t an expan-

ion uf gambling in Kentucky. 
Neverthdc s. based on experience 

in other states. the likelihood of a rise 
in people with po. sible gambling 
addiction. coincides with an expansion 
in gambling. Stone said. 

"Our focu~ is to help people under­
stand that there i\ rc ·ponsible: gambling 
and then there are places for them to 
get help." Stone said. 

Having a week every year to pro­
mote responsible gambling is a good 
thing, Beshear said. 

"The int:onsistcnc that I ee is he 
aprarcmly upports pari-mutuel 
wagering at race tracks, the lottery and 
charitab}e gambling." Beshear said in a 
telephone i ntervJc\\. "Somehow he 
draw.; the line at limited casino gam­
bling.'' 

Brian Lehman. an American 
Gaming Association spokesman. said 
go' ernors in many other tates across 
the country ha\e signed similar procla­
mations. [o\\a and Mi souri were 
among the other states with similar 
proclamations marking the week. 

More than I 00 commercial cas111os 
acros~ the counLry were participating, 
Lehman 'iaid. Some of the efforts 

included educating casino employee 
about problems associated with casino 
gambling. and sign. of hov. l<l spot 
omeone \\ ho may ha' e em addiction.

The correct amwer begins with 
the fact that the bill being cono;,idered 
targets alternative energy projects;

a ynthetic natural gas facility capa­
ble of producing 200 nullion stan­
dard cubic feet per day.

A There are on~r 4 million ani­
mal bite in the U oited States 
annually. About l'IO Lo YO per­

cent of them arc fmm dogs. While 
most people reco-..er fully from dog 
hues. there m·c ahoUI a dozen dog hite 
fatalines every year. Certain breeds 

are more likely to bite, hut any dog 
will hire if it is provoked, feels threat­
ened or is trained to be aggressive. 

\\'hile most dog hiles will heal 
well wid1 good cleansing afrer rhc 
bite. about 20 percent nf the lime they 
become infected, and some infecuons 
..:an he very severe as your friend 
found out. When a dog bites, it caus­
es puncture wounds to the skin as 
weiJ a!> a "crush type" injury lO deep­
er tls..;ues. 

A good cleansing should start with 
an immediate washing of the entire 
area of Lhe bite with soan and water. 
A bandage should rhcn he applied to 
keep the wound area clean. If Lhe

The wounds arc not 
sutured. but lc1l to heal "from the bot 
tom up.'' nle exception to thi~ is dog 
bites to the face. D1csc rue usually 
cleaned very well and sutured to pre 
vent exccsc;ivc scrnTing. Older people 
and those with cerla.iu medical condi 
Lions - diabetes, cancer or other 
immunosuppressi~ e illm:s ·cs 
should always contact their rhysi 
cian, even if the injury is not severe, 
because thel)e groups have an 
increased risk fur infection. 

Another concern with any animal 
bite is rabies. Rahics is a VIral infec­
tion that. once symptoms have begun. 
is virlually always fatal Tl i~ most 
ofren spread from a rabid animal to a 

humnn through infected saliva when 
the human is bitten. That's why you

Ernie Aetcher 
in the Nov. 6 election. outlined 
his plan to try to expand insur­
ance coverage and curb health 
co ts after touring a health-care 
facility in thi city just aero· the 
Ohio River from Cincinnati. 

The Democrat said he want<> 
to start by extending coverage to 
Kentucky'-; 81.000 unin ured 
children through Medicaid or the 
Kentucky Children's Health 
Insurance Program, and by fill­
mg the gap in the Medicare pre­
scription drug program for older 
Kentuckians. Beshear's plan 
would cover 75 percent of out­

Travis ~aid he was ·•maybe 
somewhat surprised" by the 
board's 10-1 decbion to oust 
him. ''There's an end to every 
leadership activity. so those 
things happen." Travis said, 

This summer. the board 
hired 111inois educator Barbara 
Irwin to replac.! former educa­
tion comm ssioner Gene 
Wilhoit. who left in November 
for a job in Washington. Irwin, 
however. withdrew before she 
statied the position after qtJes­
tions v. ere raised about her 
resume and a police tnvestiga­
tion in her fonner school dis­
trict.
