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Horse killing 
case ends 
in mistrial

PIKEVILLE - The case 
against two eastern 
Kentucky teenagers 
accused of torturing and 
shooting several horses 
was declared a mistrial 
based on an attorney's 
opening statement. 

The judge called off the 
trial when Steve Owens, 
attorney for Jacob Ratliff, 
17, and Michael Damron, 
18, revealed to the jury 
that Damron had to take 

iti medication for impulse 
control. 

Prosecutors challenged 
Owens' opening statement . 

Circuit Judge Eddy 
Coleman said he based 
his decision on a state law 
that requires attorneys to 
give a 20-day written 
notice 1f they intend to use 
mental illness or defect as 
a defense in a criminal 
case - something Owens 
did not provide in this 
case. 

He rescheduled the trial 
for Feb. 4. 

• Last January, Ratliff and 
Damron, driving a truck 
and armed with two shot­
guns and a pistol, ran 
down a herd of horses on 
a stnp mine in Beaver near 
Elkhorn City, authorities 
said. 

Three horses died from 
multiple gunshot wounds 
and five others were 
injured. 

The two had pleaded 
guilty to charges of felony 
criminal mischief and mis­
demeanor animal cruelty, 
agreeing to serve a 30-day 
sentence and enter a 

11 diversion program. 
Coleman rejected the 

plea deal, sending the 
case to trial.

Newpaper says Beshear's law ftrm 
underwent ethics investigation

FRANKFORT - Democratic gubernatorial 
candidate Steve Beshcar's law firm was the :.ub­
ject of an ethics investigation 12 years ago over 
the collapse of Kenrucky Central Life Insurance 
Co., a newspaper reported Thursday. 

The investigation. which began in August 
1995. looked into whether Stites & Harbi. on 
"violated any duty .. or rules of ethical conduct 
when it signed on to lead the liquidation of the 
insurance company. the Lexington Herald­
Leader reported. 

pecilically at issue was whether lites & 
Harbison improp rly represented the tate regu­
latory agency liquidating Kemuck~ Cemn1l and a 
bank lhat made a deal with the in-.urance compa­
ny. 

The investigation had never heen puhiidy 
disclosed, and documents containing the investi­
gallon's findingo or recommendations remains 
under wraps ifit still cxi~ts at all, the new.-papcr 
reported.

Judge Victor Marrero struck down some parts of the Patriot Act 
dealing with national . ecurily leuers. 

The Federal Bureau of Investigation can usc these leltcrs to 
force companies to give up records on their customers. They are 
used musl often to get individuals' records from telephone compa­
nies, Internet service providers, banks and credit card companies. 
There Lc; no real standard of proof for issuing such a letter, and £he 
agency doesn't have to get a court's approval. On its own initia­
tive, lhe agency can issue the leller and gain the records il wanLs. 

... Federal officials should have to get a court to issue or 
approve these letters. The Constitution protects us from searches 
without a court-ordered warrant. That protection is in the 
Con tilution for a reason. Tt gives cilizens the assurance that we 
don't have to trust the people in charge of the government. We can 
trust in the system of protections the Constitution gives us. 

The courts should insist on maintaining that role. They should­
n't let Congre. sand the White House circumvent the court's over­
sight and citizens' ~onstitutional protections.

Authorities aid Megan Williams, 
20, was forced to eat rat and dog 
fece. and drink from a toilet. She was 
sexually assaulted, doused with hot 
water, choked with a t•able cord and 
stabbed in the leg. according to crim­
inal complaints. 

SIX people, all white. were arrest­
ed in connection with the alleged

abduction of Williams, who is black. 
Amhoriries are investigating the case 
as a poss1hle hate crime. 

On Tuesday,, police tape surround­
ed the front and back entrances to the 
beige-and-brown mobile home adJa­
cent to the :.hcd. An open window 
rt.!\ caling purple curtain~\. An exten­
sion cord runs from the home to the 
cramped sht:d. which Williams 
shared with u portable stereo, a lock­
er and a power saw. 

"I don't under. tand such a horrific 
crimt: being committed here," said 
Johnny Meade. pastor of the 
Apostolic Church of God 111 the 
Name of Christ Jesus. 

Two others suspected of driving 
the woman to the home are being 
sought. aid Logan County Chief 
Sheriff's Deputy V.K. Dinges .. 
A uthoritie$ are till trying to deter­
mine whether Williams knew the sus-

pects. 
At one point, one of her captors 

cut her ankle with a knife and used 
theN-word in telling her she was vic­
timilcd because she is black. 

•·J don't understand a human being 
doing another hum.IJl being the way 
they did my daughte1. ·• her mother. 
Carmen Williams. said Tuesday from 
her daughter's hospital room. "I did­
n't know there were people like that 
out here." 

The Associated Press generally 
does not 1dentify suspected victims of 
sexual assault, but William and her 
mother agreed to release her name. 

The ordeal ended Saturday when 
sbe managed to limp to the front door 
of the trailer, where Logan County 
Sheriff's deputies had gone to inves­
tigate an anonymous tip. 

Frankie Brewster, 49. who owns 
the mobile home. is charged with kid-

napping, sexual assault, malicious 
wounding and giving false infonna­
tton during a felony investigation. 

She was released from pnson in 
September 2000 after serving five 
years for voluntary manslaughter and 
wanton endangerment in the death of 
84-year-old Polly FcrTell. according 
to court records. 

Brewster's son, , Bobby R. 
Brewster, 24, also of Big Cn:ek, is 
charged with kidnapping. sexual 
assault, malicious wounding and 
assault durililg the commission of a 
felony. 

Danny J. Combs, 20, of Harts, is 
charged with sexual assault and mali­
cious wounding. Karen Burton, 46, of 
Chapmanville, is charged with mali­
cious wounding, battery and assault 
during the commission of a felony. 

Her daughter, Alisha Burton, 23. 
of Chapmanville, and George A. 

Messer. 27, of Chapmanville, are 
charged with assault during the com­
mission of a felony and battery. 

All six remained in custody 
Tuesday in lieu of $ 100,000 bail 
each, and all have asked for court­
appointed anorneys 

ln May. Ali,.ha Burton was 
accused of striking Messer with a 
shovel and smashing the window of 
another woman's car. Bunon was 
charged with domestic assault and 
battery and destruction of property, 
court records showed. Those charges 
are pending.
