The poll found Beshear 
leading among men and 
women. all age groups and 

• all income levels and 
ahead in all of the state's 
six congressional districts. 
His lead is within the mar­
gin of error of plus or 
minus 3 8 percentage 
points In three of the con­
gressional districts, howev­
er. 

The results followed a 
lexington Herald­
leader/Action News 36 
Election Poll conducted 
Sept. 1 0 to 13 that found 
Beshear leading Fletcher 
56 percent to 39 percent 

• among 600 likely voters 
with 5 percent still undecid· 
ed. That poll had a margin 
of error of plus or minus 4 
percentage points.

·Undeserved miracle 
Ralph Baze is celebrating his miracle. 
After the Kentucky Supreme Court i ·sued a stay of execution 

on Sept. 12, the man convicted of killing two Powell County law 
enforcement officers in January 1992 said, "A miracle happened." 
And he spoke of being "wronged by the judicial system." 

Oh, he admits killing Sheriff Steve Bennett and Deputy Arthur 
Briscoe. But he ays it was in . elf-defense. 

He shot Sheriff Bennen three limes. ln the back. He docsn 't 
dispute that. He shot Deputy Briscoe. In the back. For good mea­
sure he also shotlhe deputy in the head. AL close range. 
Execution style. He doesn't dispute that. 

The officers had gone [O Baze 's cabin to serve an arrest war­
rant from Ohio on four charges, including felonious assault of a 
police officer. The details are sketchy. After officers arriveu at his 
door, Bazc escaped through a trapdoor in his floor, retrieved an 
SKS assault rifle and retreat~d into the woods. Shots were 
ex~hanged. Another officer near the scene said, "For about 45 
second , it sounded like a war," with shot<> fired in both direc­
tions. A bullet struck Baze in the leg. The court determined the 
ofiicers were killed in an ambush. 

What isn't sketchy is the undisputed fact lhal BaY.e shollhe 
sheriff three time .. In the back. And he shot Deputy Briscoe. In 
the back. And in the head. At close range. Execution style. 

Baze was set to die by lethal injection Sept. 25, more than 15 
years arter the murders. The case has already been through lhree 
appeals. The newest appeal hearing is scheduled for Nov. 15. 

Over the year-, Baz.e's attorneys have filed appeals on multiple 
grounds. In one appeal, BaJ.e claimed the court interfered with his 
right to present evidence that he had acted under "extreme emo­
tional disturbance" based on a family feud. He also appealed on 
the grounds that the drugs u ·ed in lethal mjection can be adminis­
tered only by a phy ician, and the Hippocratic Oath prohibits a 
physician from taking a life. In another he claims that lethal injec­
tion is inhumane and therefore unconstitutional. 

The stay was based on Baze's claim that his trial in 1993 was 
illegally moved from Franklin County to Rowan County. Tt was 
the second change of venue in the case, and Bazc contends only 
one venue change is allowed under Kentucky law. 

But in none of the appeals does he contest the !'act that he shot 
the sheriff three limes. 1n the back. Or that he shm Deputy 
Briscoe. In the back. Then once more in the head. At close range. 
Execution style. 

If he is executed. Ba1.e said, the minister he calls his "spiritual 
counselor'' will file a wrongful death suit against the warden and 
all prison staff involved in the execution. He said, "Department of 
Corrections personnel who carry il out will he guilty of imention­
al murder." 

Tntenlional rnurder. Strange choice of words for the man who 
admits shooting a sheriff three times. 1n the back. Then shooting a 
deputy. In the back. And in the head. At close r.mge. Execution 
style. 

Baze . aid his impri. onmcnr on Death Row at the Kentucky 
State Penitentiary has been hard on his family because they're 
poor and can't afford to visit him very often. Courtesy of Baze, 
the families or two law enforcement officers haven't seen them in 
15 years. And will never. sec them again. 

No one issued a tay of execution for Sheriff Steve Bennett. 
No miracle happened for Deputy Arthur Briscoe. 

Jf the appeal is denied and Bcv.e is execuled, he will be only 
!:he third person put to death in Kentucky since the death penalty 
was reinstated three decades ago. With the number of capital mur­
der convictions that have been overlumed nationwide because or 
DNA evidence - some too late - the death penalty should he 
carried out only in rare circumstances. 

