Unintended 
consequences 

A new state law is having the unintended consequence of 
making it impossible for landowners to repair rental proper­
ty where tenants have set up illegal methamphetamine labs. 
That's because the law took effect before the state had the 
certified contractors needed to clear the property for occu­
pancy. 

The law, which took effect July 1, requires property own­
ers to hire state-certified contractors to clean up properties 
where toxic and potentially ex.plosive chemicals were 
cooked to make methamphetamine or other illegal drugs. 
The problem is not a single contractor in Kentucky has the 
certification the new law requires. State officials believe a 
requirement that contractors post a $500,000 surety bond or 
"other tinancial assurance" ha'\ discouraged many from 
becoming certified. 

One landlord, who owns property in Louisville where ten­
ants set up a meth lab, said she supports the intent of the 
new law but added that it is holding her property hostage. 

"We wanted to do it right, we intended to do it right, but 
nobody now is certified," the frustrated property owner said 
of futile efforts to get her property ready for o.ccupancy. "1 
called Frankfort and they said if we did (the cleanup) cor­
rectly it still wouldn't pass." 

Nearly 350 meth labs were uncovered in Kentucky in 
2006. The amount of cleanup required by the new law 
depend'\ on the level of contamination. It ranges from 
requiring the disposal of furniture, carpet, drapes and dry­
wall, to washing things down with bleach and water. The 
cost generally ranges from $5,000 to $10,000, but some­
times goes higher. 

Contractors also are required by the Environmental and 
Public Protection Cabinet to carry liability insurance for at 
least $250,000 to cover themselves in case a cleanup is not 
done properly. But "the hurdle is the half-million dollars" 
for the surety bond, said one state official. "That is what 
contractors have told us." 

While the statute cannot be changed until the General 
Assembly meets next year, the cabinet had come up 'with a 
temporary solution - using cabinet funds to underwrite 
$450,000 of the bond amount and requiring contractors to 
come up with a $50,000 bond. 

The new law was sponsored by Rep. Tanya Pullin, D­
Soutb Shore. She said she would be open to changing the 
1aw. 

"If the reality is no one will sign up under those circum­
stances, then we need to make a change," Pullin said ... What 
we really want is to get these things cleaned up." 

It is not unusual for meth labs to be set up in rental prop­
erty without the knowledge of the property owners. Meth 
labs have been found in everything from dilapidated trailers 
to motel rooms to expensive homes. 

The law Pullin persuaded her fe11ow legislators to enact is 
well-intentioned, but as long as there are no certified con­
tractors to carry out its edicts, the law is punishing property 
owners for the crime. of their tenants by making it impossi­
ble for them to rent their property. We doubt that was ever 
Pullin's intent.

The eagle has 
landed 

For decades, the bald eagle's most 
favorable habitat seemed lo he The 
Presidential Seal. Devastated hy 
human enc:roacbme.nt and then the 
pesticide DDT, the bird itliclf wao; on 
a death spiral in the lower 48 states. 
even ao; it thrived as an arrow-and­
oijve-branch-cJutching national sym 
hol. 

Now, the bald eagle is as strong in 
nature as iL is on currency and in 
patriotic artwork. In 1963 in lhc 
lower 48, the number of eagles was 
down 10 400 nesting pain; (eagles 
mate for life). Today, there are more 
than II ,000 nesting pairs. and the 
trald eagle has been removed from. 
the Endangered Species Usl in a star­
spangled environmental success 
story. 

Benjamin Franklin's objections to 
the eagle's designation as the nation­
al bird are famou . He castigaled it as 
a bird of "bad moral character'' for 
stealing prey from the osprey and 
retreating when attacked by the much 
smaller King Bird. No one has found 
Franklin's niggling personal attacks 
on the bald eagle particularly persua­
sive, not when matched up against its 
awesome physical characteristics. 

'Brown wil.h a white head ("balde" 
is Old English for white- hence the 

name) and a bright yello"' beak, Lhe 
bird has a wingspan of up to 8 feet. 
Its nests have heen known to weigh 
as much ali two wns. When in normal 
flight, it reaches speeds of up to 60 
mph, and it can rop 100 mph when 
diving toward its prey. Its eyes are 
roughly six times more powerful Lhan 
ours. and 1ts penetrating gaze seems 
lu say, "Don't tread on me." 

Lf a country is 
going to anthropo­
morphize a hird to 
stand for its nation­
al qualities, it could 
do much worse 
than this majestic, 
fierce-eyed bird. 
When Charles 
Thomson, 
Secretary of the 
Continental 
Congress, made a 
spread-winged bald 
eagle supporting a shield the focus of 
the Great Seal, he said it symbolized 
"that the United States of America 
ought to rely on their own VIrtue." 
Anyone who doesn'Lexperience a lit­
tle thrill when seeing the bird has lost 
hili capacity for wonder. or has ju t 

seen too many eagles. 
That wa the ca e with seulers 

who worried that the bird threatened 
their livestock and also killed the bird 
for sporl. There were iniria1ly as 
many as 500,000 eagles in North 
America.

