HURLEY, Va. - When 
Diane Dotson is sick, ~he waits 
for the wagon. 

If she's lucky, it'll only be a 
few day~>. But it could be a sev­
eral 1 weeks before St. Mary's 
Heallh Wagon. a free mobile 
clinic that makes rounds in cen­
tral Appalachia. at1'ives in this 
remote community in outh­
wcst Virginia to help the sick. 

The clinic squeezes in next 
to a car wash. parked in Sister 
Pauline Champagne's front 
yard. where she chats with 
patients sitting on lawn chairs 
in the make. hift outdoor "wait 
ing room." A. Sister Cham­
pagne calls off each name from 
her clipboard, patients step into 
the cramped quarters of a mod 
ifie<.l RV. 

Inside. there are two tiny 
patient room - and a bench 
behind the driver's seat tor the 
next person in line. 

Mobile clinics are the main 
source of health care for thou­
sands living in the mountains. 
where doctors and health insur­
ance are lacking. Some mobile 
clinics show up weekly or 
monthly. others only on<.:~ a 
year. 

On this particular September 
morning, Dotson drove I 5 
miles from her home in Phelps. 
Ky .. to get her blood pressure 
and heart checked. Dot. on, the 

wife o a disabled coal miner, 
sutlers rom high blood pres­
sure an depression. 

The couple is buried under a 
513.000 debt stemming from 
an outpatient -surgery Dotson 
bad in 1998. Getting health 
care bey nd the mobile clinic is 
no longer an option. 

"I don't know if I'll even 
hvc to pay it off." Dotson said. 
''1 don't know what I'd do with­
out the clinic." 

Dotson's story i not uncom­
mon in central Appalachia. a 
region burdened by health care 
disparities. 

Overall. the region has high 
rates of deaths from cance~, 
heart disease. diabetes and 
stroke. conomically. the 
region lags behind the rest of 
the nation with high levels of 
unemployment. low incomes 
and deficits in educalton. The 
region also struggles with the 
prevalence of illnesses from 
obesity. smoking and a lack of 
phy.,ical activity. 

The rugged, picturesque 
mountains that keep su many 
tied to the region only com­
pound the health care problem. 
keeping doctor. scarce and 
making mobile clinics an alter­
native to traditional medicine. 

''We're their health source." 
said Ron Brewer. who coordi­
nates the Remote Area Medi~.:al 
Volunteer Corp. mobile clintc 
program for rural Tennessee. 
·'They depend on us as their 

visit to the doctor." 
The sen ices off~.:rcd by the 

mobile clinics. typically funded 
through grants and donations, 
vary from clink to clinic. 

Some only offer dental or 
eye care. Others. including Sl. 
Mary's Health Wagon. offer 
virtually lhe same care olfcred 
by a family physician. Most 
partner wilh a local physician 
v. ho reviews serious ca!>es and 
negotiate referrals with physi­
cians willing to work on such 
cases. 

"We like those days when 
we can have a sinus infection or 
an earache,.. said etza 
Mullins. a health coordinator 
with the Kentucky River 
Foothill~ Development Coun­
cil, which runs a mobile clinic 
that travels between eastern 
Kentucky's Powell and Estill 
counties. 

"But because of the lack of 
health care and Jack of health 
insuram:e, the e folk· are ver) 
chronic," she said. ''Train 
wrecks JS exactly what we call 
thern ." 

There· no official count on 
mobile clinics, or the number 
of people who rely on them. 
But figures from the annual 
health fair at Wise, Va. -
which drav. s people from 
Tennessee, Kcntu ky and West 
Virginia- an.: compelling.

Mediator requests 
meeting with 
striking nurses, ARH

PIKEVILLE - A fed­
eral mediator has requested 
a meeting with representa­
tives of some 600 
Appalachian nurses on 
strike and officials with the 
region's large t health care 
providers. 

