Carmg for and protecting children is among the highest valu~s of soci­
ety and one of its most crucial obligations. On Wednesday, Pre 1dent 
George W. Bush vetoed a bill to renew and extend the reach of a program 
that provides health insurance to American children whose families can't 
afford it or can't get it at any price. 

Last week, Democrats joined with Repubhcans in the Hou e and 
Senate and passed the compromise bill by substantial margins. Among 
them were Republicans Sen. Christopher "Kit" Bond and Rep. JoAnn 
Emerson of Missouri who bucked the lc. dership of their party to do so. 

Just about everything the president ar Ius surrogates have said about 
the bill is wrong. It does not cover illegal immigrants and upper-income 
children. His not designed to gel families to drop private insurance and, 
instead, get a free ride from a public program. Nor is it "~ocialized-type 
medicine," as presidential press secretary Dana Penna sa1d last week. 

Nevertheless, Bush and the Republican leadership used these demon­
strably false assertions to justify vetoing a b1ll to continue and modestly 
expand the popular and remarkably successful State Children's Health 
Insurance Program or SCHIP. The program now covers 6.6 million clul­
dren from low-income families. The bill he scorned would have removed 
another 3.4 children from the ranks of the uninsured. 

Congress now must stand up for children' health and override the 
president's veto. The bill's margin of passage in the Senate was enough to 
do so, but its supporters in the House need to persuade about 15 oppo­
nents to switch their votes in order to make the bill law. 
, Those who voted against the bill will have about two weeks to recon­

sider before they are asked to change their minds and override the veto. 
In the meantime, they'd be well advised to be highly skeptical of the 
president's claims. 

Bush said the blil "would result in Laking a program meant for poor 
children and turning it into one that covers children in families with 
incomes of up to $83,000 a year." Not so. 

SCHIP never was directed at "poor children" living below the poverty 
line; they are covered by Medicaid. SCHIP was created in 1997 to insure 
children in families whose mcomes were too high to qualify for 
Medicaid, but too low to afford insurance on their own. Nor does the bill 
provide benefits to families earning $83.000 a year. The bill's maximum 
qualifying income is three times the poverty level, about $62,000 for a 
family of four. 

Rep. Todd Akin, R-Mo., Wednesday spewed another of the 
Republicans' anti-SCRIP talking points. He claimed that "littl~ hidden 
gizmos" in the bill are "going to provide health care ~o ~e cbpd.ren of 
illegal iitlltl..igrants." In fact, the bill states that "Nothing m this act allows 
federal payments for individuals who are not legal residents." 

Bush has said that the bill. "would move millions of American children 
who now have private health insurance into government-run health care." 
In fact, the free market is doing that on its own: Last year, about 710,000 
children who previously had private health insurance coverage lost it, 
mainly because the companies for which their parents work no longer 
offer health insurance to their employees. 

In any case, the idea that families would suddenly flip into SCHIP 
plans from private msurance JS ludicrous. States already requtre a child to 
be uninsured for at least six months before he can be eligible for SCRIP. 
Nor is SCHfP a free ride: families eanling more than about $31,000 a 
year are required, appropriately, to pay affordable monthly premiums. 
Many are thrilled to do so, given that pre-existing conditions disqualify 
many of them from insurance coverage for their children at any price. 

On Wednesday, Bush explained his veto this way: "I beheve in private 
medicine, not the federal government running the health care system." 
Children with SCHIP coverage, just like participants in the Medicare pro­
gram, are treated by private doctors in private medical center . The gov­
ernment's role is financial, not medical. 

On the other hand, when Bush, a government employee, received a 
colonoscopy in July, his care was provided by doctors employed by the 
government working in a govenunent-owned hospital. As a former presi­
dent, Bush- like his father, former president George H.W_ Bush- wlll 
qualify for this same "socialized health care .. for the ~st of his life: .. 

Bush's misleading rhetoric calls to rrund the wanung about gulhb1hty 
made by a very different Republican president, Abraham Lincoln. As 
Congress prepares to override Bush's veto, those who voted against the 
SCHIP plan should take care to ensure that they're not fooled all the 
time.

FRANKFORT - One of the 
biggest hit records of the 1960s was a 
song that went something like ··1 don't 
care too much for money, for money 
can't buy me love." 

That may be true. but one thing 
money can buy is health care. And 
that makes people today care quite a 
lot about it. 

