:Cheney's War II 
Twice in the past week. President George W. Bush and Vice 

President Dick Cheney have cranked up the rhetoric about the 
government of Iran' nuclear ambition ·. Last Wednesday, the 

• pre. ident said a nuclear-armed Iran raised the specter of "World 
• Wai II[," and on Sunday, the vice president said flatly. "We will 

not allow Iran to have a nuclear weapon." 
Given the consensus within western intelligence agencies that 

Iran is at least five years - probably more than 10 years - away 
from being able to build nuclear weapons, why the sudden out­
burst of fear-mongering? Doesn't this sound a bit too familiar, a 
bit too 2002? 

Indeed, many of the same neal nservative, American 
Enterprise Institute-Weekly Standard lrumbeaters who brought 
u · the war in Iraq also are on boaro for a bombing campaign 
against Iran. "The plain and brutal truth is that if Iran i · to be 
prevented from developing a nuclear arsenal. there is no alterna­
tive to the actual use of military force." wrote the neocon intel-

' lectual Norman Podhoretz in Commentary magazine Ia t June . 
• 1 "Surgical strikes" is the phrase of choice thi time around, 
L replacing "shock and awe." The strategy. such as it is. as dis-

closed by Seymour Hersh in The New Yorker earlwr this month. 
• no longer would be aimed solely at Iran's nuclear facilities. 
: Instead. it also would target the training camps and headquarters 

of its Revolutionary Guards forces. thus "emboldening" the mod­
erates within Iran. Just how one "emboldens" the people of a for­
eign nation by sending bombers and cruise missiles to blow up 
pans of it isn't precisely clear. 

The irony, of course. is that Iran was not nearly so large a 
problem before the United States invaded Iraq, creating waves of 
anti-U.S. entiment- and fears of other possible U.S. invasions­
throughout the Muslim world. Moderate pro-Western force in 
Iran suddenly were out of favor. and a new president, Mahmoud 
Ahmadinejad. an extremist by any definition, took power. 
Ahmadinejad, with his denials of the Holocaust and his vow" to 
exterminate IsraeL makes a convenient enemy. but real power in 
Iraq remains with the Ayatollah Ali Khamenei. 

In recent months. Bush and U.S. commander in rraq repeat­
y h ve crit' ·zed Tran for it£ r{). s border supp rt for Shiite 

militias, pointing to the Quds forces of Iran's Revolutionary 
Guards. Those are special operations troops that have a direct 
allegiance to the Atayollah Khamenei and that have been linked 
to the production of sophisticated roadside bomb~ used against 
U.S. troops. 

Speaking Sunday to the Washington Institute for Near Ea. t 
Policy, Cheney accused the Iranian government of complicity in 
the deaths of U.S. forces. In words that echoed tho e he used 
about Iraq in 2002, he said that Iran's people have "the right to be 
free of tyranny." 

"Our country, and the entire international community, cannot 
stand by as a ten·or-supporting state fulfills its grandest ambi­
tions," the vice president said. 

At a press conference last Wednesday. Bush said. that ''if 
you're interested in avoiding World War III. it seems like you 
ought to be interested in preventing [Iran] from having the 
knowledge necessary to make a nuclear weapon." That remark 
alone substantially redefined downward - from possessing a 
nuclear weapon to merely having the knowledge to make one -
the potential basis for action. 

Fortunately, this time around. there are less bellicose voices 
within the administration. Both Secretary of State Condoleezza 
Rice and Defense Secretary Robert Gates arc known to be trying 
to cool the rhetoric coming out of the vice president's office. 

Even o , Cheney must not be undere. timated; he ha · proved 
himself fully c~pable of leading Bush out of the frying pan and 
into the fire. Responsible leaders in Congress and the admini tra­
tion must stop him before he goe · any further

Don't wait for 

accidents 
I was born and rai ed in 

Wheelwright and find my elf visiting 
the Floyd County area at least once 
per year from my current home in 
Wi consin. I happened to be vi iting 
last week and a portion of this week 
and, along with vi iting my relative , 
was able to pass through the fall festi 
val in downtown Preston burg. which 
I enjoyed and un uspectingly wit­
nessed the new monument dedicated 
to the memory of the small kids that 
perished in the bus accident in 1957. J 
remember that experience we11 and 
was plea ed to see a fitting and per­
manent display allowing the publ1c to 
avoid ever forgetting that terrible 
experience. 

