Professor's study questions 
online class effectiveness

PRESTONSBURG - College 
online courses may not be for every­
one. 

That is among the early findings 
according to an ongoing study by Dr. 
John G. Shiber, a protessor at Big 
Sandy Community and Technical 
College. · 

In the study. 159 community col­
lege students who had taken at least 
one online course were surveyed 
from 2006 through 2007. The ~tudy 
covered I 06 courses with 12 subject 
areas being defined. 

''This is what the students thought 

about the online courses, and the 
testing, as opposed to a normal class­
room course," Dr. Shiber said. 

The report indicates that more 
than half the students surveyed said 
convenience was the most positive 
aspect of the courses 

According to Dr. Shibcr's 1ind­
ings, some subjects lend themselves 
well to online studies, while students 
in math and philosophy courses in 
particular. reported struggling with 
the material. 

"Math tends to require instant 
rcsrxmses to questions. and often the 
same question being asked more

OIL SPRINGS - A 
misdcamcnor arrest turned 
deadly in a Johnson County 
community Tuesday 
evening when a su~pect was 
shor by a Kentucky State 
Police Trooper. 

Randy Baldwin, 46, of 
Oil Springs, died early 
Wednesday morning from a 
single gunshot wound to the 
chest. 

"We can'l understand 
what happened." said 
Danny Joe Blanton, 
Baldwin's brother-in-law, 
"We just don't know what 
to think right now." 

Acccording to KSP, 
Trooper Byron Hansford, 
46, responded to a report of 
a suspcious person and 
found the suspect beside a 
guardrail near the intersec­
tion of Route 40 and Route 
580, where he appeared to 
be intoxicated. 

"Trooper Hansford 
placed the suspect under 
mrest for alchobol intoxica­
tion:· said Trooper Scott 
Hopkins. a KSP spokesman 
from Post 9. 

According to the 
Associated Press. Baldwm 
was not handcuffed and. 
because of layered clothing. 
his handgun was not detect-

ed. 
According to Hopkins, 

while in transit to the jail, 
the suspect told Trooper 
Hansford that he had a 
weapon and would kill him 
it' he did not pull over. 

Jn a press release, 
Hopkins said, ''Trooper 
Hansford complied, and 
when Bnldwin exited the 
vehicle, he began approach­
ing Trooper Han:-.ford with 
a handg\m." 

According to the report. 
Hansford ordered Baldwin 
to drop the weapon. When 
the suspect did not comply. 
he tried to physically dis­
arm him. 

"When Hansford was 
unable to disarm the sus­
pect, as a lasl rc:o>ott. he 
fired his weapon," said 
Hopkins. 

Baldwtn sustained a 
gunshot wound and was air­
lifted to Cabell Huntington 
Medica! Center, where he 
was in <;urgery for mo~t of 
the night. According to a 
KSP spokesman, Baldwin 
passed away at Sam 
Wednesday morning after 
undergoing surgery. An 
autopsy is pending.

Religious leaders call for 
resolution to contract dispute

HAZARD - Religious 
leaders from nine states arc 
asking officials at Appalachian 
Regional Healthcarc and strik­
ing nurses at the system's nine 
hospitals to resolve their con­
tract dispute for the sake of 
their patients. 

"The saddest outcome of 
this prolonged dispute is that 
our communities in 
Appalachia and the quality of 
our heal!h care will suffer the 
greatest if this dispute is not 
settled soon," said the Rev. 
John Rausch, director of the · 
Catholic Committee on 
Appalachia. 

Rausch and more than 75 
other leaders submitted a letter 
on Wednesday to ARH 
President and CEO Jerry 
Haynes and members of the 
Kentucky and West Virginia 
nurses association. The letter 
supports continuous bargain­
ing, but scolds ARH for per­
manently replacing about 150 
of the nurses on .strike. 

"From a m(')ral and ethical 
perspective, the permanent 
replacement of striking nurses 
at Appalachian Regional 
Healthcare must stop; and per­
manently replaced workers 
should be reinstated." the let­
ter says. 

The statement represents 
views of religious leaders from 

several groups, including the 
Central Conference of 
American Rabbis, the 
Episcopal Church, the 
Evangelical Lutheran Church 
in America, the Roman 
Catholic Church, the United 
Church of Christ and the 
United Methodist Church. 

About 650 nurses walked 
off the job Oct. I. Last week, 
the remaining 500 rejected a 
contract offer in a 455-5 vote. 

