State pension issue looms for legislat re

FRANKFORT - Kentucky law­
makers return next week to deal with a 
myriad of issues - from casino gam­
bling to making "cornhole .. the off1cial. 
state gmne. 

But one looming issue could some­
day cost the state billions of dollars if 
it's not addressed - the :state employ­
ees' pension system. Some lawmakers 
have warned that failing to act soon 
cou ld exacerbate the problem to a point 
that it would eventually consume mam­
moth proportions of the state budget. 

''It's tough now ; it's going to get 
exponentially more difficult going for­
ward," said Brian Crall. a former top 

executive w Gov. Ernie Fletcher's 
adrnjnistration. . 

Currently, the state employees' pen­
sion system is facing a staggering near­
$20 billion - the number fluctuates ­
in unfunded liabilities. Fully funcnng 
pensions this year would likely cost 
between $500 million to $700 million. 
Crall said. 

A task force Fletcher set up - and 
led by Crall - to study the i. sue 
recently completed a report for the 
Legislature to consider this session. 

Kentucky's retirement systems 
cover more than 445.000 people in the 
state, according to Lhe commission's 
report. 

Last year, the General Assembly 
split on the issue and left town without 

passing a ttx.. One plan floated in the 
Republican-comrolled Senate called 
for selling more than $800 million in 
pension bonds to give a cash infusion 
to the retirement systems for public 
employees and a separate one that han­
dles public school teacher . The mea­
sure also would have altered benefit 
for future employees but kept existing 
worker ' benefits intact. It cleared the 
Senate before stalling in the House. 

Senate President David Williams 
and other legislators have claimed that 
without quick action, the state's retire­
ment system could collap e within the 
next two decades. 

The proposed change would have 
converted fu ture employees' retirement 
plans from defined benefits to a hybrid

Unintentionally ingesting them can cause a condition simi­
lat to asthma, which is increasing among this same popula­
.t n of kids. 

A. tapeworm cau e the infection cysticercosis, which 
oouses many if not most cases of epilep,.;y among Latino 
P,Opulations here. 

Toxoplasma is. caused by a micro:copic para i te carried 
commonly by cats, is found mo t among Latino and 
African-Americans. It is particularly dangerous to new­
born whose mothers are infected. Screening infants possi­
bly exposed to this disea e and treating tho e infected 
coald spare them mental and physical di abilitie . Only 
M achu ett and New Hampshire screen them.

The legislative process can seem a 
complicated to orne a. the working · 
of lhe human body. 

Maybe that is why the ·tudy of the 
legislature and gswemment in general 
is called political "scie11ce". There may 
not b a nel'd qr a hypothesi:; o math­
ematical proot '-'1 poliLiO$;.. hut you sure 
need y tcmizcd knowt •dge I.Yf ho 
government works to understand what 
makes the proces work. 

Even people who work for the leg­
islature. and omc legislators, are often 
amated at the l>kill required to pu h 
certain bill" through to pa.ss:tge. Some 
of the large. t bills--! ike the state bud­
get bill. for example--require input 
from nundreJs of people before tl1 y 
can be drafted and then hours of 
debate before legislative committees 
plu dozen of amendment'> before 
t11ey even reach the floor. The turn­
around time for all this work i!> u uaJ­
Jy only a matter of weeks, which years 
of exper'ience in budget drafl.ing by 
both lawmakers and statr makes pos. i­
ble. 

The legislative se·sion that be in 
on Jan . 8 will bring this experience to 
the fore once again as lawmakers et 

out to pass a tate budget for the next 
two years. But recent state revenue 
forecast~ ind1cate that. even wilh so 
many experienced lawmakers at hand. 
passing a budget lhat meets all of state 
glwernmem\. needs ewer the next 
biennium will nut be easy. 

1 am ure that you ,-...ere as clisap­
pointed a. I wa~ to learn this month 
that the rate is racing a· funding short­
age of $289 million for the fiscal year 
ending June 30, 2008. The budget ~it­
uation led Om em or Steve Bcshear to 
announce lute last wc.:ek that he is con­
siuerin"' cuttmg tate government 
spcnUing by 3 petient in all areas 
except- in the ritical areas of' public 
school funding, teacher and school 
staff in ·urance and Medicaid spend­
ing. Agencies are now being a. ked to 
look at their budgets and ·ee what can 
he t1immed to reach the 3 percent tar­
get. 

