PRESTONSBURG - A

According to 
Councilman B.D. Nunnery, 
the council had instructed 
Webb in May to mail out a 
letter to the newly annexed 
resident , who had been 
promised property tax 
exemptions and explain to 
them why they would 
receive a tax bill. 

··we didn't explain it to 
them {the residents), and I 
am up et." said Nunnery on 
Tuesday "We're trying to 
get the city to act responsi­
ble again." 

The argument stem 
from the decision in 
January 2006 to offer a 
five-year tax exempt status 
to those who were voluntar­
ily annexed during a six­
month period. Mayor Jerry 
Fannin and Councilman 
Kelly Moore both owned 
property that was annexed, 
though Fannin' property 
had been conveyed to Oplcs 
Reynolds in May 2006 and 
he filed for the annexation. 

Fannin and Webb both 
aid during the council 

meeting that they had spo­
ken to the Kentucky League 
of Cities and the Attomey 
General's Office and found 
there was room for interpre­
tation. 

Kentucky League of 
Cities attorney J .D. Chaney 
aid that he was present at

pational rax licensing, not 
property tax. 

According to Chaney; 
''Any city ordinance that 
attempted to exempt prop­
erty owners from paying 
property tax would likely 
be pre-empted by the 
Con titution." 

According to Section 171 
of the Kentucky constitu­
tion, "Taxes shall be levied 
and collected for public pur­
poses only and shall be uni­
form upon all property of 
the same class subject to 
taxation within the territorial 
limits of the authority levy­
ing the tax; and all taxes 
shall be levied and collected 
by general laws." 

In a letter dated Jan. 17, 
1984, from then-Attorney 
General David L. 
Armstrong to Wa1teF 
Dunlevy. president of the 
Northern Kentucky 
Chamber of Commerce, 
Am1strong said, "When a 
city annexes tenitory and 
such an annexation 
becomes finaL the territory 
automatically becomes part 
of the city and subject to tax 
the ·arne as any other por­
tion thereof.'' 

The argument grew 
tense as Nunnery and Webb 
had a difference of opinion 
of how the letter should 
read. 

Nunnery said that Webb 
and Fannin are trying to 
shift blame for the revoca­
tion of tax exempt status to 
the city council voting it 
down.

Bill would require women 
to undergo ultrasounds 
before abortions

FRANKFORT - They 
could choose not to look, but 
women seeking an abortion 
would have to first undergo an 
ultrasound and review the 
results with their doctors , 
under a mea ure proposed la t 
week in the Kentucky General 
Assembly. 

Sen. Jack Westwood, a 
northern Kentucky lawmaker 
who oppo es abortion, intro­
duced the plan that could lead 
to fines for doctors who don ' t 
comply. It would require doc­
tors to perform ultrasounds on 
women seeking abortion and 
allow women to see the 
images before terminating 
their pregnancies. 

Physicians who don't com­
ply could be fined up to 
$100,000 for the first offen e 
and $250,000 for each sub e­
quent offense. 

"I think this has a real good 
chance," We rwood aid. "I 
don't ee how anybody would 
be opposed to allowing a 
woman to have as much infor­
mation about what 's going on 
in her body a possible.'' 

The measure ha been 
assigned to rhe Senate 
Judiciary Committee. 

Similar proposals have 
been introduced recently in 
other states. 

There are at least 20 abor­
tion-related bill proposed in 
tate leg islatures throughout 

the country, according to the 
National Conference of State 
Legi latures. 

Currently. Alabama. 
Loui iana and Mississippi 
require ultra ound on women 
eeking an abortion, and they 

require the doctor to offer to 
let the patient ee the re ults. 

Arizona and Florida requ ire 
ultra ound · for abortions after 
the first trimester, said 
Elizabeth Na h. a public poli­
cy associate with the 
Guttmacher Institute, a non­
profit re earcb center on repro­
ductive health. 

None of the others requires 
the doctor to review the ultra­
sound with the woman. Nash 
said. A similar mea ure 
Westwood's was propo ed last 
year in South Carolina, Na'!ib 
said. 

"The bills are not de igned 
to help a woman make an 
informed choice about contin­
uing her pregnancy or not," 
Nash aid. "Instead they"re 
designed to actively teer her 
away from choosing an abor­
tion." 

But Westwood, R-Crescent 
Springs. said physicians 
already do ultrasound before 
performing abortions, so the 
legi lation doesn't require 
abortion provider to do any­
thing more, other than to brief 
women on what the image 
hows. 

"H doesn't require the 
woman to look at it," 
We twood aid. "The woman 
still would have the right to 
avert her eyes under this Iegi -
lation. There' s nothing that 
would require her to actually 
look at the ultra ound image." 

The legi lation i popular 
among antJ -abortion lawmak­
ers. 

"It sounds like an idea l can 
s11pport," aid tate Rep. S 
Lee. R-Lexington. who has 
sponsored previou anti-abor­

Mr. Pre ident. Mr. Speaker, 
Distinguished member of the 
Kentucky General A sembly. Lt. 
Governor Mongiardo, 
Con titutional Officer , Honorable 
Member of the C'oUit of Justice, 
honored gue t , including 
Kentuck')''. First Lady and my fel­
low Kentuckians. 

