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Regents 
comminee 
wants hike in 
communitv 
college tuition

VERSAILLES -The 
Kentucky Community and 
Technical College System 
Board of Regents has 
voted to recommend a 
tuition hike of $4 per 
credit hour. 

The Regents voted 11-
0 with three absent at a 
special meeting Thursday 
in Versailles. 

If the state Council on 
Postsecondary Education 
approves the recommen­
dation, community and 
tech college tuition would 
be $119 per credit hour 
for in-state students -
more for out-of-state stu­
dents. 

Council officials said 
the l;>ody would review 
the proposal at its Feb. 1 
meeting, but a vote on it 
wasn't scheduled. 

The council sets caps 
on tuition for state univer­
sities and community col­
leges.

Beshear offers grim budget 
proposal to General Assembly

FRANKFORT Gov. 
Steve Beshear proposed deep 
cut Tuesday to Kentucky gov­
ernment - stretching from 
universities to tate parks - in 
presenting an $18.5 billion 
two-year spending plan that 
reflects luggish revenues 
mixed with growing demands' 
from Medicaid. 

Kentucky's public universi­
ties would face 12 percent cuts 
in the next budget that begjns 
July 1, on top of an across-the­
board 3 percent reduction 
Beshear already imposed this 
year. A cro s-section of state 
agencies would aJ o be targeted 
for harp cut , and the governor 
proposed no pay raise for pub­
lic school teachers. though 
local school districts could 
boost teacher salaries. 

"I envisioned this first bud­
get addres to be a night where 
[ unveiled a plan brimming 
with bold and creative new pro­
grams," Beshear said to a joint 
session of lhe General 
Assembly. "However, that 
evening will have to wait. 
Because tonight, we deal with 
cold, harsh reality." 

Be hear' budget plan for 
Kentucky would include a mar­
ginal overall increase from the 
current two-year spending plan, 
which i $18.1 billion. But, 
with economic forecasters call­
ing for drastically shrinking 
state revenues, cuts to certain 
areas such as education were 
needed to pay for unavoidable 
hikes in "have-to'' areas such as 
health care coverage for the 
more than 700,000 low-income 
and disabled Kentuckians. 

Beshear pointed to other 
states - Florida, Maine, 
Virginia and Rhode I land -
as example that Kentucky was 

not alone in its budgetary 
dilemma. 

For the Bluegrass State. 
Beshear proposed no cuts in the 
basic formula for state aid to 
public elementary and high 
choob - a big chunk of the 

overall state budget - and the 
per-pupil pending would 
remain intact. The Department 
of Education it elf. however. 
would face a slight decrease in 
funding for other agency 
spending. 

"We had to make difficult 
choices. and we made those 
choices," Be hear said. 

The governor. however, said 
he was not proposing any 
changes to need-based finan­
cial aid for college students, 
and acknowledged orne uni­
versitie may consider tuition 
hikes to off et their funding 
woes. But, he urged university 
leaders to find ways of slim­
ming down their own budgets. 

"l regret what we're having 
to propose,'' Beshear said. 

Other areas that would be 
cut in Beshear's proposal 
include faith-ba!.ed initiatives, 
the Kentucky Stale Police and 
public defenders. 

Nevertheless, Beshear said 
his plan was "not a budget of 
retreat" and felt the tate could 
stay on a pace of progre 
despite tough financial ti111es. 
The governor noted that 
Kentucky's reliance on one­
time revenue sources would be 

, cut in half over the next two 
years. 

"This budget will put 
Kentud.'Y back on firm finan­
cial footing," Bet.hear said. 

Beshear said he was propos­
ing no tax increases, although 
various Democrats in the legi -
lature have said they'd rather 
pas. a cigarette tax hike than 
allow education funding to • uf 
fer. 

'Taxes continue to be the 
Ia t option for me in terms of 
resolving this situation," 
Be hear said. 

Reiterating a campaign 
theme, Beshear called on legis­
lator · to let voters ratify or 
reject a con titutional amend­
ment that would legalize casino 
gambling. Kentucky already 
allows gambling at race tracks, 
bingo halls and via a state lot­
tery. By allowing casino gam­
bling, Beshear believes state 
government could reap an extra 
$500 million in revenue and 
stop Kemuckiaos from wager­
ing their rr~oney in bordering 
states. 

''Do ' we want Kentucky 
money continuing to benefit 
the people of other state , or do 
we want to bring it home to 
improve the quality of life of 
our own people?" Beshear said. 

Senate President David 
William . however. said he felt 
the revenue that would be gen­
erated from casino gambling 
would not be worth the ocial 
co t and amount of money 
problem gamblers might lose. 

·•r hope we have a free and 
open discus ion in both the 
Senate and the House and the 
governor doesn't try to shove 
this down everyone's throat," 
William. aid. 

Few agencies were in line 
for pending increa es under 
Beshear 's budget, hi first since 
winning election in ovember. 
Medicare, the state-federal 
health insurance program, 
would consume the largest 
share of additional spending. 

