Hospital sued 
for releasing 
suicidal man

PRESTONSBURG- A 
multimillion dollar wrong­
ful death suit was filed 
against Hazard Medical 
Center and Appalachian 
Regional Ho pital Inc .. 
after a psychiatnc ward 
patient committed uicide 
hours after his discharge. 

According ro a coroner's 
report, James Scott 
John on. 28, of Melvin, 
died on Sept 21, after a 
self-inflicted gunshot 
wound to the che t. 
Johnson had been dis­
charged only hour earlier 
from HMC psychiatric 
ward. 

"That very day,·· said 
Arnold Johnson, father of 
the deceased, in a written 
statement, "just a few short 
hours after going home he 
did it and he did it out of 
love." 

In the complaint, it is 
stated that "Scott developed 
mental i sue · that wor ened 
over time'' and that hi 
treatment was being pro­
vided by the defendant . 

Scott was being treated 
by Dr. Tiruchiapalli. who 
reportedly had diagnosed 
him with paranoid scluzo­
phrenia. He wa relea ed 
for five days in September 
before being readmitted 
after his ymptoms became 
··worse.'' 

According to the com­
plaint. his parents "found 

James Scott Johnson ~ . .. 
Scott' paranoia to be 
severe that he, arnoDg other 
thing , told them that ~ 
could never go home aKaiti 
because he would be fol, 
lowed there to mother'. and 
father' home and thali 
'killers' would kill him and 
also kill mother and father." 
It is alleged in the com­
plaint that despite ongoing 
treatment and medications, 
he was placed on suicide 
watch. 

"Scott told Joan (hi 
mother) and me that he had 
to tay at the hospital," said 
Johnson. "He said that if he 
wa released that the 'mob' 
would kill him and also b 
mother and me, and that if 
he stayed in the hospital he 
would be safe." 

In an alleged uicroe 
note provided to Times staff 
by the attorneys, Scott saY$. 
"I'm So Sorry I have to do 
this. Plea e dad help mom

The video i hard to watch, but it' what it could mean 
for public food afety and the health of our citizen that i 
really hard to tomach. 

On Sunday, the U.S. Department of Agriculture 
announced the largest beef recall in its hi tory- 143 mil­
lion pound of ground beef from a slaughterhouse in Chino, 
Calif. The agency took thi. action in re. pon e to a disturb­
ing undercover video di tributed by the Humane ociety of 
the United State that hows worker. at the meat plant kick­
ing what appear to be ick cow and u ing cattle prods and 
forklift to get them moving. 

That ort of treatment i clearly inhumane, but - in thi. 
ca e - it could also be dangerous and criminal. Cows that 
can't walk are as. umed to be ill and ome may be afflicted 
with mad cow di ea e. That', why the federal government 
ha banned the.e poor animal from the food. upply. And 
it's why the Hallmark/We. tland Meat Packing Co. -where 
meat production ha been su pended since Feb. 4 - may 
soon be getting a visit from authoritie . A well it hould. 
The company won't an wer que. t10ns from reporters, and 
he prepared tatement. it released are far-fetched and 

i'nsufficient. For in ranee, Steve MendeJJ, president of the 
·company. in i. ts it ha. alway followed federal regulations. 
Tlie video says otherwi e. ' 

The good new i that the federal government, along . 
with tate and local official. , de erve applau e for moving 
quickly m i . uing the beef recall and helping pull the pr d­
uct off shelve . Federal official ay the ri k to con. umers 
i minimal, and the recall ecms to be merely a precaution. 

, till, that ort of wift and deci. ive reaction gives one con­
fidence that our ystem of safety check. i working as it 

uld. 
"The bad new is that, according to the USDA, the major­

ity of the recalled beef ha probably been con umed 
already. This include. 37 million pounds of meat that went 
mo tly to school.. About 150 school di. tricts across the 
country topped using beef from the Hallmark Meat 
Packing Co., which i a sociated with We. tland. Several 
local di trict -including San Diego Unified, South Bay 
Union, Chula Vi ta Elementary, Vista Unified and 
Ocean ide Unified- have topped serving beef. 

