It happened 50 year. ago, but today the 
memories remain. for many, as frec;h a they 
were that day on Feb. 28, 1958, when a Floyd 
County school bus, ddven by 27-year-old John 
Alex DeRossett. plunged into the swollen 
waters of the Big Sandy River. near Knotley 
Hollow, on U.S. 23 

"You know, for many of the am1lie it's. till 
like it just happened,'' said Ja~kie Branham 
Hall, of Spurlock, the author of a book written 
on the tragedy. "You do 't JU"I lose chiJdrcn in 
su.., a horrible way as thi;; un<.l tht:n JU t mme 
on ... Many of these families can't t.'\en bear to 
talk about it to this day." 

Hall. who aid she had a dream a a young 
child that she felt was an omen of the trngedy 
that was to come, has dedicated many year~ and 
much of her life to memorializing those who 
peri. hed in the tragedy that i , . till wday, con-

ntinue to ripple through t __ · __ e 
sidercd the nation'li woht chool bus di a ter. 

Shortly after 8 a.m .. on the moming of Feb. 
28, the s hool bu<;, carrying 49 pa engers. 
struck a tow truck that wa · attempting to 
remove a vehicle from ,, nearby dit~.:h, cau mg 
the driver of the bus to lose ~ontrol. The bus. 
which was en-route from the Cow reek and 
Emma areas to Presto ~hurg, drop d down a 
declivity approximately 50 feet into the muddy 
water. of the Big San y, ~woUcJl hy recent rain 
and snow . 

According to a report that appeared in the 
March 6, 195R. edition of The Floyd County 
Times, "The bu · cros~ed the road lowly after 
bitting lh~ v. Jccke1 .•. teetered on the brink of 
the bank. then plunged straight for the river, 
rolling on it· wheel · into the water.'' 

W1thin minutes. the river had clatmed the 
bus and its cargo. Of the 49 pas. cnger , 22 
managed to escape through the rear emergency 
door and either wim to afety or cling to near­
by tree limbs until rescued. 

Volunteer workers, composed of local r~si­
dents and city. county, state and federal govern­
mental umts. s\\ armed the scene in a rest:ue 
attempt and recovery that would span nearly the 
next two month . 

Member" of the U.S. Army Corp of 
Engineers. from Huntington . WVa., divers dis~ 
patched from the Ashland Oil & Refining 
Company, frogmen from the U.S. avy out of 
Norfolk, Va., member of the U.S. Coac;t Guard, 
various Army resene units and tate and lo al 
police oflicer conducted a earch that contm 
uect f<.1r '"eek following the terrible accidenr. 

Aml} helicopters, plane . truch bearing 
supplie ~ and .1 multitude of ·ws reporter::. from 
around the country convl.!rgcd upon Floyd 
County in n c•fort to assist rescu ·worker and 
attempt to comfort <>ri ving familie as the bod­
ie~ of those who perir;hed were recovered from 
the muddy water . 

The local Army reserve unit building, locat ­
ed at Auxier, wa turned into a makeshift 

morgue as bodie were transferred from the 
angry water to a re tmg place where grief­
stricken families could go to identify their loved 
ones. 
· Tllis past Ocr. 10. a memorial was erected on 
the ground of the old Floyd County 
Courthouse, dedicated to the memory of those 
\\ ho died in the tragedy. Hall. the author of the 
pictorial hi ·to!) of the di aster. aid that seeing 
the monument erected was a gratifying moment 
for her.

erupts later in life, Porter said. 

Tooth decay and other dental prob­
lems can lead to serious problems and. 
in extreme cases, death, said Dr. Ann 
Greenwell, a pediatric dentist at the 
University of Louisville. 

Greenwell pointed to the ca e of a 
12-year-old boy who died la. t year in 
Maryland from a dental abscess that 
went untreated as an example of why 
the legislation i~ required.

Voted down

FRANKFORT - A pro­
posal to legalize casinos in 
Kentucky has been voted 
down by a sharply divided 
House committee, putting the 
;future of Gov. Steve Beshear's 

lan to boost tate revenues 
with gambling taxes in serious 
~oubt. 

State Rep. Darryl Owens, 
chairman of the House 
Committee on Elections. 
Constitutional Amendments 
land IntergovemmentaJ Affairs, 

aid the casino proposal faces 
ong odds in the General 

Assembly. 
"[wouldn' t bet the house or 

the outhouse on it, I'll tell you 
that," said Owens, D­
Louisville. 

