Hurley told state 
police he could not 
remember what caused 
the crash. Witnesses 
say Hurley was flying 
over an old strip mine 
near Shilalah apparently 
didn't see the power 
lines across the mine 
until it was too late, 
according to Paul . 
Wilson, emergency 
management director for 
the county. 

The plane went down 
a round 3 p m. EDT. 
Trooper say the pilot 
was the only person on 
board.

Governor warns House 
budget could cause layoffs

FRANKFORT Gov. 
Steve Beshear warned that a 
nearly $19 billion, two-year 
state budget approved by the 
House this week would likely 
force pending cuts and per­
haps layoffs. 

Beshear also said he's still 
pushing his plan to bolster the 
state's 30-cent-per-pack ctga­
rette tax by 70 cents. He wants 
to usc part of that revenue to 
borrow money to help the . tate 
through the next two years. 

The approximately $18.7 

billion budget passed by the 
House includes a 25-cent-per­
pack increase in the cigarette 
tax. The spending plan will 
next be taken up by the Senate. 

Beshear said Thursday that 
the House version assumes 
unrealistic savings and pushes 
excessive debt payments into 
the future. A ked if layoffs 
were a possibility, he said, 
"Certainly possible. We want to 
try to avoid that if we pos ib1y 
can." 

He said the House ver ion 
also could paralyze ·orne state 
services because it would pre· 

vent the administration from 
ftlling 3,300 state jobs. Beshear 
said he doesn't 'know yet which 
services might be hit hardest, 
but warned that larger agencies, 
uch as the Health and Family 

Services Cabinet, would proba­
bly be affected most. 

''I think there are going to be 
people all aero s the board" 
whose open jobs won't be 
filled, Beshear satd. "'It could 
be ocial workers. It could be 
managers. Obviously, in the 
end, we'll deal with it in terms

Beshear says he's turning 
attention to gambling

FRANKFORT After a 
temporary h1atus, Gov. Steve 
Beshear 1s again calling on law 
makers to approve a constitu­
tional amendment to kgaliLe 
casinos in Kentucky. 

The first-term Demoaat 
made the issue a centerpiece of 
his campaign last year. winning 
a lopsidt:d victory over a 
Republican incumbent who 

.. 

opposed casinos. Even so, 
Beshear has been unable to get 
enough support from lawmak­
ers to get the proposal through 
the House. 

"It is a very controver ial 
subject obviously, and 1t has 
been in Kentucky for some 
years," Beshear told The 
A~sociated Pres in an inter­
view on Thursday. "It is an 
is ue that some people look at 
from a morality standpoint, and 
others look at from simply an 

economic standpoint or a social 
standpoint." 

Beshear put hi pu h for 
casinos on hold while House 
lawmakers were developing the 
two-year. $18.7 billion state 
l:)udget. After the spending plan 
cleared the House on 
Wednesday, the governor said 
he went back to work on the 
proposal.

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State budget 
includes over 
$1 million for 
Floyd County

FRANKFORT - The 
budget which passed the 
Kentucky House of 
Representatives last 
Wednesday contains a sig­
nificant amount of money 
for Floyd County in coal 
severance tax projects, as 
well as Transportation 
funds for the Route 680 
connector project. 

"1 am extremely pleased 
with the House budget as it 
relates to our county," said 
Rep. Greg Stumbo. "I did 
not arrive in Frankfort to 
begin my service as state 
representative until Feb. 11, 
but Sen. Johnny Ray Turner 
had been meeting with 
House leaders, laying the 
groundwork for these pro· 
jects, which I greatly appre­
ciate.". 

Stumbo also announced 
the Mud Creek Road pro­
ject, known as the Route 
680 connector, has renewed 
life. 

"The House 
Transponation budget calls 
for tlie completion of the 
roa<i which the previous 
administration . topped 
without explanation, from 
Harold to Tackett Fork, and 
it appropriates new money 
to construct the Minnie to 
Liale Mud section. Again, 
Sen. Turner had been work­
ing on this with House lead­
ership to pave the way, and 
I'm very grateful for his 
effort ," aid Stumbo. 

