PIKEVILLE - Thousands of 
Eastern Kentuckians descended on 
Pikeville Thursday night. despite a tor­
rential downpour, to get an up close and 
personal look at the 42nd president of 
the United States, William Jefferson 
Clinton. 

Paul Patton. of 
Pikeville, whose time in office mirrored 

Clintons, was oil hand to introduce the 
fonner president.

Doub e murder case sent to grand jury·

PRESTONSBURG -:r The mournful 
cries of traumatized chi! ren silenced the 
courtroom Wednesday afternoon, when 
Det. Ben Cramer. of the Kentucky State 
Police, played a 911 tape that brought sharp 
focus to the reality of the scene that took 
place in the home of Alan nd Lisa Tackett. 
of Abbott, on the evening f March 20. ,u 
approximately 6:30 p.m. 

It was on that evening that Alan Tackett, 
47, and his wife. Lisa. 30, ' were gunned 
down sniper-style in their own front yard 
by bullets alleged I y fired by Berry Hall , 45. 
the uncle of Lisa Tackett, from a second­
story window of hh home. 

According to testimony provided 
Wednesday by Det. Cramer, Lisa Tacken's 
dead body, struck once through the chest. 
was found lying in the front yard of her 
home. while her husband's body lay half­
in. half-out across the threshold of the 
home's front door. Alan Tackett, according 
to Cramer, had been struck twice- once in 

the hand. and again on the right side of hi 
head. 

Four children under the age of 5 years 
old were inside the home at the time of the 
shootings. 

Though Hall, according to Det. Cramer, 
"made three . eparate confessions" to the 
crime. his court-appomted attorney Steven 
Goble, of Pikeville. entered a plea of not 
guilty before District Judge James R. Allen 
on Wednesday afternoon. 

"I lost it and I killed them.'' Det. Cmmer 
said Hall told him on the evening of March 
20. Cramer also said that Hall told him that 
he had been arguing with his niece and her 
husband earlier that day abom "some ongo­
ing is ues" involving property lines and a 
dog owned by the couple that had wan­
dered onto Hall's property. Hall, according 
to Det. Cramer, had said that "he just had 
all he could stand and he shot and killed 
them." 

Cramer said that during the course of 
questioning. he queried Hall in regard to

Work-on a 1 nal ver. ion of the 
two-year Executive Branch budget 
began in earnest last week as law­
makers began conferring on lan­
guage contained in both the House 
and Senate versions of the budget 
bill to try and reach agreement on a 
single proposal. 

A major difference between the 
two versions lies in how each would 
be funded. lJndcr the House plan. 
the state budget would be bolstered 
by a revenue package that would 
free up ove11 $800 million over the 
next two years to stave off 12 per­
cent funding cuts to higher educa­
tion, meet public health needs and 
fund four percent raises for teacher 
and tate employees over the bienni­
um. among other need . Most of the 
revenue would come from tax 
changes--including a 25 cent per 
pack increa e in the cigarette tax-­
and $300 million in debt restructur­
ing. 

The Senate, meanwhile, has pro­
posed a $463 million revenue pack­
age that, unlike the House plan. 
would derive around $110 million 
from increased lottery contribution .. 
Another $170 million would come 
from savings the. tate expects to 
realiz.e through retirements in com­
ing months, while the balance would 
be drawn from improved govern­
ment efficiency and a reduction in 
the prison population. All of these 
sources--except increased lottery 
revenue--are also included in the 
House plan, although the Senate 
expects more revenue from efficien­
cies and inmate reductions. 

What the Senate plan would do is 
reduce the 12-percent cuts to higher 
education proposed by the governor 
to 3 percent, fully fund <:tate merit 
(KEES) scholarships, provide one­
percent raises in each year of the 
biennium (with the pos ibility for 
larger increases if the economy 
improves) instead of fow- percent 
over the biennium. and provide a lit­
tle more than half of the money pro­
posed by the House for Bucks for 
Brains research. It would not. 
among other things. eliminate the 
full 12 percent cuts to higher educa­
tion as the House plan would. pro-

vide all $130 million in dditional 
funding for health and f ily ser­
vice as proposed by the ouse, 
shore up ba e funding ~ r our ele­
mentary and econdary chools, or 
include a funding mech i. m as pro­
posed by the Hou'>c th ;would 
allow the state to bond 500 mHiion 
in road projects across 
Commonwealth. 

