LEXINGTON- Law 
Enforcement Agencies 
announced Tuesday the 
arrest of a Coral Springs, 
Fla., doctor on charges of 
conspiring to distribute nar­
cotics in Eastern Kentucky. 

According to law 
enforcement officials, Dr. 
Roger Browne, 52, or 
Hollywood, Fla. was indict­
ed by a federal grand jury 
earlier this month. 

In the indictment, it is 
alleged that Brown pre­
scribed narcotics for even­
tual street sate to a number 
of Eastern Kentuckians 
from Boyd, Greenup, 
Grayson, Rowan and Elliot 
counties. 

The indictment came 
about from the combined 
efforts of the DEA offices In 
both Kentucky and Florida, 
Russell Pclice Department, 
the FADE Task Force In 
Flatwoods, Broward County 
Sheriff's Office, in Ft 
Lauderdale, Fla., Grayson 
Police Department and 
Carter County Sheriff's 
Office. 

According to officials, 
the defendant will appear at 
a detention and removal 
hearing on Monday, April 
21, in U.S. District Court in 
southern Florida. 

Assistant U.S. Attorney's 
Kevin C. Dicken and 
Kenneth R. Taylor will. act 
as prosecution in the case.

McCain campaign spokesman Jeff 
Sadoski said Thursday that more 
detaib of the visit would be released 
today. 

McCain's visit will be a mirror 
rmagc of PresidcrH Lyndon Johnson's 
"War on Poverty" tour of Inez in 196-f. 
The city also figures prominently in 
GOP circles as the home of Republican 
National Commiltce Chairman Mike

Lawmakers approve water, 
sewer, road projects

FRANKFORT - Kentucky 
lawmakers authori1.ed more 
than $225 million worth of 
water and sewer projects 
throughout the state Tuesday, 
but failed to reach agreement 
on an expensive package of 
road construction projects. 

House and Senate leaders 
met periodically throughout 
their last legislative day, scram­
bling to finish their work before 
a midnight deadline. As it 
turned out, lawmakers worked 
well past midnight, even 
though clocks in both chambers 
were mysteriously frozen a few 
minutes before midnight. 

''It was a disaster," House 
Minority Floor Leader Jeff 
Hoover, R-Jamestown, said. "It 
was a total collapse." 

In the fmal rush to try to 
pass legislation, a plan to over­
haullhe state's pension system 
stalled, as did at least $200 mil­
lion worth of road projects 
throughout portions of 
Kentucky. 

The vote that stymied the 
road projects was taken at 
12:12 a.m. EDT, according to a 
House roll call document. 

Lawmakers approved a plan 
negotiated behind closed doors 

by House and Senate legisla­
tors that would authorize mil­
lions of dollars worth of water 
and sewer projects throughout 
the state. The projects come as 
other areas of state government 
face drastic funding cut during 
lhe two-year budget cycle that 
begins July l. 

Kentucky is facing a $900 
million revenue shortfall over 
lhe next two years. economic 
forecasters have proJected. 
That figure is in addition to a 
$434 million shortfall in the 
current fiscal year that ends 
June 30. 

Legislators approved a two­
year $19 billion state spending 
plan earlier this month. As part 
of an agreement to approve the 
budget, legislators had agreed 
to authorize about $150 million 
in water and sewer projects. 
That tally increased by $75 mil­
lion, under a proposal that 
cleared both chambers with 
less lhan an hour remaining on 
lhe legislative clock. 

"We carefully evaluated 
these based on the s1ze and 
population of the counties," 
Selljlte Majority Floor Leader 
Dan Kelly, R-Springfield, said. 
"It wasn't an exact science ... 
not everybody got exactly what 
they wanted." 

The b11l authorized an addi-

tiona! $50 million in water and 
sewer projects for non-coal 
producing counties; and an 
extra $25 million for coal pro­
ducing counties. 

During a day filled with spo­
radic flurries of Jegislati,·e 
activity, the Senate also 
approved tax incentives aimed 
at luring large motion picture 
productions to Kentucky. The 
measure later stalled in lhe 
House. 

The Senate also cleared tax 
credits aimed at helping locally 
owned exposition centers 
throughout the state, such as 
one in Pike County, that have 
struggled with cash flow. That, 
too, did not clear final passage 
in the House. 

Lawmakers also considered 
a plan to authori1.e about $200 
million worth of road projects 
throughout the state during the 
next two years. The money was 
freed up when lawmakers 
agreed to use federal bonds to 
finance $231 million for the 
proposed Ohio River bndges 
project in Louisville. 

