PAINTSVILLE- A 2006' 
Johnson County civil suit 
filed by Bill Austin against 
the city of Paintsville was 
settled out of court this 
week for an unspecified 
amount of money. 

"Out of respect for our 
client's privacy, we cannot 
comment on the amount of 
the settlement," John Kirk 
said. "But will say that jus­
tice was done for the very 
substantial and severe 
mjury Billy received." 

Austin, 70, of Paintsville, 
was on his way to the cour­
thouse when he stepped 
into a hole in the parking 
lot, which reportedly 
caused a severe hip injury 
and subsequent surgery. 

"You could not see this 
hole for the water over it," 
Austin said. "It looked like 
a smooth surface, like the 
rest of the parking lot." 

According to Austin the 
Injury he sustained 
changed his life. 

"After all the surgery 
and everything, I'm back 
on my feet again, but only 
with a walker," Austin said. 

Austin added that the 
city's Insurance company 
did the right thing by set­
tling, "but I'd give it all back 
in a minute if it had not 
happened." 

"The attorneys and 
Insurance company who 
represented the city were 
interested in seeing that 
justice was done and that 
was a good thing," said 
Kirk. "They approached 
Billy's case in a fair and 
just manner."

Paul Patton, who 
reshaped Kentucky higher 
education a decade ago. was 
given a new role Friday with 
his appointment to the coun­
cil in charge of coordinating 
the vast postsecondary edu­
cation system. 

Patton Y.as one of three 
people chosen by Go\. Steve 
Beshear to fill vacancies on 
the Kentucky Council on 
Post. econdary Education. 
The appo!t1tments come at a 
time of budget cuts for uni­
versities and higher tuition 
for students. 

The 16-member council 
also is searching for a new 
higher education chief. 
Richard A. Crofts, a veteran 
higher education official, was 
selected a~ the council's 
interim president last month 
until a permanent chief is 
hired.

The Swarm of Bees

Pa's bee hive. sat in a row up on 
the bank near the old rail fence that 
enclosed our yard. He had, at times, 
ru; many as thirty of them that were 
made from lengths of logs about 
three or four feet high and hollowed 
out to be u. ahle by the-bees. 

Pa. my grandfather, took good 
care of his bees. He sat out bowls of 
syrup and molasses and sometimes 
dampened sugar to keep bis bees 
busy and also well l'ed. 

Many times, swarm · just simply 
new off and left their hive and 
would go to a tree in the woods and· 
live on their own. Pa <.aid that the 
family wa.;; growing too big so half 
of them would move away to make 
more room. My Pa and 1 would 
watch the trail of buLZing bee · as 
they llew away and that's how we 
knew where they bad gone. 

When the hee~ decided to 
swam1. we would hear a big, roar­
ing noise st.arl up inside the hive. 
Grandma would gather up pans and 
spoons and we would stand and 
heat on the pans with the .spoons 
which would drown out the roar of 
the bees. U ually. the bees would 
follow their queen to a nearby tree 

and settle there. There were about 
two gallon of them in one big hall . 1 
would wonder how they even man­
aged to breathe piled on each other 
like that. 

One warm !ipring morning, a 
stand began to rom· and buzz. Pa 
knew a swarm wa.· gelling orga­
nized. He told me ro run a<> fast as l 
could and get Uncle Eliga Goble to 
come and help him make the bees 
settle tluse by. That way, be oould 
pllt them in a new hive and f>el them 
in his row there next to the fence. 
. l got Cncle Eliga and was back 
to Pa's while Grandma was ·tiJl 
healing on her pot. T began to beat, 
too, but 1 was out of breath from 
running wilh Uncle Eliga.

Guinea pig gets a rough shake 
Dear Tom and Ray: 
So, l was driving home in my 

beloved 2003 Toyota Prius on Friday. 
I turned right a few blocks from my 
house, and the wheel froze in the 
turned position ... I had to slam on the 
brakes to avoid hitting a parked truck. 
After a fey,; minutes of freaking out. I 
realized that with all my might, l 
could force the wheels traight 
enough to get it home. 1 had it towed 
to a dealer. and they say it' an elec­
trical connection between the steer­
ing column and the racR and pinion. 

and will co~t about $2,000 in parts 
and labor. I'm at about 70.000 miles 
- way past the 36.000-mile warran­
ty. I know there was a recall having to 
do with the steering system on 
Priuse.~ made just after mine, but the 
dealer says it doesn't apply. Do I 
have any recourse? I've gotten all the 
scheduled maintenance at the dealer 
... I ju.t keep thinking that 1f this had 
happened on the freeway. l'd be dead. 
Thank you! - Rebecca 

RAY: I'm afraid the dealer ts right, 
Rebecca. The later steering recall is 
for a different issue entirely, so it 
wouldn't apply to your car. 

TOM: And he\ right that what 
you probably need is a rack and pin­
ion. which will cost you two grand. 

RAY: Welcome to the world of 
ne\\ technology! One of the many 
way. the Prius saves fuel is with elec­
tric power teenng. And although it' 
expected to become more and more 
common (and, presumably. more 
durable), the Prius was one of the 
first vehicles to u. e it. 

TOM: It work by using sensors in 
lhe teering column that tell a com­
puter how far, how hard and how 
qmckly you're turning the steering 
wheel. The computer then sends an 
appropriate ammwt of electrical 

"boo t" to the electric power-steering 
motor (most cars use hydraulic 
power-steering pumps, run by the 
engine). 

