PRESTONSBURG 
Prestonsburg is staring at a 
potential six-figure budget sur­
plus and council member.; say 
the numbers are a reflection of 
their efforts to clamp down on 
wasteful spending. 

"We controlled the spend-

ing." said councilman C.E. 
"Shag" Branham. "We cut the 
budget and we cut spending." 

According to officials. the 
c1ty is projecting to have a 
S 116,640 surplus, with an addi­
tional $8 J ,000 of untouched 
contingency money. · 

"We were conservative in 
budgeting our revenues," said 
Yvette Stephens. the city ' s 

comptroller. 
According to Stephens. 

growth within the city was also 
a contributing factor to the 
excess in revenues. The report­
ed growth created an increase 
in building permits and fran­
chise fees.

Teacher 
attendance 
plan stalls

BETSY LAYNE - A 
plan to start an incentive 
plan to improve employee 
attendance had to be 
scrapped, after the measure 
failed to gain the needed 
votes for passage at 
Monday night's school 
board meeting.

"In other district , the 
cost of the program has 
been more than offset by a 
considerable saving in

- that the United States cannot drill its way out of it reliance 

on fossil fuel . They're right. Bnt right now, the U.S. also 
cannot con erve its way out or provide enough alternative 
and renewable fuel to end that .... Jdiction. 

What's needed is a multi-pronged approach that includes 
con ·ervation through the use of more fuel-efficient car and 
mass transit; emphasizes development of alternative fuels 
through a Manhattan Project-like eff9rt; and open up more 
dome tic field . including off the Atlantic and Pacific 
coasts, to oil exploration. Let's at least get a clearer picture 
of what's there. 

Increasing the domestic supply, as GOP presidential con­
tender John McCain and President Bu h have propo ed, 
only where appropriate and only where individual states 
would allow it. could help curb the appetite for peculation 
that has factored into the increase in gasoline prices. It also 
could replace some of the oil now imported from a volatile 
Middle East and buy the U.S. economy time to get to those 
new technologies that would replace oiL 

Odds are that the immediate effect on prices wouldn't be 
dramatic, and it probably would take a decade or so to get 
that domestic supply online. There is also the serious ques­
tion of climate change and the imperative of reducing oil 
consumption and the emissions that contribute to global 

4 oro increas·n sharp 'q., nation 
sue as India and China, it make sense to mcrease the 
domestic oil supply and ease the pressure on U.S. bu iness­
es and families. Pain at the pump is a prime motivator in 
reducing oil consumption. But that pain is not borne equal­
ly; it is felt more sharply by families at the low end of the 
economic spectrum. 

Improved mass transit is necessary to ease that pain. But 
' expanding the domestic oil upply could help, too. 

Keep in mind that only about half of a barrel of oil goes 
to fuel; the rest is used for plastics and other products criti­
cal to the economy. 

Yes, oil companies already have plenty of lea e on land 
1 • and offshore from which no oil i being produced. But a 
: ·rease does not mean there h. oil there or that it makes eco­

nomic sense to recover that oil. Keep in mind, too, that 
exploration and development of oil fields offshore i more 
benign than it once was. But make no mistake: Increasing 
the domestic supply should not be used a an excuse to 
continue the addiction. The ultimate goal has to be to wean 
the nation away from fossil fuels and to develop cJeaner 
fuel for a healthier future.

the U.S and has reached a major 
health epidemic.

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AAA advises 'hypermilers' to avoid dangerous fuel-saving techniques 
LEXINGTON As 

rccon.J-h1gh fuel price contin­
ue to stress household budgets, 
many motorist · are lookmg for 
ways to improve their vehi­
cle's fuel economy-sometime 
to the point of putting their 
live~ in danger. AAA advises 
motorists to think of safety 
first, refraining from fuel-sav­
ing techniques that could put 
themselves and other in dan­
ger and avoid practices that 
could harm their vehicles. 

Some motorists have gone 
to extreme mea ures to con­
serve fuel while drivmg by 
'hypermiling' -trying to exceed 
the EPA estimated fuel effi­
ciency of a vehicle by dra ti­
call)' modifying driving and 
maintenance habits. 

"The goals of hypermiling 
~ arc positive, such as eliminat­

ing aggressive driving and 
saving energy." said Marshall 
L. Doney. AAA Automotive 
vice president. "Unfortunately 

some motorists have taken 
their desire to improve fuel 
economy to extreme with 
techniques that put them 
selves, as well as their fellow 
motori t , in danger." 

