What i:; the difference between pandering and leader, hip? 

Simple: When you go before a group or· voters and tell them what 

they want lo hear, that's pandering. But when you gn hefore the 
same group and tell them what they need to hear, even if iL isn't 
popular, that's leadership. 

Kudos to Barack Obarna and John McCain, who both showed 
leadership this week by using appearances before the National 
Association for lbc Advancement of Colored People in Cincinnati 
[0 tell African-Americans some things they ought to hear. 

Like this: African-Americans (and all Americans) need to 
assume more personal responsibility for Lheir own lives and 

demand as much from themselves as they demand J"rom govem­
menl. And this: Teachers unions care primarily about protecting 
the interests of their members, and they team up with Democrats 
in Congress to kill school voucher and choice programs popular 
with African-American parents whose kids are trapped in failing 
schools. 

The first message came from Obama, who has taken criticism

field rules revised 

for '09 season

INDIANAPOLIS 
Beginning next track and field 
sea on, pole vaulters once 
again will be charged w1rh a 
foul if their feet leave the 
ground in an attempt to clear 
the crossbar but are unsuccess­
ful. However, an exception was 
adopted to permit the \aulter to 
leave the ground and return 
when stopping an approach. 

Rule 7-5-29 was one of 
seven rules revised by National 
Federation of State High 
School Associations (l'FHS) 
Track and Field and Cross 
Country Rules Committee at its 
annual meeting June 8-10 in 
Indianapolis. The changes were 
subsequently approved by the 
NFHS Board of Directors. 

In a revi ion Ia t year, 
vaulter. were allowed to leave 
the ground and not have a foul 
charged to them provided they 
did not break the plane of the 
crossbar. This rule was revised 
to clarify the original intent of 
the committee. 

The exception added to the 
rule provides 1t is not consid­
ered a foul if the competitor 
aborts the approach and, in 
stopping. plants the pole and 
momentum causes his/her feet 
to leave the ground. 

"The change in · 7-5-29 last 
year by the committee was not 
intended to allow a vaulter to 
abort a vault but rather to have 
the opportunity to stop and 
abort the approach," . aid Becky 
Oakes, NFHS a istant director 
and lia1son to the Track and 
Field Rules Committee. ''This 
change clearly reflects the orig­
inal intent of the committee to 
abort only the approach and 
have the opportunity to restart 
the approach." 

Specifications for starter' s 
pistols were addressed as Rule 
3-9-2 was revised to only allow 
clo ed-barreled pistols. 

"It is not appropriate to use a 
live weapon in an educational 
event," Oakes . aid, "and in 
most cases. state Jaw prohibits 
firearms on school grounds and 
at school events." 

Revisions to Rules 6-4-9c 
and 6-5-9c will allow competi­
tors in throwing events to enter 
and exit the throwing circle 
without a foul providing it 
occurs within the time allowed 
for the trial and before the com­
petitor starts his/her attempt 
beginning with the pause. 

The change will allow com­
petitors, for example, to leave 
the circle to wipe off their 
hands and re -enter the circle 
without a penalty. 

A note was added 10 Rule 7-
5-3 clarifying that visible etch­
ings appearing on poles shall 
not meet the requirement of the 
manufacturer 's pole rating 
appearing on the pole in a con­
trasting color. 

Rule. 7-4- 11 and 7- 5-18 
were revi ed to delete the 
option for the event judge to 
place a cloth marker on the 
crossbar for sighting purpose 
during the pole ,·ault and high 
jump. 

"The current crossbars are of 
a bright, contrasting color and 
no longer present a sighting 
proble m for competitor~." 
Oakes said, ··and. therefore, the 
use of the cloth is no longer 
needed for competition:·
