Most schools 
show gains 
on NCLB

FRANKFORT - The Kentucky 
Department of Education released its 
Adequate Yearly Progress report on 
Tuesday, and things are looking pretty 
good for the Floyd County School 
District. 

As a whole, the district met all 13 of its 
goals for the 2007--08 school year under 
the requirements of the federal No Child 
Left Behind Act. 

This is the second year in a row that 
Floyd County has met all of the No Child 
Left Behind goals for the school district. 
The district has a goal of I 00 proficiency 
by 2014. 

According to the report, only two 
schools failed to met 100 percent of the 
target goals. 

Betsy Layne High School met 11 out 
of 12 goals, and South Floyd High School 
met seven out of 12 goals . 

Bet'>y Layne High School failed to 
meet the mathematics goal for the stu­
dents who receive free or reduced lunch­
es. 

South Floyd High School did not meet 
the goals for all students in mathematics, 
white students in mathematics, free or 
reduced lunch students in mathematics 
and students with disabilities in mathe­
matics. Also, students with disabilities did 
not met the goal for reading. 

Historically, South Floyd High School 
has had difficulty in obtaining Adequate 
Yearly Progress, with last year's report 
showing nine out of 10 goals met, and the 
previous year showing seven out of 12. · 

"We are incredibly pleased with the 
impressive performance of the district 
and the majority of the schools," said 
Superintendent Henry Webb. "Schools 
that did not meet the NCLB goals will 
receive additional assistance and 
increased monitoring designed to spur 
student achievement. We also would like

Beshear appoints aide who was indicted, pardoned

FRANKFORT -A man 
charged with breaking cam­
paign finance laws a decade 
ago but pardoned before trial 
has been appointed to Gov. 
Steve Beshear's administra­
tion. 

The governor appointed 
Danny Ross as policy adviser 
to Labor Secretary J .R. Gray, a 
position that pays $60,000 
annually. 

"Those issues are in the 
past. We've moved forward," 
Beshear spokesman Jay 

Blanton told the Lexington 
Herald-Leader on Thursday. 

Ross, a former union stew­
ard, was accused of· helping 
steer more labor union funds 
than allowed by law to former 
Gov. Paul Patton's 1995 
Democratic gubernatorial 
campaign, which he narrowly 
won over Republican Larry 
Forgy. 

Ross was indicted in 1998 
along with two Louisville 
Teamsters and Patton's chief 
of staff, Andrew "Skipper" 
Martin. 

Before a trial could be 

scheduled, Patton pardoned all 
four. 

Ross held the position of 
labor liaison under Patton and 
under former Attorney General 
Greg Stumbo. 

"Danny Ross is still a very 
respected figure in the labor 
movement in this state," 
Blanton said Thursday. "He 
has decades of experience." 

One of the men who filed 
an ethics complaint about the 
campaign fundraising in 1995, 
Common Cause of Kentucky 
Chairman Richard Beliles, 
said he questions the appoint­
ment. 

He may have the experience 
they're looking for," Beliles 
said. "But I would wonder if 
there aren't other good labor 
union people out there, who 
are devoted to the cause, who 
don't have these problems." 

Steve Robertson, chairman 
of Kentucky's Republican 
party called the appointment 
"disrespectful to working peo­
ple who are members of their 
unions.

State begins quest for 
more historical sites

LEXINGTON - The state 
is looking for new sites to 
place informational history 
markers that would join the 
nearly 2,000 already spread 
around the state. 

People like Martha Sudduth 
are the brains behind the mark­
ers. Her great-great uncle, 
William Sudduth, helped settle 
Clark County in the 1700s. 

More new markers that 
• give on-the spot history 

lessons will soon be added to 
the more than 1,900 already 
across the state. Kentucky 
Historical Society officials 
announced that they are taking 
applications until Oct. 1 to 
determine where to erect the 
state's next 15 historical mark­
ers. 

The new signs will cost in 
excess of $2,000 each, 25 per­
cent more than last year. 

People like Sudduth are 
behind every sign, said Nelson 
Dawson, director of research 
and interpretation at the 
Kentucky Historical Society. 

A 94-year-old retired 
University of Kentucky educa­
tion professor, Martha 
Sudduth wanted to make sure 
that the contributions of her 

• great-great uncle William 
: Sudduth would always be 

remembered. 
William Sudduth was born 

in Virginia and came to what is 
now Kentucky in 1783. In 
Clark County, Sudduth was a 
justice of the peace and a sher­
iff. He was also the last surviv­
ing member of the 1799 con­
vention that crafted 
Kentucky's second constitu-

~ tion. He died in 1845 and is 
• buried in the cemetery on 

Wades Mill Road where the 
marker will stand. 

