EAST POINT - The big 
trucks that travel U.S. 23 
between Floyd and Johnson 
counties will soon have a new 
place to stop, but not for rest or 
food.

Red Cross 
says blood~ 
short supply

American Red Cross 
Blood Services issued an 
emergency appeal for blood 
donors this week after 
August donations brought 
in only 82 percent of sched­
uled collections. 

According to Jim Starr, 
CEO of the Greater 
Alleghenies Region, the 
inventories of the four types 
of blood were at critical 
levels, with a one-day sup­
ply or le.ss in reserve of 0-
positive, 0-negative, A­
negative and B-negative for 
roughly 100 hospitals. Starr 
says reserves for all levels 
are well below ideal levels. 

"Just imagine if there 
was only a day's worth of 
gasoline available. People 
would be taking immediate 
action to address that. Our 
community's blood supply 
is just as important, if not 
more so, and we need peo­
ple to take immediate 
action today to turn it 
around," said Starr. 

According to Starr, even 
though the past year has 
seen 9,000 additional dona­
tions in the 100-county 
region, the prior year has 
also seen the demand 
increase. 

Starr said that although 
July collections were 

impressive, those units 
were used to replace low 
inventories from a poor 
turnout in June. 

"The number of blood 
types below a one-day sup­
ply, coupled with the feed­
back from hospital cus­
tomers, requires us to 
launch this emergency 
appeal," said Starr. "We 
don't take such action light­
ly." The last emergency 
donor appeal was issued in 
September 2007. 

Blood drives are ched­
uled to take place to 
increase supply. 

"We are taking immedi­
ate action by extending 
hours at most of our donor 
centers," Starr said. "We 
need the public to come out 
and donate at these loca­
tions and all blood drives 
scheduled 10 coming days." 

The Greater Alleghenies 
Region serves hospitals, 
patients, and donors in a 
l 00-county area in 
Kentucky, Maryland, Ohio, 
Pennsylvania, Virginia, and 
West Virginia, with more 
than five-dozen blood prod­
ucts and related services, 
and also reportedly sup­
ports the blood needs expe­
rienced by patients else­
where in hospitals served 
through -the Red Cross

Three indicted on 
GRANT PRESENTATION 

marijuana charges

PIKEVILLE - Three Eastern 
Kentucky men were indicted this 
week after authorities confiscated 
more than 150 marijuana plants. 

Bill C. Kirklin, 53, of Ingram, was 
indicted for reportedly manufactur­
ing 100 marijuana plants and being a 
felon in possession of a firearm. 

According to the indictment, 
"Kirklin did knowingly and inten­
tionally manufacture I 00 or more 
plants, a Schedule I controlled sub­
stance, and he did knowingly possess 
a firearm and ammunition while 

being a convicted felon." 
Kirklin could face up to 40 years 

in prison if convicted. 
Also this week, two men from 

Arjay, Doyle Caldwell, 49, and 
Kenneth R. Smith, 5 1, were mdictcd 
for the manufacturing of 50 or more 
marijuana plants. 

If convicted Caldwell and Smith 
could serve as much as 30 years in 
prison. 

Both pre-indictment investiga­
tions were conducted by the Drug 
Enforcement Agency. . 

An indictment is an accusation 
only, and all per<>ons are presumed 
innocent unless proven guilty.

Lower drinking 
age won't end 
binge drinking 
The 100 or so university presidents,,including Butler's Bobby 

Fung, who have called for a national discussion about lowering 

the drinking age from 21 to 18 are certainly right about one thing: 
The prevalence of binge drinking on college campu-;es is a health 
and safety issue of staggering proportions. 

One study found that about 500,000 students a year suffer 
injuries related to alcohol consumption. About 1,700 students a 
year die in accidents or other incidents connected to drinking. The 
debate is especially timely given that millions of students are 
returning to campuses this month. 

But is iL really a good idea to push the legal standard for con­
sumption to 18, an age when many students are still in high 
school? Would a lower drinking age provide younger teens with 
easier access to alcoh'bl? Is there sufficient scientific research to 
support a legal change that could have significant ramifications 
for the well being of millions of young people'! 

The university presidents have been careful thus far to call 
only t'or debate on such questions. And a debate is always wel­
come. 

Much or the hard evidence, however, points against lowering 
the age limit. Research by the Centers for Disease Control and 
Prevention in Atlanta, for instance, has found that most binge 
drinking takes place among adults· older than 25. That fact ~nder­
mincs the argument that removing the "forbidden" label on alco­
hol consumption would somehow make it less enticing. 

Research also indicates that raising the drinking age has helped 
reduce deaths related to drunken driving. 

