PRESTONSBURG- An early morning robbery 
in Prestonsburg on Sunday has police searching for 
suspects. 

According to reports, two white males with ban­
danas covering their faces entered Tiger Mart just 
after 4 a.m. Sunday and pointed semi-automatic 
handguns at the cashiers, demanding money and 
threatening them if they used the alarm system. 

The entire robbery only took around 45 seconds, 
according to video recorded by the Tiger Mart's 
security camera. Officers are continuing to study the 
footage in an attempt to get more clues about t)1e 
identity of the suspects. 

The suspects reportedly left the scene in a white, 
four-door car and turned south onto U.S. 23, but a 
passerby told police that the car made a U-tum and 
headed in the opposite direction after driving out of 
view of Tiger Mart. 

Because of this maneuver, officers believe that 
this isn't the first time that the suspects have com­
mitted a robbery, and are currently checking with 
surrounding counties to see if there are any other 
cases that have ~imilarities . 

According to police, one suspect is around 5 feet, 
5 inches tall, with a ponytail, and the other suspect is 
around 6 feet, 2 inches tall, and heavy, with curly 
black hair.

Coal prices show signs of weakening

CHARLESTON, W.Va. - Global 
demand for coal has shown some signs 
of slack, leaving investors to wonder 
what's next for U.S . producers who've 
seen prices at times triple over the past 
year. 

Ocean freight rates, the U.S. dollar 
and other factors behind the hig jump 
have begun to ease. Meanwhile, ana­
lysts are questioning whether a global 

slowdown has begun to hurt the steel 
industry, which uses high-pticed metal­
lurgical coal to fire blast furnaces. 

Investment bank Goldman Sachs 
downgraded the entire U.S. steel indus­
try Thursday, citing risks such as the 
strengthening dollar and conceri1s 
about demand from China. 

Shares m one of the biggest coal 
producers, Massey Energy Co. tumbled 
more than 9 percent, or $5.15, to 
$50.62 in midday trading on news that 
2008 prices and production are show-

ing signs of weakness. 
St. Louis-based coal giant Peabody 

Energy offered a more bullish assess 
ment during a presentation at a Lehman 
Brothers investor conference Thursday. 
Peabody, the world's largest privately 
held coal producer, said w0rld coal 
demand continues to exceed supply 
and prices remain strong and rising. 
Massey is due to present at the same 
conference Thursday afternoon. 

Stifel, Nicolaus & Co. analyst Paul 
Forward blamed lower volumes of 

metallurgical coal for lukewarm 2008 
price and production guidance issued 
by Richmond, Va.-based Massey in a 
report Thursday. Met coal has soared to 
$250 a ton at times this summer, from 
less than $100 a ton a year ago. As 
Forward notes. Massey's stock has fall­
en about 40 percent in the third quarter 
after jumping 157 percent in the second 
quarter.

• · Coal producers say new 
regulations cutting production

CHARLESTON, W.Va.­
Following a string or high pro­
tile mine accidents that left 
dozens dead in recent years, 
coal operators say the federal 
Mine Safety and Health 
Administration has become 
extremely heavy-handed in an 
attempt to counteract accusa­
tions of lax cversight. 

During the first 10 months 
of fiscal 2008, MSHA says it 
has slapped mine operators 
with $97.4 million in fines­
a 141 percent increase over 
last year's total. Citations and 
orders for various infractions 
arc up nearly R percent as well. 

Producers say the spike in 
enforcemem actions have sti­
tled productivity, Increased 
costs and prevented mine 
operators from cashing in on 
soaring international demand. 

Prices, particularly for met­
allurgical-grade coal for pow­
ering steel hlast furnaces, have 
tripled over the past year in 
response to the weak U.S. dol­
lar, foreign shipping bottle­
necks, ocean freight rates and 
other factors. Met coal has 
fetched $250 a ton at Limes. 
while spot prices for coal for 
electric utilities have tripled in 
Appalachia and the Illinois 
Basin. 

Still, signs that Massey 
Energy Co., Arch Coal Inc. , 
Alpha Natural Resources and 
other top U.S. producers were 
chafing under the oversight 

• began about a year ago, just as 
MSHA was drawing renewed 
criticism rrom Congress and 
organized labor over enforce-

. ment. Critics blasted the 
, agency for failing to perform 

mandatory inspections iu 
underground coal mines 
despite high-profile fatal acci­
dents including lhe Sago Mine 
explosion in 2006 that killed 
12 and the Crandall Canyon 
mine collapse and rescue 
attempt that killed nine. 