But if anyone ever deserved it, it is Baze. He doesn't deny that 
he shot Sheriff Bennett three Lime .. Jn lhe back. Or that he shot 
Deputy Briscoe. ln the back. Then once more in the head. At 
close mnge. Execution style. 

He says it wa<; self-defense. 
Some people deserve a miracle. Some people deserve to die.

Dear Tom and Ray: 
Ho'' do you clean the air-condi­

tioning dm:ts in your car? Thank you. 
- Deanne 

TOM: The best way to do it is wirh 
a spray product. Deanne. The duct. 
are a nightmare to take apart. so you 
want to avoid that if at all possible. 

RAY: I'm assuming you have a 
mell coming from the ducts. 

: otherwise, why would anybody ever 
think of cleaning their air-condition­
ing ducts? In any case, there are a 
number of products available at any 
auto-parts store that are designed to 
do just that. 

TOM: You turn the key to the 
"run" position. crank up the fan full 
blast. and then you spray the stuff 
into the fre h-air intake. which is ncar 
the cowl - where the hood meets the 
windshield. If you're not sure where 
the cowl is, it' where all those leaves 
and twigs collect. 

RAY: So you spray the stuff at the 
air intake, it gets sucked in, travels 
through the duct , where it kills mold 
and mildew. and end up in your pas­
senger compartment, where it gives 
you brain lesions. 

TOM· Actually. we have no idea 

what's in the stuff. but I'm sure the 
imaructions tell you to open the win­
dows and let the car air out before 
closing it back up and driving in it.

TOM: Diesel passenger cars aren't 
really mainstream yet, but I don't 
think tho e concerns should hold you 
back the e days, Terry. I think people. 
including us, are wanning up to the 
idea of diesels. 

RAY: For years we were vehe­
mently opposed to them becau..,e they 
were noisy. smelly. smoky. shaky and 
slow. But a lot of that's changed. 

TOM: The biggest change has 
been that federal law now requires 
diesel fttel sold in the U.S. to be very 
low in sulfur. That. in tum. is allow­
ing carmakers to make cleaner diesel 
engines that meet the same emissions 
standards as gasoline engines. That's 
a HUGE change for the better. 

RAY: So. as these ne'>\' diesels hit 
the road~ over the next few year-;.

~ seem more the product of the Ravens' six 

turnovers than of Cincinnati's skill. 
"You know how I look at it? It' our 

fault," Johnson said of an offense that is 
third in the league scoring 36 points per 
game, entering Sunday's meeting of the 
BengaJs {1-1) and Seahawks (1-1). 

"Because they scored 51. that means 
we hould've had 52.'' Johnson said. "I'm 
serious. Some of the defensive players try 
to say, 'Oh, tt's our fault.' Man, don't 
worry about it. Thi is how our offensive 
mind-set has to be: We have to outscore 
our opponent, period.·· 

The Seahawks aren't exactly thrilled

Offensive tackle Willie Anderson said 
that'd be nice, because "I'm pretty sure 
you're not going to see a 45-point explo­
sion against SeatUe. It's going to be tough 
for us as an offense." 

Maybe. Maybe not. 
The Seahawks would love to be excit­

ed over this apparent opportunity for the1r 
offen e, which has been kittish since 
their Super Bowl loss 19 month ago. But 
they are too concerned with their own 
defense. It got manhandled by Ariwna in 
a 23-20 loss last week. 

After gloating about knocking runner 
Carnell "Cadillac" Williams and quarter­
back Jeff Garcia out of a win over the 
Buccaneers in Week 1, Seahawks defend­
ers couldn't get within jab's reach of 
Edgerrin James and Matt Leinart.

He has not been sacked in just two of 
them- both against the Seahawks.

I didn't think we played very well, 
to be honest." coach Mike Holmgren said 
of a unit with new starters at defensive 

end (Patrick Kerney, $19.5 million guar­
anteed) and safety (Deon Grant, more 
than $11 million guaranteed and Brian 
Russell, $3 million guaranteed). 

''Did I expect more? Absolutely. For 
all the reasons you mentioned, I expect 
improvement. We have good guys over 
there. We should be better ... I talked to 
the team about it. I've addressed certain 
players. I did what T had to do. But. yes, I 
expect more." 

Yet Holmgren is well aware that 
Cincinnati has firepower that could make 
his team wish it was back in Arizona. 

Carson Palmer leads the league with 
eight touchdown passes. Johnson is even 
more dangerous because T.J.