Hi emloN;emenl of the BW>h tax 
cut<; that fueled nur ever-expanding 
national debt, which in turn has put 
our economic fate in the hands of for­
eign interests? He didn't endorse lhe 
tax cut merely for the sake of cutting 
taxes, be says. He only wanted to 
make sure lhat the recurring budget 
surpluses of the Clinton year.s didn't 
result in the govern­
ment having too much 
mone). Once the 
national dchl reached 
zero, he now says. be 
would have favored 
tax cuts only if they 
were matched by 
equal curs in spend 
ing. He never intend­
ed a blanket endorse­
ment or the "Bush cuts, 
he says. 

In shurt, he was a 
practically perfect Fed Chairman. fl 
was our elected officials (and the 
Berlin Wall) who Jet us down. 

And who is to say he's wrong? 
He'· a smart man. He's Alan 
Greenspan. Howe,er, T would quib­
ble (Ed.: Nong witb Paul Krugman) 
with his claim that his endorsement 
of Bush's tax cuts was misinterpret­
ed. Green pan appeared before 
Congress at a time when l.hc issue of 
cutting taxes deeply was much in dis 
pute. When he said be didn't sec the 
harm In it, he put his stamp ot 
approval on the cuts and made them 
all but inevitable. 

A rew years later, with the nalion­
al debt hallooning again. he argued 
thai the cuts should be made perma­
nent. That's hardly an accidental slip 
of the tvngue. No, he endorsed the 
tax curs, even though they wcrcn · t 
carried uut exactly as he might have 
wished.

Coal mining jobs have provided 
for eastern Kentucky families for 
generations and now a new genera 
tion of workers arc looking to coal 
mining careers for their own futures. 
For many, they need lo look no fur­
ther than Big Sandy Community 
and Technical College·~ coal career~ 
program to learn the skills needed 
lor success in the industry. 

Appearing at an open house 
e\'ent on the BSCTC Pikeville cam­
pu. Thursday afternoon, Dr. Bill 
Higginbotham, executive director 
for the Kentucky Coni Academy, 
noted that the coal academy was the 
first or its kind in the United St.ates.

Prepare kids 
for their first 
deer hunt

KENTUCKY AFIELD 

FRANKFORT - A boy on his 
first deer hunt frcc7c' when a 16· 

,. point buck walks mro view. An 
inexperienced ~hooter, the boy is 
too scared to pu II the trigger. The 
buck. possibly lhe biggest deer 
the boy will ever see. walks 
away. 

This is the story hunter educa­
tion instructor Bob McGee tells 
to show the importance of 
preparing kids for their !irst deer 
hunt. II happened a couple of 
years ago on the Shelby County 
youth hunt ;\lcGee coordinates 
each year. 

"l was so mad at that kid's 
• dad,'' McGee remembers. "You 

have to take the kids out and let 
them shoot." 

Kentucky's youth-only 
firearms deer season is coming 
up Oct. 13-14. Target practice 
isn't the only thing kids need to 
get ready. Before climhing into a 
tree stand. adults who take a kid 
deer hunting can do a lot to ease 
first-hunt nerves and make youth 
hunters feel comfortable. Start 
with a run-down of safety 
inl'tructions. 

McGee gives all of the kids on 
hi.· hum a refresher course in 
.,.afcty. "I give them all a piece of 

• paper with the ha!-tics:· he say:-.. 
"Don't shoot over the top of a 
hill - make sure ynu have a good 
bachtop. Don't .'-hoot past ) our 
comfortahlc distance. Always 
use a safety harness in a lrl.'c 
stand." 

Hunter education courses 
cover all of this and more, but 
McGee make sure kids haven't 
forgotten what they learned. And 
he teaches the £tdults as well. "I 
make sure adults know thnl, if 
something happens. it'-. their 
responsibility tn take that firenrm 

_.way from the kid." he says. 
KentU<:ky lav. requires adults 

to stay bc~;idc kids who arc hunt­
ing deer with a gun. The adult 
cnn't be in a nearh r tree stand or 
on the ground while the young­
ster i in the tree stand abo,·c -
they must be in a position to take 
immediate control of the youth 
hunter's firearm. 

When new hunters are well­
versed in safety basks. they need 
plenty of practice with a firearm 
to get comfortable heforc open­
ing day. Hunter education cours­
es give kids a place to start, with 

• four hours of hands-on range 
work. But adults should allow