More than 630 regis­
tered nurses at seven 
Kentucky and two West 
Virginia Appalachian 
Regional Healthcare bospi­
tals walked off the job at 
12:01 a.m. :vi on day when 
their contract expired. 

The federal mediator, 
Herb F~tty. ha requested 
to meet with bolh sides 
Monday in Lexington. 

Fett~. who monitored 
negotiations betv.een the 
two sides before the strike, 
init1ated talks between the 
two sides Thursday. said 
Pat Tanner, a negotiator for 
the nur es associatiOn. 

ARH officials cautioned 
that the discu simlS wl.'rc 
simply talk . . not nece~sari­
ly "a resumption of negoti­
ations." Officials have said 
they have no interest in 
resuming negotiations wi ~h 
the nur es 

'·This docs not indicate 
a resumption of negotia­
tions but i. customarily 
done out of respect for the 

mediator," said ARH 
spokeswoman Candace 
Elkins. 

Tanner, however, hopes 
that the meeting with Petty 
will lead to discussions 
between the nurses and 
ARH . 

Weeb of negotiatiOns 
between the union and hos­
pital administrator came 
to an impasse over several 
issues including staffing 
ratios, mandatory overtime 
and pay raises. 

Last week, ARH is~ued 
its ·'final offer'' to the nurs­
e . . which included an ini­
tial 2 percent pay raise and 
flexible schedules, allow­
ing nurses to work 1 0 and 
12-hour shtfts. 

Ho'"·e, er. Tanner said 
the proposed contract 
reduces holiday pay and 
increases insurance premi­
ums. canceling out any pay 
raise. She said the union 
wa open to further talk . 

The nurses want better 
retirement and medical 
benefits; reinstatement of 
the modified work week 
(working 16 hours for 40 
hours of pay); and addi­
tional staffing to offset 
mandatory overtune. 

"You can't give good 
patient care if you don't 
have enough staff," Tanner 
saiJ.

Ove 
veto 

Senate Majority Leader Harry Reid said this week that 
Pre ident Bush's veto of a bipartisan bill to dramatically 
expand children's health insurance clearly shows "how 
detached President B u h is from the priorities of the 
American people." 

Normally, one might dismiss the comments of the Nevada 
Democrat as partisan rhetoric. But Reid is right. Even many 
Republicans in Congress believe the veto shows that the 
president, who rarely vetoes legislation, doesn't fully grasp 
how concerned Americans are about health care. 

The bill would have expanded federal spending for the 
widely praised State Children's Health Insurance Program 
by $35 billion over five years. That would have allowed 
states to cover an additional 3.8 million children; about 6 
million children are currently covered. As Rep. Ron Kind, 
D-Wis., notes, these are children from working families 
"that earn too much to qualify for Medicaid but too little to 
afford private insurance." 

The reauthorization meao;;ure would have allowed 
Wisconsin to keep its successful BadgerCare program intact 
and also enable the state to enroll even more children from 
wti.nsured working families by leveraging more federal dol­
lars. 

Rep. Paul Ryan. R-Wis., says the bill is fiscal1y irrespon­
sible and uses what he calls ·•a . pending gimmick" to under­
state the true long-term costs. The president, who has pro­
posed only a $5 billion increase in SCRIP, says he's willing 
to work out a compromise "if they need a little more 
money." 

But ''a little more money" won't meet the need. Besides, 
as Kind points out, the expansion would be largely financed 
by a 61-cent increase in the federal cigarette tax, which, in 
turn, would discourage kids from smoking. Kind also points 
out that the bill is the product of a "wide bipartisan compro­
mise," the very thing that voters are legitimately clamoring 
for to deal with the nation's problems. Significantly, anum­
ber of Republicans - including Sens. Charles Grass ley of 
Iowa and Orrin Hatch of Utah, normally a strong supporter 
of Bush - are pushing for an override. The Republicans who 
believe that the president is just dead wrong on this issue 
must work to convince others in their party that for the good 
of the nation and its children they must work with · 
Democrats to override the veto.

Why Fred? 