The Kentucky Institute of 
Medicine was so interested in the 
affect money bas on a person's health 
that it studied the impact of per capita 
personal income, among other factors, 
on health and well being in counties 
across Kentucky. And one thing it 
found is that wealthier countic are 
often healthier counties. 

Among the healthiest counties in 
the state. three - Fayette, Oldhant 
and Woodford - have a per capita 
income above the national average of 
$33,689, the report says. Most of the 
seven remaining counties have a per 
capita income that is in the ballpark of 
the state average of $27.625. with at 
least two counties exceeding it. And 
all are ranked among the I 0 "most 
healthy" in the Cmmnonwcalth. The 
10 "least healthy" counties, by com­
parison, are among the poorest in the 
state. 

But delve a little deeper into the 

report and you rind that not all of the 
slate ·s wealthiest counties are very 
health) . And n.ot aU of its poor coun­
ties are much worse off than wealthier 
counties hundreds or miles away. 

Take the case of Jefferson and 
Hickman countie!'. Both counties have 
per capita income. that exceed both 
the national average and the per capJ­
ta incomes of Fayette, Oldham and 
Woodford counties, yet both fall 
behind counties with much lm.ver 
incomes in the report's health rank­
ings. Wealthier Jefferson County faces 
more health challenges than less­
wealthy Pulaski County, for instance, 
while dozens of counties with lower 
per capita income than Hickman are 
healthier than that county's citizens. 

These unexpect d outcomes are 
the reason whv the Institute consid­
ered several differ• t sets of data 
besides per capita income when com­
piling 1ts rankings. There are other 
behaviors. demographics and health 
outcome· .specific to ach county that 
can harm or help Lhal county's health 
ranking, and those must also be mea­
sured. Factors lih motor vehicle 
deaths, rate of smoking and level of 
phy-.ical activit}, the Institute found. 
are just a helpful in determining a 
county's overall health. 

The counties in our area have both 
strengths and challenges when it 
comes to health. Based on rankings 
alone. Martin County (ranked 80 
among alll10 countie.) is considered 
the h;althiest county in our d.!strict. A 
low rate of smoking. low breast can 
cer rate and low occupational fatali­
ties are all positives that place Manin

County 111 that posliJOil, hut there j< 
considerable room for improvement 
With poor oral health. a high rate of 
diabetes and heart disease. high lunE 
cancer rate and poor levels of physical 
activity. tht: county does face obsta· 
des that need to he cons1dcrcd. 

Johnsm1 County - with a low n 
of motor vehicle fatalittes and 1 
prem<~lure dt:alh rate~ is ranked 84th 
in the report. meaning it faces somt 
challenges of it own. A high rate ol 
smoking, low high school graduatior 
rate. high rate of uninsured cilJZet\'; 
1ov. levels of physical activity and e 
high diabetes rate ;u·c a few. TI1e 
tnstilute says these trends must b 
reversed !or Johnson County H' 

become a hcalth1er place for each ol 
us to live. 

Flovd and Pike counties arc ranki:!c 
last in' the disllict in terms of health 
but face many of the challenges thai 
Johnson and Martm face. Improve 
routine dental care. increased medi 1 
, crecnmgs and increased seatbell usc 
are a few suggestions made by tht 
Institute to lower the health risks ol 
lhese counties· citizens. 

Counties that -:onsJucr these sug­
gestions ami look clo. ely atthe1r indi­
~idual challenges can improve then 
ranking and. more importantly, the 
future of their citizens both ~ oung an 
old. They will also improve the luturc 
of Kentucky, which as the report 
states, "cannot realize economic gain~ 
nor improve quality of life wllhotK <.1

Brooks: Kentucky's national 
respect lags behind on-field success

LEXINGTON 
Kentucky coach Rich Brooks 
usually doesn't check nation­
al rankings or pomt spreads, 
but he admits taking a peek 
after the Wildcats knocked 
off top-ranked LSU in triple­
overtime. 

What he found wa~ not 
only doe LSU have a higher 
national ranking (No. 5) than 
his Wildcats (No. 8), but 
Kentucky's next opponent­
Florida - i an early touch­
down favorite for Saturday's 
game in Lexington. 

"Those guys in Las Vegas, 
I guess they don't get fooled 
very often," Brooks said 
Monday. "Florida's a 7-point 
favorite and we just beat the 
No. I team in the nation? 
How does that equate? It' 
pretty mtercsting stuff." 