The reason for my letter, however, 
has little to do with the topic outlined 
above, but the matter surrounding the 
conge Lion in and around the new 
school that made it way into The 
Times this past week got my attention 
and apparently the attention of a num­
ber of others. While this matter was 
concerning to me. I was particularly 
disturbed with the reaction from the 
Kentucky DOT when city official ' 
requests were turned away surround­
ing requests to take the matter under 
advi ement. I've heard it before. It 
just cannot be justified at this time or 
until there ts suft1cient evidence ug­
gesting accidents, even deaths, cannot 
be avoided until corrections are in fact 
made. 

I am uniquely aware, although dis­
appointingly, vast amounts of data 
have to be accumulated over time to 
justify a change in highway or street 
construction, igns. lights, etc. Sadly. 
those data points most always include 
accidents, injurie. and even deaths, all 
de igned around providing the hard 
facts necessary to support such a 
change. This approach and indeed this 
attitude have been a standard 
approach to these kind of challenge 
for many years and actually aero. s the 
entire country. This is not a umque 
problem. But here is where a change 
in thinking lles. In my business, 
which includes automotive part manu­
facturing, I can't tell one of my criti­
cal customer that] ju:.t don't have the 
justification to correct a particular 
defect until my products cause enough 
damage to the quality of the car or 
worse yet. in the ca e of safety com­
ponents. I haven't been presented 
with enough data that tell me my 

products may lead to serious acci­
dents if I don't make the necessary 
corrections. I, frankly, would never 
suggest I will only upport a change 
in one of my product designs, bm only 
atter enough acc1dents or angry cus­
tomers are presented to me allowing 
me to adequately justify that change. 
It simply doesn't work that way. I've 
got to make it right and if there is a 
co t. then so be it. My customers are 
my most important product and keep­
ing them happy and afe remain a 
vigilant priority. 

My engineers are con. tantly con­
structing models allowing us to vir­
tually input all the causes leading to a 
defective part with an empha. i on 
prevention, nor reaction. Sound sun­
pie doesn't it? In the case of the busy 
street traffic near the new chool. all 
the risks can be identified and applied 
virtually to thi model. Essentially 
create a realistic v1ew of the numbers 
and types of accidents that might 
occur and apply those to the model. 
It's a process that works, allowing 
mistakes. even injuries or deaths, to 
be u ed as factors leading to a virtual 
portrayal of the accidents that are 
about to happen, all done o on a 
computer. Prevention is the ab olule 
prionty here and it can done so very 
easily and provide. a very compelling 
way to outline what changes must be 
introduced to avoid real dangers. 

I would suggest that an inqui itive 
DOT engineer take up this challenge 
by reali tically crcatJOg a similar pro­
gram that can be easily displayed on a 
desktop computer that wlll highlight 
any recommended change in road or 
treet designs, all done so virtual!) 

without ever harming the safety or 
health of one of our precious young 
people. Wouldn't a refreshing 
approach to a matter like this one in 
some small way honor those young 
people that the entire county 
mourned almost 50 years ago? We all 
learned something from that terrible 
experience. Let's never forget.

-Officials attend groundbreaking ceremony for 
project to widen part of Mountain Parkway

" CAMPTON - State and 
'7ocal officials attended a ground­
breaking ceremony Saturday for 
a $48 million project to widen a 
twisting ection of the Mountain 
Parkway. 

Other than pavement resur-

facing and bridge deck replace­
menl, it's 'the first noteworthy 
improvements to the parkway 
since it opened in 1963, accord­
ing to Gov. Ernie Fletcher's 
office. 

The project will include 
widening the parkway to four 
lanes between exits 43 and 46. It 

also will include the addition of 
a ramp from nonhbound 
Kentucky 15 at Campton to the 
eastbound lane. of the parkway. 