ARH spokeswoman 
Candace Elkins said company 
officials were going· to meet 
with Rausch later in the day. 
"We look forward to the 
opportunity to talk with Father 
Rausch about the labor dis­
pute," she said, without elabo­
ration. 

Rausch met with 15 nurses 
on strike from the ARH hospi­
tal in Ha~:ard bef"ore speaking 
to reporters. A similar gather­
ing was held in Charleston, 
W.Va., where the Rev. Dennis 
Sparks called on the ARH 
board of trustees to get 
involved with negotiations. 

"Reaching a fair settlement 
quickly is not only important 
Lo the nurses, iL is critical to 
ARH's financial viability, and 
the future of heath care in 
Appalachian communities," he 
said in a statement. 

Rausch said members of 
Judea -Christian faiths were 
concerned because they felt 
the lives of patients were at ·

"Health care is a human 

right. It's not a commodity," 
Rausch said. "Tn the New 
Testament, there's healing, 
there's healing on practically 
every page. ... Strikes arc a 
horrible breakdown in human 
cooperation." 

He said that while ARH can 
legally replace the nurses on 
strike, it's morally wrong. 

The nurses have been criti­
cized for leaving their patients 
behind while they walk the 
pickel line. About 150 have 
crossed the picket line, many 
of whom say Lhey feel obligat­
ed to take care of their 
patients. 

But those on the picket line 
say their main purpose for 
striking is the well-being of 
their patients. They say that 
staffing levels are spread too 
thin and mandatory overtime 
has become the norm. 

ln a recent interview with 
The Associated Press, Haynes 
denied the claims, saying fed­
eral and state regulators have 
never found that ARH's 
staffing levels adversely affect 
patient outcomes. Payroll doc­
uments offered by ARH show 
that nurses on average worked 
2.5 hours overtime a week. 

Still, several nurses com­
plained that even if their 
patients' medical needs were

"To the corruptions of 
Christianity, I am indeed opposed; but not to the genuine precepts of Jesus 
himself. I am a Christian, in the only sense in which he wished any one to 
be; ~>incerely allached to his doctrines, in preference lo all others; ascribing 
to himself every human excellence, and believing he never claimed any 
other," JeiTerson wrote in 1803. 

Certainly many Americans then and now would disagree with Jefferson. 
But does It matter'? Does learning that one of the most brilliant men ever to 
lead the nation wasn't a Christian in the strict sense of the definition lessen 
any of his contributions? 

And doe.~ it matter that Mill Romney is a Mormon? Or Mike Huckabee 
a Baptist preacher? Is the rest merely the church a candidate attends on 
Sunday morning'? .. . 

ls it possible that fealty to the Constitution, to the laws of the nation and 
its tradition~. including religious tolerance, ought to be considered as well 
as proposals to end the warm Iraq, attack climate change, create a fair sys­
tem of health care and shore up Social Security? 

Jefferson wasn't one to press his religion on others. in 1813, he wrote: 
"Religion 1s a subject on which I have ever been most scrupulously 
reserved. T have considered it as a matter between every man and his Maker 
in which no other, and far less the public, had a right to intermeddle."

For the most part, education in 
Kentucky over the past 30 ye<rrs has 
improved. 

We have a more equitable system 
of school funding thank<: to changes 
made under the 1990 Kentucky 
Education Refonn Act, beller school 
accountability and test scores thanks 
to the Commonwealth Accountability 
Testing System (or CAfS) imple­
mented m 1999, and more college 
graduate~ than ever before. At no 
time in recent history have our stu­
dents been better able to compete 
academically than they arc 1ight now. 

When it comes to physical educa­
tion, however. Kentucky is not mak­
ing the grade. 

The issue is not with the physical 
education teachers themselves, but 
with the state's reluctance to require 
that its elementary and middle school 
students spend a specific amount of 
time engaged in physical activity at 
school at a time when duldhood obe 
sity is on the rise. Tnslead of selling 
such a requirement, the state lets each 
individual school district set its own 
requirements. This is fine for districts 
that follow national recommenda­
tions for at least 150 minutes of phys­
ical activity per week at school, but 
not all districts arc doing that. 
Moreover, not all districts are finan­
c ally able to do that. 

The solution is for the state and 

school districts lo work together on 
this issue so that, together, we can 
reduce the alarming percentage of 
obese children in our state. 