The rea. ons for the lack of funding 
are twofold. One reason is a 130 mil­
lion ren~nue ~hortfall caused by a 
downturn in the national and state 
economies which mean Jess money 
for late programs. The second rca on 
is growing expenses of programs like 
Mcdicaiu and corrections that have 
urpasscd their program budgets by at 

least ' 166 million in 2008 alone. It 
will be up to state lawmakers to decide 
how to addre ·s at lea t part of the 
problem. with the governor', input, 
when we beg in budget negotiations in 
January. 

Letter Guide ines 

As l said, the proce s will not be 
easy. Lawmakers find it e pecially 
hard to address ri ing Medicaid and 
corrections cost. , ince tho e program~· 
arc tied to poverty and grow more 
quickly when the economy--and re~ 
enucs-are on the down wing. YeL we 
also know that any step we take 
aero· the board to reduce the structur­
al imbalance between . tate reven~• 
and expenses are crucial to our . tattrs­
economic health. ~' 

Any pending cuts that arc made by 
the Beshear adminisLration in the> oo.J 
fem ti. cal year will only impact Srat~ 
g vernmcnt through Jut1e ' 200&1 
although there is some concem about 
the next budget cycle that end in 
2010. State Budget Director Mary 
La iter has aid that expenses will 
a.lso likely outpace revenue!; over the 
next two year. . which means le ~ 
money will be available for state pr 
grams through the end of the decade 
Even so. it is likely that at leru t a fe\\­
of the new govemor's policy propo ·aJ 
will make it through by the time se 
ion ends in mid April.

That's because they antici­
pate questions about property 
boundaries and few people 
have the money or the 
resources to hire a lawyer, pay 
thousands of dollars for a ur­
vey or hire an expert to place a 
value on the timber lo t. 

Timber thieves manipulate 
these obstacles, experts say. 

They usually operate along 
adjoining property lines and 
claim to have either owner 's 
permis ion to log on the prop­
erty in question, according to 
the New York Forest Owners 
Association. 

If either landowner i 
ab ent, a timber thief can pot 
a group of oak , chop them 
down and exit the property 
without anyone knowing for 
weeks. 

Caught in the act, a logger 
may offer money - typically 

a fraction of the actual market 
value. Accept the money and 
the logger may continue to 
hack away at your property, 
claiming you've been paid for 
the timber. 

"They're in the logging 
business," Callore said. 
"They'll go into the court­
house and find out who bas a 
local address and who has an 
absentee address, and go and 
cut on the property." 

Potter suspects she wa tar­
geted the same way. 

A couple of years ago. she 
decided to move in with her 
grown chitdren in Ohio wi.th 
her husband. who is diabetic 
and blind. She only visits her 
25-acre property a few time a 
year.

Mine in January 2006. State 
inspectors specifically a ·ked 
for ~tronger sprinkler and fire­
detection rules after investigat­
ing lhc accident. 

While the rules are being 
proposed nnly for West 
Virginia, regulatory changes in 
the state tend to sweep through 
much of U1e industry. West 
Virginia has about 250 of the 
nation's 670 underground coal 
mines and is the nation's o. 2 
coal producer and top under­
ground producer. 

The idea is to support state 
mine inspectors. said the 
UMW's Ted Hapncy, who rep­
resents labor on the state 
Board of Coal Mine Health 

and Safety. ·'He'll have the 
tool· he needs," he said. 

During the Aracoma inves­
tigation. the :-.tale found that 
water lines for tire hose and 
sprinklers were shut off and 
that fire hoses couldn't be con­
nected because or incompali­
ble fittings. The UMW propos­
al would req\1ire 50 pmmds per 
square inch of water pressure 
in fire fighting lines and 
gauges to allow inspectors to 
check quickly. 

"If they go in there and 
there'~> no water. they can cite" 
the operator, Hapncy said.