I stand before you in these finan­
cially demanding times proud to be 
your Governor and proud to be a 
Kentuckian. 

Tho ·e of us in this Capitol have 
accepted a responsibility of public 
crvicc. None of us take it lightly 

and each of us is motivated from 
the heart. 

I know each of you feel' as 1 do 
~grateful for the opportunity we 
~ave to give omething back to this 
~reat Commonwealth. 

The towering statue of Abraham 
incoln watching over the entrance 

han of this maje tic tructure has 
seen generation of Kentucky lead­
er grapple with the problems of 
their day. 

President Lincoln - whose birth 
in Kentucky nearly JOO years ago 
we begin celebrating next month -
i · a prime example of one who 
deeply believed in his cause. But 
h(! also believed - as much as any­
one ever ha - that we are 
tronger together than we are alone. 

None of u ha · all the answer . 
What we do have are our princi­
ples. 

I will never hesitate to express 
what I believe, and I expect the 
' ame from you. But I also pledge 
'hsten. 

, We will not always agree, but 
we mu t join together to get the 
important work of Kentucky done! 

Only through the collective 
efforts of everyone in thi room ­
and the citizens all aero c the 
Commonwealth who have entru ted 
hs with this responsibility - can 
we meet the significant challenges 

e face, and then move Kentucky 
forward. 

1 Frankly, the state of this 
S:ommonwealth is not acceptable! 

However, despite obvious prob­
lems, I remain filled with hope and 
bptimi m for the future, because 1 
know that we can meet thi · test 
with determination, hone ty and 
unity. 

We're going to need each of 
tho e qualitie . and more. in the 
weeks and months ahead. 

It is my duty and my responsi­
ility to infonn you that we have 

some tough times ahead. The rev­
enue outlook is grim. 

Bccau ·e of the economic slow­
down. the cooling of the housmg 
mark.et, oil prices and a gap 
between what we spend and what 

we earn, we are facing an unprece­
dented budgetary shortfall. 

While this is a situation I inherit­
ed, 1t is my job to fix it - and that 
is exactly what I intend to do.

If the Commonwealth of

·- hoice but to tighten our belts. 

Well, even though state govern­
ment is not a family, it'. about time 
we began acting more like one. 
After all, it is the people's money, 
and T know you all agree that we 
need to he as efficient as possible 
when it come to taxpayer dollar . 

Raising taxes i and will contin­
ue to be a last resort as long as I'm 
Governor. 

So, that leaves cutting govern­
ment spending. We can wring 
more efficiency out of state govern­
ment and I intend to do ju t that. 

It's common sense. but it will 
require some painful sacrifices. 

l intend to be a fi cally responsi­
ble steward of thi government. I 
would much prefer to be standing 
here today talking to you about all 
the ne'Y inve tments we're making, 
but much of that will have to wait 
for another day. 

in the short-term, this budget

The need to increase college aid

The need to send colleges and

The need to invest in new 21st 
century JObs ~ill not go away. 

And, I remain fully committed 
to tho e priorities. 

Ironically. the revenue situation 1 
inherited become a golden oppor­
tunity to change the way we do 
business in Kentucky. 

It is an opportunity to make 
every tate agency leaner, more 
efficient and more responsive. 

H is an oppo1tunity to begin 
preparing Kentucky to compete in 
the new economy. 

It is a way to focus on economic 
development that will create a 
stronger economy with job of the 
future rather than those of the pa t. 

A· I ~aid in my inaugural 
address only a few week ago. we 
have an opportunity to be 
America's next frontier. 

Kentuckians are blessed with a 
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strong work ethic. 
We are bles ed with natural 

resources just waiting for conscien­
tious investments from both the 
public and private sector . 

We are ble ed with unique cul­
tures. energy re ource , orne 
Fortune 500 companies, an equine 
indu try of immen e importance 
and a thriving ru·t cene. 

We are blessed with a sound 
agricultural community that is also 
focusing ahead rather than behind. 
Though it size may have dimin-
i hed somewhat, the end product 
has been remarkable. 

We are blessed with dedicated 
teachers and administrators in our 
K-12 educational system. and with 
institutions of higher learning com­
mitted to excellence. 

We are blessed with patriots 
from all branches of the military as 
evidenced by Kentucky' contribu­
tion to the global war on terrori m. 

The ervice of our National 
Guard in these perilous times mer­
its our deepe t appreciation. 

Yet, right now, we're falling far­
ther behind. Today. the 
Commonwealth still lacks the nec­
e sary economic infrastructure to 
be competitive in the global econo­
my. 

Our people al o lack trust in 
their government, and it i critical 
that tru t and credibi lity be restored 
if we're to accompli h anything 
else. 

That's why I announced just la t 
week a comprehensive ethics pack­
age that include a Constitutional 
amendment to limit a Governor's 
power to pardon. 