Beshear proposed an extra 
$147.9 million for Medicaid in 
the first year of the biennium. 
and $242.5 million in the sec­
ond year. The governor aid 
that none of the state's current

According to a press 
release from Kirk Law 
Firm, Rosalee Rigsby, on 
behalf of Seth and Aaron 
Rigsby, the sons of the 
deceased. filed a lawsuit 
this week against George 
Hamilton, the driver of 
commercial tractor-trailer, 
and Akers Magnetite, the 
Kenova, W.Va., based com-

pany for which Hamilton 
drives. 

Last February. it was 
reported in The Floyd 
County Times that at about 
4:30 p.m. on Feb. 5.

Que enberry, 28. of Lom a, 
were both killed when the 
silver Hyundai being driven 
by Rigsby reportedly 
moved into the path of the 
tractor-trailer while pulling 
from the shoulder. A third 
pa senger in the vehicle 
was seriously injured. 

"Because defendant 
Hamilton's tractor-trailer 
was 'loaded.· because he 
was traveling excessively

Wbat we also can do at thl!> time is 
address some of the capital needs of ouc uni­
versities - both human capital ilnd bricks 
and mortar nccrls - in helping meet 20 20 
goals of excellence. 

I recommend a Rill:ty million dollar hond 
authoriZ<ttion for a new round or "Bucks tor 
Bro~ins.'' 

Thh. program has anracl<:d and ret<tlned 
some of the brightest faculty and re 'earch 
te:uru. in the nation. In time~ like these. w~ 
simply must mve~t in the fulure. 

I recommend restoration and fundmg or 
all previous vetoed bond projects that have 
not moved forward. These had the ~upport 
M both the House and Senate in 2006. 
Many are on the campuses of our ~late uni­
versihes. There should be no debate about 
moving forward now. 

Jn addition. I recommend that' the 
General Asscmhly authorize all of the 
agency hood project.~ rcquc.~tcd by the uni­
vcrsitic.~ for this hicnnium.

My friends, if and when additional 
resources become available, higher educa­
tion should be a top priority for new funcb.

The Medicaid program i~ n:ceiving the 

largest amount of n~:w funding in this bud 
geL 

Why'? Becausc: health care co~u. contin­
ue to rise, and new funding ;, required to 
simply maintain the program Yohich pro­
vides the healthcare $afety net for thousands 
of Kentuckians. 

Tllrough th1s budget. more than 722.000 
Kentuckians c.1eh year will continue to 
receive coverage under the Kcnrud.·y 
Medicaid Program. 

And wr arc not cutting eligibility for the 
program. 

However. we must iru~emcnt a strategy 
for coordination and improved oversight of 
many of the components of the: Mt!dicaid 
Program to ljve within the ava.ilabk dollars. 
We ruust managl! thh progr:tm better.

Thts budget add · 150 placcmo:nts m the 
rtrst year and 300 placements in the second 
year for the Supports for Communit) Li\ing 
program and in]plements a new waiver to 
$erve individual~ with mental retardation 
and de~elopmental disability who previou .... 
ly coulu not acce~~ commun1ty-ba~ed ~er­
viccs. 

Thi~ lmdgct also contain.; incrca'cd 
funding for a new program of Long Term 
Care C1Wcragc to individuals with an 

cquired Brain InJury. and proceeds with 
the "Money Follows the PerS{,n·· initiahve 
wh1ch allow~ mdividuah in a nuro;ing fadli 
t}' or other institution~ to return home to the 
CODlmllnity.

By the cod of the upcoming biennium. 
that numhcr is expected to easily top 
23.000. Kentucky's corre<:tiot1~ budget ha.>

Born July I, 1954, in Sandy Hook.

A few year~ later. a teenage 
Whitley had joined forces with 
another multi-talented local teen. 
Ricky kaggs. now· a major t:ountl) 
music star. 

From humble beginnmgs, both 
Whitley and Skaggs have helped put 
eastern Kentucky on the map. 
Discovered hy hluegra ... s legend 
Ralph Stanley who took notice when 
the two perli1rmed a litany of Stanley 
Brothers songs as an opening act for 
the Clinch Mountain Boys, both went 
on to become countrY music super­
star . But while Skaggs· star IS still 
shining, Whilley's light went out 
much too soon in lm short hved. hut 
illu triou..,, career. 

Struggling wid1 yeats of alco­
holism, Whitley sm:cumbed Ill the 
evils of the dbeasc when he died 

from alcohol p<llsoning on May 9, 
1989. The day after hts death. 

ash\ ille's Mu-;ic Row was lined 
with hlack nbhons in his memory 

Almost 19 year later, fans have 
. till not forgotten. One fan m particu­
lar. Bonnie Hill. a Floyd County 
native, is cunenlly on a m1ssion to 
have Whitley inducted into the 
Country Music Hall uf Fame. 'Tve 
been told that Ketth ha ·n'1 been dead 
long enough," Hill said. "ButT don't 
agrcc ... Kcith bas fan. the world over. 
new one. and old ones. People are 
. till discovering his mu. ic," she said.