At thi point. we can only hope for the best, and take 
authorities at their word that the risk to the public from thi. 
incident i minimal. But, in the future, more needs to be 
done to force compliance with food safety laws. We need 
more inve tigators, more inspections and harsher penalties 
for companie that break the rule, and. in the proces ·. put 
the public' health in jeopardy. 

,As much as we're doing in this regard to protect our food 
upply, it obviou ly i. n 't enough.

you know, going from first to 
third on the last lap of the 
Daytona 500, ·• he said after 

ewman rode Kurt Busch' 
high-speed shove to victory. 

Then he paused. Stewart 
might be as tough as drivers 
come, but he looked like he was 

hting to hold back tears. 
" I just mad,e the wrong deci­

~ion on the backstretch. Tried to 
get down in front of Kyle. 
}"hought 1 would get a push 
down there ... I don't know if 1 
eould have . topped them any­
way, even if I would have 
changed lane . 

"J'd . ay most likely we would 
bave ended up like a bunch of 
other guys," he said, pausing 
again. "Wrecked." 

Sunday was Stewart' lOth 
try to win stock-car racing's 
bi gest event, and for most of 
t time, he made no secret it 
was only No. 2 on his list. Like 
rival Jeff Gordon, another 
NASCAR star who spent his tor­
mative years driving open-wheel 
cars at the little tracks that ring 
Indianapolis like a frayed neck­
lace, Stewart always regarded 
the Jndy 500 as the crown jewel 
of· motorsports and the old 
Brickyard as its shrine. 

Stewart still calls his failure to 
win the Indy 500 the greatest dis­
appointment of his career, 
though it was eased somewhac 
when he won two NASCAR 

~nts at the Brickyard after 
switching from the open-wheel 
circuit to stock cars. But earber 
thi · week, there wa~ a sense that 
St.ewart felt that winning this 
Daytona 500 would go even fur 
thcr to case lhe disappointment. 

Ten days ago, he wrecked 
.with Kurt Busch in practice, then 
50t called into a meeting with 

ASCAR officials and may -
lr may not - have hit Busch 
1p ide the head. No one at !.he 
neeting would confirm the story, 
mt as word of the scrape fLitcred 
hrough the garages at Daytona, 
he crankines<; may have been an 

ication that Stewart wanted to 

win this race badly. 
Two days before the check­

ered flag dropped, he confirmed 
it in an interview. Even while 
conceding Daytona doesn't 
haunt him the way Jndy does, 
Stewart said, ''1 don't want that to 
come aero sa<; I don't care that 
much about it. It's just different 
when you grow up around 
Indianapolis. 

"But I know what Daytona 
means to NASCAR, to our fans, 
to Joe Gibbs Racing and Zippy 
(his crew chief Greg Zipadelli). I 
know what it means to have the 
opportunity to say we won the 
big one in stock car racing. I 
don't have that same feeling," he 
continued, "but it doesn't mean I 
don't appreciate what this race 
means to everybody." 

A moment later, Stewart also 
made clear he understood how 
tough it would be to win the 
Daytona 5(XJ. 

"I think it's harder than ever 
to win and because you've got to 
rely on everyone else. For an 
individual, you can't count on 
anything," he said. 'The only 
thing you can count on is that 
your teammates will work with 
you." 

As if driving home that les­
son, Hendrick Motorsports team­
mates Dale Earnhardt Jr. and 
Jimmie Johnson had teamed up 
to beat him in the Shootout: in 
one of the Daytona qualifiers 
Thursday, he helped JGR team­
mate Denny Hamlin hold ofT 
Gordon to score Toyota's fi11>t 
victory. 

'The disappointing part i our 
biggest race of the year, you have 
to rely on someone e lse for yotlf 
succe . ," he said in that same 
interview. 'That's the disappoint­
ing part. You want it to be on 
individual, great performances, 
not rely on it being team perfor­
mances." 