Two separate proposals 
were up for consideration on 
'Tuesday, but the House com­
mittee couldn't agree on either, 
despite the best efforts of 
Beshear who ummoned 
House leaders to his office 
Monday night to try to jump-
tart the move. 

Gambling opponents were 
emboldened by the turn of 
event . 

"It's a very significant and 
positive tep for us," said John 
Mark Hack, head of the 
antigambling group Say No To 
Casinos. "But it's not over 
until it's over. There's no ques­
tion that they will be back to 
'make another run." 

Discord among House law­
makers had already slowed 
Beshear's proposal to legalize 
casinos as a way to boost sag­
ging state revenues to help 
'erase a projected $900 million 
budget hortfall over the next 
two years. 

Beshear said taxes on casi­
nos, if they were permitted to 
open in the state, could gener­
ate as much as $600 million a 
year for government programs. 
The first step requires law­
makers to approve the propos­
al. Kentucky vQters would ' 
then have the chance to reject 
or ratify it. 

The governor unveiled a 
much-anticipated proposal 
earlier this month ro change 
the constitution to allow 12 
casinos to open across the 
state, seven of which could be 
built at horse tracks. A separate 
proposal introduced last week 
would guarantee no casinos at 
horse tracks. Another would 
allow up to five at horse 
tracks. ' 

In a Bible-belt state that 
already allows gambling in 
other forms - such as on 
hor e racing, the lottery and in 
bingo halls - it's been a tough 
election-year sell to some 
members of the General 
Assembly. 

Owens said time could be 
running out for the proposal. 
Lawmakers have only 27 day 
remaining in the legislature 
session. 

· "I don't know where we go 
from here," Owens said. 
"There's going to have to be 
some giving by someone."

Four strands reportedly 
clipped from the fir t pre ident 
were sold at auction Friday 
night to a Richmond man who 
declined to give his name. 

Colorado resident Chri ta 
Allen aid her father, a 
Philadelphia attorney, had 
given her the hair, which was 
pressed under glas in a locket 
and accompanied by a watch. 

Allen told potential buyer 
that the· hair had been handed 
down ince it was clipped 
from Washington' head. The 
Historical Society of 
Montgomery County, Pa., 
inspected Allen' evidence and 
gave her its backing. 

Jamie Bate , owner of 
Thomp on & Riley, which 
auctioned the hair, had hoped 
it would bring at least $75,000. 

"I've never sold George 
Washington's hair before; I 
don't know," Bate said before 
the auction. 

The hair is believed to have 
been snipped from 
Washington when he was 
briefly disinterred in 1837.

After 12 hours of prepara­
tion and baking, the 134-
pound burger emerged 
Saturday at Mallie's Sports 
Bar and Grill.

Owner Steve Mallie told 
The News he wanted to show 
that he ha the biggest and best 
burger . 

Authenticating Mallie's 
claim could take a few weeks.

• GASSVILLE. Ark. 
Every day ince a tornado 
damaged r.he Harri e ' home 
and their dog's pen, the family 
has checked to see whether 
Pongo made it back. 

On Friday, nearly three 
weeks after the storm, he was 
- hungry but healthy. 

"He poked his head out of 
the dog house," said Tim 
Harris, husband of Pongo's 
owner, Katresa Harris. "He 
was running; he was so excited 
to ee her." 

The 9-year-old basset 
hound and blue heeler mix had 
been missing ince the Feb. 5 
tornado devastated the 
Gassville area. He apparently 
ran off after the tornado broke 
open a fence. 

The family has been return­
ing to the home, which they 
are not living in during repairs, 

to ee whether Pongo returned 
and to put out food. The fami­
ly also made posters wilh a 
picture of Pongo and checked 
animal shelter . 

"I knew he made it," Tim 
Harri aid. "We never gave up 
on him, that's for sure." 

The Ga sville tornado was 
one of a swarm that killed 
more than 50 people aero s the 
Sour.h. And Pongo wa one of 
at least 30 animals in Baxter 
County reported mi sing after­
ward, according to the 
Humane Society of North 
Central Arkansas. 