Stumbo said the Route 
680 connector was part of 
the six-year road plan until 

it was removed by the 
Fletcher administration as a 
retaliatory tactic. ··we're 
back on track now.·· 

Stumbo hopes to secure 
funding for the fourth and 
final stage of the road, from 
Tacken Branch to Little 
Mud, in the coming year . 

The budget, which i 
still subject to change as it 
moves into tbe Senate this 
week., appropriates a little 
over $1.1 million to Floyd 
County in coal severance 
dollars for the 2008-09 fis­
cal year - an amoum 
which clo ely mirrors the 
2007 08 appropriations. 

According to the budget 
approved by the House, 
'These projects are deter­
mined by the Genera] 
As embly to be important 
to the furtherance of the 
public policy objective~ 
and economic development 
purposes for which the 
Local Government 
Economic Development 
Program was established."

Problem was, no one had 
Lhe GPS coordinates needed to 
guiQC the pilot to Long Fork 
Coal Co. 

Murphy's situation last year 
has sparked legislation in 
Kentucky that would require 
coal comparues to post theu 
GPS coordinates for employ­
ees and to provide them to 

emergency dispatching cen­
ters. The mea ure has already 
been approved by a Senate 
committee and is on a fast­
track for vote in the full 
Senate, po ·ibly as e.arly a~ 

next week.

Beshear had promised dur­
ing his election campaign to 
expand medical coverage to 
children and senior citizens 
and to increase funding for 
early childhood education. 

"Unfortunately, we had to 
hit the pau'>e bunon on ~y 
of those bsues because or the 
severe financial crisis we're 
in," he said. 

Re\'cnuc generated by casi­
no ·, Be hear said, could gen­
erate money to get hi:; educa­
tion and health care proposals 
back on track. 

Although Kentucky ha · a 
long tradition of wagering at 
hor ·e tracks, the constitution 
specifically forbids ca ino . 

If Bcsbcar is able to con­
vince lawmakers to approve a 
constitutional amendment, 
Kentucky voters would get to 
ratify or reject the proposal in 
a ballot referendum. 

Discord among lawmakers 
over how many casinos should 
be opened and where, Beshear 
said. ha~ hampered effort~ to 
geL the amendmenllhrough the 
legislature. Bcshcar bad pro­
posed that seven casinos open 
at horse tracks and fi vc in 
communities along !be state's 
borders. A House committee 
revised the proposal to allow 
nine casinos, none of which 
were guaranteed to go to horse 
tracks. 

With both proposals lan­
guishing, state Rep Greg 
Stumbo, D-Prestonsburg, pro­
posed an amendment that 
would allow slot machines to 
be placed at horse tntcks.

The House rejected his pro­
posal, opting instead for a cig­
arette tax increac;e of 25 cents 
a pack. Beshear said he still 
intends to push for 70 cents, 
which would raise the ciga­
relle tax to $1 a pack. 

"1f we're going to raise the 
cigarette tax, let's do it sub­
stantially enough that we will 
both raise significant revenues 
and incur the health benefits 
that a substantial increase 
would give to the people of 
Ibis state:· he said. "Every 
tudy I've seen indicates that a 

substantial increase will great­
ly de<--rease the number of chil­
dren that will begin smoking 
anc,J also have a big eflect on 
adults thal smoke. That in tum 
will reduce the cost of health 
care in this commonwealth 
significantly."

expires. It also would restruc­
ture all ouLstanding state 
General Fund debt at a savings 
of $150 million in each of the 
next two years. 

Beshear said his budget pro­
posal - which made deep cut!> 
in higher education and social 
services - accounted for sig­
nificant retirements later this 
year. He said the House is 
counting an additional $85 mil­
lion in annual savings that 
could not be attained without 
the likelihood of painful cut 
next year.

whose crops were devastated," 
said Gov. Beshear. "Fam1er. 
need help developing alterna­
tive water sources that will 
head off the impacts of future 
droughts; assistance with reno­
vating and reestablishing pas­
tures and hay fields; along 
with equipment and facilit1es 
that will help improve forage 
quality." 

According to officials, 
KARE is a program which will 
help pay for improvements 
and investments to on-farm 
production to negate the 
impact of the drought. 

"1 am optimistic about the 
future of Kentucky agricul­
ture," Commissioner Farmer 
said. "Better days arc ahead of 
us . Today's announcement 
will help insure that all of 
Kentucky agriculture can get 
there to get her." 