Additionally. the S~ate plan left 
out all coal c;everance rojects and 
water and ewer proje ts for coal 
and non-coal counties at were 
included in the House plan. House 
members know that c untie rely on 
these projects to buil infra tructure 
for growth in their c unities. and 
would like tho e proj cts restored. 

So, as you can se the differ-
ences between the t plans are sig-
nificant and will tak time to work 
through. Even so, I makers con­
ferring on the budg said they 
hoped to have a fin bill hammered 
out and voted on b) Tuesday. April 
1. which was the Ia t day the 
General Assembly as scheduled to 
meet before it rece. es through mid­
April to give the gO\ernor time to 
con ider any vetoe he might wish 
to impose. When e return from 
that recess, we wo ld then have the 
opportunity to ove ide any vetoes 
the governor mak to the budget 
rather than risk n being able to 
take any actiOn o those items until 
20 I 0, when the n xt budget . essJOn 
roiJs around. 

One thing is c rtain. and that is 
that the House m mbers who are 
conferring with the Senate on the 
budget are doing what they can to 
protect funding r those services 
that we feel wo d not fare as well 
financially unde the Senate plan.

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Lawmakers approve $19 billion 
J.ludget as session winds down

•1 FRANKFORT - Kentucky 
l~awmakers sent Gov. Steve 
I'Jeshear a proposed $19 billion 
spending plan Wednesday night, 
despite opposition from some 
olleagues over funding levels 

for education and human ser 
vices. 

The proposal cleared both 
the House and Senate before the 
General Assembly'· self­
imposed midnight deadline. 
Minutes later they passed sepa­
rate legislation that w1ll facili­
tate millions more in special 
projects across the state. 

"] don't believe that we've 
done the best we can do,'' said 

ouse Appropriations and 
evenue chairman Harry 

Moberly, who worked on the 
negotiating team with the 
Senate and voted against the 
proposal. ''If this is the best we 
can do. that's pathetic." 

Proponents, however, said 
the budget was the best course 
for Kentucky at a time when 
economic forecasters have pro­
jected a grim $900 million rev­
enue shortfall during the next 
two fiscal years beginning July 
). 

"We work for the people, and 
people shouldn't have to just 

work for all of us,'' Senate 
President David Williams said. 

The House voted 74-21 late 
Wednesday night JUSt three 
hours after the Senate approved 
the spending plan on a 35-3 
vote. All 21 House members 
who opposed the meac;ure were 
Democrats, while two 
Democrat<; and a Republican in 
the Senate voted ''no.'' 

The modest budget cut fund­
ing for state universities by 3 
percent while providing public 
school teachers and state work­
ers 1 percent raises in each of 

next two years. 
l House and Senate budgeteers

Beshear had proposed an 
austere budget that included 12 
percent cuts to education and 
government agencies. Beshear 
pushed for new state revenue 
through two different proposals 
that stalled during the General 
Assembly's 2008 regular ses­
sion: gambling and a higher tax 
on cigarettes. 

Beshear, a Democrat, wanted 
lawmakers to push through a 
proposed constitutional amend­
ment to legalize ca.sinos and 
eventually collect more than 
$500 in annual state revenue. 
The governor also proposed 
raising the state's tax on ciga­
rettes by 70 cents a pack. 

Neither plan gained traction. 
The Democrat-led House, 

however. proposed raising the 
c1garette tax by a quarter and 
imposing the state's sales tax on 
various services. Lawmakers in 
the GOP-controlled Senate 
balked at raising taxes and 
pushed to grab about $110 mil­
bon in extra money from the 
Kentucky Lottery. 