It cleared the Senate, but 
House members voted 36-54 
against it. The time listed on a 
House document listing mem­
bers votes said it was taken at

Little said. adding that no

from school for five days. 
and criminal charges will 
likely be filed. Little said 
the school plans to make 
arrangements for the stu-

dent to gel counseling. 
"He was just tired

clock on the House chamber 
wall Thesday night stopped on 
11:54 p.m. for more 1l1an an 
hour, while lawmakers scram­
bled back and forth and some 
shouted to go home. 

Across the Capitol a wall 
clock in the Senate froze 10 
minutes before the stroke of 
lDldnight. Lawmakers at one 
point erupted into a chorus of 
"Happy Birthday" in honor of 
slate Sen. Julian Carroll. 

While it may have appeared 
to the outside world that 
Tuesday had turned into the 
early morning hours of 
Wednesday, inside Lhe 
Kentucky State Capitol time 
stood still. 

'Tve hccn here 24 years," 
Rep. Larry Clark, the Hou e 
Speaker Pro Tern from 
Louisville, said. "It was tbe 
worst ending J'vc ever seen. 
I'm embarrassed to be part of 
leadership, embarrassed that it 
happened that way." 

When the commotion ended 
and the General Assembly 

finally adjourned just after I 
a.m. Wednesday, lawmakers 
left with a number of mea,urcs 
unresolved _ from a prop11sed 
overhaul ul' the state pcn,ion 
system to about $200 nullion 
in propose(.] road cons!ruclion 
projects. Kentucky lawmakers 
also failed to approve changes 
to the stale's campaign linancc 
law, or toughen the state's gov­
ernment ethics law. 

Gov. Steve Beshear called it 
a "disappointing session," one 
in w~ich his proposals !o 
in<.:rcase the state's tax on dgu 
rettes by 70 cents and legalite 
casino gambling stalled. 
Beshear, a Democrat who look 
office in December. said law­
makers should ha\'e raised 
more revenue to offset the 
funding cuts tor variou.; gov­
ernment agencies and public 
universities set Lo take effect 
this summer. 

Kentucky is facing u $900 
million revenue shortfall o.ver 
the next two fiscal years. Still, 
Besheur said. lawmaker:; had 
managed to approve some 
measures that wuuld benetit 
people ~neh as one tn require 
youngsters under age 7 to sit in 

hoostcr scats while Iiding in 
cars. 

"II was partly disappointing 
bcl'uuse, l think. of the seem­
ing dysfum.:tion of the legi'ii<J­
ti ve process from time to 
time," Beshear said. "fl's got­
ten so partisan that it is difficult 
to get anything done." 

Legislative leaders in the 
I louse and Senate disagreed 
with Be. hear's description. 

Senate President David 
Willtan1s. R -Burkes·ville, said 
lawmakers had passed a 
healtluer budget tban what 
Beshear proposed. Williams 
.,;aid an) prohlems in the legis 
lature were not partisan, and 
said Bcshcar throughout the 
<>cssion bad nul acted in a 
bipartisan way. 

"The proces' was never 
designed by ollr forefathers to 
be easy." Williams said. 
"People have strong tlpiniuns 
and attitudes and values and 
we have to come together to 
reach t:onsensus. We feel like 
un many issues we didlhat." 

Nevertheless. House 
Speaker Jody Richards said he 
want~ to stop dealing with the 
last-minute proposals that have 

become customary in recent 
years. In the future. Richards 
said, measures will have to be 
(,kalt with e<ulier or not at all. 

Richards, D-Bowling 
Green, said the pract1ce wa~ 
aimed at pulling the House in a 
position to have to ~;onsider 
voting on proposals with little 
time lo review them. fL caused 
some legislation, such a-; the 
pension bill, to fall through, 
Richards said. 

Instead, the most important 
mea<>urcs such as the "taLC 
spending plan would have to 
be dealt with earlier in theses­
sion, Richards <said.

The General Assembly 
approved legislation that 
requires people hired to oper­
ate the rides - whether Ferris 
wheels or roller coac;tcrs to 
be at least 18 years old. The 
move came Jess than a year 
after a grisly accident that sev­
ered the feet of a girl at Sil'. 
Flags-Kentucky Kingdom in 
houisville. A 16-year-old was 
operating the ride at the time. 