RAY: The advantage of this elec­
tric system is that it saves fuel by 
being smaller and lighter, and by run­
ning off electric power only when 
that power is needed, instead of off 
lhe gasoline engine all the time. The 
disadvantage of it is lhat 1t's new, and 
apparently it can fail catastrophically. 

TOM: So, you're a guinea pig, 
Rebecca. We're just glad to hear that 
you l1ved through the experiment! 

RAY: You can try asking to speak 
to the dealer's zone manager. You can 
make your case to htm or her, and ask 
if he or she will help you with the 
cost of the repair, ince you almost 
died - and now that you're still 
alive, if he or she treats you well, 
yoube around to buy more Toyotas. 
But if he or she tells you to get lost, 
you'll just have to consider thi part 
of lhe cost of being an early adopter.

But 
there' one more important 
thing you may need to put on 
your list: contact Social 
Security tf there's going to be a 
name change. 

You should tell Social 
Security if you legally change 
your name for any rea. on. You 
should also tell your employer. 
Skipping this importam tep 
may: 

Delay your tax refund; and 
Prevent your wages from 

being po ted correclly to your 
Social Security record, which 
may ]ower the amount of your 
future Social Security benefits. 

Changing your name with 
Social Security can be simple, 
if you prepare before visiting 
an office. First, go to 
www. soci a! security. gov. 
You 'II want to read the 
"Application for a Social 
Security Card" (Form SS-5). 
which you can find at 
www. ocialsecurity.gov/online 
/s -5.pdf. Here you will learn 
what two important document 
you may need to take to the 
Social Security office. 

Fir t, you 'II need to show 
us a recently is ued marriage 
document as proof of your 
legal name change. You will 
have to provide Social 
Security with additional docu­
mentation if the one you pro­
vide doe. not give us enough 
information to identify you m 
our records or if you legally 
changed your name more than 
two years ago. 

Second, you al o must pro­
vide an identity document that 
shows your old name. It also 
needs to have other identifying 
information, preferably a 
recent photograph. (We can 
accept an expired document as 
evidence of your old name.) 

FinaJiy. if you are a 
citizen born outside the United 

State and our records do not 
show it. you will need to pro­
vide proof of your U.S. citi­
zen hip. If you arc not a .S. 
citizen. Social Security will 
ask to ee your current immi­
gration documents. 

Keep in mind we need to 
see original document . We 
can only accept a copy of the 
original when it ha been certi­
fied by the is uing agency. We 
cannot accept photocopie or 
notari?ed copies of document .

Your new Social Security 
card will have the same num­
ber as your previous card, but 
will show your nc\\ name. We 
will mail your number and 
card ac; soon as we have all of 
your information and have 
verified your documents with 
the issuing offices.

Fish gorging on cicadas right now 
by LEE McCLELLAN 
KENTUCKY AFTELD 

FRANKFORT - You've 
probably seen a few slightly 
creepy looking brown and 
black creatures fly into your 
garage, front door or car 
lately. Their red eyes and 
orange legs make them look 
like a creature from a cheap 
drive-in horror movie. Tf 
you look around the bases of 
nearby trees, you just might 
ee their translucent 

exo keletons piled on the 
ground. 

The e in ects, which 
resemble oversized house­
flies but arc commonly con­
fused with locusts, are actu­
ally 17-year cicadas. 
Although they are a slight 
nuisance to humans, fish 
scarf them up like people do 
peanuts. 

"My Dad and I fished a 
rock wall that I love for 

spawning bluegill on olin 
Lake last weekend," said 
Chad Miles, director of 
development for the 
Kentucky Department of 
Fish and Wildlife Resources 
and hopelessly addicted 
angler. "I had a tube of 
crickets and an empty tube. I 
walked down to the dock 
and put about 35 cicada in 
the empty tube on my way. I 
could have gotten a thou­
sand.'' 

Miles and his father 
caught about 40 nice 
bluegill before they ran out 
of crickets and decided to 
experiment. "I put on a cica­
da to see if. omething would 
hit it," he explained. "l 
threw it up against that rock 
wall and within three mm­
utes, I caught a nice catfish. 
The bluegill hit it during the 
'A-ait. I hooked another cica­
da on and three to five min­
utes later. I had another cat­
fish. I threw another cicada 

against the rock wall and 
three minutes later. I had 
another catfish. We caught 
three catfhh \\ithin I 0 min­
utes or so. They were all 2 to 
4 pounds.'' 

The pair finally quit tish­
ing because they already 
had enough fish to clean. 
··we could have caught 
many more." Mile said. ·'It 
was a great day on the 
water." 

Fish of all stripes take 
advantage of this overly 
abundant food source when­
ever the insect~>. These 
cicadas occur over most of 
the state, but may be spotty 
in some areas. Other cicada 
spec!Cs emerge every 13 
years and the common 
green-colored cicadas 
emerge C\ery year. but this 
cicada hatch is the he a\ iest 
of all the others. Take 
advantage of thi1> umque 
tishing opportunity right 
nO\V. 

"My grandmother told 
me l7 years ago - during the 
last cicada hatch - that peo­
ple were catching catfish on 
tOp\>,.ater lures on olin," 
Miles ·atd. "The catfish 
thought they were c1cadas 
on the water." 

The c1cada feeding fren­
zy should last about another 
month. Bass lo"e them just 
a' much as catfish or 
bluegill. Even carp eat them. 

'They are a new food 
source. plus the way they 
react when they hit the water 
brings attention," smd Jeff 
Ross. assistant director of 
li. heties for Kentucky Fish 
and Wildlife. 'They buzz 
and flop around and this 
draw~ strikes from bass and 
other fish."