Examples of the dangerous 
hypermiling techniques 
include cutting off the vehi~ 
cle's engine or putting it in 
neutral to coast on a roadway, 
tailgating or drafting larger 
vehicJes, rolling through stop 
signs and driving at erratJc and 
unsafe speeds. "These prac­
tices can put motorists in a 
treacherou situation where 
they could lose power steering 
and brakes or be unable to 
react to quickJy chang10g traf­
fic conditions," Doney satd. 

"Not only are these extreme 
driving behaviors dangerou , 
many of them also are illegal. 
However, there are several 
safe and legal driving tech­
niques motorists can imple­
ment to conserve fuel. such as

and braking, maintaining a 
steady speed, usmg cru1sl.! con ­
trol and looking ahead to 
anticipate changing traffic 
conditions," he said. 

Hypcrmiling techniques are 
not limited to driving style. 
How motorists maintain their 
vehicles i al o key in reaching 
optimal fuel economy, but 
extreme measures can be 
harmful to a vehicle. 

Keeping tires properly 
inflated can improve fuel 
economy by two to three per­
cent, according to the U.S. 
Department of Energy. 
Hdwever, some drivers have 
taken this advice too far by 
over-inflating their tire , 
wh1ch the Rubber 
Manufacturers Association 
reports can make them more 
susceptible to road hazard 
damage and result in prema­
ture wear to the center portion 
of the tread. Over-inflation can 
also cause handling issues due 

to less tire surface making 
contact with the road. 

Using the recommended 
grade of motor oil is also help­
ful in improving fuel econo­
my. However, some hypermil­
ers opt to use the lowest 
'weight' motor oil (or that with 
the lowest kinematic viscosi­
ty) on the market. However, 
motor oil is not a fluid that can 
be freely interchanged and 
using too light of oil can cause 
major damage to a vehicle's 
engine. 

In both instances, AAA' s 
auto maintenance experts rec­
ommend motorists check their 
owner's manual for the manu­
facturer's recommendation'>. 
Tires should only be inflated 
to the pressures specified by 
the vehicle manufacturer-and 
not what is listed on the stde­
wall of the tire. Motorists also 
should use the lowest grade 
motor oil recommended by the 
manufacturer for their climate.

At the 1948 convention, lmwevcr, 
c-.cn the party huss~s couldn't anoint 
a candidate. Convention delegates 
dictated the decision. 

Barkley went to the convcntton 
knowing the party bosses wanted a 
younger candidate However. former 
Louisville mayor Wilson Wymt, a 
highly regarded pany leader. thought 
Barkley deserved the nomination. 

When 13arklcy arrived at the con­
vention. unaware of Wyatt's dlorts, 
his concern was the mood he detect 
ell among delegates. 

"1 found the most discourag~tl and 
downcast group I had ever seen," he 
wrote in his autobiography. 

"Why didn't you tell me you 
wanted to be vice president," Truman 
jokingly asked Barkley. Barkley 

, assured Truman that hi speech wa -
n't an effort to promote hi!> nomina­
tion and that he respected the fact that ~ 
a search was under way for a younger 
canuidate. 

It \vas the same 60 years ago when 
Alben Barkley of Paducah wa .. 
picked to run with President Harry 
Truman. 

The difference is that John 
McCain, the Republican, and Barack 
Obama. the Democral. will anmnt 
their running mate cho1ces before the 
summer political conventions and 
convention delegates will rubber­
stamp their approval. 

The bllSSCS didn't nccu to be t•on­
ccrncd. Dought:. wasn't interested. 
He believed T;..unan·s election to a 
full term was a long shot and had 
concerns about the president's abili 
tics. 

Wyatt went to the convention sev­
eral days early to draft Barkle)·. His 
plan involved calling party leaders in 
every . tate to urge them to consider 
the man from Paducah. When he met 
with reluctance, Wyatt promoted the 
second phase of his plan: urging party 
leaders to pay tribute to Barkley after 
he gave the convention's opening 
keynote speech. 

Therefore, Barkle}. considered an 
inspirational political orator, wa~ 
motivated to deliver a ripsnort CI of a 
speech to inspire the party faith ful. 

The entire convention joined in 
the demonstration paying llibutc to 
Barkley. 

llowcver. Barkley acknowledged 
that delegates were ready to nominate 
him for vice president. 

"But I won't lift :1 fi;tger to get the 
nomination," he told the president. 