To get the marker erected, 
Martha Sudduth sent an appli-

cation with several references 
on Sudduth's history to offi­
cials in the Kentucky 
Historical Society's Highway 
Marker Program. 

She then paid $1 ,650 for a 
marker with information on 
one side. It took another cou­
ple of weeks for state histori­
cal officials to boil down 
William Sudduth's history into 
10 lines that could be put on 
the cast aluminum marker, 
Dawson said. 

About 30 new markers are 
added around the state each 
year. Because of the rising cost 
of maintenance, the fee for 
future markers will go up from 
$1,650 to $2,075 for a one­
sided marker, and $1 ,850 to 
$2,300 for a two-sided marker, 
Dawson said. 

"Without the markers," he 
said, "people would pass his­
torically significant sites and 
not even know."

"If that better enables them 
to do their jobs, and makes it 
less likely to have an officer 
injured or killed in the line of 
duty, I'm for it," he said.

State Police Lt. Phil 
Crumpton said 30 troopers 
already were armed-with Taser 
devices on a trial basis. The 

1~ new devices will raise the 
,.- number of troopers with the 

stun guns to 221, with plans to 

purchase more as funding 
becomes available. 

The Taser purchases raise 
legitimate questions, especial­
ly when state police can't 
afford to publish driver educa­
tion manuals, said state Rep. 
Robin Webb, D-Grayson, vice 
chairwoman of the House 
Appropriations and Revenue 
Committee. 

"I don't think it's a prudent 
expenditure at this time in 
light of the current budget sit­
uation," she said. "I'd rather 
go back to printing the drivers' 
manuals." 

Crumpton said the informa­
tion from the driver education 
manuals has been made avail­
able on the Kentucky State 
Police website. He said his 
agency will save about 
$100,000 a year by not pub­
lishing the manuals. 

The fuel-saving intiative 
calls for troopers to spend 
more time at roadside check­
points and less time patrolling 
highways. 

"Prioritizing spending 
would demand that fuel get put 
in troopers' cars before Tasers 
get put in holsters on their 
belts," said Jim Waters, a poli­
cy analyst for the government 
watchdog group Bluegrass 
Institute in Bowling Green. 
"What good is it to have Tasers 
if you don't have fuel in your 
cars?" 

Gov. Steve Beshear said he 
supports the Taser purchases. 

"Tasers are an important 
tool for troopers to have at 
their discretion, and highlight 
my administration's commit­
ment to utilizing non-lethal 
forms of restraint whenever 

possible," Beshear said in a 
written statement. "This 
weaponry helps ensure public 
safety while decreasing the 
possibility of injury to the offi­
cer, suspect and public." 

More than 300 people in the 
United States have died after 
being jolted by the Taser 
devices, according to Amnesty 
International USA. The human 
rights organization doesn't 
definitively say that the shocks 
from Taser guns actually 
caused the deaths. 

"There's a lot of unan­
swered questions around 
Tasers," said Dori Dinsmore, a 
regional director for Amnesty 
International in Chicago. "Not 
all die. Not all suffer adverse 
effects. But clearly some do." 

Taser devices deliver a 
50,000-volt jolt through two 
barbed darts that can penetrate 
clothing. 

Taser International, the 
Arizona-based manufacturer of 
the devices, contends none of 
the deaths were caused by the 
devices, which the company 
says have been used more than 
600,000 times in the past 14 
years. Company vice president 
Steve Tuttle said investigators 
have listed the Taser devices as 
contributing factors or,possible 
contributing factors in fewer 
than 30 of the deaths. 

Investigators listed the 
Taser devices as the cause of 
death in two cases, but Tuttle 
said the company ·disputes 
those findings. 

"We've developed a safer, 
more effective policing tool," 
Tuttle said in response to con­
cerns from Amnesty 
International. "I think it's trag-

Last month, another 
Louisville man died after a 
police Taser shock. The coro­
ner's office is awaiting test 
results to determine a cause of 
death. 

Despite debate about the 
safety of the devices, 23 states 
have purchased them for their 
state police agencies. More

" The older you get, the more likely you are to develop a chronic 
illness such as heart disease, high blood pressure or cancer. The 
tnore chronic illnesses you 'have, the more health care you need. 

The inevitability of illness is why we buy health insurance in the 
ftrst place; that way, when we get sick, we can afford medical care. 
At least that's why we bought insurance back in those good old days 
when insurance covered almost all of the cost of treatment. For 
many of us, however, that's no longer true. 

About two of every five Americans more than 100 million 
people - have at least one chronic illness, including heart disease, 
high blood pressure, stroke, cancer or lung problems such as asthma 
~or emphysema. Most of those afflicted are working adults who are 
too young to qualify for Medicare. 