For his part, Fong says he only wanL<:; to be able lo better edu­
cate studenL<:; on how to responsibly handle alcohol, inducting the 
ability to model moderate consumption. 

The need for more education on the dangers of binge drinking 
is indisputable. It's questionable, however, whether the style of 
behavior demonstrated by a university president or a professor at 
a dinner or reception \\ill be replicated by freshmen let loose at 
their first Friday night keg party. 

Perhaps a better approach would include more consistent and 
stricter enforcement of university rules and state laws against 
consumption by minors. On some campuses, dorms are awash in 
alcohoL ls it reasonable to han consumption for all students on 
campus, regardless of age, just as cigarette smoking is restricted 
to certain areas now? 

As Fong and other uni versily leaders contend, an open discus­
sion about binge drinking, and how to fight it, is very much need­
ed. Lowering the legal drinking age, however, could carry unin­
tended consequences that would make the problem worse.

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The wheels on the bus go 'round ~ but at the right speed?

Dear Tom and Ray: 
I recently bought a 1966 

Volkswagen Bus Sundial Camper and 
noticed that it has a set of 205/75fR 14 
tires on the front and a set of 
185/75fR14 tires on the back. I don't 
know how long it was driven this 
way by the prior owner. Is this dan­
gerous? Could it have caused damage 
to the Bus? Of course, I am not going 
to leave them that way! The info I can 
find says the correct tire size is 
195/75fR 14. If you put on tires bigger 
or smaller than recommendecJ by the 
manufacturer, will the odometer be 
able to accurately record the number 
of miles you've traveled? One revo­
lution of a larger tire will cover more 
ground than one revolution of a 
smaller one, and it's the revolutions 
that make the odometer rack up the 
miles, right? Not that it matters much 
in a car of this vintage, but over 40 
years, the extra miles on or off the 
engine could really add up. Just won­
dering.- Joan 

TOM: Joan, this is like worrying 
about the curtains on the Titanic. This 
should be the least of your worries. 

RAY: In terms of the width of the 
tires, if the vehicle calls for 195s (195 
millimeters of tread width), that's

what we'd generally recommend so 
the handling and stopping of the 
vehicle are what the vehicle engi­
neers had designed them to be. 

TOM: But there are two qualifica­
tions. One is that .it's generally 
acceptable to go 10 (and sometimes 
even 20) millimeters in either direc­
tion and still be OK. As long as 
you're not mixing sizes on the same 
axle, and as long as the width of the 
tire is not interfering with the front 
wheels' ability to tum from lock to 
lock and steer the car, a few extra 
millimeters of width shouldn't be a 
problem. 

RAY: But more importantly, this 
Bus handles like a vertical pizza box 
on a skateboard. So precision han­
dling is not something to lose sleep 
over. Ideally, you'd have 195s on all 
four wheels, yes. But in reality, it's 
not going to improve or degrade the 
handling by a measurable degree on 
this vehicle. 

TOM: And like 1 said, Joan, the 
tires are small potatoes. The thing 
most likely to affect the longevity of 
this car is a brisk wind and an oncom­
ing UPS truck. 

RAY: You're right that the wrong­
size tires can affect the odometer (and 
the speedometer). But those are 
affected only when the diameter of 

the tire is wrong, not the width. And 
since your tires are all the correct 
diameter (they have the same inner 
opening, 14, which is the wheel size, 
and aspect ratio, 75, which essential­
ly is the height of the sidewall), your 
gauges shouldn't be affected at all. 

TOM: So I'm sure you'll sleep a 
lot better tonight knowing that when 
the speedometer says you're doing 35 
in the breakdown lane of the high­
way, you're really doing 35! 

Cool idea for transmission 
Dear Tom and Ray: 
I have a disagreement with my 

son. Well, actually I have many, but 
one in particular goes like this: He 
says an add-on transmission cooler 
(small radiator) will enhance the per­
formance and life of the transmission. 
I say it doesn't help unless you have 
high-stress demands, like a lot of 
towing. Who wins this one? -
George 

TOM: I think your kid's just look­
ing for something to do, George. And 
if you don't let him put a transmis­
sion cooler on your car, he's going to 
build an intercontinental ballistic 
missile in the basement. 

RAY: I'm afraid the kid's theory is 
correct, though. While it won't 
enhance the car's performance, a sep-

arate cooler will 
lengthen the life of 
the transmission. 

TOM: The trans­
mission should last 
the life of the car 
without an auxiliary 
cooler. Of course, it 
doesn't always work 
out that way, as the 
people at AAMCO 
can happily tell you. 