"Some of these citations or 
violations are extremely petty 
and probably in no way con­
tribute to safer conditions," 
said National Mining 

, Association spokesman Luke 

Popovich. 
MSHA director Richard 

Stickler dismisses the notion 
that stricter enforcement isn't 
improving safety. 

"Certainly when you find 
an unsafe condition and you 
require the operator to correct 
that condition, that has to he 
making the mine safer," 
Stickler said. "We're making 
more inspections. we're writ­
ing more violations, and we're 
assessing higher penalties. 

"That's our job. One of the 
tools we have is enforcement." 

MSHA's own statistics 
r.;how the agency began upping 
the pressure beginning in 
2007. 

Citations and orders issued 
for various infractions jumped 
2 percent to 78,687 between 
fiscal 2006 and 2007. Thrm;gh 
the first 10 months of fiscal 
2008. MSHA says citations 
and orders were up 7.7 percent 
to 84.744. 

Fines doubled to $40.4 mil­
lion from fiscal 2006 to 2007 
before this year's big increase. 

Stickler said the agency 
was able to hire 170 inspectors 
and also cited federal legisla­
tion allowing increased fines 
across the board for better reg­
ulatiolli 

Forcing a coal operator to 
stop mining even briefly is at 
the heart of the complaints. 
MSHA inspectors have the 
authority to order evacuations. 

When a mine shuts down. 
costs per ton of coal removed 
spikes because mmers are still 
paid. That cuts into company 
profits because most U.S. coal 
is sold at a set price under a 
long term contract. 

U.S. Department of Energy 
numbers show eastern coal 
production was down 0.6 per­
cent through mid-August from 
a year earlier. Western coal 
production _was up 0.9 percent 
over the same period. 

Patriot Coal recently told 
Wall Street analysts that 
MSHA enforcement has 
increased costs as much as 
$1.25 per ton. Tn the second 
quarter, for instance, Palliot's 
per ton costs jumped more 
than 8.6 percent.

River Coal Co. Chief 
Executive Peter Socha said 
during the company's latest 
earnings call with securities 
analysts .. 

Stickler, however, says 
extra scrutiny shouldn't hurt 
productivity. 

''It comes back to the man­
agement skill and the priorities 
that the mine management sets 
at the mine. lf the operator is 
commilled to doing things a 
safe way, I think they can do 
both," he sa1d.

Not this time 
Nation was ready 
for Gustav 

•Hun·icanes are such a powerful force of nature that these 
days one moderate-sized storm can wipe out- or at the least 
badly dismpt - a national political convention 1,200 miles 
away. 

That was the case Monday with Hurricane Gustav, which 
skirted past New Orleans but not before sucking most of the 
energy out of the opening day of the Republican National 
Convention in Minneapolis-St. Paul. 

Given the echoes of Hurricane Katrina, which pounded 
New Orleans and humiliated the Bush administration three 
year<; ago, Republicans had little choice but to tum their con­
vention hall into a giant phone bank, with prime-time appeals 
for donations to hurricane relief. Sen. John McCain, the 
soon-to-be Republican nominee, made the right calls in scal­
ing back the convention's early events, visiting threatened 
areas a day before the storm hit, and staying our of the spot­
light Monday. Democratic nominee Barack Obama also set 
aside normal campaigning to ask supporters to help hurricane 
victims. 

The message of the day \.fonday was to place the nation's 
needs first and to put a pause on politics. Perhaps both sides 
should adopt aspects of that approach not just for the rest of 
this week but also for the next two months. Let's, by all 
means, have a robust debate over essential issues. the candi­
dates' visions for the nation, and their qualification for the 
job. But Jet'<; set aside the personal attacks and the off-issue 
jibes that have- dominated recent presidential campaigns, 
including th1s one until now. 

As for Gustav. it shouldn't be left to fade away. before not­
ing how dramatically different state, local and federal leaders 
responded this time than in 2005. Katrina was a national dis­
grace, but the debacle started with the utter failure of state 
and local governments to prepare for and respond to the 
storm. This time. by almost all accounts, government on all 
levels was ready. · · 

Yes, this storm was weaker than Katrina and New Orleans 
was spared a direct hit, but the massive evacuation of resi­
dents and the massing of relief workers that took place over 
the weekend showed how well the lessons of Katrina have 
been learned. 

State, federal and local governments worked well together 
and with private organizations such as the Red Cross and the 
Salvation Army. 