The conventional wisdom aboul 
Fred Thompson is that he might have 
waited too long to gel into the presi­
dcmial race, even though by the slan­
dard of past election cycles he's nghL 
on schedule. The best question for the 
Thompson campaign doesn't have to 
do wi!h timing, but wilb rationale; it 
isn't about "When?" but "Why?" 

His delay in announcing his presi­
dential bid needn't seriously burt him 
i r he is a candidate on par wilh or beL­
tcr than his top rivals. ln the national 
glare, bolh Miu Romney and Rudy 
Giuliani have proven tbcmsclvcs 
good fundraisers. adept debaters and 
indefatigable campaigners with 
appealing outsider reformist mes­
sages. TL' not clear yet !haL 
Thompson is any of these things. 

Thompson isn't ''lazy" - the rap 
against him - by any reasonable 

· measure. He dido 't become a 
Watergate investigator, prosecutor, 
actor and senator by sleeping larc and 
watching daytime TV. But hi Senate 
career tells againsr him. Not because 
he didn't have the energy to make 
much of it, but because he apparently 
didn't have tbe desire. 

Thompson has two main draws. 
One is stylistic, even though he has a 
kind of anti-style - a low-key, no­
nonsense bearing that gives him a 
sense or quiet authority. The down-

side is thal Lhis can seem to be a lack 
of passion. His appearance on "The 
"Tonight Show With Jay Leno·· 
announcing his candidacy was so 
·omnolent that you could be forgiven 
for wondering if he wasn't already 
bored with running for presidenl. 

H1s other appeal 1s ideological. 
Thomp ·on has a more consistent con 
serval1 ve record than Romney or 
Giuliani. But. a 
product or the 
moderate-conserv­
ative Tennes?ee 
GOP, he wa<; never 
a firebrand either. 
Tn the gotcha en\i­
ronment of the pri-
mary race. 
Thompson will 
have to defend past 
hctcrodoxtes on 
abortion. immigra­
tion, campaign­
finance reform and tort reform. The 
deeper problem, though, is that what 
ails the Republican Pan; isn't a lack 
of down-the line conservatism. 

Republican need more rresh 
thin.king. and Thompson • · devotion 
Lo federalism emphaticall) doesn't 
count. In terms of domestic policy. 
the besL new in the Republican race 
so far is that Romney and Giuliani 
have offered forward-looking healdl­
care proposals. Thompson will have 
to excel in the idea.-; race rather than 
rest on a conservative voting record. 

The one advantage Republicans 

might have in a Lough election year in 
2008 is that they likely will be run­
ning against a Democratic enaLOr or 
former senator with no executive 
experience. That creates an opening 
for Romney or Giuliani · both suc­
cessful executives who made their 
political reputations outs1de the belt­
way - to argue they are bener suited 
to fix Washington. Thompson, in 

contra~>t, has 
a imilar 
profiJc as the 
Democrats 
- a former 
senator w1th 
no experi­
em:e running 
things, 
w h 0 s e 
kitchen table 
is in !he 
h a u t e 
Washington, 

D.C., suburb of McLean, Va. 
All that said, il's the most wide­

open Republican primary race in 50 
.years. Before even announcing, 
Thompson was in second place in 
national polls. It is understandable 
that when considering a run he 
looked at those polls and concluded, 
"Why not?" Now, he ha to answer 
the tougher question: "Why?"

1' d probably have to put it to sleep." 

Molher Nature had different 
plans, however, and soon the tiny 
animal's body wa'i coursing with 
warmth. "At that point," Combs­
Morris continued, "I knew that there 
wa-. no way l could sland to pur her 
to sleep and so here J am, tonng ir 
everywhere T go and l>leeping with 
it. on the couch, mind you. at mghr 
and holllefeeding it every two to 
three hours." 