Brooks 1 n't nece sarily 
complaining. He says it takes 
more than one colossal up et, 
or even one or two breakout 
seasons, for a team long

"I thirik it i very hard any 
time you're trying to make a 
transition from a cellar­
dweller to a contender and 
trying to go for a champi­
onship," Brooks said. "There 
is always going to be Jag 
time.

a lot longer than they are 
great teams. That's just 
human nature." 

Brooks says that reference 
isn · t to the defending cham­
pion Gator , whose versatile 
quarterback Tim Tebow gives 
the Wildcats many matchup 
problems. 

"He can nm around you 
and he can run through you," 
Brooks said. 

In fact, Saturday's game 
will feature a matchup of two 
bona fide Heisman candi­
dates, Tebow and Kentucky's 
Andre Woodson, whose TD 
pass to Steve Johnson in 
triple-OT was his third late 
game-winning drive this year. 

Kentucky's players know 
that knocking off the Gators 
a week after their stunner 
against LSU could help them 
soar, not just in the polls but 
m the BCS and national tttle 
picture.

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Casinos hot topic in atest gube to • al debate

LEXINGTON Gov. 
Ernie Fletcher. still trying to 
rally conservative voters in his 
re-election campaign. warned 
again Monday that electing 
Democratic candidate Steve 
Beshear would opcr) the state 
to casinos.

Baptist minister, said legalized 
casino gambling would bnng a 
different culture and element 
to Kentucky that would not be 
good. 

"If you want casino gam­
bling and that's the primary 
thing you belreve is good for 
Kentucky, vote for Steve 
Be hear," Fletcher said dunng 
a debate broadcast live from 
the Kentucky Educational 
Televis ion headquarters in 
Lexington. 

"If you don't, and you want 
good jobs, good economic 
growth and the kind of values 
we've alway had,'' Fletcher 
said, "then l ask for their 
vote." 

Beshear. a Lexington attor­
ney, supports a proposal for a 
ballot referendum that would 
allow voters to decide whether 
to change the constitution to 
allow casinos.

The fight by Adlee Bruner 
and friends to pull the 11-foot 
mako shark onto the boat from 
the Gulf of Mexico took more 
than an hour on Saturday. But 
when they made it back to 
land, it was a record for the 
decades-old Destin Fishing 
Rodeo. 

"It was tense," Bruner, 47, 
said about the fight to land the 
shark. which has a mouthful of 
huge, fearsome teeth ... J'vc 
fished for 40 years. I've never 
see one that big." 

Bruner and his fishing bud­
dies were on a 52-foot charter 
boat with Capt. Robert Hill, 
about 70 mlies southwest of 
this beach city in the Florida 
Panhandle. 

The fishermen first noticed 
the big mako because it kept 
eating grouper and scamp they 
had hooked. 

"It was like 'Jaws,"' HiU 
said. 

Hill hooked a two-foot 
amberine on as bait and tossed 
it out. The shark eventually bit 
it. 

After the long fight, the 
shark was gaffed and eventual­
ly gave up after its tail was 
roped. But even then, the men 
could not get the big shark in 
the boat. They tied it to the 
stern With three ropes and 
made the four-hour trip back

• GROSSE ILE, Mich. -
A rapidly spreading patch of 
flowering American lotus is 
causing an ugly battle. 

Across the Detroit River's 
Gibraltar Bay on Hickory 
Island, Sue Liphardt sajd she 
doesn't like the sight of the 
aquatic plants. She and others 
fear the patch will grow to 
interfere with fishing and boat­
ing, driving down property 
vaJues. 

"It's like an island movmg 
closer to our dock," she said. 
"I don't want them to wait 
until it's 50 feet away to 
decide how to control it." 

But to Bruce Jones. a 
founder and board member of 
the Grosse Ile Nature 
Conservancy, the plants are 
lovely - and a sign the water 
near Grosse lie, south of 
Detroit, is cleaner. 

The American lotus is 
threatened in Michigan, and 
there is a fine as high as $500 
for picking it, according to the 
state Department of Natural 
Resources . 

The fight between the 
nature conservancy and 
Hickory Island homeowners 
has escaJated in the past year. 

The lotus bed was spotted 
in 1999, when it consisted of a 
few plants. Jones said. But 
some homeowners say it' s 
now nearly 10 acres and claim 
they saw people in boats plant­
ing seeds to expand it in 2002. 

Only naturaJ beds are pro­
tected by law. The nature con~ 
servancy planted lotus seeds in