The section bemg widened 
ha been the scene of 18 acci­
dents in t11e last three years, 
resulting in eight serious injuries 
and one fatality. accorcling to the 

governor's ofTice. 
"The economic and safety 

benefits derived from tht.~ mvest­
ment will improve the quality of 
life lor people in thh region for 
generations to come," said 
Fletcher, who attended the 
ground breaking ceremony 
Saturday. 

Talk of widening part of the 
two-lane highway has been an 
issue in gubernatorial elections 
for decades. Some mountain res­
idents had questioned the timing 
of Saturday's ceremony, coming 
a litlle more than two weeks 
before voter decide whether to 
re-elect or replace Fletcher.

FRANKFORT - Inve ti­
gators from the attorney gener-

l's office have begun a probe 
to detem1ine if some tinancial 
contributions to candidates for 
governor were improper. 

"I can confirm we have an 
ongoing mvestigation," 
Attorney General Greg 
Stumbo said Monday. 

The Kentucky Registry of 
Election Finance also is look­
ing for ways to improve its 
auditing proces to better iden­
tify que tionable or unusual 
contributions. 

The actions came in a wake 
of a story in The (Louisville) 
Courier-Journal that highlight­
ed campaign contributions 
made by unlikely contributor . 

"The article raised some 
legitimate concern , and we're 
very interested in the issue." 
said Lea Pauley Goff, a mem­
ber of the board of directors of 
the Kentucky Registry of 
Election Finance. 

Stumbo said the Kentucky 
Bureau of Investigation in his 
office ha examined the i sue 
of illegal contributions in 
orne pa t elections. 

Srumbo said some individ­
uals have been questioned by 
KBl agents since the story was 
~ublished, but he declined to 
give details of the investiga-

b. 'lion. 
I The newspaper raised ques-

r tions about the scores of secre­
r •'taries, bookkeepers, clerks, 
b 'office managers and others 
I • with apparently modest 
11 •incomes who had been listed 

by various candidates as hav­
ing made the maximum 
$1,000 contribution. 

The story quoted one 
Tennessee donor as saying he 
wa reimbursed by his cousin 
for the $1 ,000 he donated to 
the campaign of Democrat 
Steve Be hear. The campaign 
refunded this contnbution 
when told about it. 

And the story detailed an 
unu~ual pattern of multiple 
contributions from residents of 
Laurel and surroundmg coun­
ties to Gov. Ernie Fletcher, his 
Rep ubi ican primary rival A nne 
Northup and Democrat Steve 
Henry. 

One of them, a 2 L -year-old 
woman who work as an 
$8.50-an-hour corrections 
officer, was I isted as giving 
$1 ,000 to Fletcher, $1,000 to 
Northup and $500 to Henry. 

State Law prohibit a person 
from making a campaign con­
tribution in the name of anoth­
er. Doing o is a Class D 
felony punishable by up to five 
years in prison. 

While both the source of 
the money and the person used 
as a conduit for the contribu­
tion could be pro ecuted, 
Stumbo said his investigation 
is targeting the source . 

"We have always focused 
on those who perpetrated the 
crime, not innocent people 
who may have gotten caught 
up in it," he said. 

Marty Ryall, manager of 
Fll}tcher' re-election cam­
paign, said he was unaware of

The ethics charges against

tain individuals based on poli­
tics rather than qualifications. 

Murgatroyd, a former 
judge-executive in Kenton 
County in northern Kentucky, 
could not be reached for com­
ment but his friend and associ­
ate, Scott Kimmich, said that 
Murgatroyd would meet with 
his attorneys oon to decide 
how to proceed. 

"He's confident of his inno­
.. cnce and looks forward to 
clearing his name." Kimmich 
,aid Saturday in peaking for 

Murgatroyd. 
Commis ·ion attorney John 

Steffen ~aid Friday that. 
although Murgatroyd no 
longer works in state govern­
ment, the commi ion believes 
his actions should be scruti­
nized. 