At least two pieces of legislation 
ha!) been filed ror the 2008 Regular 
Session that would require districts to 
provide 30 minutes per day or 1 50 
minutes per week of physical activity 
for preschoolers through eighth 
graders but give them options on how 
they do it. Districts would be able to 
usc a combination of classroom­
based physical activity, organized 
activities at recess or other structured 
physical exercise. Such options 
would make the requirement finan­
cially viable while helping the stare 
reach our goal of getting our kids 
physically fit. 

Similar legislation was considered 
by the Kentucky General Assembly 
during the 2007 Regular Session but 
we could not reach agreement before 
session's end. Concerns with funding 
to meet enhanced physical activity 
requirements was one reason. while 
the desire of some lawmakers to give 
school districts the autonomy to set 
their own requirements for meeting 
stale and federal standards on physi­
cal education was another. The con­
cern some districts have with finding 
time for enhanced requirements in an 
already-busy school day was also at 
issue. 

What 1s not at issue 1s whether 
Kentucky needs to improve physical 
activity among its youngsters. We 
have the third highest percentage or 
obese children in the country already. 
If we let the problem escalate, we 
could sec the problem worsen.

We are not alone in this struggle. 
Recent reports indicating that nation­
al obesity rates have doubled for chil­
dren ages 6 to II since the 1970s and 
more than tripled in that time for chil­
dren ages 12 through 19 has led many 
states to pass; or at least consider. 
time re4uirements for physical edu­
cation over the past two years. At 
least 20 states considered such legis­
lation in both 2006 and 2007, with 
o\:er 11 -;tates enacting some require­
ment for physical activity in schools 
in recent years. 

One or those slates is Texas, 
which now requires that all students 
in grades K-5 have 30 minutes of 
daily exercise during the school day 
and will require the same amount of 
exercise during the school day for 
middle schoolers beginning next 
year. The law also reqUires annual Ill­
ness assessments for students in 
grades three through 12 starting this 
year. Another is Flmida, where a 
2007 law requires 150 minutes of 
physical education weekly ror stu­
dents m kindergarten through fifth 
grade and 225 minutes weekly for 
those in grades six through eight. 

More states, including Kentucky, 
hope to find some common ground 
on the matter in 2008. As the 
National Conference of State 
Legislatures reported recently, 
" ... legislators want to help kids start 
running, dancing and leaping to sur­
mount Lhe challenge and to learn a 
lifelong enjoyment of physical activ­
ity." But mostly. we just want our 
children to li•e long. happy lives that 
a healthy body makes poss1ble.

State settles 
with ftred worker

FRANKFORT - The state 
has agreed to pay more than 
$360,000 to settle with a 
Transportation Cabinet worker 
who helped bring a merit 
investigation that crippled for­
mer Gov. Ernie Fletcher's 
ad min istralion. 

U ndei the settlement, the 
Transportation Cahinel would 
pay Michael Duncan. the cabi­
net's chief deputy inspector 
general, $369,200.79 to end 
lawsuits related to his 2005 tir 
ing. 

Duncan agreed to drop a 
civil case in federal court and 
the Transponation Cabim:t 
will end its appeal of a 
Personnel Board ruling that 
found Duncan was wrongly 
fired for political reasons. 

The state Personnel Board 
also ordered him lo return to 
work with back pay. 

He was one of several state 
merit employees on a so-ca.Ilcd 
·'hit list" of workers targeted 
for negative employment 
actions. Duncan contended he 
wa.;, fired in 2005 hecause he 

supported Democrat Ben 
Chandler in the 2003 gover­
nor's race. 

The settlement was final­
ized on Dec. '1. 

The payment to Duncan 
represents $129.200.70 in lost 
wages and benefits and 
$240,000 to sellle the ~tiit 
against the cabinet. former 
cabinet Secretary Bill 
N1ghbcrt, former Deputy 
Secretary Jim Adams and 
Fletcher. 

A special grand jury inves­
tigated the mauer for 16 
months and indicted 15 offi­
cials, including Fletcher. 

Fletcher pardoned everyone 
in his administration but him­
sel r and later settled the 
charges against him in an 
agreement with Attorney 
General Greg Stumbo. 

In the agreement, Fletcher 
and ~he other defendants 
denied any wrongdoing and 
assenthatlhey acted "properly 
and lawfully" when they fired 
Duncan. who hadn't yet com­
plcLCd a six-month probation­
aJY period.

community. Our condolences go out to h1s 
family and loved ones." 

Visibly shaken by the details surround­
ing Stephen's death given by his family 
Wednesday night, members of the board 
called for a moment of silence and a ~hort 
recess m conducting business. 