It also reduces the Gov mor', 
influence in making appointment 
to the Executive Branch Ethics 
Commission and require more di -
closure of donations to a public 
official's legal defen e fund while 
banning lobbyi t and tho e doing 
business with the State from con­
tributing. 

I an1 hopeful that these measures 
will restore some of that trust in 
government. which is so critical to 
our success. 

This legislation has bi-partisan 
, upport. And as I have been saying 
for month , it shouldn't matter if an 
idea i a Democratic or a 
Republican idea, a. long as it' a 
good idea that make a positive dif­
ference for Kentucky. 

It is time to take full advantage 
of the untapped resource of our 
people and use them to help 
Kentucky become America's next 
frontier. 

That is our be t hope of compet­
. ing, not only with our neighbor , 

but al o with the re t or the country 
and the world. 

As we examine the condition of 
our State, we find many po itive 
aspects, but unfortunately. there are 
also major concerns. 

Last year one report ranked us 
47th worst in overall innovat10n 
capacity. Another ranked Kentucky 
49th our of the 50 states on eco­
nomic dynamics. 

And a tudy commis ioned by 
the Kentucky Science and 
Technology Corporation s uggests 
that our pre ent 'bu iness as u ual'· 
course would take the 
Commonwealth more than 150 
years ju t to reach the current 
national average in per capita 
income. 

Absent a bold new direction of 
innovalion. creativity and 2 1 t cen­
tury thinking. Kentucky sland little 
chance of being economically suc­
cessful in the new economy. 

Is anyone here willing to accept 
thi as our destiny? I certainly am 

not! 
The days of fretting about how 

we are doing against border states 
are long over and a wa te of time. 

Something has to change. The 
ramifications are huge and will help 
determine how successful Kentucky 
becomes in the future. 

Therefore, re-engineering 
Kentucky's economy from within 
must be among the highest priori­
ties. 

lf we do this, we will be able to 

afford additional investments in 
education. 

We'll be able to make health 
care acce sible to all. 

We'll be able to invest more in 
job training. 

We will be better prepared to 
attack the large unfunded liability 
in our State' retirement systems. 

And our young people will be 
more Likely to stay in Kentucky. 
thus keeping our fami1ie together! 

Ideas arc the foundation of any 
new economy. 

Research and technology. 
biotechnology, nanotechnology, 
alternative energy - here are areas 
we must compete id. especially 
with energy. given our natural 
re ource . 

Encouraging new idea , entre­
preneur and creative thinker i 
what other have been doing with 
great re ult . K mucky ha no 
more time lo play catch-up.

Customer of a water distribu­
tion utility regulated by the 
Kentucky Public Service 
Commi sian (PSC) now may 
sign up to be notified by e­
mai I whenever their water sup­
plier is ·ues a boil-water advi-
ory as the re ult of a water 

.main break or other problem. 
The e-mail notifications 

will be issued automatically 
when a boil-water advisory is 
po ted on the PSC Web site. 
Utilitic are required to report 
the advisorie to the PSC as 
they arc issued. The PSC then 
place the information on the 
Web site. 

Upon receiving the notifi­
cation, customers may then 
contact the water utility to 
determine how long the advi­
sory will be in effect. 

PSC Chairman Mark David 
Goss said the notification sys­
tem continues the PSC's 
efforts to use the Internet to 

make utility infomlULlon avall­
able to everyone. 

"Our Web site already con 
tains a huge volume of infor­
mation that consumers can 
access to Jeam more about the 
PSC or the utilitie we regu­
late," he aid. "Thi notifica­
tion sy tern takes the next step 
by ending important informa­
tion out to utility customers 
when they need it." 

The PSC has jurisdiction 
over 15 l water systems -
nine investor-owned compa­
nies, 120 water districts and 22 
water associations. All are par­
ticipaung in the system. 

Municipal water utilities 
are not regulated by the PSC 
and are not panicipating in the 
notification y ·tern.

Goss said that the Web site 
is the be t way for the public 
to stay informed about what 
the PSC doe and an easy way 
to contact the PSC with com­
ments or quesuons. 

"It's no longer nece. ary to 
come to Frankfort to read a 

case file or watch a hearing," 
he said. '·ll also is very easy to 
submit a comment or inquire 
about a consumer-related mat­
ter."

Top ten cold weather 
tips to keep animals safe 

Brrr ... it's cold outside I The follow­
ing guidelines will help protect com­
panion animals when the mercury 
dips: 

1. Keep your cat inside. Outdoors. 
felines can freeze. become lost or 
stolen, injured or kHted. Cats who are 
allowed to stray arc exposed to infcc­
tiou di ea es, including rabies, from 
other cat , dogs and wildlife. 

3. Never let your dog off it leash 
on snow or ice, especially during a 
snowstorm. Dog · can lose: their scent 
and easily become lost in icy condi­
tion .. More dogs are lo t during the 
winter than during any other eason, 
so make sure yours alway · wear 10 
tags.