Maybe that's !.he strange thing 
about how the Daytona 500 
played out. Stewart's iru tincts 
were screaming "go for it." They 
always do. At almost any other 
race on any other track, he only 
has to worry about himself and 
his car. 

But Daytona is a rcstrictor­
plate race, meaning limited 
horsepower, close racing and 
plenty of dn1fting and bumping. 
Help from teammates is essen­
tial. Maybe that's why the voice 
in his head won. convincing 
Stewart to duck down toward the 
yellow line and hope Kyle 
Bu ch, like the cavalry, showed 
up in time. 

In. tead, it was the other 
Busch who did. 

"Kurt was the push from 
heaven that made it all happen," 
Newman . aid "Without a doubt. 
he could have easily gone three­
wide and split us through the 
center and made one heck of a 
mess there. But he chose to be a 
teammate, and that was the most 
honorable thing that he could 
do." 

That didn't make it any easier 
for Stewart to swallow . 

"It is what it is," he said glum­
ly ... 1 mean, we all know. you 
guys all know, we've known 1t 
for years. When you come here, 
just every year the emphasis on 
team is a bigger factor into it. 

·· o I think tonight was 
proof," he added. "thai it didn't 

times, if we win will you give 
me your hat?' He wali the firM 
one down here. So I thank 
him," Pen ke said while wear­
ing that very cap. 

"We've been working here 
for many years. Certainly Kurt 
and lhe teamwork was just 
unbelievable. (t's a big day in 
our life and for our whole 
team." 

The Penske cars were quiet 
for 199 of the 200 laps, Jetting 
Joe Gibbs Racing stars Stewart 
and Kyle Busch race each other 
in a battle of Toyotas. With one 
lap to go, it appeared Stewart 
finally would get his finn 
Daytona 500 win in his I Oth try. 

Running out front in the high 
line, he held off the two Pcnskc 
cars as they circled the famed 
speecJway. But as the Pcnske 
teammates closed in on him. 
Stewart didn't feel safe mnning 
alone without any allies. 

At the last second, he 
dropped low on the track to line 
up in front of Kyle Busch. The 
JGR reams had talked all week 
about the importance of team­
work, and Stewart thought he'd

But the decision backfired in 
the blink. of an eye. 

Stewart couldn't hook up 
with Kyle Busch fast enough. 
and the two Penske cars steam­
rolled past him on the top. 

Newman pulled away for Jus 
first win since ew Hampshu·e 
in September 2005, while 
Stewart had to settle for third. 

·•J don't think there\ too 
many people that would lake 
the white tlag and like fmi~hing 
third," a dejected Stewart 
sigl1ed. ··we tried to w1n the 
Daytona 500. That's all T can 
say. I just made the wrong dcci­
. ion on the backstretch. 

"My intention was to get in 
front of Kyle and pull Kyle 
along with us. It's hard to 
explain. It's probably one of the 
most disappointtng moments m 
my racing career." 

The disapp~intmelll was 
also evident on Greg Zipadelli. 
who starts his I Oth season with 
Stewart in NASCAR's longest 
active driver-crew chi f pairing. 

"We've worked aU winter, 

we've worked the Ia t 10 years, 
I've worked my whole life," 
Zipadelli said. "It\ just the way 
that it is. There's a lot of good 
people that haven't won this 
race. I'm not going to get hung 
up on it. T'm going to work a'> 
hard as I can. nnd when it' 
done, if we have our turn. we 
wiU. 

"It won't be because we did­
n't work at it." 

The failure was a setback for 
Toyota, which seemed destined 
to win its first point), race in 
NASCAR's top series hehind 
Lhc ·trength of JGR. 

"There's no doubt the Gibbs 
guys feel dejected tonight." 
Kurt Busch said. 

The Gibbs organization 
joined Toyota this season, giv­
ing the manufacturer instant 
credibility after an embarrass­
ing 2007 deb Lit Based on a 
strong month of testing and 
Denny Hamlin'c; win in one of 
Timrsday''i qualifying races. the 
JGR cars sel the stage for an 
intense battle with powerful 
Hendrick Motorsports for the 
biggest priLe in ASCAR. 