Some pets had to fend for 
them elve for a few days 
because residents in the storm­
ravaged areas weren't allowed 
to return home immediately, 
said Rick Day. r.he ociety's 
presidenl. 

"A officials traightened 
things out and made the homes 
accessible, folks were able to 
find their pets," Day said. "If 
anything came out of this, it's 
that there's a higher awareness 
of homeless pet and adop­
tion ."

11\v.va. governor protests film . ... . usmg negattve stereotypes

CHARLESTON, W.Va. -
Gov. Joe Manchin and a min­
er ' union took offense 
Thesday to a planned scene 

,.trom an upcoming film tar­
ring Julianne Moore that 
stereotypes West Virginian as 
inbreeds. 

The horror thriller "Shelter" 
i recruiting extras with unu u­
al physical features for a scene 
in a West Virginia "holler," 
according to the statement 
from Donna Belajac Casting 
of Pittsburgh. 

The casting call said r.he 
fi lm is looking for extras who 
are extraordinarily tall or 
short, those with unusual body 
hapes and unusual facial fea­

tures, especially eyes, and 
even people with physical 

' abnormalities as long as they 
I have normal mobility. 

"It~ clear that they have no 
real understanding of who the 
people of West Virginia are," 

I 
Manchin said. "And that's not 
only unfortunate, but in thi 
case offensive. Certainly it 
doesn't sound like a movie 
worth watching." 

The casting call also adver­
tise for a 9- to 12-year-old 
white girl with an "other­
worldly look ... could be an 
albino or something along 

those lines - she's someone 
who is visually different and 
therefore has a closer 'contact 
to the gods and to magic. 
'Regular-looking' children 
should not attend this open 
call." 

Shooting for tho e cenes is 
cheduled to start Sunday in 

the Pittsburgh area. 
Casting agency director 

Donna Belajac didn't immedi­
ately return a telephone mes­
sage Thesday. 

The ca ting call prompted a 
seething response from Cecil 
E. Roberts, pre idem of the 
United Mine Workers union. 

"Why must it be automati­
cally assumed by the surgical­
ly enhanced 'beautiful people' 
who populate Hollywood that 
those who live in the bills and 
hollows of places like West 
Virginia are all afflicted with 
physical abnormalities?" 
Roberts said. 

"For the producer of this 
movie to issue uch a blatantly 
insulting and demeaning ca t­
ing call is not just a lap in the 
face to tens of r.hou and of 
We t Virginians, but to mil­
lions of American who may 
nor fit lhe 'norm' of Hollywood 
beauty," Roberts said. 

The entertainment industry 
has long used negative 
Appalachian stereotype , 
including 1972's 

"Deliverance," a story about a 
group of men who e river-raft­
ing trip goes horribly wrong. 

Hollywood attempts at 
stereotypes haven't always 
been uccessful, though. 

CBS hoped to remake the 
1960s "Beverly Hillbillie " 
into a reality how in 2002, but 
tabled the idea after negative 
public reaction, including a 
protest by mine workers from 
We t Virginia and Kentucky at 
CBS' parent company, 
Viacom. 

In 2004, after an outcry 
from Appalachian residents. 
NBC scuttled a proposed 
rural-to-riches reality show 
"The High Life" that would 
have followed an Appalachian 
family's adju tments to a ritzy 
lifestyle in Beyerly Hills. NBC 
cited ''creative rea ons," not 
r.he prate t , as r.he reason the 
how wasn't pursued. 

"It harkens back to a dark 
time in our nation's history 
when flimflam art1sts roamed 
r.he country making a quick 
buck with traveling 'freak' 
show , displaying human 
beings who may have different 
bodily characten tics, in dark­
ened cages,'' Robert aid. "I 
be lieve our society has pro­
grcs ed past that point -
maybe not in Hollywood, but 
it has in other, more enlight­
ened parts of America."

1 was aware of four kinds of 
bean, , soup beans. green beans, navy 
beans. and porkln beans. 

I was well into adole ·cence, before 
I realized the latter was pork AND 
beans. I actually thought that 'parkin' 
was the name of a special bean. prob­
ably one that didn't grow around here. 
lt never ever occurred to me that what 
I was eating was really navy beans, 
aod that tiny piece or fat meat about 
the si;e of a dime that was usually 
floating on top when Mom opened the 
can, wa~ actually a piece of pork. 