An estimated $6.1.5 million 
is allocated to one KARE 
fund, with a reported $4.1 mil-

lion of that money come from 
county tobacco selllement 
funds and $2.05 million from 
state tobacco settlement funds. 

A separate pool of $2 mil­
lion exists for Counties to 
apply for with funds be distrib­
uted based on the agricultural 
tmpacl of the drought to that 
county. 

Tn 2007, due to a late freeze 
in April as well as the summer 
drought, corn, soybeans, 
tobacco, and hay reportedly 
experienced a substantial 
decrease from 2006. 

Farmers will be able to use 
the funds lor water projects, 
forage project<~. and other pro­
jects such as crop insurance. 

Producers apply for the 
funding by Aug.l. 

Farmers can apply for reim­
bursement of eligible expense 
retroactive 10 Dec. I, 2007.

Be wary of those who plant their t1ags on the moral 

high ground to open the door for doing what is patently 
immoral. 

It is what President Bush did last weekend when he 
vetoed legislation that would limit the CIA to interroga­
tion techniques contained in the Army field manual. It's 
about protecting us, the pre ident said in his Saturday 
radio address. And he cited .terrorist acts thwarted 
because the administration gave its interrogators some 
flexibility. The problem with the president's claims is 
that, among others, Sen. Jay Rockefeller, D-W.Va., 
chairman of the Senate Intelligence Committee, . ays 
they can't discern evidence that they are true. On 
Tuesday. the House, requiring a two-thirds vote, failed 
to override the veto. 225-188. 

Many of the votes against this bill aJlegedly were 
about the pork hidden in the measure. Yes, unvetted 
earmarks are objectionable. But don't buy the moraliz­
ing here, either. We'd bet a good number of consistent 
trough feeders were among those voting against the 
override. 

This bill and the president's veto are about torture. 
The president avers that it's about allowing what is 
legal, but his definition of "legal" has been suspect. 
And the CIA chief says the handbook does not repre­
sent the universe of effective interrogation techniques. 
Fine, ban torture - in :tatute. Any takers in this crowd? 

The United State ' top general in Iraq, David 
Petraeus, whose troops are certainly faced with the day­
to-day necessity to get information fast, has some 
words of note on the topic. 

In a letter last year to the troops. the general said, 
"Our values and the laws governing warfare teach us to 
respect human dignity, maintain our integrity and do 
what is right. Adherence to our values distinguishes us 
from our enemy. This fight depends on securing the 
population, which must understand that we - not our 
enemies - occupy the moral high ground." 

He added, "Some may argue that we would be more 
effective if we sanctioned torture or other expedient 
methods to obtain information from the enemy. They 
would be wrong. Beyond the ba. jc f~ct that such 
actions are illegaL history shows that they also are fre­
quently neither useful nor necessary." 

Well put. Enough aid.

BAGHDAD, TRAQ-"Greeted as 
liberators" bas become one of the 
most scoffed-at phra,es of the Traq 
War. But a top U.S. general here 
plays on the phrase in describing 
security gains dUJing the past year. 
"In some ways," he says, "our sol­
diers have come to be seen as rc-lib­
erators." 

The neologism seem apt in the 
crisp, cool dusk of a Saturday 
evening in a Sunni neighborhood 
here in the Dora section of this city. 

American soldiers, who a few 
months ago cou ldn • t venture here 
without berng shot at, are mobbed by 
clamoring children a~ soon as they 
leave tbetr vehicles. Stores are open 
on a Lreet that wa deserted ju:-;L 
months ago. An American captain -
"the mayor"' or the neighborhood -
is greeted by name by an lraqi boy 
who runs up to shake his hand, and 
two women approach him to ask

The neighborhood is a showcase 
of a counterinsurgency campaign thai 
has cmpha<;izcd securing the popula­
tion and t:.retting to know local play­
ers. "We live in the neighborhood," 
explains Col. Ricky Gibb ·. ·'How did 
we get there'! We moved lO the SQund 
of the guns." lt took months of com­
bat for his LroQpS to roust ai-Qaida 
and establish outposts in hjs section 
of the city. Once it became clear that

lhc Americans weren 't going any­
where. ''the people came out in 
drove~.'' 