Lawmakers instead agreed 
on a proposal to rai ·e more than 
$300 million in new revenue 
over the next two years through 
various sources, including a 
restructuring of some s~te debt, 
$14 million from the lottery and 
capitali.ling on an anticipated 
flood of retiring state employ­
ees. 

More than $30 million 
would be left in a "rainy day 
fund" for the state. 

Among other things, a per 
son convicted of nonviolent and 
nonsexual felonies could be 
released to home mcarcerauon if 
he or she had le. s than ix 
months left to serve. 

The agreed budget would put 
$60 million into Bucks for 
Brainc;;. a program that provides 
state matching money fot pri­
vate donations to universities for 
research and other spending. 

The measure would autho­
rize funding to keep proposed 
bridges in Louisville on track 
and included language to allow 
for tolls.

called the agreement a ''diaboli­
cal deal'' that allowed for dmstic 
cuts to elementary and sec­
ondary school funding. Moberly 
said legislators were "selling out 
education and human services'' 
in exchange for pr~iects. 

'This is a bad budget for 
education. and human services. 
really bad," Moberly said. "One 
of the worst I've ever ccn." 

Rep. Derrick Graham, D­
Frankfort. staunchly opposed 
the budget proposal. 

"This whole thing is dys­
fi.mctional." Graham said. 
"Somehow or another things 
have got to give. It's got to be a 
more open process." 

But Richard!> said he wanted 
to avoid a repeat of 2002 and 
2004 when the legislature 
adjourned without passing a 
budget. 

"I have left here without a 
budget, it's not a good feeling,'' 
Richards said. ''I pushed hard to 
have a budget because I don't 
think anything good comes 
from not having a budget." 

Lawmakers said they would 
work on a plan to authorize 
about $150 million for water 
and sewer projects between now 
and the session's final two days 
later this month. They agreed to 
a separate deal to approve mil­
lions of dollars w01th of pro­
jects. after some legislators 
complamed there weren't 
enough in the negotiated budget. 

In addition to the water and 
sewer projects, the additional 
appropriations would pay for 
projects in coal-producing coun­
ties, including youth football 
equipment, sidewalk improve­
ments and equipment for local 
tire departments. 

Williams. R-Burkesville. 
said lawmakers had done the 
"prudent" thing for the state by 
nol raising taxes and by limiting 
spending on things such as rais­
es for public employees. 

"We have done the prudent 
and the proper thing in these 
economic t1mes," Williams said. 
"We cannot allow public 
employees. public officials, 
sch()olteachers or any othet 

' group to be an island of individ­
uals that are completely i olated ' 
from hard economic times when 
the budget problems come for­
ward and the economy tums 
down."

Assuming that you and your 
coworkers are all otherwise healthy, 
you should be able to treat thi~ illne~s 
at home.

LOUlSVILLE- A federal 
judge has pcnnanently barred 
a Kentucky county from using 
the Ten Commandmems as 
part of a "Foundations of 
American Law and 
Government"' d1~play. 

U.S. District Judge Joseph 
H. McKmley said the Gray-.on 
Count) display ha~ the "effect 
of endorsing religion." 
McKinh::y's ruling upholds a 
prdimmary injunction issued 
in 2002 that resulted m county 
officials taking down the Ten 
Commandment'>. hut leaving 
the frame on displa). 

No public money was used 
to set up the di!'play in the 

county courthouse in 
Leitchfield. about 75 miles 
'OUthwcsl of Louisville. 

The Rev. Chester Shartzer 
put up the display. without a 
public ceremony or public 
prayer. '1\vo Grayson County 
residents and the American 
Civil Liberties Lnion ucd in 
2001, claiming the intent of 
the display was religious and 
therefore unconstitutional. 