While hundreds or other 
initiatives fell to the wayside 
during the legislative session 
thaL began in January, law­
makers salvaged some key 
sal'ety measures, including one 
~1gned mto law by Gov. Steve 
Beshear on Wednesday that 
requires children under 7 to 
ride in automobile hooster 
scat~. 

"There's a Jot of good 

things that came out of Uus 
session," · Beshear told 
reporters on Wednesday morn­
ing arter signing legislatiOn 
aimed at opening up ptivate 
land lo public recreational uses 
like horseback riding and hik­
ing, a major initiative for the 
Democratic administration. 

Bcshear also signed a hill 
into Jaw Tuesday banning 
wha£ he deserihcd as "poten­
tially deadly" device~ that 
varorize alcoholic beverages 
so that people can inhale rhe 
intoxicating l'umes. The 
devices. which look like asth­
ma inhalers, h<tll already been 
hanned in rnorc tban 20 other 
states. includtng Tennessee, 
home In Jack Daniel's 
whiskey. and California. the 
nation·~ leading wine proJuc~ 
er. 

The luws take effect in July. 
Lawmakers also approYed 

legislation that hnlcls teacher-;, 
priests and others in positions 
of authority more act·ountahle 
for child sexual ahuse by 
increasmg penalties and 
e~t.tending the statute or limita-

. tions on bringing charges. 
Another measure Re~hear 

stgned this week will protect 
'>luuents rrom being bullied by 
classmates by changwg the 
le~al definition or haras-;ment 
to include student hehavior 
that cau:-;es physical harm, 
inrimirlation or humiliation to 
fellow students. 

Some of Bcshear·s tnp 
issues didn't clear the legisla­
tive process, includmg a pro· 
posal to legalize up to 12 ea..;;i­
nus in the state. The measUie 
cleared a House commiHee hut 
wa~; never called up for a Hoor 
,·ote. 

Beshcar said allm..-ing casi­
nos to np~~n. then ta;o.ing them, 
could have raised up to $600 
mtllion a year for tht: ~tate 
hudgct. lf lawmakers hatl 
approved the proposal, volt~rs 
would have had an opportuni­
ty to mrrfy or reject the deci

that they had both been victims 
and perpetrators of bullying 
incidents. 

Victim~ of bullying, accord­
ing to the Nansel report, tend to 
be cautious, sensitive, quiet, 
shy and withdrawn; are often 
anxious, insecure, unhappy and 
suffering from low self­
esteem: are depressed and 
prone to suicidal ideation; 
often do not have a single good 
friend and tend to relate better 
to adults than to their peers; 
and, if boys, tend to be physi­
cally weaker than their peers. 

Additionally it was report­
ed, that the bullied students 
often do not want to attend 
school and will often fake ill­
ness in order to get out of 
going. , 

In an interview Thursday, 
Robinson said that a committee 
has been formed to review cur­
rent bullying policies, but that 
nothing has been done so far.

state's pension system. Earlier 
in the night, House Speaker 
Jody Richards said lawmakers 
had agreed in principle on the 
plan.

time to do their job," Robinson 
said. 

Robinson says the reason 
the changes are taking so long 
to implement is because they' 
are having to look at different 
variations of bullying, includ­
ing "cyber-bullying,'' not just 
the "traditional bullying." 

Robinson said that there 
have been principals' meetings 
to address bullying, but she 
was was not aware of any reso­
lutions to come out of those 
meetings. 

Board member Jeff Stumbo 
said on Thursday that Floyd 
County has "one of the better 
policies" on bullying. "We 
(Floyd Count Schools) has, 
and have had policies concern­
ing bullying." 

Stumbo said that the school 
board is addressing the issue 
but that it is up to the local 
schools to carry out the 
enforcement of those policies. 

Stumbo added that the 
board "rarely" receives reports 
of bullying from schools. 

During the 2008 General 
Assembly House Bill 91, "The 
Golden Rule Act," was passed 
and signed into law. 

The bill identifies "the 
Golden Rule as the mOdel for 
improving attitude and the rule 
for conduct for all public 
school students," and redefines 
harassment to include intimi­
dation or humiliation, as well 
as physical hann. 

On Tuesday, Gov. Steve 
Beshear signed the Golden 
Rule Act into law.

For lhe moment, Earnhardt the brand 
had moved ahead or Earnhardt the dri­
ver. And the whispers were there, too. 
\Vby would Earnhardt be opening a bar 
when he hasn ' t won in 70 races?