Truman for the first time encour­
aged Barkley. "I think you should 
ac<.:ept it, and I hope you will,·· 
Truman told Barkley. 

Anointing did not exist in 1948. 
As the three-day July Democratic 

convention in Philadelpilia drc\\ 
near, Truman hadn't given much 

Barkley meanwhile. had earned 
the name "Mr. Democrat" for his 
work as Senate majority leader and 
his success at negotiating compro­
mises with Republicans to get 
Democratic initiatives through 
Congress. 

Wyatt's strategy was to impress 
reluctant delegates with a "sponta­
neous" demonstration so they would 
bm.:k Barkley's nommation. 

Wyatt's strategy worked. and the 
next day the pres. <md delegates Mud 
the speech and reaction .to it catapult­
ed Barkley to the top of the 'icc pies­
idential list with no one in ~ccond. 

Even with the enthusiastic dele­
gate encouragement, Barkley still 
wasn't ready to seck the nomination 
knowing Lhat Truman and the pany 
leaders were looking for a younger 
candidate. 

On the third day of the conven­
tion. Wyau formally nominated 
Barkley. and he won without opposi- • 
tion. 

• thought to a running mate, said 
Randy Sowell. an archivist at the 
Truman Presidential Library in 
Independence. Mo. 

Democrab from all factions of the 
pmty liked him. and he was active in 
internal party affairs. 

While Wyatt was making phone 
calls on Barkley's behalf, a half 
dozen party "power brokers and king 
makers." as Wyatt referred to them. 
agreed that Wyatt would make a good 
running mate. At 42. and a New 
Dealer from the South, Wyatt was 
seen as the right man to support 
Truman's election. 

"When my ~peech wa ... over -
and these are fach which have been 
repmted and interpreted by others -
the hitherto apathetic delegates were 
on their hmd legs and cheering."

Choosing Bmkley was considered 
a key to Truman's victory. Barkley 
proved to be a tireless campaigner, 
using an airplane to campaign.

15 died on Ky. 
roads last week 

Preliminary statistics* indi­
cate that fifteen people died in 
fifteen separate crashes on 
Kentucky roadways from 
Monday, June 16 through 
Sunday, June 22. 

Thirteen of the fatal i tics 
involved motor vehicles and 
eight of those victims were not 
wearing seat belts. Motor vehi­
cle crashes occurred in Allen, 
Boyd, Calloway, Caner, 
Harlan, Henry, Jefferson, 
Lincoln, Logan, Oldham, Pike, 
Pulaski and Taylor counties. 
Two of the crashes involved 
the suspected use of alcohol. 

1\vo crashes involved 
motorcycles and occurred in 
Bell and Boyle counties. One 
of the victims was not wearing 
a helmet. 

Through June 22, prelimi­
nary statistics* indicate that 
351 people have lost their live~ 

on Kentucky roadways during 
2008. Thi is 50 fewer than 
reported for thi time period m 
2007. Of the 276 motor vehi­
cle fatalities, 175 victims were 
not wearing seat belts. Of the 
36 motorcycle fatalities, 20 
were not wearing helmets. 
Seven people have been killed 
in ATV crashes and 6 of those 
were not wearing helmets. 
Thirty pedcstnans have been 
killed. A total of 65 fatalities 
have resulted from crashes 
involving the suspected use of 
alcohol.

'"I'm not a very happy person 
right now," he said a-; be walked 
into the pre-race driver meeting. 

That obviously changed as he 
charged through the fielcL settling 
down enough to inquire while 
leading what kind of food there 
would be on the plane ride home. 

"We unloaded here and we 
were absolutely junk," Busch 
said.

"It's JUSt phenomenal that 
we ·re able to be here in Victory 
Lane - never before on a road 
course, in the Cup Serieo;, so this 

is definitely really, really special. 
We came a long ways with this 
thing."

He won earlier thi month 
at Dover, then embarked on his 
historic "triple" of three races at 
three different tracks in three 
days. 

Although he fm.ished second 
in the Truck Series race, the first 
leg of his journey, he wrecked his 
Cup car in practice the next day 
belore jetting off to the 
Nationwide Series race. He 
wrecked in that event and fin· 
ished 32ncL then wrecked in the 
Cup race and finished 43rd. 

He wrecked in last week's 
Nationwide race, a' well. and 
decided after not to hop aU over 
the country this weekend to com­
pete in the lower series' events in 
Milwaukee. 

Team president J.D. Gibbs 
said all that extra racing didn't 
contribute to the slump. 