A study published in July in the journal Health Affairs finds that 
working people with chronic illness are having a more difficult time 
~tting medical care than they were a decade earlier. The study was 
<!Pnducted by researchers from the nonpartisan Kaiser Family 
I!oundation, building on the results of a similar survey conducted irt 
1997. As you would expect, the problem is most acute among the 
growing numbers of people who have no health insurance. 

National health spending soared by 87 percent between 1997 and 
2006, to $2.1 trillion. Those cost increases have caused many doc­
:tors to cut back on the amount of free care they provide. 

At the same time, many companies have stopped providing 
health insurance to their workers. That spells disaster for those with 
cpronic illnesses. Because they're sick, insurance companies don't 
want them. As a result, many of them can't ftnd insurance coverage 
on their own at any price. Some insurers even can cancel policies 
retroactively when doctors diagnose a chronic disease or one that's 
expensive to treat. 

In the Kaiser study, about 34 percent of uninsured adults with 
chronic illness reported that they had no regular source of medical 
care. That's up from 31 percent a decade earlier. 

A little more than 35 percent said they had avoided seeing a doe­
r or seeking some other form of medical care during the previous 
m,: b:ecause they couldn't afford it; J:ijat's up froJ;P 3~ pe~ent in 

f991. 
People who had private insurance coverage were more likely to 

have a regular source of care in 2007 than they were in 1997. But in 
2007, they were more likely to skip care recommended j)y their doc-

• tor. For example, the percentage of people who reported not filling 
prescriptions because of cost was nearly twice as high in 2007 as it 
\'jas in 1997, which was before many insurance plans began impos­
ittg what are called "tiered" co-payments for drugs. 

Under tiered plans, co-payments for drugs and even medical 
treatment are separated into categories according to cost. Patients 
who pay $20 to visit their regular doctor are charged, say, $40 to see 
a specialist. Co-payments for brand-name drugs are substantially 
higher than co-payments for less expensive generic drugs. 

These kinds of plans have become widespread in recent years. 
J'hey're designed to encourage people to stay well and prevent what 
researchers call "inappropriate use." An example of that is getting a 
hangnail trimmed in the emergency room instead of a doctors' 
office. 

But as the Health Affairs study shows, tiered co-pays and higher 
(leductibles are blunt instruments that also can discourage "appropri­
ate"·use. Yes, someone with a chronic illness may be more expen­
sive to care for than someone without one. But in the long run, most 
~xperts agree that not treating the illness leads to higher expenses 
and worse outcomes. 
• Many, if not most, Americans will develop chronic illnesses. 
Without major reforms to the system that provides and pays for 
!J?alth care, they'll face an increasingly uphill fight to get the care

It's not too late to

stimulus payment 

It's not too late to claim your eco­
nomic stimulus payment. The IRS 
urges people to file by October 15 to 
ensure they receive a payment prior to 
year's end. Keep in mind that it can 
take up to eight weeks for the IRS to 
process the return and issue the pay­
ment. 

Letter Guidelines 

People must file a 2007 tax return 
in order to qualify and be eligible for 
a stimulus payment. The Internal 
Revenue Service will continue pro­
cessing tax returns and issuing eco­
nomic stimulus payments for much of 
the year. 

For p~ople who have no tax liabili­
ty or no tax filing requirement, there is 
a minimum payment of $300 ($600 
for married couples), plus the $300 for 
each qualifying child. To be eligible 
for the minimum payment. individuals 
must have at lcasf $3.000 in qualify­
mg income. 

Qualifymg income includes any 
combination of. earned income, non­
taxable combat pay and certain bene­
fit payments from Social Security, 
Veterans Affairs and Railroad 
Retirement. People who have no tax,• 
liability or no tax filing requirement 
only need to file a simple Form 
1040A. 

Remember, all people need to do is 
file a 2007 tax return. That's it. We'll 
do the rest.

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MSHA holds hearing 
on mine safety chambers

LEXINGTON - The lone 
survivor of an underground 
explosion that killed five coal 
miners in Kentucky two years 
ago said Tuesday he believes 
most of his co-workers would 
have survived if the federal 
government had required pro­
tective chambers stocked with 
oxygen supplies. 

Paul Ledford of Dayhoit 
escaped from the Darby mine 
in Harlan County despite the 
explosion and a lethal flash 
fire. Three of his co-workers 
suffocated, and two others 
died from injuries in the blast. 

Now, the U.S. Mine Safety 
and Health Administration 
may require coal companies to 
provide protective shelters, 
known in the industry as 
refuge chambers, in all of the 
nation's nearly 600 under­
ground coal mines. 

"I believe these chan1bers 
will help save lives in the 
future," Ledford said at a hear­
ing held by the federal agency 
to gather public comment on 
the need for shelters. "They'll 

be a safe haven for the miners 
in case of emergency." 