RAY: While there 
are many ways a 
transmission can fail, 
overheating fluid cer­
tainly is a leading 
cause. When the fluid 
overheats, it breaks 
down. And then it stops lubricating 
properly, which is what ultimately 
harms the transmission. 

TOM: To give you an idea of how 
hot transmission fluid gets, even 
under normal conditions, almost 
every car runs the transmission fluid 
through the radiator coolant to cool it 
off. The radiator coolant is 200+ 
degrees. That's being used to COOL 
the transmission fluid! 

RAY: So, if you want to buy some 
extra insurance for your transmis­
sion, a transmission cooler is the way 
to go. 

TOM: Does 
everybody need one? 
No. Most people 
don't keep their cars 
forever. And even 
those who do often 
find that something 
else leads to the car's 
demise before the '• 
tranny goes - like 
bad rings, or a run-in 
with a bread truck. 
So we're not saying 
everyone should go 
out and buy a trans­
mission cooler. 

RAY: The people 
who should get one 
are those who tend to 

put the greatest stress on their trans­
missions. And as you correctly say, 
George, that comes from activities 
like towing things, driving in the 
mountains or loading up the car with 
a couple of mothers-in-law. 

TOM: But your kid is right. In 
general, a transmission that runs 
cooler will last longer.

n't have Ricky throughout the 
whole season." LSU co-defen­
sive coordinator Doug Mallory 
said. ''That hurt us. and I don't 
know if a lot of people under 
stand the signifkance of losing 
those two players up front" 

With Bo Pelini moving on 
to coach Nehra~ka, Miles ele­
vated two ~.:oachcs from his 
own staff, Mallmy and Bradley 
Dale Peveto, to co defensive 
coordinator. Mallory will be in 
the booth calling the schemes, 
while Peveto will be on the 
sideline monitoring personnel. 

They have maintained 
essentially the same aggres­
sive, blitz- happy 4-3 scheme 
Pelini left behind, which they 
thought was best because it's 
whUL they and their player~ 
know.

ATHENS, Ga. - Mark 
Richt had completed the 40-
hour course to sell life insur­
ance. He was working as a 
phone solicitor setting up 
appointments· for agents and 
prepruing to take his exam. 

"I never got to take my test 
because the company that was 
sponsoring me had some 
issues going on," Richt said. 

Issues? 
"One day I showed up to . 

work and my boss was being 
handcuffed and put in a car. 
They kind of locked down the 
place." he said. "I figured that 
was the end of my life insur­
ance career." 

For a guy who has seemed 
like such a natural throughout 
a precocious career coaching 
football. Richt took awhile to 
f'igure out hi<; calling. Even 
today, despite Richt leading 
Georgia to a 71-19 record in 
seven seasons, some college 
football fans probably could­
n't tell him apart from their 
life insurance agent. Nor 
known for sideline rants or 
colorful yarns. the 48-year-old 
Richt's profile hasn't kept up 
with the Bulldogs' win totals. 

But that's changing, now 
that Georgia sits atop The 
Associated Press prcscaf>on 
poll for the f'irst lime. The 
spotlight will illuminate every 
detail of how well Richt has 
evolved from odd jobs to the 
role of big-time college foot­
ball coach. 

After his career as a backup 
quarterback at the University 
of Miami ended in 1982. Richt 
tried to valet cars and to sell 
memberships at a sports club. 
He got fired as a bartender 
because he spent too much 
time watching football, which 
should've been a sign. He then 
switched to cleaning the bar 
after closing lime. 

Richt also failed to make a 
couple of NFL teams. His stint 
with the Dolphins conclud~d 
when quarterbacks coach 
Dave Shula, the son of coach 
Don Shula, told him, "I've got 
good news and bad news. The

A trainer suggested he 
might want to try coaching. 

"I always enJoyed the strat­
egy." Richt said. "1 always 
enJoyed learning why we did 
the things we did offensively. 
I always asked why. 
Sometimes the coaches maybe 
misunderstood me. 1 wasn · t 
really queslwning them as 
much as 1 was just wanting to 
learn. 

Richt was about to head to 
LSU as a graduate assistant in 
1985 when Florida State 
coach Bobby Bowden carne 
through with a beuer oiTer: 
he'd coach the quarterbacks as 
a grad assistant. 

"Brilliant"' is how Bowden 
described Richt to strength 
and conditioning coach Dave 
Van Halanger. 

Before the age of 30, Richt 
was the offensive coordinator 
at East Carolina. He remem­
bers "being scared to death 
and praying a lot.'' 