Katrina is a lasting example of the suffering that is inflict­
ed when government fails to meet its obligations. Gustav, 
although a lesser storm. illustrates the good that can occur 
when leaders at all levels live up to their responsibilities.

CALABASAS, Calif. 
As fictional lovers go, bubbly 
blond Sookie Stackhouse and 
tall, pale Bill Compton are as 
massively mismatched as they 
come. After all. Sookie (Anna 
Paquin) is exuberantly human 
and Bill (Stephen Moyer) is, 
well, totally undead in HBO's 
flamboyant new vampire saga. 
"True Blood." 

"Bill is really genteel but 
that doesn't stop hilll from 
being blood-hungry," 'Moyer 
says of his menacing 173-
ycar-old character in ''True 
Blood," adapted for tel vision 
by Alan Ball ("Six Feet 
Under'') from the popular 
series or Southern vampire 
novels by Charlaine Harris. 

'The tension belween Bill 
and Sookie is quite palpable,"

That sexually suggestive 
tension is key to "True Blood." .

Sunday. Set in a small 
Louio;;iana town (actually the 
Santa Monica Mountains 
northwest or Los Angeles), the 
edgy series chronicles a time 
when synthetic blood supplies 
enable Bill and other vampires 
to live openly among humans, 
without necessarily reeding on 
them. 

Like Barnabas Collins

Study: Workers to pay 
more for health care .

NEW YORK- Get ready 
for another h1ke in copays and 
deductibles. 

A suney being released 
Thursday by the Mercer l:On· 
suiting lirm round 59 percent 
of companies intend to keep 
down rising health care costs 
in 2009 QY raising workers' 
deductibles. copays or out-of 
pocket spending limirs. 

On average. health care 
costs will go up by an el)timat­
ed 5.7 percent next year for 
both workers and their 
employers, the study found. 
That repeats this year's 5.7 
percent hike and a 6.1 percent 
jump in 2007. 

The growth of health care 
costs has hovered at around 6 
percent since 2005, according 
to Mercer. While that's down 
rrom the double-digit growth 
in previous years, if'> still 
moving at a faster clip than 
inflation or workers wages. 

"It's not something to cheer 

ahouL especially since costs 
arc getting pa~scd on to 
employees:· said Blaine Sos, 
author of the survey. 

The results were prelirru­
nary findings, with about half 
of the 3.000 large companies 
surveyed reporting. 
Preliminary findings for the 
annual survey have historical­
ly been in line with final 
results. 

Bel ween 2003 and 2007, 
the average deductible for an 
individual grew from $250 lo 
$400. For a family, it rose 
from $1 ,000 to $1.500. 
according to Mercer. 

Deductibles are the amount 
workers pay ror medtcal care 
out of pocket. On<.:e workers 
spend Lhal amount, they begin 
sharing costs with employers. 
with the company covering an 
average of 80 percent. 

Health plans are trying to 
rein in costs by offering choic­
es su<.:h as disease mana<>e­
ment pians and incentives for 
greater use of prescription 
drugs. said Robert Zirkelbach, 

a spokesman for America's 
Health insurance Plans, a trade 
assodation representing nearly 
1 ,300 insurers. 

··But there's certainly still 
more work to be done," 
Zirkelbach said. 

He said AHIP has proposed 
a number of policies and mea­
sures to further curb costs. 

The Mercer survey also 
found 47 percent of companies 
are encouraging enrollment in 
plans with lower premiums 
and higher deductibles. 

Additionally. the survey 
found 19 percent of employers 
will start offering a consumer­
directed health plan. These are 
h1gh-deducLible plans with 
employee controlled spending 
accounts. They encourage 
employees to consider costs 
when hy letting them save 
aecoum money they don· t 
spend for future needs. 

Last year, 12 pcrcc•t of all 
employers said they were 
"very likely" to implement 
such a plan by 2009.

McConnell, the Senate's 
lop-ranking Republican, also 
praised McCain '~ running 
mate, Alaska Gov.

In his short speech, 
McConnell traced McCain's 
long family heritage or mili­
tary service and emphasized 
lhe Arit.ona senator 's captivity 
during the Vietnam War. 

"Those herok deeds are not . 
the only reason to vote for 

John McCain,'' McConnell 
said. "But they tell us impor­
tant things about the man. 
Because when the crowds fall 
silent, and the teleprompters 
arc rolled away, what is left is 
character, proven character." 