The good doctor and her faithful 
as. L~lant, Teresa Warrix, brought rbe 
pup along v.ith them ao; they visited 
local newspaper orfices anu busi­
ncs. cs Thursday afternoon in an 

effort to garner some much needed 
support for a local animal charity, 
SNOOP (Spay and Neuter 
Organitation or Preston~burg). 

SNOOP wa<; organiL.cd in 200 l 
\Vith a mission to pro\ 1dc ass1 ·tancc 
to low-income individuals to allow 
them to have their peh spayed and 
neutered. Since its inception. the 
organization has -.uccessfuUy a'>sist 
ed in the spaying of thou-;and~ or 
Floyd Counry cat.~ and dog .. "Last 
year alone. 1 believe we spa}ed and 
neutered ahout 1.100 animals,·· 
Combs Morris said. ··r know that 
since we started, we made a huge 
dent in the animal overpopulation 
problem. We were actuall} begin­
ning to sec a real difference. Now, 
though, we'"e run short on funds." 

"There arc lms of people out 
there who neeu help, and \\.hO qual­
ify, hut we just don' t have the 
money." said Warrix.

Governor declares Fire Prevention Week 
FRANKFORT Govemor 

Ernie Fletcher has declared OcL 
7-l3 Fire Pre\'ention Week in 
Kentucky. 

The observance is part of a 
national. annual public educa­
tion campatgn dcstgncd to 
remind t:iti1.cn. or the need to 
take steps to reduce their 
chances of injury or death due 
to fire. 

Governor Fletcher noted that 
tire . afety i~ especially relevant 
now because of th dangerous 
wildfire conditions in 
Kentucky. The governor signed 
an executive order yesterday 
banning all outdoor buming 
across the -.tate. 

"The drought conditions 
have created extremely haz­
ardous l.!cmditions,'' Governor 

Fletcher said. "It is impossible 
to overstate ho\v important it is 
thai all citizens exercise caution 
outuoors to pre>ent fires Lhat 
can quickly get out of comrol." 

Unlike the seasonal threat of 
forest fires. home fires occur 
every day of the year. In his 
proclamation. Governor 
Fletcher noted that more than 
3,200 people 111 the United 

tales died in 2006 in home 
tires. He noted that residents 
who develop and practice a 
home fire escape plan are lx:tter 
pleparcd to survive a hou~e fire. 

State Fire Marshal Rodney 
Raby said a home escape plun is 
ca.sy to prepare. 

"A home fire often occurs at 
night,'' Rahy noted. ·'Being 
awakened from a sound sleep 

by smoke and heat is no time to 
try to think clearly about the 
best ways to get out of the 
house." 

The basics of a home escape 
plan are simple, according to 
the Nallonal Fire Protection 
Association. 

• Dra"" a 11oor plan or your 
home showing all doors and 
windows. 

• \1ark two ways out of 
each room. 

• Mark all smoke alarms. 
There should be one in each 
bedroom. outside each bedroom 
and on eYery level of Lhe horne. 

• Pick a family meeting 
plat·e outside where everyone 
can meet after an evacuation. 

• Practice the plan twice a 
year.

Spend a few hours 
for successful 
deer hunting

FRANKFORT- Although 
many of our modern invenltons 

# such a cell phones, laptop com­
puters and portable devices that 
can send and receive e-mail 
intend to , ave us time and pro­
vide convenience, it seem, each 
year we have less time and find 
ourselves more inconvenienced. 

The constant time crunch of 
our modern lives can really 
impact the important things, like 
scouting for potenttal hunting 
spots before deer season opens. 
But, hunters who spend their lim­
ited lime in the be:)t way possible 
can put themselves ahead of the 

~ pack when modern gun deer sea­
son opens in November by head­
ing toward creek and river bot­
toms to scout. 

HIGH SCHOOL FOOTBALL 
Although smaller creeks are 

all but dry in many parts of 
Kentuck). some may still hold 
water in spots. Medium to large 
creeks are dangerously low, but 
still now. The drought hould 
concentrate deer in these moist 
corridors. Even those tiny pring­
fed gullies are moister than prac­
tically anywhere else. 