"You can't just come to 
state government and commit 
ethical violations." he said. 
"It's not unusual for u · to be 
charging someone who has 
left." 

The order names eight indi­
vidual who allegedly either 
lost or gained state jobs in part 
because of Murgatroyd's 
act10ns. 

Steffen said each count car­
ries a possible fine of up to 
$5,000 and a public repri­
mand. 

Steffen said Murgatroyd 
would have a chance to 
respond to the charges. A hear­
ing officer would then be 
appointed to review the case 
and make recommendations to 
the commission, which has the 
final ay. 

Murgatroyd, 69, was one of 
15 named individuals indicted 
in the merit system investiga­
I:.Lon that has plagued Fletcher's 
tenure. Fourteen other indict­
ment· were sealed. 

Fletcher. who was one of 
those indicted, pardoned oth­
ers who were charged, includ­
ing Murgatroyd. The misdc-

Three counts relate to the 
alleged preferential treatment 
given to administration sup­
porters, and another count 
relates to the alleged transfer 
and demotion of a merit sys­
tem worker because of his sup­
poll for Fletcher's 2003 orpo­
nent, Democrat Ben Chandler. 

The last two count are gen­
eral charges of alleged use of 
an official position for purpos­
es contrary to the public good. 

Kentucky sees drop in nursing 
home citations for serious problems

FRANKFORT - Patient 
advocates across Kentucky are 

orried that a drop in nursing 
home citations for serious 
problems under Gov. Ernie 
Fletcher's administration could 
signal a relaxation in enforce­
ment. 

Advocates say Kentucky 
have not grown 

noticeably safer under 
Fletcher' administration to 

arrant a coinciding drop in 
citations from the . tate. 

''My experience does not 
validate a drop of 50 percent m 
citations," said Ruth Morgan, 
an ombudsman in Bowling 

reen. "We've not seen that 
nd of improvement in quali­

ty of care, unfortunately." 

10 nur ing homes, the 
Lexington Herald-Leader 
reported. 

Kathy Gannoe, a Lexington 
ombudsman, said the drop was 
"stunning" and could indicate 
that the state is giving nursing 
home facilities extra chances to 
correCt their problems before 
issuing eriou!> citation . 

"That's a stunning drop." 
Gannoe said. "It' very interest­
ing and also very troubling." 

The Government 
Accountability Office, which 
is Congress' investigative arm, 
has said that similar drops in 
other states may be a sign of 
relaxed enforcement. 

Citations for senous defi­
ciencies could lead to daily 
fine of as much a. $10,000. 
and loss of federal payments. 

Cabmet officials say they 
are not ignoring problems that 
could hurt patients. 

Steven Davis, the Cabinet 
for Health ami Fam1ly 
Services' inspector generaL 
said he was not aware of tl1t! 

drop in citations for serious 
deficiencies. Davis said there 
could be various reasons for 
the drop, including too few 
inspectors, and a focu both on 
complaint and fewer homes. 

Davis said inspectors are 
focusing their attention on a 
smaller set of nursing homes 
that bave the worst records 
And, they're focusing on "com­
plaint inspections" which look 
at pecific problem !hat arc 
ra1sed in complamts. Davu; 
said. 

Davis srud state offic1als are 
i uing more deficiencie. than 
in previous years. but they're 
for less serious problems. 

"Frankly, facilities are just 
doing better on their own m•­
tiative," Davis said. 

Cabinet officials, however, 
say they are not ignoring prob­
lems and said several reasons 
could contribute to fewer cita­
tions. 

State government conduct­
ed annual inspections and 
cited about one in four of 
approximately 300 nursing 
homes with serious deficien­
cies that caused "actual harm" 
or "immediate jeopardy," dur­
ing the last four years of for­
mer Gov. Paul Patton's admin­
~tration . Under Fletcher, that 
rate has fallen to about one in

"I knew, as lieutenant gov­
ernor. Daniel would assume 
responsibility for key projects 
and bring bold new ideas to 
our administration," Beshear 
said. 