"You can be assured." said hoard chair 
Jeff Srmnbo, "that this board will address 
thi:, s1tuallon and that we will he making 
some comments." 

Another parent, Ann Daniels, appeared 
at the meeting to inform that her child, a 
female. had also been the victlffi of bully­
ing at the school. 

"The kids arc afraid to tell us," she 
said. ''This is happening to other childJen. 
They get made run or ... They aren't 
telling anybody and they're afraid if they 
hit hack, they'll gel in trouble." 

The Floyd school board, however, 
voted Nov. 26, just two days prior to the 
mormng of Stephen Patton's death, to no 
longer impose disciplinary actions on 
those students who fight back in self­
defense as a result of unprovoked attacks 
occurring on school grounds. 

With a promise to delve deeper into the 
alleged problel'!l of school bullying, Jeff 

Stumbo suggested to his fellow board 
member~ the possibility of consulting an 
outside specialist in such matter<;. 

"We need to inquire as to how our edu 
cators did not know," said vice-chair 
CaJol Stumbo. "We need to involve teach 
ers in discussions:' 

Board member Sherry Robinson sug 
gested implementing a "countywide cam­
paign against bullying." 

"We had a countywide campaign on 
attendance," she said. "Maybe we need to 
focus countywide on bullying." 

A 2001 study by psychologist Tonja 
Nansel, PhD, involving more than 15,000 
US students, grades SlX through 10, found 
that 17 percent of students surveyed 
reported having been bullied "sometimes" 
or more often, with 6 percent reporting 
that they had both been victims and peJ 
petrators of bullying incidents. 

Victims of bullying, according to the 
Nansel repon, tend to be cautious, sensi­
tive, quiet. shy and withdrawn: arc often 
anxious, insecure, unhappy, and suffering 
from low self-esteem; arc depressed and· 
prone to suicidal ideation; often do not 
have a single good friend and tend tO 
relate better to aqults than to their peeJs; 
and, if boys, tend to be physically weaker

school.

"Please," she said, "help the other chil­
dren who are ~utTering."

Newly hired superintendent Henry 
Webb said that his office would "immedi­
ately establish a committee" to look mto 
lhe maHer or school bullying. ''We'll see 
whal other district<; are doing, what''> 
bemg done nationally and such and we 
will involve parents, teachers and the 
community.

Anderson expects to

CINCINNATI Right 
tackle Willie Anderson insists 
he'll play !"or Lhe Cincinnati 
Bengals again, even though a 
chronic root prohlem and a 
knee injury have wiped out 
most or hi"s season. 

Anderson didn · t practice on 
Wednesday. an indication he 
probably won 'r be ready for a 
game Saturday m San 
Francisco. The 32-year-old 
lineman hasn't played since 
Oct. 21, when he hurt his right 
knee in a vil:tory over the Jets. 

The Bengals (5-R) haven't 
disclosed any information 
about the nature or severit) of 
the injury, leading to questions 
about whether 1t could threaten 
his career. Anderson revealed 

Wednesday !hal he suffered a 
bone bruise and a sprained lig 
ametn when teammate Reggie 
Kelly's helmet accidentally hit 
him in the knee while m·aking 
a hlock. 

'T m tlred of people saying, 
'Willie's done,"' Anderson 
said. "I had a bone bruise that 
takes time to heal." 

Anderson said it's different 
from the injury that center 
Rich Braham suffered last sea­
son . Braham broke a bone 
below the knee in the second 
game of the season and didn't 
play again, finally retiring. 
The Bengals bad described 
that injury as a bruise, hut 
Braham later said he broke a 
bone as well . 

Anderson, in the first year 
of a five-year contract exten­
sion, said the two cases arc dif-

ferenL 
"I took a helmet to my 

knee," he said. "That can hap­
pen to anybody. Before then, 1 
was fine. My fool i::. what it's 
going to he. Jt's going to be the 
same way. I've had three or 
four doctors just recently tell 
me I should be fine and should 
be able to continue playing 
and just take care of it once 
T'm done playing football." 

The 12th-year veteran 
expects to be able Lo play for 
several more years. 

''I'm 32 now," he said. "I 
sec myself playing until l'm 
35, 36 years old. There's noth­
ing about 'Willie's done."' My 
commitment is still to this 
team to play three or four more 
years." 

There's no telling whether 
he will play against this sea-

son. He has missed all or most 
of the last nine games, with 
Stacy Andrews taking over hi::. 
spot. Anderson said his knee 
injuries have healed, but coach 
Marvin Lewis has been non­
committal. 