But the Hendrick cars never 
challenged. Jeff Gordon 
dropped out with mechanical 
problems, Casey Mears and 
Jimmie Johnson both wrecked. 
and, without any Hendrick help,' 
Dale Eatnhardt Jr. dido 't have 
the muscle to hold off t.qe Gibbs 
entries. 

It allowed Stewart and Kyle 
Busch to· dominate the race, 
only to fade at the end. Busch. 
who led a race-high 861aps, fin­
ished fourth, while Hamlin was 
17th. 

''Just frustrating to come 
home fourth, but that's part of 
the Daytona 500," :said Kyle 
Bu ch, who joined Gibbs this 
eason after Hendrick let tUm 

go to sign Earnhardt. 
"On the last lap, Stewart had 

a chance to go high to block 
(Newman) and (Busch). qut 
they just had such a big run, 1 
think he knew it was going to be 
a waste of time.'' 

The disappointment wa a 
stark contrast to the euphoria in 
the Penske camp, which fin­
ished l-2 in NASCAR's Super 
BowL

lt was wonderful. 1t was amaz­
ing.

We were all tired but everyone 
remained quiet and patient. One pas­
. enger looked particularly dis­
tressed. His cxpre sion was one of 
sincere mi. cry and he huddled down 
into hi jacket. His companion 
explained, '·He is cold. He is from 
Douala." That morning we had been 
in a hot, dripptngl¥-humid, tropical 
city. We had now reached the high­
land ~> in the interior of the country. 
What wa a lovely 75-78 degrees or 
so to me wa. clearly chilling winter 
to this especially . uffering passen­
ger. 

This wa~ a much fancier ancl 
much more ex.pen~ive hotel than I 
usually stayed in, but the circum­
stances limited the choices and thb 
one had an inexpensive section for 
cheapskate trnvelen. such a I. Then 
came the bad news. The water was 
not yet hookeJ up in the cheap sec­
tion . J debated anxiously with 
my. elf. The trip had just begun. 
Who knew what other emerg ncy 
expen ·es lay ahead. 1 a ·ked the 
harassed manager again and sure

enollgh, water was to be had only in 
the cxpens1vc section. He would not 
change his story. 

I gave in, went to the expensive 
room, which was nice. anu then to 
the bathroom where the social cla~s 
of tourism sm1ck full force. J had 
learned to travel as a poor student. 
Later I di.,covcrcd how much middle 
clas~ travel costs. I ju. t kept the olJ 
way!> of travel and gave thanks for 
those early lessons. Mine is a hard 
way but the benefit 1s knowledge of 
a world most Americans never U!;­

pect exists. On the other hand, mo ·t 
Americans probably wouldn't 
appreciate the value of the lessons. 

The most recent restroom of the 
trip was on the train that day. It had 
a door which opened and shut. but 
the wuy to it \Vas blod..cd by a giant 
bunJie of market good~; a woman 
was t.tking into the interior. It wa. 
diverting to get to the little room and 
provided wei orne excrci~c from the 
extended c.,it. To get to it. I stood up 
on my 'iCal, actually parallel wood 
sims be1ween two wooden ann rest:. 
and gra ped the luggage rack above. 
One big swing took me over the 
bundle ~nd dropped me at the door. 
The secret wa ... that on the other side

of the door was a round hole in the 
bare metal 11oor. Period. No water. 
No paper. No cups. No towels. No 
seat. Not even an uncomfortable 
one. But there was a scenic view of 
the railroad bed passing beneath the 
hole.

Later on they 
became my favorite for a time. They 
consisted of a large, open, grassless, 
earth circle surrounded by a very 
high fence which looked to me to be 
about 8 to l 0 feet tall.

new 1>tudy confinn~ that youth 
involved in 4-H programs are 
leaders. t:ontribute to their 
communitJe and are cJvicaJly 
engaged, which ·trengthens 
commuuities. The 4-H Study 
of Po iti ve Youth 
Development (PYD) is finding