Even Lhough, I was ignorant a· to 
at they really were, and even 

t ugh I didn '£ eat them as much as I 
did the other three, I dearly loved 
them. When Mom would open up a 
can, and put out four of f ive slices of 
light bread. l was pretty much in hog 
heaven. I always ate them cold, right 
out of the can. 

I recently read . omewhere that 
p()rk and bean~ (I still prefer "porkin 
beans") have been around ·tor a long 
time. and was even a staple for the 
Union Army during the Civil War. 

Anyway, what brought this one­
time little C\llinary dish to mind in the 
t~st place. was a recipe l ran across 
the other day in one of Wilma Jean's 
magazines. It was for a pork and bean 
sandwich. As many heans as J ate 
when I wa a kid , I found it hard to

study continn:, that youth involved 
in 4-H programs are leaders, con­
tribute to their communities and are 
civically engaged, which strength­
ens communities. The 4-H Study of 
Positive Youth Development (PYD) 
is finding that youth involved in 
high-quality, o;;tructured programs 
during out-of-school time, such as 
those offered by F loyd County 
Cooperative Extension Ser ice. are 
more likely to experience positive 
youth developmenr. 

Findings of The 4-H Study of 
PYD - a first-of-its-kind , longitu­
dinal study mea. uring the impact 
personal and social factors have on 
yomh as they develop - reveal that 
all youth have the capacJty to thrive, 
regardless of where they live, their 
family . ituations, their socioeco­
nomic tatus, their race or gender. 
Study findings also show that the 
quality and quantity of stn1ctured, 
out-of-school-time programs that 
youth are involved with matter!>. The 
more ofte n youth are involved in 
high-quality youth development 
program , the more they and their 
conmmnities benefit.

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Are Contacts 
0 for ·ds? 

• Adults use them all the time, but 
contact lenses may not be the best 
idea for children. 

Contact lense offer a relatively safe 
method of correcting vi. ion problems. apart 
from wearing glm;ses. It is estimated that 
approximat ly 29 million people wear conta t 
len. es in t.he nited State.. according to 
WebMD.com. and the numbers worldwide arc 
even higher. 

Contact len ·es are either of the hard or. oft 
variety ( oft being the preferred) and are worn 
directly on the eye. They float in front of the 
cornea on a thin film of tears. Correct design 
and fitting of the contacLo; arc essential to com­
fol1 and effectiveness. 

Thanks to the popularity of conta t lenses 
among adulh. many wonder if contact arc a 
safe option for children • · well. While there 
aren't ob\ ious medical rca-;ons wh) contacts 
houldn't be used by children. there arc con­

cerns regarding hygiene, maintenance and 
insertion of the contacts. and whether a child 
is mature enough for this responsibility. 

Contact len. cs, particularly the soft type 
commonly usecl can collect dirt and microor­
ganisms on their. urface. As uch. daily clean­
ing and proper toragc of the lense is impera­
tive for eye health. Initation and disease could 
spread in th eye if contact aren't properly 
maintained. In most C<l! ·~.children imply do 
not have the discipline required to usc con­
tacts. By age 13 or 14. however. some eye 
doctors feel there is an increased ability to usc 
contact<>- but every child 1 ditlcrent. 

Caregivers hould usc caution when mak­
ing U1c decision of contacts over glasses. Most 
prof c. sionals agree, however. that L ASIK 
surgery. where a flap is cut mto the cornea 
with a laser to permanenlly tr at vision prob­
lems, hould not be u. ed on childrcR. Minor 
vi ion infraction ma) clear up over time with 
mo~ traditional method , . uch , wearing 
glas ·es. These hould be explored prior to any 

talk about surgery. 
Experts also feel that the use of co metic 

contacts, which are typically tinted lense. that 
can change eye color or feature designs. 
should be highly discouraged. Children often 
hare and wap these lenses, creating a breed­

ing ground of bacteria. This can lead to poten­
tial eye-health problems, including blindness, 
and i. un anitary. 

hould you allow children to use contact 
lenses, in till these important les ons: 

• Wm;h hand. before touching contact len -
e as not to transfer dirt and germs to the lens­
c and eye. 

• Handle one len at a time. Clean it with 
the appropriate solution. Cleaning remove 
eye-produced buildup, co metic and other 
debri that impair lens comfort. Some prod­
uct require you to rub the lens in the palm of 
your hand with a few drop of olution, while 
other ju. t require rin ing. 