Tqe Army has contracted with an 
inlluenLial (and very brave) local 
doctor-turned-businessman in the 
neighborhood for road repairs, lra h 
pickup and electricity generation. All 
or which means 
local jobs. 

The ques­
tion now 1s 
whether the 
enhanced secu­
rity will harden 
inLo - in a 
phrase the U.S. 
military uses

Able man, _faulty 
goals

Let me be clear about one thing: 1 
come here not to bash William 
Buckley. I am willing lo , tipulate that 
he was a boon companion. a good 
husband, a terrific father and able to 
brush after every meal. He wa. al. o 
good on television. 

And even if 1 were a Buckley-: 
basher, this is hardly lhe time. The 
poor man is hardly in his grave. He 
died last week at the age of 82. 

But all or this post-mortem talk of 
him being a towering intcl1cctual and 
a great thinker ... Give me a break. 

Yes, he was the Godfather of the 
modem conservative movement and, 
yes, his maga,ine, The National 
Review, became an influential jour­
nal of the Right and, ye , he inspired 
many young people to become con-
ervattves. 

People say Lhut a though those 
were good things. Not really. The fact 
is that he ami hi-: magwine and the 
conservative movement they 
pawned have been wrong aboul 

nearly everything, light from the 
beginning. 

He founded the magazine. in parr. 
to provide opposition to the "modern 
Repuhlicanism·• or Dwight 
Eisenhower. (You remember that 
Republicanism, don't you'! The one 
that made some sense'?) 

In due course he deren<led the 
anri-Corumunisl witch-hum of Sen. 
Joe Ml' arthy. lioni?.ed the Spanish 
dic[ator Francisco Franco. opposed 
the ci vii rights movement, flirted 

with White supremacy and did his 
best to undermine the social safety 
net erected hy Franklin Roo~evell"s 
New Deal. 

For this President Ronald Reagan 
awarded him the Medal of Freedom. 
That':; like naming BriLney Spear'> 
Mother of the Year. 

The facl that he became o influ­
ential is yet another black mark on 
our edu<.:ational system. He wasn't 
even that good a 
writer. He used big 
word:-; lo show he wa. 
better than the rest of 
us but as he became 
increasingly occupied 
with outside projects 
his columns hceame 
slapdash to the point 
or incoherence. 

I'll give him this: 
the man had style. 
The Catholic son of a 
nouveau ric he oilman. he li vcd We 
with the uprer-clas . panache or a 
wealthy WASP ruistocrat limou­
·ine. , yachts. "Tennis anyone'!" -
the whole nine yards. But he also 
worked hard. He published 50 books. 
more than 5,000 newspaper columns 
and his maga:r.ine, at its zenith. 
reached 150,000 subscnbers. One 
weeps to think of the trees thai gave 
up lheir lives for that man. 

He did make some good calls. He 
rejected the uppon of the ant i­
Semitic John Birch Society. he called 
for Pre ident Richacd Ni.\On's resig­
nation after Watergate hlcv. up and he 
came to oppose the war in Iraq. On 
his PBS television how, "Firing 
Line." be engaged some of the most 
prominent figures of hi:-. time and 
made U1c resulling conversations 
va~tly entertaining. 

He also. rather curiously, endorsed 
the legaliza!ion of manjuana, 
although l suppose he was 1 d there 

seeking integration into official secu­
rity forces or transition into civilian 
jobs. There arc volunteer teachers -
like thu!:ie petitioning the American 
captain - who await government 
salaries. Yet the government has left 
billions or dollar~ in revenue unspent. 

ln the meantime, we fill the gap, in 
keeping with the 
military's axiom 
that "money is 
ammunition . ' 
Commanders 
u!>e discretionary 
funds at their 
di. posal Lo con­
tract for services 
and provide seed 
money for busi­
nesses. 

"I can't spend 
it t"ru;t enough," 

Col. Gihb says. This so-called 
CERP funding will run out in the 
summer, and Gen. Pe1raeu. is asking 
for $480 million more of it. Congrc. s 
would be scandalously foolish to 
reject him. 