The d1splay originally 
included the full text of the 
Mayflower Compact, the full 
text of the Declaration of 
Independence. the Ten 
Commandments, the full text 
of the Magna Carta. the Star 
Spangled Banner. the National 
Motto together with the 
Preamble to the Kentucky 

Constitution, the Bill of 
Rights, a picture of Lady 
Justice together\ ith an expla­
nation of the significance of 
each of the docurucnts. 

McKinley found that the 
mtent of the display was reli­
gious, not educntmnal, in p.U1 
bccau.:e it came after the wun 
ty failed to put up only a Ten 
Commandments di play and 
Grayson Count) Fiscal oun 
me~bers discussed what to 
put with th~ Ten 
Commandments ro avoid 
objections from the ACLU.

He was taken 
to University Hospital , where 
doctors at the trauma center 
were not able to slop the 
bleeding, according Dr. Pete 
Muska!, Clinical Director of 
Trauma Ser\'ices. He passed 
away at 7:45 p.m., with his 
family and members of the UK 
coaching statf with him at the 
hospital. 

Affectionate! y known as 
"Mr. Wildcat." Keightley had 
been a~sociated with the 

Wildcats' basketball program 
since J 962. Keightley, who 
manned the "Bill Kcigh[Jcy 
Equipment Room" in 
Memorial Coliseum, was as 
much a fixture around UK bas­
ketball as the seven national 
championship trophies on dis­
play in the Joe Craft Center. 

"This is one of the saddest 
days of my life," head coach 
Billy Gillispie said from 
Cincinnati Monday night. "I 
commented earlier today that 
at the age of 81, he's become 
one of my ve-:y best friends, 
and the person [ was talking to 
said 'that' what makes him so 
great, because everyone feels 
he's their best friend'." And 
that's because he was so gen­
uine and so caring about oth­
ers. 

''He influenced each of us 
on a daily basis, and he was a 
great example of omeone 
who loved his University more 
than anyth.ing. Obviously, he's 
in a better place, but the void 

he leaves for all of us, and 
especially his family. is going 
to be a difficult '>ituation. Our 
hearts go out to his family and 
the millions of Wildcats fans 
who he loved so much." 

Having just completed his 
48th season on the UK side­
lines, the Wildcats' record over 
the past four decades with 
Keightley as eyuipment man­
ager is l, 113-351. During his 
tenure, he served under six UK 
head coaches -Adolph Rupp. 
Joe B. Hall, Eddie Sutton, 
Rick Pitino, Orlando "Tubby" 
Smith and Billy GiUispie. 

Kentucky, which has field­
ed I 05 teams. has played 
2,588; meaning Keightley 
played a role in 57 percent of 
those games. 

In 1997, UK honored 
Keightley with a retired jer"ey 
in his honor. He joined veteran 
broadcaster Cawood Ledford 
as the only non-player or 
coach to have a jersey retired 
at UK. Keightley was also 

among R8 Wildcat greats 
inducted into the charter class 
of the UK Athletics Hall of 
Fame in 2005. 

"I'm shook up." former UK 
head coach Joe B. Hall said 
Monday night. "We had dinner 
together Friday night and he 
was in great spirits. It's hard to 
believe. He was a good friend 
to all of us. He was so close 
all the coaches, players, man­
agers and everyone who was 
a sociated with Kentucky bas­
ketball. It's a total shock." 

A graduate of Kavanaugh 
High School in Lawrenceburg, 
he was a retired U.S. Postal 
Service carrier and veteran of 
the Marine Corps in WWU. 

The avid Cincinnati Reds 
ran is survived by his wife. the 
former Hazel Robinson of 
Lawrenceburg and his daugh­
ter, Karen. who works in the 
University's veterinary sci­
ence depanment and son-in­
law Alden Marlowe. Stone, who played for hoth Louisville and Kentucky. col­

lapsed while playing for lttihad Jeddah during Saudi Arabia's 
Elite Cup playoffs. He ·was pronounced dead after being taken 
to a hospital. 

It's not clear if Stone had existing heart problems, but 
Komara said Kentucky cleared him to play after Stone's father 
died.