"He can go run long and hard.

Gibbs said of the 23-year-old.

NATIONWIDE: Edwards shoves Bowyer aside for Milwaukee win

WEST ALLIS, Wis. - Carl 
Edwards decided not to do his trade­
mark backflip in victory lane 
Saturday night. choosing a more sub­
dued celebration because of drag 
racer Scott Kalitta's death earlier in 
the day. 

Edwards al o aid the fact that he 
wasn't proud of the way he shoved 
Clint Bowyer a ide to win the 
N ASCAR Nationwide Series race at 
the Milwaukee Mile contributed to 
his somber mood. 

"Today, what happened to Mr. 
Kulitta, and the way l passed Clint, I 
just didn't feel like doing a backflip." 
Edwards said. 

While the sentiment honoring 
Kalitta seemed sincere. Bowyer was­
n't exactly buying Edwards' expres­
. ion of remorse for the move that 
ended up winning the race. 

Asked if it mattered that Edwards 
expressed remorse. Bowyer's brood­
ing, silent stare said it all: Yeah, right. 

"We got up to where we needed to 
be, and unfortunately it got taken 
from us," Bowyer said. 

Bowyer made a vague promise of 
payback, and could get his chance 
almost immediately: The two drivers 
were scheduled to fly back. to 

if< mia immediately for Sunday's 
Sprmt Cup series race. 

"As long as Clint's not too mad 
and we don't have to race around 
him, we'll be all right," Edwards 
said. 

Edwards knocked Bowyer side­
ways with 25 laps to go, then held off 

Jill young lion Joey Logano for his first 
Nationwide victory of the season 
after dominating the series last year. 
Edwards is having an outstanding 
season in the Sprint Cup eries, but 
hadn't won in Nationwide since a 
race at Nashville last June. 

Edwards' victory also was an 
immediate payoff for a ~rew chief 
swap the Roush Fenway team made 
this week, moving Drew 
Blickensderfer to Edwards' team and 
Pierre Kuette1 to its No. 17 car. 
Edwards won the series champi­
onship with Kuettel last year. 

Blickensderfer said he and 
Edwards talked more on the radio 
during Saturday's race than they ever 
had before the swap. 

"I've been calling him 'Drew' all 
week because I didn't want to mess 
up his name," Edwards said. 

Edwards wasn't the only driver to 
draw scrutiny for less-than-tactful 
driving tactics Saturday, as Logano's 
earlier run-in with Brad Keselowski 
might have been a sign of things to 
come from the 18-year-old Joe Gibbs 
Racing ace. 

Logano, who became the 
youngest winner in series history at 
Kentucky Speedway last weekend, 
went fender-to-fender with 
Kese1owski to take the lead with 79 
laps to go. Logano ended up in the 

lead. and Keselowski ended up with 
a bent fender and an eighth-place tin­
ish. 

''I'd say it was my fault. for sure," 
Logano said. "Obviously." ' 

Logano appeared to be in position 
to score remarkable back-to-back 
win after the aggressive move, but 
he was shuffled back to foUJth on the 
final round of pit stops to set up a 
showdown between Bowyer and 
Edwards. 

Bowyer slipped past Edwards to 
take the lead with 39 laps to go. But 
Edwards got Bowyer back after 
another restart, getting underneath 
him in Turn 2 and knocking him 
sideway'> to take the lead with 25 to 
go. 

Bowyer recovered but slipped to 
third as Logano drove past him. 
Logano went on to finish second and 
seemed di .. appointed about it. 

"I'd like to be in victory lane 

again, but l guess we'll have to take 
it," Logano said. 

Keselowski dominated the first 
half of the race and appeared to be on 
his way to his second victory in the 
~pace of three weela.. 

But after a restart with 82 laps to 
go, Logano went side-by-side with 
Keselowski for several laps before 
diving underneath him in Thrns 3 
and 4, wiggling slightly, then sliding 
up into Keselowski 's fender. 

Logano went to the lead, and 
Keselowski went backward. He is 
second in the eries points standings, 
trailing Bowyer by 188. 

After winning the pole earlier 
Saturday, he hoped to continue a 
recent run of success for owner Dale 
Earnhardt Jr., whose JR Motor ports 
team has been thriving since partner­
ing with team owner Rick Hendrick. 
Earnhardt's boss in the Sprint Cup 
series.