Ledford recounted his 
. ordeal in the Darby mine 
where dust was so thick ''you 
can't hardly see your hand in 
front of your face." Ledford 
said he prayed as he crawled 
along the mine's rocky bot­
tom, then lost consciousness. 

"I just knew I was going to 

die in there that night," he 
said, adding he awoke instead 
to the sound of an approaching 
rescue team. 

The federal mine agency is 
considering instituting a regu­
lation that would mandate air­
tight emergency refuges in the 
nations 589 active under­
ground coal mines and any 
others that open in the future. 

Another hearing on the 
issue is scheduled Thursday in 
Alabama and one was held last 
week in West Virginia. 

The proposal would allow 
mine operators to build airtight 
rooms underground or place 
prefabricated chambers inside 
mines. 

Either way, they would 
have to provide enough oxy­
gen. water and other necessi-

ties to keep trapped miners 
alive for at least four days. The 
proposal would come in addi­
tion to a federal mine safety 
law passed by Congress after a 
series of tragedies in 2006 
killed 19 miners. 

Safety advocates in 
Kentucky favor the proposal, 
but recommended more strin-

. gent language to insure the 
refuge chambers would be 
close to all underground 
crews. 

Tracy North, whose father, 
Paris Thomas Jr., was among 
those who died in the Darby 
explosion, urged the regulation 
be adopted. 

"I wish he had a place 
where he could have went to 
be safe." North said of his 
father. "Maybe he would still 
be here today. I hope that this 
goes through so the other mine 
families don't have to experi­
ence the loss that we have.·· 

Lexington attorney Tony 
Oppegard, a former mine reg­
ulator, said he objects to one 
suggestion that coal operators 
simply make tools and materi­
als available for miners to 
build refuge chambers in an 
emergency.

Bunning was still on the 
attack when a bluegrass band 
struck up a tune, drowning 
out Bunning to signify he had 
used up his allotted time at 
the podium. That brought a 
cheer from Democrats. 

Democratic Gov. Steve 
Bcshcar said McConnell, his 
old rival, "ought to look in the 
mirror" when searching for 
someone to blame for high 
gas prices. Beshear, who lost 
a Senate race to McConnell 
years ago, said the 
Republican senator and Bush 
have "been in bed with the big 
oil companies for the last 
eight years and failed to get 
us an energy policy." 

Beshear also linked 
McConnell with Bush poli­
cies he said favor the well-to­
do. 

"They've been trying to 
divide us into the haves and 
the have-nots," the governor 
said. ' 'They want to be the 
haves, and they want every­
body else to be the have­
nots." 

McConnell associated 
himseolf with presumptive 
Republican presidential nom­
inee John McCain, though the 
two have been on opposite 
sides on some issues, most 
notably campaign-finance 
reform. 

Republicans expect 
McCain to easily carry 
Kentucky in November, and 
hope that translates into more 
down-the-ticket support for 
GOP candidates. Obama was 
trounced by Hillary Rodham 
Clinton in the state's May pri­
mary, and Obama has spent 
I i ttle time campaigning in 
Kentucky. 

The speeches were spiced 
with political theater and 
boisterous partisans. 

McConnell and Lunsford 
supporters tried to outshout 
one another as Republicans 
chanted "Six More Years" and 
Democrats countered with 

"Ditch Mitch." 
The commotion continued 

even as the candidates 
spoke.A small band of 
McConnell supporters dressed 
up as oil sheiks and carried 
signs thanking Lunsford for 
massive overseas oil profits­
a stunt backing up Republican 
claims that Democrats are 
against tapping into huge U.S. 
energy reserves. 

McConnell touted his ener­
gy plan to let states seck to lift 

· the federal offshore drilling 
moratorium off their coasts. 
The proposal also would pro­
vide incentives to develop 
plug-in electric hybrid auto­
mobiles and lift a ban on 
developing oil shale in the 
West. 

"America's energy crisis is 
real," McConnell said. "But 
for every American problem 
there's an American solution. 
Democrats just need to get out 
of the way and let us get to 

work." 

Lunsford touts an energy 
plan that includes opening the 
strategic petroleum reserve, 
providing a gas-tax holiday, 
tapping oil shale reserves. 
developing alternative energy 
and requiring oil companies to ~ 
drill on millions or acres under 
lease. Lunsford has said he 
supports more oil drilling, but 
said it should he done selec­
tively to ~inimize the environ­
mental impact and to have the 
quickest impact on supplies. 

Lunsford said Saturday that 
McConnell is beholden to spe­
cial interests like big oil com­
panies. taking the1r campaign 
contributions and then voting 
on their behalf. 

"Mitch McConnell ought to 
hang a for-sale sign around his 
neck,'' Lunsford said. 