One game that 1989 season 
he called a throwback to the 
quarterback at the goal line. 
He could sec the offensive line 
coach yank off his headset and 
slam it into the ground. 

The play resulted 10 a 
touchdown. 

After a year. Richt returned 
to FSU. The Seminoles' oiTen­
sivc success would make 
Riehl one of those coordina­
tors whose name always 
seemed to be rnentwned for 
head coach openings. 

"I had told my wife awhile 
back that if Mark gets a head 
job, r d like to go, because I 
think great things could hap­
pen," Van Halangcr said. 

The only problem was 
Richt didn ' t seem all that 
interested. 

"1 just enjoyed life. 
Period,"' he said, adding drily, 
"Then this head coaching 
thing happened.'' 

His mother, Helen, recalled 
that Richt had said years ago 
Georgia was one place he· d 

llike to he a head coach, for the 

tradition and the community. 
Vince Dooley, the former 
Bulldogs coach and then the 
athletic director, gol rave 
reviews from everybody he 
consulted during his search 
after the 2000 season. 

The now-famous story 1s 
that Bowden told Dooley his 
only concern w.as that Richt 
was loo nice. 

"If that's the only thing you 
cun find_ that's wrong with 
him, that's not had,'' Dooley 
said. 

One day at practice dunng 
Richt's first season in Athens, 
Dooley watched h1s new 
coach sternly send a top 
receiver off the field ror loaf­
ing on a route. 

"I started to run up and hug 
him," Dooley said with a 
laugh. 

So much for being too nice. 
"Some people have to yell 

and scream to get their point 
across," said Van Halanger, 
who indeed followed Richt to 
his first head coaching job and 
now <>erves as Georgia·s direc 
tor or strength and condition­
mg. 

"Some people have to 
exhibit certain animation. 
Mark know:) who he is. People 
respect him because of that. 
He's the head coach, but he 
doesn't have to tell anybody." 

But Richt concedes he was 
still acting more like an ol"fen­
sive coordinator than a head 
coach in some ways. And 
maybe he did need to yell and 
scream a lillie more. 

'·I wusn' t this gifted multi 
taskcr." he said. "1 was kind of 
coaching off of past experi­
ences and even fumes some­
times. I didn't study the game 
on an ongoing basis like I nor­
mally do." 

What impresses Dooley is 
Richfs knack for identifying 
and addressing his weakness­
es. After Richt struggled with 
some clock management situ 
ations early on. he culled in 
Horner Smith, a guru on the 
subject. 

Until late in the 2006 sea­
son, Riehl called plays for the 
Bulldogs. Thafs how he 

became familiar with the term 
visual learner - and discov­
ered that he is one. Standing 
on the sideline. Riehl used l<> 
have assistant Mi.k..c Boho 
describe the view from the 
press box. 

''Which he chd a very good 
job of, hut it got lost in the 
translation," Richt said. "I was 
listening; I still wasn't seeing 
it in my mind quickly enough 
lo make a change or make a 
call. 1 would watch games 
afterward and I'd just think, ·r 
can't believe we went the 
whole game and I d1dn 't call 
this or do that.' I'd just he 
upset with myself." 

So Riehl turned over play­
calling duties to Bobo. The 
head coach no longer had to 
force himself to sta) calm so 
he could make snap deciSions 
on what to mn next. 

The most notlce.tblc exam 
pic of the looser and louder 
Richt of 2007 v. as his order to 
players to get an excessive 
celebration penalty after their 
first touchdowfl against 
Florida. The ploy didn't 
unfold as he expected - and 
yel worked just as he had 
hoped. 

The entire team charged 
into the end zone. to the inita­
tion of the Gators. But that 
moment ignited the emotion 
and enthusiasm Richt feared 
Lhe squad lacked. 

"He gets fired up when we 
need him to." said senior full­
back Brannan Southerland. 
"In the locker room aL half­
time, if something's not going 
1ight, we need to get yelled at. 
he definitely docs that. 1 think 
it just serves as an example for 
a lot of people lhaL you can be 
passionate about something 
and yet slay calm and keep 
your head on your shoulders 
and stay levelheaded.'' 

Like any mother, llckn is 
still convinced her son was 
good enough to start at Miami, 
where he bat:ked up Jim Kelly. 
Then again, she mused. what 
if he had gone to the NFL and 
gollen hurl'' 

The way she sees it now, 
''Life turned out the best it 
ever could have for him."

Irish look to rebound from 
last year's 3-9 record

SOUTH BEND, Ind. -Jimmy Clausen figures he got hit a 
total of five times while his teams went 42-0 in high school. 
At Notre Dame. he was sacked six times in his first stan and 
was so heat up arter seven games he missed the next twQ. 