As a POW, McCain refused 
his captors' offer of early 
rel ease and eventually 
returned home from his 5•!2 
years of capti vity on crutches 
and unable to lift his arms. 

'·They :)ay that the measure 
of a man is what he docs when 
none are looking," McConnell 
said. "And in nearly six years 
of anguish, John McCain kept 
faith with his fellow prisoner:>. 
He honmed the code. He put 
aside his own good lor others. 
And 1 guaranrce you this. he'll 
do the same as president.". 

McConnell, who is facing 
his toughest re election tight 
in years, often mentions 
McCain on the campmgn trail, 
though the two have differed 
on some key issues in the past 

- most notably campaign­
linance re rorm. 

McCain is heavily fa\ ored 
to carr) Kentucky agawst 
Democratic opponent Barack 
Obama in November. 

As for Palin. McConnell 
said the firsr-tcnn Alaska gov­
ernor and former small town 
mayor has u record that .. the 
American people have aheady 
come to respect and admire."

Medicine therapy for clogged arteries

to clean vut clogged arteries. 
't that he hetter than a h)pass 

to prevellt hecut attacks? What is 
chelation therapy and lww does it 
work? 

AChelmion therapy was devel­
oped in the mid-1900s for the 
treatment of heavy meLal poi­

soning. It involves injecting chemical 
binding agents into the bloodsLream. 
These chemicals will bind them­
selves to lead, as well as to certain 
other metals. including iron, mercury, 
copper and zinc. Once this binding 
has laken place, Lhe chemicals and 

the metals can be excreted from the 
body through the kidneys and stools. 
Another legitimate use of chelation 
therapy is to treat people who have a 
disorder called hemochromatosis that 
can lead to an unsafe buildup of iron 
in their bodies. 

Two chemicah have been 
approved by the U.S. Food and Dmg 
Administration (FDA) for chelation 
of lead and mcrcuty poisoning. They 
are dimercaptosuccinic acid (DMSA) 
and cthylcncdiaminctetraacctic acid 
(EDTA). There are also other drugs 
- some of which can be taken orally 
- that have been used as chelating 
agents. 

Anecdotally. some people who 
have received chelation treatments 
for lead poisoning said they felt much 
beller overall arter the procedure. 
There have also been reports that 
chelation therapy might improve cir­
culation, as well. But, the claims 
don' I -;top there. You can rind propo~ 
ncnts advocating what they call "the 
miracles of chelation therapy'' for 
improving a wide variety of condi­
tion~ such as leg cramps, artbntis, 
multiple sclerosi~, Parkinson's dis­
ease. viswn problems, psoriasis and 
even sexual dysfunction. 

Most of these claims arc totally 
bogus. However, the high level of 
interest - and the anecdotal infor­
mation I mentwned earlier - have 
led the National institutes of Health 
(NIH) to laum.:h a large scale investi­
gation or chelation therapy lor the 
treatment of coronary arte1y disease. 
Their goal is to enrnll over 30,000 

patients to see if there is any truth to 
the claims of chelation therapy clear­
ing out arteries and improvtng car­
diovascular health. This study has 
been ongoing strtce about 2003 and 
they hope to have it completed by 
2010. 

Tt may be worth waiting J'or the 
findings. lf. indeed, chelation work~ 
to clear arteries, then we will bear 
about it. lf not, we will hear that too. 
So, the jury is still out on the question 
or u:~ing chelation therapy to treat 
coronary artery disease. And, w,hile 
chelation therapy is safe. there arc 
possible side effects to both DMSA 
and EDTA, so the medil:allons should 
nor be used unless you really need 
them. 

1 would urge you not to seck 
chelation therapy tor "dogged :u1er 
ies" until the NTH jury return" it ver­
dict. In the meantime, discus<; your 
concerns wilh your family physician

Without activity, the support­
ing ligaments, tendons and 
muscles lose their ±leXlbthty 
and strength. This can cause 
the jomt to become even less 
able Lo function correct! y and 
lead to more rapid breakdown 
of the joint. By taking part in a 
regular exercise program, you 
can cause the joint to function 
better mechanically which 
decreases the amount of 
inflammation, break down and 
pain. 

However, linding the bal­
ance between doing too much 
activity and too little can be 
quite a challenge.

The frequency and intensity 
of your activities arc really the 
keys to success.

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Appeals court rejects some Ky. water regulations

selects waterways meriting special 
protection. 

LOUISVILLE - A federal 
appeals court rejected a Kentucky 
regulation for coal-mining discharge 
into waterways and ordered the 
Environmental Protection Agency to 
reevaluate the rule. 