Lack of rain this past spring, 
summer and early fall could jum­
ble typical deer locations and a 

., hunter's u uaJ deer hunting 
spots. making creek and river 
bottoms even more important 
places to prospect before the 
modern gun o;eason. 

Bottomlands provide the three 
things deer need: water, food and 
cover. Those with stands of oak 
and hickory should be high per­
centage spots. Deer this fall will 
eat more hard rna t such as 
acorns and hickory nut becau:;e 
the drought hurt production of 
oft mast such as wild fruits and 

berries. 
Oak stands also grow in 

~ importance a, the rut intensifies 
in November because female 
deer root around for acorns in 
them. Male deer circle oaks 
downwind and smell for females 
in estrus and ready to breed. 

The mud along the creek bank 
also reveals whether any deer are 
in the area. Bottoms usually have 
plenty of sapling trees for bucks 
to scrape. If you scout a creek 
bottom in the next couple of 
weeks and don't see any tracks in 
the muddy areas or scrape on 
the saplings, then that particular 

• bottom isn't too good. 
Trails are also a good indica-

We have audited the e:u.;companying financial statenumts of lite guvernmental activ· 
ities, the business-type activities, the discretely presented components unit, each 
major fund, and the aggregate remaining fund information of Floyd County, 
Kentucky, as of and for the year ended June 30, 2005, which collectively comprise 
the County's basic financial statements, as listed in the table of contents. These 
fmancial statements are the responsibility of the Floyd County Fiscal Court. Our 
responsibility is to express opinions on these financial statements based on our 
audit. 

Except as discussed in the fifth paragraph, we conducted our audit in accordance 
with auditing standards generally accepted in the United States of America, the stan­
dards applicable to financial audits contained in Government Auditing Standards 
issued by the Comptroller General of the United States, and the Audit Guide for 
Fiscal Court Audits issued by the Auditor of Public Accounts, Commonwealth of 
Kentucky. Those standards require that we plan and perform the audit to obtain rea­
sonable assurance about whether the financial statements are free of material mis· 
statement. An audit includes examining, on a test basis, evidence supporting the 
amounts and disclosures in the financial statements. An audit also includes assess· 
ing the accounting principles used and Significant estimates made by management, 
as well as evaluating the overall financial statement presentation. We believe that 
our audit provides a reasonable basis for our opinions. 

As described in Note 1, Floyd County, Kentucky. prepares its financial statements on 
a prescribed basis of accounting that demonstrates compliance with the modified 
cash basis, which is a comprehensive basis of accounting other than accounting 
principles generally accepted in the United States of America. 

The financial statements of East Kentucky Utilities, Inc., a discretely presented com­
ponent unity of Floyd County Fiscal Court, are presented in accordance with th~ 
accrual basis of accounting and therefore include certain accruals required by 
accounting principles generally accepted in the United States of America that are not 
presented in accordance with the modified cash basis. 

We were unable to obtain sufficient evidential matter in relation to East Kentucky 
Utilities, Inc., a discretely presented component unit, in regards to capital assets. 
Testing of capital assets revealed $112,340 of missing assets, with no record or doc· 
umentation of the assets being sold or disposed of. 
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ORDINANCE NO. 9-2007 
An Ordinance of the City of Prestonsburg, Kentucky, 

relating to a Tax Levy on Real and Tangible Personal 
Property and Franchises, all for the General Operating 
Expense Purposes of the City of Prestonsburg, 
Kentucky. 

WHEREAS, the City Council of the City of Prestonsburg, 
Kentucky, in order to maintain a progressive and stable tax 
base for the city, finds it necessary to adopt the following 
Ordinance in order to prov1de funds for the general expense 
purposes of the City; 

Now, Therefore Be It Hereby Ordained by the City of 
Prestonsburg, Kentucky, as follows: 

Section 1, The County assessment of property situated in 
the City of Prestonsburg, both real and personal, is hereby 
adopted. 