Mongiardo. 47, is no new­
comer to politics. He has won 
two elections for state Senate 
from the Hatard area and 
dared to run agamst U.S. Sen. 
Jim Bunning in 2004. 
Mong1ardo lost to the Baseball 

Hall of Parnc pitcher in a cloo.;c 
race, but came away with n 
reputation as a tireless cam­
pmgncr and a political con 
tender at the statewide level. 

The Bunning race show 
cased Mongiardo'~ work ethic, 
revealing to the re::.t of the 
stale what folh in eastern 
Kentucky already knew, said 
H:11ard allorney Jeff Mmgan, 
a longtime friend <md support­
er.

FRANKFORT - By the 
time alarm clocks start going 
off in most homes around 
Kentucky, Robbie Rudolph is 
already on the job, pouring 
over the volumes of paperwork 
that cross his desk. 

And when most workers are 
back home sitting down to din­
ner, he is still on the job. 

It's a pace that Rudolph has 
kept his entire life - as a 
teenager working a western 
Kentucky tire shop. as a busi­
ness tycoon building a multi­
million-dollar enterprise, and 
as a top aide to Gov. Ernie 
Fletcher. He has always 
enjoyed his work. 

"It is my hobby," he said. 
So when Fletcher asked 

Rudolph to be his running mate 
last year, Rudolph accepted the 
challenge, knowing it would 
take hard work to win in the 
face of a political scandal that 
had dogged the governor for 
more than two years. 

Fletcher, the state's firs~ 
GOP governor in more than 30 
years, was named last year in 
an indictment charging him 
with scheming to violate stale 
hiring laws by rewarding 
Republicans with protected 
state jobs at the expense of 
Democrats. The charges were 
later dropped in an agreement 
with prosecutors. Fletcher has 
since maintained that the 
indictment was politically 
motivated. 

However, Democratic nom­
inee Steve Beshear and his run­
ning mate. state Sen. Daniel 
Mongiardo, have made the 
scandal a key issue in the Nov. 
6 election. 

Rudolph, 51, was originaJly 
reluctant to enter politics 
because he feared his business­
es would suffer. But he said he 
had never had any reservations 
about talking about what's 
wrong in the state with his 
friends. 

"I had talked lhe talk, but 
had never gotten involved," he 
said. "I had an opportunity now 
to do that, and I thought it 
would be hypocritical of me to 
not go and try to help." 

In his first foray into poli­
tics, Rudolph agreed to be run­
ning mate to former Jefferson 
County Judge-Executive 

Rebecca Jackson'· unsucces -
fu1 ruo for governor in 2003. 
They lost the Republican pri­
mary to Fletcher and current 
Lt. Gov. Steve Pencet 

Despite having been politi­
cal rivals, Rudolph accepted a 
job as head of the Kentucky 
Finance and Administration 
Cabinet, a demanding position 
that took his attention away 
from his $50 million a year tire 
wholesale business. 

"That is a phenomenal com­
mitment, when you have a 
business of that magnitude, 
that you would be wil1ing to 
take the time to be a public ser­
vant," said state Sen. Ken 
Winters, R-Murray. 

When Pence announced last 
year that he wouldn't run a sec­
ond time with Fletcher, 
Rudolph was tapped as the new 
running mate. 

"There's not been many 
things that have happened in 
our government in the last 
three years that Robbie hasn't 

had a significant influence on," 
Winters said. 

Rudolph, who grew up in 
the western Kentucky city ot 
Fulton, began his career in the 
tire industry as a high school 
kid working at a Goodyear 
store. He attended Murray 
State University but dropped 
out in his junior year to 
become a store manager He 
purchased tive Goodyear out­
lets and later sold them to 
found Rudolph Inc., a compa­
ny involved in wholesale tires. 
trucking and warehousing. 

Rudolph and his wife, Lisa. 
met at Murray State 
University. They've been mar 
ried for 27 years and have two 
grown children, a son and 
daughter. 

A member of First Baptist 
Church in Murray, Rudolph 
has been heavily involved in 
mission work since taking a 
trip to Bratil in 1988. aid Bill