Asked whether it would he 
wise for him to skip the last 
three games since the Bengals 
are out · of contention, 
Anderson said, "T don ' t know. 
That's something to take up 
with Marvin. 1 have a job liere 
and I'm an employee. 1 do 
what r tn told." 

Anderson has been chosen 
for the last four Pro Bowls and 
won All-Pro honors the last 
three seasons. He said ifs been 
difficult to watch most of this 
one from the sideline. 

"T've always prided myself 
on being able to play through 

pain and show up every 
week," Anderson said. "Now 
you've gol young guys on this 
team who probably don't 
know a whole lol about my 
play. That's something that 1 
want to show the young guys, 
the new guys: Willie's a pretty 
good football player. And I 
haven't been able Lo do that." 

Anderson has been giving 
pep talks and pointers to learn­
mates on the sideline during 
games, impressing Lewis. 

"When you have the pres­
ence that Willie Anderson has, 
it means a lot," Lewis said. "H 
means a lot to the football 
team as a whole, the delensi ve 
guys and the offensive guys, 
because they don ' t want to let 
Willie down.

- Arthur Blank looked al the 
sign on the wall, the one that 
Bobby Petrino put up in the 
team meeting room after he was 
hired to coach the Atlanta 
Falcons. 

It lists the traits Petrino 
want.ed out of hi& players. wrap­
pmg up with a most telling 
word: 

Finish. 
"I don' t think quitting after 

13 games is equal to the word 
'Ginish,"' Blank said, not even 
bothering to hide his sarcasm. 

The owner of the Falcons 
wasn't the only one who felt 
betrayed after Petrino skipped 
town with three games left in 
hi'> first season as an NFL head · 
coach. 

The guys who were playing 
for Pcuino less than 48 hours 
earlier arrived at the Falcons' 
suburban training c0mplex 
Wednesday to find an 86 word 
farewell from their ex-leader, 
who ba1led on a 3-10 season to 
take the coaching job at 
Alkansa~. ' 

That was it. No face-to-face 
meeting. No phone calls. Just a 
short lcller that had all the 
wanmh of a credit-card solicita­
tion.

mannered ones like Warrick 
Dunn. 

While the aloof Pettino 
made few tl:iends in the locker 
room - and Lhere was actually 
a sense of rehef he was gone 
no one expected him lo leave 
before the seas0n was done.

"Atlanta Falcons Players," it 
began.

Blank said he told Jones the 
Falcons had no intention of let­
ling the Razorbacks speak with 
their coach, and general manag­
er Rich McKay confirmed that 
position in his own talks with 
Jones. 

That was followed by a 
series of meetings over the 
weekend in which Petrino laid 
oul some areas or concern, and 
the Falcons thought they had 
addressed them all. Tn fact, 
Blank said he met again with 
the coach on Monday, jusl 
hours before Atlanta's 3..J.-14 
loss to the New Orleans Saints.

Local woman in need of new kidney

'Tis the season for giving and one Prestonsburg 
woman is hoping that she will be granted a very 
special gil'tthb holiday season - that of a new kid­
ney. 

Cynthia Allen, 47, of Prestonsburg, has spenl 
the greater part of her life giving - in the field of 
education and she is hoping now that some of the 
generous spirit she worked so hard to instill in her 
young students will somehow find its way back to 
her. 

"I know that I touched a lot of lives," she Said, 
··and rm hoping that maybe somewhere out there, 
there will he someone who will remember me that 
may be able to help me out." 

Cynthia, who ha<> been diabetic for most of her 
life, has known for the past several years that she 
would soon he in need of a new kidney. Stricken 
with cancer six yem·s ago. surgery performed to 
help rid. her body of damaged organs left her with 
a portion of her pancreas removed, as well as her 
spleen, adrenal gland. and one of her kidneys. 

"My one kidney ha<> managed to work pretty 
well." she said, ''but now. my diabetes is affecting 
it and I have to undergo dialysis. I'm going to .have 
to have a new ktdney, there's no doubt about that." 

Working since the age o~ 16, Cyntl1ia loved the 
work she did as a Pre-school/Head Start teacher at 
Betsy Layne Elementary School. but was forced to 
quit as her health deteriorated to the point that she 
could no longer be an effective teacher. "I remem­
ber this one time," she said, "when one of my stu­
dents asked me to read to her. I told her, 'honey, I

can't see,good enough anymore to read to you. I'm 
son-y.· Sedng my eyes well up \\·ith tears, that 
sweet liHle thing just looked up at me. patted me 
on tl1c arm and said. 'that's okay, Miss Allen, fll 
just read to you.' 