• Rin:e each len to remove the loo ened 
debri - an important step. 

• Place the clean lense in your eye or in the 
len storage contamer, depending upon 
whether you are u ing them or retiring for the 
evening. If storing, fill the storage receptacle 
with the appropriate cleaning/di infecting 
olution and twi t cap. into place.

Did You Knowil 
When it comes to needing cor­

rective lenses, most people fall 
into one of two categories: near­
sighted or farsighted. Oftentimes, 
people without glasses are con-

·fused as to which one is which. 
Nearsightedness, also called .. 
myopia, occurs when a person 
can see objects that are close by 
clearly, but cannot see distant 
objects clearly, if at alt. Someone 
has farsightedness (hyperopia) if 
they can ~ee far away objects 
clearly, but nearby objects are 
blurry. When vision is blurred at all 
distances, that's astigmatism, 
which results when light entering 
the eyes is unable to be brought 
into a single focus.

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Treating Back Pain a 
Difficult, Evolving Task 

"The best way to approach potential back surgery might 
be a return to the days when spinal surgeries were condi­

tion-specific and not a uniform answer for everyone." 

No one likes shoveling now. While the 
eyes of children light up at the sight of snow­
fall, for men and women with driveways and 
sidewalks, that snowfall just means it's time to 
dust off the snow hovel and get to work. 
Unfortunately, such a reality can often to lead 
to aches and pains, as many a veteran snow 
shoveller can willingly atte t. What's impor­
tant for back pain sufferers to know is they are 
certainly not alone. According to the American 
Academy of Orthopaedic Suegeons, treating 
back pain co ts nearly $100 billion annually. 

Such a figure is likely significantly 
higher than most people might expect. 
However, that figure i indicative of~ 
the prevalence of back pain, whether 
it's afflicting people on an inter-
im basis thanks to a driveway 
full of snow or if the ituation i 
chronic. The good thing about 
o many people uffering from 

back pain is that much is being 
done to combat it, offering 
those .suffering from mild to 
more advanced stages a vari­
ety of options for relieving j 
their pain. 

For tho e suffering from 
mild back pain as a result of too 
much shovelling or lifting orne-
thing too heavy, over-the-counter pain reliev­
er have proven to help many time . 
Ibuprophen, aspirin and acetaminophin are all 
available and have proven helpful for tho e 
with just minor back pain. Minor back pain 
sufferers can also use a heating pad or a cold 
bag, alone or in comibination with over-the­
counter drugs, to help relieve most, if not all, 
of the pain. 

For those offering from more intense and 
lasting back pain, however, a couple of tablets 
of aspirin and a heating pad will like I y not do 
the trick. This is not to say your cause is he! p­
Ies , but it will just take more effort, and 
money, to treat your condition. Unfortunately, 
back pain i chiefly characterized by variabil­
ity, making a doctor' diagno is with respect to 
the effect<; of treatment and length of symp­
toms nowhere near as concrete as diagnose 
for other ailment might be. It' important to 
keep in mind for any back pain sufferers that 
studies released by the Agency for Healthcare 
Research and Quality (AHRQ) within the last 
IO.years have hown that even a month after 
treatmel.ltr ~3. ~ or sufferers hav~ l'e.Wft; 
ed contimiing pain while about a quarter of 

those surveyed reported substantial limitations 
on their activities. This suggests that even the 
most effective treatments will not eradicate 
pain entirely. 

Perhaps the one treatment to be most wary 
of is spinal fusion surgery. Historically, 
surgery wa largely a condition- pecific 
option not even considered for the majority of 
back pain sufferers. However, in recent years 
spinal urgeries have increased greatly, which 
is not necessarily a good thing, as many have 
pointed out that longterm effects of urgery 

seem to be no more beneficial than other, 
Jes expensive treatments. This was first 

pointed out in a 
2001 Swedi h study 

that howed tremen-
dous benefits in the 

first two year after 
surgery, but no lasting 

effect or differences 
when compared to 

patients who did not have 
surgery. Soon thereafter, 

other studies offered irnilar 
re ults, including a 2003 

Norwegian srudy that sug­
gested aggressive regimens 

combined with cognitive behavior 
therapy proved eqaully as effective at 

reducing pain as did fu ion urgeries. Again, 
this is important to note due to the escalating 
co ts of pinal fusion surgerie and their 
apparently rninimallongterm effectivene . 