Everyone acknowledges that 
Traq's progres i fragile. The country 
is still violent, ai-Qaida hasn't hccn 
totally vanquished, and the Shia 
south has its own alarming problems. 
But we have to try to capitalize on the 
opportunities created by the surge.

The camps arc 
only one week long, but 1he 
memories and skills last a life­
time. 

"A lot of the kids that we get 
at camp are kids who have 
never caught a !ish. shot a gun 
or driven a boat," said Jay 
Webb, as. ista01 director of 
lnfotmation and Education for 
the Kentpcky Departmenl of 
H<th and Wildlife Resource .. 
"That's really a big thrill for 
them. They remember it for the 
rest of their live:."' 

Kids learn skills at con~er­
vation camp that other camp· 
don't orrer. Outdoor skillS like 
boating safety, gun safety, 
archery, fishing and wildlife 
identification arc hallmark.<; of 
con ·ervation camp. 

Kentucky Fish and Wildlife 
operates three camps. Camp 
Rohert Webb is located on 
Grayson Lake n ar Gmyson, 
Camp Earl Wallace JS located 
on Lake Cumberland ncar 
Monticello. and Camp John 
Currie is located ncar Benton 
on Kentucky Lake. 

'"A lot of parent' tell me 
when they send their kids to 
camp. it helps them grow up," 
·aid Camp Webb Director Jack 

Lee. 
"Mainly we teach them 

about safety," he added. "We 
teach them hnw 10 be sal"e in 

the outdoors." 
Lee went to conservation 

camp in 1970 and remembers 
wearing the patches he earned 
there when he returned to 
school in the fall.

Baseball boom leads to tough tickets with colossal costs

NEW YORK - Even Keith 
Olbermann had sticker shock 
when he saw the Rutbian 
prices for Yankee Stadium· 
final year. 

His family first purcha ed 
four ~cason tickct'i for scats 
behind the Yankees dugout in 
1972 at $4 per scat for each 
game. This year, the price 
jumped Lo $250 from $150-
more than double the $112 
average for equtvalent seats 
ncar the Met"' dugout across 
lown. 

"The thought did cross my 
mind, my investment in this 
might he better spent at Shea 
Stadium and Citi Field," the 
MSNBC broadcaster said. 

Still, he kept the seats. All 
the offseason talk or the 
Mitchell Report and steroids 
hasn't dented baseball's 
boom. 

The Chicago Cubs have 
sold more than 2.775,000 tick­
ets and had just 500.000 
remaining at the start or the 
week. Tb.e Red Sox capped 
rull sea on equivalents at just 
under 22,000 at Fcnway Park, 
where capacity i. 37,400 at 
night and 36,984 during the 
day. And Major League 
Baseball says the sale of sea­
son ticket equivalents is up 4 
percent. 

"1 think we'll draw 
between 80 and 81 million 

Ill lhis year, which is an ama,ing 
number," baseball coD111lls­
SJOner Bud Seltg said. "We're 
having explosive growth light 
now. This port has never 
been more popular. and the 
interest is just unbelievable.'' 

Baseball is coming off a 
mile ·tone year. The 30 teams 
drew 79.5 million rans in 
2007, a record average of 
32,785. 

This year. fans who want 

smokin · seats for the Bronx 
Bomber~ have to be nearly as 
wealthy as the star players 
they watch. And still, the 
Yankees might sciJ out the 
season or come close before 
opening day. 

Scrambling for tickets is at 
its most fren~:ied in New York, 
where both team are' entering 
the linal seasons or their ball­
parks. The Yankees have sold 
3.75 million or about 4.4 mil­
lion available tickets, and the 
Mets are on track to draw 4 
million at home for the first 
time. 

Tickets ror the Yankees' 
final regular-season game, 
against Baltimore on Sepl. 21, 
were listed this week at up to 
$16,199 apiece on 
StubHub.com. Of the 3,000 
·eats originally priced by the 
team at $250, only I 1 I 
weren't renewed as season 
tickets. and the Yankees said 
they were resold within 24 
hours. 

Olbennann remembered 
back to 1972. when four seals 
for the season wound up cost­
ing $1,056 (there were 15 
doubleheaders). Now the scats 
- so close to the field that his 
mother gol hit by a ball when 
Chuck Knoblauch overthrew 
first base etght years ago -