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Healthy eating 
on a budget 

With gas and food prices 
oaring, many Kentuckians 

may be finding themselves 
struggling •to pay bills and 
make regular purchases such 
as groceries. But according to 
Maria G. Boosalis. director of 
the division of clinical nutri­
tion at the University of 
Kemucky's College of Health 
Sciences, eating on a budget 
doesn ' t mean sacrificing 
health or quality. 

When shopping for gro­
ceries, Boosalis says to take 
more time in the grocery store. 
specifically shopping the 
perimeter of the store, use 
money-saving coupons and 
check for store specials when­
ever possible. 

"The more processed foods 
and foods that are often higher 
in sugar and fat like soda pop 
and chips tend to be placed in 
the middle aisles of the store," 
she says. "By shopping the 
perimeter of the store, you can 
avoid some of those items 
ahogether." 

Boosalis also says to save 
money while shopping for gro­
ceries, read the nutrition 
labels, be familiar with prices 
so you can recognize a great 
deal, consider buying a gener­
ic or store brand and choo. e 
foods from each of the recom­
mended food groups of My 
Pyramid (www.mypyramid. 
gov). 

Fruits and Vegetables 
Now that farmer's markets 

are beginning to open, 
Boosalis suggest buying local 
might be one way to get great 
tasting fmits and vegetables 
without the high price. 

"Buying fruits and vegeta­
bles in season also makes them 
more affordable,' ' she says. 
''This is also a great time to try 
raising a few staples such as 
lettuce and tomatoes in a home 
garden." 

In addition, Boosalis sug­
gests looking for frozen alter­
natives, since many frozen 
froit and vegetables can be 
bought cheaper in bulk and 
kept frozen until you need 
them, to avoid spoilage or 
waste. To get the most nutri­
tional value though, pun:hase 
frozen fruits without added 
sugar and frozen vegetables 
without added salt. If canned 
foods are only in your budget, 
purchase fmits packaged in 
their own juice or in light 
syrup and vegetables with a 
minimal amount of salt. 

Whole grains 
To get the recommended 

intake of whole grains, 
Boosalis suggests buying 100 
percent whole wheat or 100 
percent whole grain breads 
whenever they are on sale and 
freezing one or more loaves 
for later use. To increase nutri­
ent value, make sure the first 
ingredient listed is 100 percent 
whole grain whenever possi­
ble. tf your family likes to eat 
enriched white bread, try to 
increase the nutrient value of a 
sandwich by making it with 
one slice of 100 percent whole 
wheat bread and one slice of 
the enriched white bread in the 
beginning until getting used to 
the 100 percent whole wheat 
bread alone. 

Boosalis also suggests 
incorporating other whole 
grains into your day to 
increase nutritional value. You 
can do this by eating other 
whole grain cereals like oat­
meal, I 00 percent brown rice 
and/or I 00 percent whole 
wheat pasta. 

·•In addition to getting your 
recommended amount of grain 
servings. consuming whole 
grain foods along with fruits 
and vegetables also provide 
additional fiber that your body 
needs. An added benetit to 
eating fiber is that it can keep 
you feeling fuU longer which 
also may help you eat tess," 
Boosalis said. 

cooked or drained canned 
beans to the dish. To do this, 
you can either halve the 
amount of browned, ground 
meat used and add beans -
which can be dried or canned 
(as long as they are rinsed to 
remove excess ·all) or brown 
all of the meat and add the 
beans to extend the number of 
servings you make. 

"Including dried or canned 
beans to your diet is another 
way to increase the tiber con­
tent of your day's intake," 
Bousalis said. 

Dairy 
Although it hasn' t always 

been the case. Boosnlis ~>ays 
that whole milk, 2 percent, 
I percent, and/or fat-free/skim 
mi]k are now all priced the 
same, so choosing either fat 
free/skim or 1 percent milk 
doesn't cost more and it's good 
for both your body and your 
wallet. You can also save the 
'liquid' milk to drink and use 
non-fat milk powder in cooked 
dishes which may also save 
some money. 

In the end, Boosalis .says 
cooking healthier on a budget 
doesn't have to mean sacrific­
ing taste, quality or nuttitional 
value. Small change~ like 
removing the skin of the 
chicken before cooking, drain­
ing fat from meat, baking fish 
instead of frying it and choos­
ing to supplement/substitute 
meat with beans, can make a 
difference. So experiment 
with a favorite dish , seek out 
a. sistance on nutrition, gar­
dening and recipe preparation 
from local resources such as 
your county exten ion otlice, 
combine shopping trip: to save 
gas and choose wisely when in 
the sLOre.