Lunsford's faithful had 
their own stunts. One support­
er dressed up as a dog, meant 
to signify that McConnell has 
been a "lap dog" to Bush.

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Beshear calls for no-frills

Kentucky road planners are 
scaling back construction pro­
jects across the state in favor 
of smaller, less expensive ver­
sions, Gov. Steve Beshear 
said. 

The plan is to aim for more 
new roads and bridges with 
less money, Beshear said 
Monday. And, under the 
Kentucky Transportation 
Cabinet's new approach, 
future projects may not have 
as.many lanes or as much flair 
as some might like, Beshear 

Assembly. Beshear has said he 
vetoed the legislation because 
it would have put undue 
restrictions on his administra­
tion's ability to manage road 
projects. 

Williams, a Burkesville 
Republican, has said Beshear 
doesn't have the authority to 
spend money not specifically 
authorized by state lawmakers. 

A Franklin County circuit 
court judge has ruled that the 
legislation was invalid because 
it was not given to Beshear 
before midnight on the legisla­
ture's final day.

"The only question is: Can 
it be built more cost effective­
ly and cost efficiently and still 
accomplish the intended pur­
pose?"

Transportation Cabinet

"We will simply tackle 
more projects sooner by being 
judicious in how we design 
and how we build," Beshear 
said. "Of course we're going 
to sttll build four-lane roads 
where needed, but plenty of 
other projects can and will be 
scaled back." 

Beshear is currently at odds 
with Senate President David 
Williams over his veto earlier 
this year of a $3.8 billion road 
plan authorized by the General

Peabody Energy and 
Richmond. Va.-based Massey 
Energy Co. have so'ared in the 
past year, despite a recent pull­
back. Massey, for .instance, is 
up more than 250 percent from 
a year ago, while Peabody is 
up more than 70 percent.

U K's solar ·car team 
shows green power works 

MA IJUANA 
LEXINGTON- For a few 

pre-dawn hours on Sunday, 
July 13, in a parking lot in 
Plano, Texas, a group of 
University of Kentucky stu­
dents fought to resist their 
panic and direct their wits. 

Their car wouldn't start -
just hours before the start of 
the 2008 North American 
Solar Car Challenge. 

The UK College of 
Engineering Solar Car Team 
discovered the loss of stored 
electricity as it finished touch­
ing up the support for the bat­
tery pack on "Gato del Sol 
III," the third incarnation of 
the UK solar car. 

But these were, after all, 
engineering students, repre­
senting the college's depart­
ments of Mechanical 
Engineering and Electrical 
Engineering, and they put their 
minds to the problem at hand. 

"It turned out one of the 
team members had accidental­
ly re-coded the onboard com­
puter. It took a few hours to 
figure it out," said Mall 
Hatfield, the leader of the UK 
Solar Car Team. 

When 9 a.m. Central Time 
arrived, driver Nicholas Such 
of Oldham County settled into 
Gato del Sol III's lone seat, 
inside a metal protective cage 
and began the _2,400-mile jour­
ney from Plano to Calgary, 
Alberta in southwestern 
Canada. 

At that moment, as the bat­
teries, fueled by 472 solar pan­
els arrayed on the car's body, 
sparked the wheels to turn, the 
UK Solar Car Team estab­
lished a milestone in College 
of Engineering history. 

For the first time, UK engi­
neering students had built a 
solar car that passed a rigorous 
inspection program, qualified 
for the North American Solar 
Car Challenge, and became 
competitors with 14 other 
teams. 

Twice before, teams from 
UK had built solar cars- also 
christened "Gato del Sol," 
after the 1982 Kentucky Derby 
winner - but neither version 
hatl qualified for the cross­
country' race. 

This year, 15 members of 
the team - team president 
Hatfield of Louisville, team 
vice president Anthony 
Robertson of Lexington, lead 
driver Such, support drivers 
Mark Taylor of Dillsburg, Pa., 
and Scott Ashcraft of 
Georgetown and support team 
Raghu Mangu, Praveen 
Nalavolu, and Goutam 
Chintakula of India, Jordan 
Caldwell of Georgetown, 
Brian Passafiume, and Ben 
Rubb, of Louisville, Matt 
Deye of Fort Mitchell, Ryan 
Dance and Dale Reid of 
Lexington, Jesse Smith of 
Frankfort - spent 10 days on 
state highways through Texas, 
Oklahoma, Kansas, Iowa, 
Minnesota, South Dakota, 
North Dakota, Manitoba 
Saskatchewan and Alberta. 

Those 10 days were the cul­
mination of months <;pent in a 
UK lab, welding and shaping 
metal tube<; into the chassis, 
replacing the 3-inch-by-3-inch 
solar panels, making calls to 
potential sponsors who could 
provide cash or materials, as 
well as help buy meals during 
the trek. 