Clausen, who announced his commitment to Notre Dame 
at the nearby Coi1ege Football Hall of Fame and talked ahout 
winning four national championships, learned the hard way as 
a freshman that being a quarterback in college is a lot tougher 
than in high school.· 

"It was good for me to go out there and get .banged around 
a little bit.'' Clausen s:Jid. 

Clausen was banged around a lot. He was sacked 34 times 
as the Trbh gave up u school-record 58 sacks. Clausen and the 
rest of the Irish arc hoping the lumps they took last year in 
gmng 3-Y, selling a school record for losses, will lead to hel­
tcr play this season. 

But the Irish still have some of the same problems they 
faced when they finished last season with five freshmen start­
mg. They will he young ag.ain this year. They have just 15 
seniors, one fewer than last year, and just three l'irth-year 
seniors- by far the fewest they've had the past decade. 

Offenstve coordinator Mike Haywood said the youth of the 
lri ,h struck him the night before practice started. when play­
rs went uwum.l the room introducing lhem~elves. 

'l ht. 1'\ a junior. '\ophomorc. freshmen dominated team," 
he said. "So when you talk to guys. you explain to them thi~ 
ts how important it is for you guys to step up and assume 
rcc;ponsihilitics and be leaders." 

Coach Charlie Weis belie,'es the biggest improvement 
comes between a player's first season of playing and his sec­
ond. The Irish have eight sophomores listed as starters and 

·rour others listed as starters coming off their fir~t significant 
playwg times. . 

"It"s jus! a question or how many of them C<lll make that 
significant jump at the same time." \Vcis said. 

Wei~ is hoping Clau~en will be among lho~e making a sig­
nificant jump. Clausen has a different look rclllrmng for his 
second season. His hair, cut short last year, is long no\v and 
hlcachcd by the summer sun. After a winter of bitting the 
weights, Clausen has ·bulked up from 194 to 217 pounds to 
heller withstand the physical play. 

"We're talking about a· night and day difference physical­
ly.''. Weh said. 

Clausen. though, thinks the biggest difference is his under­
standing oi"Weis' complex offense. 

"My knowledge of !he sy-.tcm ha~ gotten a lot better -.ince 
last year."' Clausen said. ''I'm still trying to work on gettmg 
everything down in the pla) hook. the lillie nuances:· 

The Irish desperately need to make a significant improve ­
ment in offense after finishing dead las! in the NCAA last year 
at 242 yards a game. That was nearly 28 fewer th~m the next­
worl>t team, Florida International. The Irish a\eraged just 75 
yards rushing. That's 60 yards worse then the previous low in 
school history, when the 1959 Irish rushed for 135 yards a 
game. 

The b1ggest improvement needs to come along the offen­
sive line, where the lrish appeared lost last year. Wcis is 
encouraged that every offensive linemen on the two-deep 
arrived at camp weighing at least 300 pounds and each player 
came in stronger. 

"T think the first thing is they ' re much bigger and they're 
much stronger. which allows you to play much more physical 
at the point of al!ack." he smd. "The one thing you have w do 
is let them play physical at the point of attack. So I tlunk that 
we have to make sure that we're not passive. and we let them 
do that." 

The more physical attack will come under a ne\\ play­
culler. Weis. who helped guide the New England Patriots to 
three Super Bowls. has turned the play-calling duties over ro 
Haywood. 

The defense lust year gave up 357 yards a game - 17 
yards mor.e than a year earlier - although it improved from 
65th in total defense in 2006 to 39th last year. The Irish look 
t0 be more aggressive this year after adding blitz expert Jon 
Tenuta, a former defensive coordinator at Georgiu Tech, 
North Carolina and Ohio State. as assistant head coach for 
defense. 

'·We intend to hring a \vholc hunch of pressure.'' Weis said. 
The btugest thing the Irish may have !Willi! for them is their 

schedule.~ ~ '"' ~ 

Last ;ear the Irish played three teams that finished \\ith 
lostng records, beuting all three. This year they play ~ix teams 
that had lnsing records last season: San Diego State (4-R), 
Stanford ( 4-8), N()rth Carolina ( 4-!\), Washington ( 4-9). 
Pittsburgh (5-7) and Syracuse (2-10). Pittsburgh hasn't had a 
winning record 111 three seasons, Wa-;lungton hasn't had a 
winning season since 2002. Stanford, N;rth Carolina and 
Syracu<;e ince 2001 and San Dieuo State )>ince 1998. 

Several other oppnnenh. ~ouch as Mi\' h1gan and Boston