The decision came as a result of a 
lawsuit filed in 2004 by the environ­
mental group the Kentucky 
Waterways Alliance. The group sued 
the EPA during the decade-long dis­
pute over the Clean Water Act, saying 
the agency approved rules for 
Kentucky that had so many exemp­
tions that they were practically use­
less. 

areas· with good water quality if the 
state finds a good social and econom­
ic need to add that pollution to the 
water. 

Kentucky's regulations also 
exempted a variety of pollution dis­
charges into waters where fish, shell 
fish and wildlife live. 

U.S. District Judge Thomas 
Russell upheld the regulations in 
2006. 

Kentucky gave the EPA a letter 
saying how it planned to interpret the 
clean water regulations, a move that 
doesn't meet the requirements of the 
federal Administrative Procedures 
Act, Judge Deborah Cook wrote for 
the majority of the three-judge paneL 

Judge EriL: Clay wrote a separate 
opinion saying he would have gone 
farther than his colleagues and 
required the EPA to rework all or 
Kentucky's regulation~ because they 
too often rely on assurances from the 
state Without any legal backing. 

"In my view. the EPA acted con­
trary to law by relying on these unen­
forccahle commitments," Clay wrote. 

EPA spokeswoman Dawn Harris-
The 6th Circuit Court of Appeals 

on Wednesday also rejected the EPA's 
approval of five other water pollution 
regulations. It mcludcd a rule dealing 
with how much pollution from a con 
centrated animal feeding operation is 
acceptable to di charge into some 
lakes, streams and rivers. 

The court is requiring the EPA to 
reconsider Kentucky's exemption for 
coal-mining discharges. The exemp­
tion allows coal mines to dump in 

The court found that the EPA, in 
approving the exemptions, failed to 
explain why the effect of them would 
be insignificant. 

"This securing an informal com­
mitment from a state agency rather 
than requiring the state to amend its 
regulations violates the federal 
approval procedure," Cook wrote. 
Senior Judge Eugene Siler joined 
Cook in ordering the EPA to rework 
the regulations.

CHARLOTTE, N.C. - It's 
certainly been Lhe season of 
Kyle Busch, and Carl Edwards 
has definitely proved himself a 
credible championship threat. 

But lest anyone forget, this is 
Jimmie Johnson's favorite part 
of the yea7r. The two-time 
defending NASCAR champion 
reminded everyone of that 
Sunday night with a dominating 
victory in California that most 
certainly served as a wake-up 
call to the competition. 

Johnson led all but 22 of the 
250 laps, then beat Greg Biffle 
to the finish line in Fontana by a 
cruise-control 2.076 seconds. TL 
was his third win of the season 
and helped chip away at the 
lead Busch and Edwards will 
have over him when the Chase 
for the championship begins 
Sept. 14 at New Hampshire. 

Plain and simple, it wa<> a 
statement race. 

Johnson will nol quietly slep 
aside. If he loses his title, he'll 
at leasL go down lighting. 

"1 feel like we're doing the 
right things to have a fighting 
chance at the championship," 
Johnson said after Sunday 

night's win. 
That's had news for Busch; 

Edwards and everyone else in 
the 12 driver championship 
field. 

See, this is the time of the 
year when Johnson and his 
Hendrick Motorsports team 
kicks into the highest gear. The 
No. 48 team races to win every 
week, bul when the title is up 
for grabs, that crew literally 
takes no prisoners in pursuit of 
perfection. 

Jeff Gordon certainly 
learneu that the hard way last 
season, when Johnson's one· 
time mentor was tremendous 
during the !()-race title run. But 
hts bid for a firth Cup champi­
onship was cmelly denied when 
Johnson, his one-time protege 
and Hendlick teammate, was 
absolutely flawless down the 
stretch. 

Johnson won four ~,;onsecu 
Live races to snatch the title 
from Gordon's grasp, and fin­
ished his title march with a jaw­
dropping average finish of 5.0. 
He was outside the top 10 only 
twice - a pair of 14th-place 
finishes in the build up to his 
sweeps at Martinsville, Atlanta, 
Texas and Phoenix. 

By the time Johnson crossed 

the fimsh line 1irst at Phoenix, 
Gordon conccdeu. He visiled 
Johnson in Victory Lane that 
day, jokingly bowing in the 
presence of greatness. 