Section 2. For the purposes of providing funds for the 
general operating expenses of the City of Prestonsburg for 
the fiscal year from July 1, 2007, to June 30, 2008, and tor 
each year thereafter, until this Ordinance is amended or 
enacted, the following taxes are levied. 

{A) Upon all real estate, within the City of Prestonsburg, 
not specifically exempted from taxation. situated within 
the City of Prestonsburg of .216 per One Hundred 
Dollars ($100), of assessed value. 

(B) A tax upon all tangible personal property and franchises 
not spectfically excempted from taxation, a tax of .340 
per One Hundred Dollars ($100) of assessed value. 

Section 3. A discount of two percent {2%) of the total 
amount of the tax bill is hereby allowed upon all tax bills paid 
to November 30th of each year. 

Section 4. A penalty of six percent (6%) of the total 
amount of the tax bills, that are not paid on or prior to 
December 31st of each year shall be imposed and collected. 

Section 5. The City Clerk is hereby designated and 
authorized to collect the tax imposed herein. 

Section 6. This Ordinance is passed pursuant to, in com­
pliance with. and by virtue of the authority of the following 
constitutional and statutory prov1sions: Kentucky Constitution 
Sections 157, 170 and 181; Kentucky Rev1sed Statues 
92.160, 92.170, 92.330, 1 36.280 and 142.020. 

Section 7. Any word, phase, section, or subsection of the 
Ordinance declared by a Court of competent jurisdiction to be 
invalid or unconstitutional, shall not affect the remainder of 
this Ordinance, which shall remain in full force and effect. 

Section 8. All ordinances or any parts thereof, in conflict 
with the provisions of this Ordinance are hereby expressly 
repealed to the extent of such conflict. 

Section 9. This Ordinance shall become effective upon 
adoption and publication as required by law.

presflnted component unit of Floyd County, Kentucky, as of June 30, 2005, and the 
changes in financial position thereof for the year then ended in conformity with the ._-----------------------. 
basis of accounting described in Note 1. 

In addition, in our opinion, the fiancial statements referred to above present fairly, in 
all material respects, the respective financial position of the governmental activities, 
the business-type activities, each major fund, and the aggregate remaining fund 
information of Floyd County, Kentucky, as of June 30, 2005, and the respective 
changes in fianancial position and cash flows, where applicable, thereof and for the 
year then ended in conformity with the basis of accounting described in Note 1 . 

The County has not presented the management's discussion and analysis that the 
Government Accounting Standards Board (GASB) has determined is necessary to 
supplement, although not required to be a part of, the basic financial statements. 
The Budgetary Comparison information is not a required part of the basic financtal 
statement but is supplementary information required by GASB. We have applied 
certain limited procedures, which consisted principally of inquines of management 
regarding the methods of measurement and presentation of the budgetary compar­
ison information. However, we did not audit the information and express no opinion 
on it. 

Our audit was conducted for the purpose of forming opinions on the financial state­
ments that collectively comprise Floyd County, Kentucky's basic financial state­
ments. The accompanying supplementary information, combining fund financial 
statements are presented for purposes of additional analysis and are not a required 
part of the basic financial statements. The accompanying schedule of expenditures 
of federal awards is presented for purposes of additional analysis as required by 
U.S. Office of Management and Budget Circular A-133, Audits of States, Local 
Governments and Non-Profit Organizations, and is not a required part of the basic 
financial statements. The combining fund financ1al statements and the schedule of 
expenditures of federal awards have been subjected to the auditing procedures 
applied in the audit of the bas1c financial statements and, in our opinion, are fairly 
stated in all material respects in relation to the basic financ•al statements taken as a 
whole. 

In accordance with Government Auditing Standards, we have also issued our report 
dated February, 28, 2007, on our consrderation of Floyd County, Kentucky's mternal 
control over financial reporting and on our tests of its compliance with certain provi­
sions of laws, regulatrons. contracts, and grant agreements and other matters.