"I miss being in the classroom so much," she 
said. 'That was my darkest hour of my illness. 
reali:ring that 1 had to leave.·· 

Cynthia, who attends Allen Baptist Church with 

husband Chri~ and their teenage son, Cole, says 
that it's her religious beliefs that help her to main­
Lain a positive mind~et. "God has a plan for me, I 
know that," she said. "or 1 wouldn't he here at all." 

Along with coping with her diabetes, cancer, 
and lcaming to give up smoking, Cynthia also 
underwent gastric bypass surgery this past sum­
mer. 'Tve lost 70 pounds," she said. "but T still 
have to lose a little more to get myself in good 
enough shape for the transplant surgery. TL's not 
been easy, but l feel really positive." 

Cynthia says that she is already on the list to 
receive an organ donation at the University of 
Kentucky Hospital Tra!l'>plant Center and that 
receiving a new kidney will lengthen her life "by at 
least ten years." 

"T have a strong desire to be here for my fami­
ly," she smd. "I think that desire is what pushes me 
forward. Wanting to be with my loved ones and 
believing that God has a plan. That's what keeps 
me going.·· 

And in the meantime, that new kidney is at the 
top of her Christmas wish list.

Although it can develop in any joint, 
large weight-bearing joints like the 
knees and hips are especially vulner 
able as are the hands and spine. 

Now, before 1 go further, l think a 
quick anatomy lesson about joints is 
in order. A joint is the place where 
two bones come together. Usually, at 
these junctions each bone is covered 
with a slippery substance called carti­
lage, which serves as kind of a "joint 
cushion." This cm1ilage is bathed in a 
special lubricant known as synovial 
fluid. OA results when due to hard 
use and/or the aging process, the car­
tilage wears away, spurs grow on the 
ends of the bones, ami the body tries 
to compensate by producing extra 
synovial f1uid. Together, these

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Reader probably doesn't need 
specialist for osteoarthritis 
processes can lead to pain, swelling 
and loss of motion in the joint. 

While OA may run in families, it 
is not a systemic condition like some 
other forms of arthritis, so only the 
joints arc affected. The symptoms of 
OA c<m vary from mild, intermittent 
joint, pain, to severe debilitating pain. 
The symptoms can be constanr or 
intermittent, and many patients m·e 
pain-free for years. 

When the knees are affected by 
OA, the ~ondition can be made worse 
by obesity and overuse. Many people 
who have OA in the knees have some 
congcntial deformity in this joint, 
which gets worse as the disease pro­
gresses. This form of arthritis is the 
leading reason people have knee 
replacement surgery in the United 
States. 

The diagnosis or OA is commonly 
made with an X-ray. It can show 
deterioration or the cartilage and nar­
rowing of the joint <>pace. Also, if 
there is tluid accumulation, the doc-

lor can drain the lluid and send it to 
the lab. That analysis can exclude 
other causes of joint swelling such as 
gout. 

The treatment of OA is aliTled at 
lessening joint pain and reducing 
inflammation while maintaining joint 
function. Patients need to avoid activ­
ities that make the pain worse. 
Exercise is helpful in maintaining 
joint function provided it is not done 
to excess or to the point that it aggra 
vates the pain. Using anti-innamma­
tory medications like non-steroidal, 
anli-inl1ammatory drugr. (NSA IDs), 
can give great pain relief as well as 
help to decrease inflammation in the 
joint. Common NSAI.Ds include 
aspirin and ibuprofen. Sometimes, 
steroid injections into the joint can be 
helpful, but tills cannot be done too 
frequently. Tr you are overweight, 
weight loss can help OA pain in the 
lower extremities. 

As 1 said. it sounds like hoth of 
your physicians are correct.

In a saucepan over medium 
'heat, combine hal r-and-hal r. 
l/4 cup of the sugar and vanil­
la .. 

In a medium bowl, whisk 
together the egg yolh and 
remaining 1/4 cup sugar until 
smooth. 

When cream mixture starts 
to JUSt to a boil, remove it from 
the heal. Whisk a small 
ammmt of hot cream into the 
egg yolk mixture, then pour 
egg yolk mixture into remain­
ing hot cream and \\ hisk 
together until smooth. 

Return it to the heat and 
cook over medium heat stir­
ring until mixture coat<; the 
back of a metal spoon and is 
slightly thickened.