While American urgeon might coff at 
the results of these studies, it's important to 
consider the e arne surgeons do not make 
money by suggesting alternatives to surgery. 
The best way to approach potential back 
surgery might be a return to the day when 
pinal urgeries were condition-specific and 

not a uniform an wer for everyone. Sufferers 
of ciatica, for instance, where inten e pain 
hoots down the leg as a result of a spinal 

injury, will often fmd urgery to be their mo t 
viable option. Still, while the urgery-first 
mentality shifted greatly in favor of surgeries 
over the last several years, other option have 
now come into play that bould decrease the 
prevalence of spinal surgerie . 

One evolving branch of treating back pain 
is known as Spinal Arthroplasty, an option that 
offers non-fusion techniques to treating back 
pain. The goal pf pinal arthroplasty i to

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Church pastor encourages 
congregation to visit physicians

COLUMBUS, Ohio (AP) _ 
After the fourth death in a week, 
Keith Troy decided enough was 
enough. 

Midway through Sunday er­
vice , he looked out at his con­
gregation and asked all the men 
to ri e. Then be a ked: Would the 
deacon$ and associate ministers 
please assemble in the aisles 
with paper and pencil? Would 
every man write down hi name 
and a phone number where he 
could be reached? 

Too many church men were 
dying of preventable illnesses 
related to poor health, Troy told 
the congregation at ew Salem 
Mis ionary Baptist Church. a 
predominantly black church of 
about 4.500 members, including 
about 900 adult men. 

Their pastor of 24 year 
i ued a imple order: Every man 
in the congregation will see a 
doctor in the next three months. 
If they can't afford it, the church 
will help pay. If transportation i 
a problem, someone from the 
church will drive them. 

"But one way or another"

Troy said that Sunday in late 
November, "every man in this 
church will be checked out." 

"Amen," pari hioners 
responded. "Amen."

"I plead guilty to being a 
pragmatist," Troy said in an 
interview.

Troy' order made Jimmy 
Logan, a church volunteer who 
helps handle parking on Sundays 
and a friend of Burks, realize 
that if he wants to continue erv­
ing other , he'd better look out 

for him elf fir t. 
He went to the doctor and had 

an arthritic knee drained but oth­
erwi e got a clean bill of health. 

"It's one thing to preach the 
gospel, it' another thing to also 
have a incere heart of caring 
while you're doing that," said 
Logan, 46, an adviser at a bank. 
"The combination of the two ha 
left many of us just speechless." 

Troy's call to medical action 
was not the fir t time he's depart­
ed from his Sunday script. In 
June, he asked all teenagers to 
stand up and talk about what 
they wanted to do with their 
lives after a boy in the congrega­
tion wa murdered two weeks 
before graduation. 

Since word got out about 
what be aid that day from the 
pulpit, other churches have 
called for information, and local 
hospitals have asked if they can 
help. 

Troy gets weekly updates on 
how many men have seen a doc­
tor so far. He doesn't have a 
count yet, but says many of the 
church's men have participated. 

A for himself? The 54-year­
old pastor sees a physician annu­
ally and considers him elf in 
good health.

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O'Bryan finds a way to help others 
by starting the Share Program 

D uring Jeanie O'Bryan·s darkest 
moment and faced with one of the 
wor t po sible tragedies you can 

imagine. he found a way to help others. 
After having no problem during her first 
pregnancy, with the now IO~year~old 
Matthew. O'Bryan and her hu band Greg 
had a tillborn child. Levi would be seven 
today. 

"lfs lonely. It's omething nobody's 
prepared for," he says. "When you get 
pregnant you create a life for that baby; 
that created life that you've got doesn't go 
away. that love doe n 't go away ..... 

O'Bryan grew up in an Air Force famil) 
and has lived everywhere from Greece to 
Ala:ka with Tex~ 10 between. he 1. cw·­
rentl) the Medical Staff Coordinator at 
Highlands Regional Medical Center, and 
doe, the credentialing and privileging for 
new phy icians. O'Bryan ha been at 
HRMC for 18 year , working a number of 
positions. She' been in her current role 
for 4 years. 