Gato del Sol III'~ sponsors 
included Belcan Engineering, 
Hydro, Sunpower, Toyota, 
UPS, and Stone Farm, along 
with UK College of 
Engineering alumnus Ralph G. 
Anderson. 

"The most exhilarating 
moments were the first 10 
miles as we drove north from 
Plano." said Hatfield, who is 
too tall to fit into the car's roll 
cage. He and the support team 
followed Gato del Sol III in 
minivans. 

The car performed well, 
having only two bumps in its 
road. The first was when the 
team ran into a storm system 

and discovered they 
drained the battery pack pre­
maturely. They got to watch 
on a road shoulder in Kansas 
as their competitors' cars 
passed them by while they 
recharged. 

The second bump was, lit­
erally, a bump, a four-inch­
deep pothole they hit in 
Minnesota.

"Nick thought he had a flat 
tire, but some of us could see 
the car tilted to one side. None 
of the tires were flat," Hatfield 
said. 

It turned out the pothole 
had broken a connecting rod in 
the left suspension. 

"We didn't know what we 
were going to do. Then a guy 
stopped, and he was a machin­
ist. He made us a new con­
necting rod, and the next day 
we were able to continue the 
race," Hatfield said. 

Ashcraft drove the car 
across the Canadian border, 
and, on July 22, Taylor steered 
Gato del Sol III across the fin­
ish line in Calgary. 

The UK Solar Car Team 
finished 11th out of 13 com­
petitors. A car driven by the 
University of Michigan fin­
ished first. 

"We got a great sense of 
accomplishment when we 
crossed the finish line. We'd 
met our goals- to qualify for 
the race by passing the inspec­
tions, and to complete the 
race," Hatfield said. 

Now. a new team of UK 
students, which will include 
several members of Gato del 
Sol III's team, will begin work 
on the next version. It would 
race in the 2010 North 

· American Solar Car 
Challenge. 

Says Matt Deye of Fort 
Mitchell: "We need more effi­
cient solar celb and a more 
efficient array of batteries. 
We'll work on a more reliable 
battery pack."

68 fewer than reported for the 
same time in 2007.

According to legal 

resources, Federal Rule of 
Civil Procedure 11 provides 
that a court may sanction attor­
neys or parties who submit 
pleadings containing "frivo­
lous arguments' ' or argUments 
which provide no evidentiary 
support. 

"I've only seen three or 
four instances where Rule II 
sanctions were applied in my 
20-year career as an attorney," 
Bartley said, adding that the 
bill is getting bigger as each 
appeal creates more fees, 
which, unless they convince 
the Supreme Court to rule dif­
ferently, Pillersdorf and his 
clients will he responsible for. 

The appeals court reported­
ly found only one flaw with 
the lower court's decision. 
which pertained to KRS 
I 16.200, "to code the election 
roster in a manner which 
would provide Mouth of 
Beaver precinct officials with 

a means of determining a citi­
zen' s eligibility to vote in the 
city elections." 

The appeals court noted the 
failure to code the roster in 
their decision, but stated that 
because the appellants had 
failed to provide any evidence 
that an ineligible voter had 
cast a ballot, aside from an 
"erroneous" assertion con­
cerning Terry Parsons' voter 
eligibility, that the petition to 
void the election was not an 
option. 

Despite an inability to sup­
ply any evidence that an illegal 
vote was cast. Pillersdorf said 
in the petition, "In finding that 
the fairness and equality of the 
election was not affected, this 
Court overlooked and miscon­
strued the fact that appellants, 
Pauline Bentley and Jerome 
Kinzer, both lost their elec­
tions by one vote." 

In his response to the Court 
of Appeals, Bartley called the 
petition nothing more than a 

· "creative effort at disguising 
the same argument." 
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According to Bartley, 
Pillersdorf failed to meet any 
of the requirements stated in 
CR 76.32, and then went on to 
blast Pillersdorf for citing The 
Times story. 

"The mere suggestion that 
the Kentucky Court of Appeals 
should change its unanimous 
decision simply because 
Appellants were unhappy with 
a headline in The Floyd 
County Times is the most 
absurd, most ridiculous and 
most frivolous argument imag­
inable," Bartley said. 

"At the evidentiary hearing 
it was obvious that the case 
was baseless and that 
Appellants had filed suit with­
out conducting any investiga­
tion and without regard for the 

· truth," Bartley said, adding, 
"Prior to the hearing it was 
appellants that fed misinfor­
mation, false information and 
baseless blind allegations to 
the local press." 

Bartley cited several news 
stories from 2006 that 
appeared after the original

lawsuit had been filed, and 
says that it is the defendants, if 
anyone, who has a right to 
complain about media cover­
age. 