And last year wasn't even 
the first time Johnson has put on 
such a show. He won just one 
Chase race during his 2006 ttlle 
mn, bm clawed out four mnner­
up linishe~ in five races lo win 
the championship. 

He won a pair of Cha<;e races 
in 2005 the year he was in 
contention for the title headed 
into the season finale, but 
wreckl!d out at Homestead 
when he blew a tire. Johnson 
also won four of five races, and 
fimshed second in the 
Homestead fmale. to claw back 
into title coment1on in 200·-l. He 
ultimately finished second in 
the stanthngs that season, but 1t 
set the tone for how Johnson 
and crew chief Chad Knaus 
would approach the Chase 
every year.· 

That's not to say they aren't 
serious during the 26-race "reg­
ular season." Johnson has 19 
pre-Chase victmics since 2004. 

But he's been quiet this year, 
deferring to Busch's dominance 
and Edwards' rece.nt emer­
gence. 

Busch has a Cup series-best 
eight victones this season -
some of them by the same dom­
inating standard Johnson 
showed Sunday night and 18 
overall spanning NASCAR's 
top three series. He's the Cup 
point!> leader, and will start the 
Chao;e at the lOp of the standings 
with at lca<;t 80 bonus points 
with one more race to go. 

Edwards has six Cup victo­
nes and is second in the stand­
ings. Bur his bonus poims only 
stand at 50 because NASCAR 
docked him 10 when his race­
winning car failed inspection at 
Las Vega<>. 

Either way. those two dri­
vers have dominaLed the sched­
ule while the champ faded from 
the headlines. 

Johnson doesn't mind, 
though. knowing the upcoming 
stretch is really all that matters 
and he's certainly among the 
contenders. 

"We have three (wins) now, 
so we are halfway to Carl," he 
said. ··rm happy to sec people 
are considering us as a realistic 
chance for the Cha<>e and a 
championship contender 
because our results have shown 
that, and we have been chipping 

.away at it and getting closer to

Sunday 
was typical, with Earnhardt 
leading early in the race, then 
trying to keep the other leaders 
in sight as he dealt with a very 
loose race car. 

"It's been the same old 
story," he said. "We show up 
fast, but we can't put a whole 
race together. So we've got to 
do some homework. We' ve 
goL to science iL out and figure 
out what the heck is going on, 
because we are sure fa~l when 
that race starts.

ST. PAUL Minn. - Sarah 
Palm often identifies herself 
simply as Christitm. 

Yet Jolm McCain's nmning 
mate has deep roots in 
Pentecostalism, a spirit-lllled 
Chnstlan tradition that is one of 
the fastest growing in the world. 
It's often derided by out.«iders 
and Bible-believers alike. 

Palin was baptized Roman 
Catholic as a newborn. She was 
rhcn baptized in a Pentecostal 
Assemblies of God church as a 
teen and attended that church 
until siX years ago, when she 
and her family adopted a differ­
ent home church, an independ­
ent evangelical church. 

Mmia Comella, a spokes­
woman for the McCain-Palm 
campaign, has said Palin 
attends different churches and 
does not consider herself 
Pentecostal. 

Details of Palin'~ religious 
background and its influence on 
her. public policy are still 
emerging. As Ala<>ka governor, 
she signed a proclamation as 
Alaska's governor honoring 
Chii-,tian Heritage Week and 
said creationism shouldn't be 
barred from classroom discus­
sions. 

She used traditional evan­
gelical language in praying that 
a natural gas pipeline he huilt in 
Alaska and that the U.S. nus 
sion in lraq was a "task that is 
from God." Yet she's illso said 
she would not force her views 
on others. 

Palin identifies herself only 
as'Christian in her biography on 
the National Governors· 
Association Web site. ln an 
Aug. 14 interview with Time 
magazine. she once again 
described herself as ChristHm. 
When pressed, she said she 
attended a "nondenominational 
Bible church." 

"1 was baptized Catholic as a 
newborn and then my family 
started going to nondenomina­
tional churches throughout our 
life," she said. She did not men­
tion her longtime association 
with the Assemblies of God, 
which claims nem·Jy 3 million 
members and is one of the 
biggest Pentecostal groups in 
the U.S . 

Grant Wacker, an expert in 
Pentecostalism at Duke 
Divinity School in Durham, 
N.C., said he can understand 
why. He said the McCain cam 
paign likely doesn' t want Palin 
associated with the best-known 
Pentecostal to ever hold puhlic 
office, former U.S. Attorney 
General John Ashcroft, an 
active member of the 
Assemblies of God. 