O'Bryan said Highlands i not onl)' a 
good ho pital but one that i. willing to let 
its employees get invol\'ed in area<; the) 
have personal experience. \! hen she lost 
LeYL she was lookmg for ways to deal 
with the grief he wa feeling. Through 
much research he found the program 
''Share." and he went to the administra­
tion and they let her start up a chapter at 
the hospital.

"Dealing with something like this is not 
omething they want to talk about. They

family trie to protect the parent~ \vho ju. t 
lost a child because they feel if they can 
protect them from the pain. they can help 
them get over it. That's not the way to deal 
with it.

"There's nothing wrong with wanting to 
see the baby or wanting to hold it. It doe -
n't make the grief worse.'' O'Bryan said. 
·Tve never had anybody regret eeing 
their baby. but I've had a lot of people 
regret not eeing their baby.

O'Bryan has also taken her work 
beyond the local level with the hare pro­
gram. serving as the Kentucky state repre­
sentati\'e for the group.

• Children who repeatedly battle bouts of con­
junctivitis might be due for an eye examination. 

Most parents are familiar with 
conjunctiviti . While the official 
name likely won't ring a bell, i 
more common name, "pink eye." 
surely will. 

An inflammation of the mem­
brane that covers the white of the 
eye as well a the inner eyelid. 
pink eye seem to affect every kid 
at Iea<>t once. But ·orne parent 
might not know that conjunctiviti 
come in different form . each 
with differ nt . ymptoms and 
1gns. 

• Bacterial conjunctiviti : thi. 
will be in both eye. and re. ult in a 
heavy, greeni h discharge. 

• Viral conjuncttviti . : thi . typi­
cally affect. just one eye. re ·ulting 
in ·light watering and a light dis­
charge. 

• Giant papillary conjunctivitis 
(GPC): arguably the mo t evere 
form of conjunctiviti . thi affects 
both eye and can hmdcr a per­
son' abilit)' to wear contact len. ­
e . It' aLo chara t rizcd b) itch­
ing, red bumps on the inside of the 

eyelids and heavy discharge and 
rearing. 

• Allergic conjunctiviti : this 
will al o affect both eyes and 
result in an itching en arion and 
red.ne s. In orne in tance , the 
no e will experience tho e ymp­
toms as well. Exce ive tearing is 
also common. 

Because there are different 
type of conjunctivitis, the cause 
vary. GPC offerer often find 
their contact len e cau e and 
aggravate the symptom. . while 
people with allergic conjunctivitis 
will find that allergen , . uch a 
dust or pollen, trigger the problem. 

The be. t thing a parent can do 
to help their child i. have them 
avoid anything that ha cau ed or 
can cau. e conjunctivtlt . Becau e 
conjuncti\ iti . is so contagious. 
keeping it under wrap is . sential 
for both your child and the people 
your child spends time wtth. orne 
good tips for keep10g the ondi­
tion from worsening or preading 
include:

relived their final day together: 
Sitting, talking, holding hands. 

She died Dec. 4, 2006, at 
Cedars Sinai Medical Center. 

''1 went through this period of 
mourning, and then I think it was 
followed by this period of intro­
spection: How do I best recognize 
a woman I pent 35 year with? 

He wanted her death to have 
meaning. He wanted to hare 
their experience, their journey 
through thi " trange world" of 
cancer. 

It began as a germ of an idea: 
"There have to be an awful lot of 
people out there going through 
thi , and they have to be experi­
encing the same things I am." 

Over the next few month , be 
created the Ronnie Lippin 
Re earch Fellowship, grant for 
research on the early detection of 
brea t cancer. He also established 
a partner hip with the Tower Can­
cer Research Foundation to create 
an outreach program to educate 
those coping with cancer and 
their families and friend to help 
navigate the journey through can­
cer diagnosis and treatment. 

The first results of the founda­
tion' work, urvey re ults about 
what people fear most about can­
cer, were relea ed this month. 

The experience be says bas 
helped him cope with the los . It 
a! o, perhap , has given him a 
way to take back that lo s of con­
trol, that helples ness he felt with 
his wife' battle with cancer. 

The e day , he says he still 

shares the efforts with his wife. 
"Sometime one of the mo t 

comforting tings is when I go to 
the cemetery, and I sit and tell her 

everything that' happening," he 
aid . "There's a part of it that 

allow me to feel a continued 
relationship."