"Simply stated, The Floyd 
County Times article correctly 
reported that the judgment of 
Floyd Circuit Judge, the Hon. 
John D. Caudill, found the 
appellants' complaint to be 
' frivolous ' and dismissed the 
same, and went on to correctly 
report that the Court of 
Appeals affirmed Judge 
Caudill's decision," Bartley 
said in the brief. "Thus, the 
headline to the article was 
technically correct." 

Bartley said the appellants 
along with their attorney 
should be exposed by both the 
courts and the media for their 
legal practices.

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• ·Road-racer Fellows in rainy Montreal WillS Schedule

MONTREAL Carl 
Edwards used a squeegee to 
clean his windshield while he 
drove under caution. Jacques 
Villeneuve and Joey Logano 
wrecked with the yellow flag 
flying. And rooster tails flew 
off the grooved- yes, grooved 
- back tires. 

It certainly was a history­
making day at rainy Circuit 
Gilles Villeneuve - right 
down to the winner, Canadian 
road-racer Ron Fellows. 

In the first NASCAR points 
race run on grooved rain tires, 
Fellows splashed his way to 
victory- his fourth road-race 
win in 13 Nationwide Series 
starts - in the event that ended 
26 laps early because of heavy 
rain and poor visibility. 

"Visibility wac; the big, big 
problem," said Fellows. the 
first Canadian winner in a 
major NASCAR race in 
Canada. "At over 70 mph, there 
was just so much spray." 

The 48-year-old Ontario dri­
ver took advantage of Marcos 
Ambrose's pit-road speeding 
penalty to take the lead, and 
had about a half-minute advan-

tage over fellow Canadian 
Patrick Carpentier when the 
NAPA Auto Parts 200 was red­
flagged. 

"It's very dangerous," 
Fellows said minutes before the 
race was called. 

After just eight laps on the 
2.71-mile, 14-tum road course, 
rain and lightning forced an 
eight-minute delay. The cars 
retumed to the track with the 
grooved Goodyear tires and 
many also had a single wind­
shield wiper. 

"This is ridiculous,'' early 
leader Scott Pruett said over his 
radio. 

Grooved tires also were 
used in 1999 during a 
Craftsman Truck Series prac­
tice on the road course at 
Watkins Glen. In 1997, rain 
tires were used in practice and 
qualifying for an exhibition 
race in Japan. 

After averaging about 90 
mph on the regular slick tires 
before the rain arrived, the 
leaders' average speed dropped 
to about 75 mph on the grooved 
tires. 

"That was different," 
Fellows said. "This is incredi­
ble." 

Fellows, driving the No. 5 

Chevrolet for Dale Eamhardt 
Jr.'s JR Motorsports, Jed t,he 
final seven laps. Ambrose fin­
ished third after leading a race­
high 27 laps. 

Ron Homaday was fourth, 
followed by Boris Said. 
Edwards, Jason Leffler. Greg 
Biffle, series leader Clint 
Bowyer and Scott Wimmer. 

"All in all, I'm surprised 
how well everyone did and 
how few accidents there were," 
Said said. "In the end, people 
were wrecking under caution 
because you just couldn't see. 
The cars were hydroplaning." 

Villeneuve, the former 
Formula One and CART cham­
pion racing on the track named 
after his late father, had so 
much trouble seeing out of his 
Toyota that he ran into the back 
of another car during the final 
caution period. 

Running sixth at the time of 
the accident, he ended up 16th. 

"I couldn't see a thing," 
Villeneuve said. 

Logano also wrecked during 
the final caution. 

''I hit a lapped car with no 
brake lights. I have no idea who 
it was," Logano said. "I could­
n't see 5 feet in front of me 
down the straightaway, under 

caution. Somebody stopped. I 
locked up all four and boom! ... 
It's just not right." 

The teen star finished 17th. 
"It was fun, but it's not good

We made light of it, but we 
thought we made the wrong 
call." 

The race started in sunshine 
and it appeared Mark Martin, 
who took the lead from pole­
winner Jimmie Johnson at the 
start and took control would be 
the driver to beat all day. But 
Martin had problems on two pit 
stops that put him back into the 
pack and then dark clouds began 
moving in, changmg some 
strategies. 

Rain began falling on lap 
1 27 of the 200-lap event and, 
moments later, Edwards and 
several other leaders ducked 
onto pit road. Nineteen other 
drivers, led by June Pocono 
winner Kasey Kahne and 
Martin, who led a race-high 55 
laps, stayed out to gain track 
positon, waiting to see if the rain 
might end the race'prematurely. 

But, despite more threaten­
ing clouds and a few raindrops

Goodell visits 
Bengals camp, 
notes missing

GEORGETOWN 
Commissioner Roger Goodell 
said Saturday that "something 
is wrong" with the NFL's sys­
tem for signing rookies, noting 
that the Cincinnati Bengals still 
don't have their top draft pick in 
camp. 