"Though Pentecostals arc 
diverse and rapidly main 
streaming themselves, the pub-' . . he still perce1ves them as sec 
tarian and unc:ompromising, 

Alaska Gov. and Republican 
vice presidential nominee 
Sarah Palin 

and those traits will not lielp 
Palin's image," Wacker said. 

Palin was baptized as a 
teenager in Alaska at the 
Wasilla Assembly of God, 
which she and her family 
attended until 2002. 

'The facL is she has grown 
up and ha<; a<;sociated v.ith one 
of our Assemblies of God 
churches, which is a Pentecostal 
church, for years,'' said the Rev. 
Bill Welch, superintendent of 
the denomination's Alaska 
District. "Pentecostalism is 
bound to have some kind of 
impact and influence on her.'' 
• Pentecostals arc conserva­

tive in their reading of the Bible 
and, often, culture. 

The Rev. Ed Kalnins, seruor 
pa')tor at Wasilla Assembly of 
God since 1999, once ques­
tioned in a sermon whether peo­
ple who voted for Democratic 
Sen. 'John Kerry in the 2()()4 

presidential clccuon would get 
into heaven. 

Unlike most other Christians 
- rnc.:luding mo~t evangelicals 
- Pentecostals believe in "bap-
tism in the Holy Spirit.'' That 
can manifest nself through 
speaking in tongues, modern­
day prophesy and faith healing. 

The Assemblies of God 
teaches that spirit baptism must 
be accompanied by speaking in 
tongues. Still, some churchgo­
ers never have the experience. 

Before running for Ala'>ka 
governor, Palin also frequented 
Wasilla's Church on the Rod, 
an independent Pentecostal 
church, senior pastor David 
Pepper said in a statement. 

About six years ago, the 
Palins began attending their 
current church home, Wasilla 
Bible Church, an independent 
evangelical congregation of 
truck drivers, executives and 
teachers, pastor Larry Kroon 
said.

Natural gas is lighter than air, non-toxic and contains no po1sonous Ingredients. Breathing natural gas is not harmful as long as 
there is adequate air to breath along with it. Natural gas will not burn by itself. Combustion can occur only when there is a mix­
ture of gas and air containing between 5 percent and 15 percent natural gas and between 95 percent and 85 percent air. 
Because of its unique qualities of being lighter than air with a narrow band of combustion, natural gas is one of the safest ener­
gy sources available. It is also one of the most economical sources. Understanding and following safety procedures will make 
natural gas an even safer choice. ' 

THE POTENTIAL HAZARDS OF NATURAL GAS 
Gas accidents can be avoided if you understand the potential hazards. 

(1) FIRE 
Natural gas can be a fire hazard. if you let it. Don't let 1t. A very hot stove, open .flame or pilot light can ignite any combustible 
materials that happen to be near. Keep paper. curtains, paints. solvents.,etc .. away from gas appliances. 

(2) EXPLOSION 
Natural gas can be Ignited by open flames or sparks. That's why un-burned natural gas should never be allowed to escape into 
a room. A spark. flame, l1t match or c1garertte, even the flick of a light switch may be enough to cause an explosion. 

{3) CARBON MONOXIDE POISONING 
Even though natural gas itself isn't poisonous, gas burners that aren't adjusted properly can produce deadly carbon monoxide 
You can't see or smell carbon monox1de, but 1t's a killer. To avoid its dangers, always make sure thai any natural gas appliances 
in your home are properly adjusted and vented to the outside .. so they'll burn safely and eHiciently. 

{4) SUFFOCATION 
Natural gas can cause suffocation if it replaces air containing oxygen. {Only air that has oxygen can sustain life.) This IS anoth­
er reason why natural gas should never be allowed to leak from appliances or build up in an enclosed area or room. 
FOLLOW THESE COMMON SENSE SAFETY RULES ... IT'S UP TO YOU TO USE SAFE GAS APPLIANCES AND TO USE 
GAS APPLIANCES SAFELY!!! 