Goodell visited the Bengals' 
training camp and had lunch 
with six players before heading 
north to Canton, Ohio, for the 
weekend's Pro Football Hall of 
Fame induction ceremonies. 
The Bengals and the 
Jacksonville Jaguars have yet to 
sign their No. I qraft picks. 

Southern California line­
backer Keith Rivers, the ninth 
overall pick last April, has 
missed six days of practice and 
scrimmaging. 

"I think it is clear that we 
have an issue here and some­
thing is wrong with the system, 
flawed with the SY,Stem, ru1d we 
have to address it," Goodell 
said. "I think it's better for the 
players, l think it's better for the 
teams and, most important, I 
think it is (better) for the fans. I 
think it's a disservice when 

players aren't in camp and 
being paid properly." 

Goodell ate lunch with quar­
terback Carson Palmer, receiver 
T.J. Houshmandzadeh, offen­
sive guard Andrew Whitworth, 
linebacker Dhani Jones, comer­
back Leon Hall and defensive 
tackle John Thornton. 

Jones had a notepad full of 
questions, ranging from the 
player conduct policy to post· 
football careers. Goodell tough­
ened the league's conduct poli­
cy last year, after the Bengals 
had I 0 players charged with 
criminal offenses over a 14-
month span. 

"He wants the best and he 
wants to relate to us that there 
are some things that he's not 
going to bend on,'' Jones said. 
"There are definitely some rules 
that he's just not going to let 
people slide on because the 
integrity of the game is bigger 
than each person that plays the 
game, and you have to maintain 
that.'' 

Goodell wants the Green 
Bay Packers and Brett Favre to 
settle their dispute. Favre wants 
to come but of retirement and 
play for another team. Goodell 
has not acted on his reinstate­
ment request, giving him and 
the team time to work it out. 

''I'm not trying to interject 
myself," Goodell said. "I was 
inteijected into it because there 
war; a tampering charge initial­
ly. I'm not looking for things to 
mteiject myself to. It's an issue 
that needs to be addressed 
because of the competing inter­
ests. You want to make sure it's 
done properly and within our 
rules. This is an issue that ulti­
mately has to be decided 
between Brett and the Packers."

Holden added 17 for the 
European champions. 

The defensive tone of the 
game brought an early entrance

Wah Jones. Cliff Barker, Ralph 
Beard, Alex Groza and Kenny 
Rollins. Rupp was the a~istant 
coach for the Olympic team 
which took the gold medal 
after defeating France, 65-2 I. 

"We are extremely proud of 
.. the Wildcats who are repre­

senting their countries at the 
2008 Olympic Games in 

Beijing," UK Athletic Director 
Mitch Barnhart said. "It's a 
true testament to the dedication 
and commitment they have 
shown in their respective 
sports and we wish them suc­
cess as they compete against 
the world's best." 

Former UK Wildcat and 
current Detroit Piston 
Tayshaun Prince will become 
the ninth Cat to suit up for 
USA Basketball. Prince, who 
helped lead the Pistons to the 
2004 NBA Championship, 
played at UK from 1999-2002 
leading the Cats to two SEC 
championships (2000 and '01) 
and an Elite Eight appearance 
( 1999). He earned All-America 
honors in the 2001 and 2002 
seasons and was the 23rd over­
all pick in the 2002 NBA Draft 
by the Pistons. He currently 
ranks eighth on Kentucky's all­
time scoring Jist ( l ,775 points) 
and third on UK's all-time 
three-pointers made (204) list. 

Prince will become the tirst 

UK men's basketball pl<'lyer to 
play in the summer games 
since Adrian Smith participat­
ed in the 1960 Olympics in 
Rome. Italy. Former Wildcat 
Sam Bowie was named to the 
1980 team; however the 
United States missed the '80 
games in Moscow because of 
an international boycott. 

A record three athletes and 
one coach from the Kentucky 
track and field team will partic­
ipate at the summer games rep­
resenting three separate coun­
tries. UK track and field has 
been represented by one partic­
ipant at every summer 
Olympics since the 1976 
Montreal Games with the 
exception of the heavily boy­
cotted Moscow Games in 
1980. The 2008 Beijing Games 
will be the tirst to have multi­
ple athletes represent 
Kentucky track and field. 

Assistant coach Erin Tucker 
was named guest coach to the 
Venewelan track and field 

team along with rising senior 
Jose Acevedo who will com­
pete in the 200m dash. Tucker 
wrapped up his fifth season 
overseeing sprints, hurdles and 
relays at Kentucky. At the 
NCAA Outdoor 
Championships in June, 
Tucker coached the men's