{I) KEEP COMBUSTIBLES such as papers, fluids, paints, curtains and rags away from furnaces, water heaters and gas ranges 
and dryers. 
{2) TEACH CHILDREN never to light or play with the controls of any gas appliances. 
(3) KEEP PILOT LIGHTS of your gas range lit. If you put them out to save energy, a dangerous gas build-up can occur if some­
one accidentally turns on the range 
(4) KEEP GAS RANGE.CLEAN- make sure burner bowls are free of used matches, grease, paper, etc. 
(5) AND, NEVER USE YOUR GAS RANGE to heat your home or apartment. This practice creates a serious fire hazard and 
puts you and your family at nsk from dangerous carbon monoxide fumes. 
{6) MAKE SURE PLIANCES ARE VENTED- Natural gas needs air containing oxygen to bum safely and efficiently. Without 
enough air, dangerous carbon monoxide is produced. For this reason, always make sure that your gas furnace and water heater 
are vented to the outs1de of the bwldtng. If you re not sure your appliances are vented properly. have them checked by a qual­
ified heating contractor or plumber. 
(7) KEEP FLUES AND CHIMNEYS CLEAR- Have your fluepipe and chimney checked to make sure they're not blocked with 
debris such as nests, branches. or ivy. (Your heating contractor can inspect and clean fluepipes for you.) 
(8) SIGNS 0F POOR FLUE VENTILATION -Indoor wetAess (condensation); unusual smell in your home that doesn't go away; 
sick houseplants; yellow or wavering appliance flames; soot in your home; pilot light that keeps going out. 

• 
CERTAIN OLDER GAS CONNECTORS MAY BE DANGEROUS! 

Gas connectors are corrugated metal tubes used to connect gas appliances in your home to fuel gas supply pipes. Some older 
brass connectors have come apart, causmg fires and explosions resulting in deaths and injuries. 
These older brass connectors have a serious flaw in the process used to join their tubing to their end pieces. Over time, the end 
pieces can separate from the tubing, and cause a serious gas leak, explosion, or fire. To our knowledge, these dangerous 
uncoated brass connectors have not been made tor more than 20 years, but many of them are still in use. The older these con­
nectors get. the greater the possibility of failure. 
Although not all uncoated connectors have this flaw, it is very difficult to tell which ones do. Therefore, any uncoated brass con­
nector should be replaced immediately with either a new plastic- coated brass or a new stainless steel connector. Connectors 
can wear out from too much moving. bending, or corrosion. Connectors should always be replaced whenever the appliance is 
replaced or moved from its locatiOn. 

WARNING: Only a qualified professional should check your connector and replace it 1f needed. Don't try to do th1s yoLrself 
Moving the appliance. even slightly, whether to clean behind it or to inspect its gas connector, can cause the complete fa re of 
one of these older weakened connectors, possibly resulting in a deadly fire or explosion. 

DO NOT MOVE YOUR APPLIANCE TO CHECK THE CONNECTOR! 

HOW DO I KNOW IF A GAS HAZARD EXISTS??? - YOUR SENSE OF SMELL SHOULD TELL YOU 

(1) A GAS LEAK IS POTENTIALLY VERY DANGEROUS! - Gas may leak from faulty appliances, broken pipes or broken 
mains. Make sure all members of your family know what to do if they smell gas. 

(A) IF THE ODOR IS STRONG: 
1) Do not light matches. 
2) Do not turn lights on or off. 
3) Do not operate any controls or pull any plugs from outlets. 
4) Do not use the telephone. 
5) Notify everyone in the building.or house to leave immediately, and leave the door open. 
6) If possible, ventilate the building by opening doors and windows, starting where the odor is strongest. Do not re-enter the 
building for this purpose. 
7) Call the utility company or fire department from a nearby building or house. Do not use the telephone in your house. 
8) Do not re-enter your home until the utility company or tire department has released you to do so. 
9) Never take chances I If your safety is threatened, get out qt,~ickly.

HOW TO RECOGNIZE A GAS LEAK OUTSIDE HOUSE OR BUILDING - Gas leaks outside are uncommon, but it is a good 
idea to know how to recognize them. Common signs include: 
I) A gas odor. 
2) A blowing or hissmg sound. 
3) Dirt bemg blown or thrown into the air. 
4) Water bubbling or being blown into the air at a pond. 
5).Fire coming from the ground or burning above the ground. 
6) f3rown patches in vegetation on or near gas pipeline. 
If you detect any signs of a gas leak outside, call Pres-tonsburg City's Utilities Commission irt;Jmediately.

3. Buried gas piping should be: , 
I. Periodically inspected for leakage. 
II. Periodically inspected for corrosion if piping is metallic. 
Ill. Repaired if any unsafe conditions are discovered. 
IV. Repaired, located, inspected and maintained by plumbers or heating contractors. 
4. When excavating near buried gas piping. the piping should be located in advance, and the excavation done by hand.
