PHELPS- Two Pike 
Countians were killed in a 
head-on collision 
Wednesday along Route 
194 in Phelps. 

Richard C. Runyon, 39, 
of McCoy Bottom Road in 
Phelps, and Delaney D.

Street in Phelps, both died 
after the two drivers collid­
ed Wednesday evening 
just before 8 p.m. 

According to reports 
from Kentucky State Police 
Post 9 in Pikeville, Runyon 
was driving east on Route 
194 in a 1997 Honda 
Accord when he crossed 
the center line and struck 
a 1992 Nissan truck driven 
by Mapes. 

Both Runyon and 
Mapes were flown by 
Wings Aif Rescue to 
Holston Valley Medical 
Center in Kingsport, Tenn. 
were they were later pro­
nounced dead. Police 
reports indicate that it is 
not currently known if 
either of the two were 
wearing seat belts at the 
time of the accident. 

The collision is still 
under investigation by 
Kentucky State Police 
Trooper Jimmy Anderson.

Church seeks County's help 
with treacherous span

WATERGAP - St. Martha's 
Catholic Church at Watergap has 
recently spearheaded a number of 
successful charitable efforts to 
bring supplies of all types to 
those in need across the county. 

With the help of Father Bob 
Damron, who has taken the reins 
of several of these outreach pro­
grams, and church member Terry 
Milon, church representative 
Shawn Combs has asked Floyd 
County officials to take an inter­
est in what they feel is a hazard to 
those accessing the outreach pro­
grams, the church and also resi­
dents living near the church. 

The problem, according to 
Combs, is the bridge that con­
nects the church, outreach offices 
and homes to the nearby highway 
just past the Paul Ward 

Thompson bridge . 
"This bridge needs some 

attention," Combs, acting as 
church spokesperson, told mem­
bers of the Floyd County Fiscal 
Court. "Unlike some other 
bridges around here, this one is 
approximately 20 feet high. If 
something goes off this bridge, 
somebody is going to be badly 
hurt." 

The key problem, Combs said, 
is that there are no barriers of any 
kind along the sides of the bridge 
such guardrails or other imple­
ments that would stop a skidding 
or sliding vehicle from dropping 
in the waters below. 

And the worry isn't simply for 
church members and nearby resi­
dents. Combs said the main con­
cern is for the public, those who 
travel across the bri~ge daily, 
many of whom are children. 

"There are outreach programs 

to provide various items across 
the bridge at the church," contin­
ued Combs. "Last year some 
6,000 people were helped by 
these programs." 

Combs said that adds up to a 
lot of people crossing the bridge 
throughout the year, and certainly 
during winter months when the 
lack of barriers would be most 
hazardous and families would be 
most in need. The key program 
headed by the church and over­
seen by Father Damron is 
Martha's Portion. 

"When you look at the num­
bers, it means that about 24 folks 
are going across 'that bridge from 
our community each day to get 
basic needs," said Combs. 

In addition to the Martha's 
Portion outreach supply center 
and headquarters, Combs said the

The (Elkhart, Ind.) Truth, on restrictin& teen drivers: 
Last week, an Indiana legislative study commirtee met and heard testi­

mony front- witnesses who want tougher driving restrictions on teens in 
an effort to save the lives of both drivers and their passengers. 

The proposals they're considering include a b<m on the use of cell 
phones and other hand-held devices for drivers under 18 and a require. 
ment of at least 50 hours of superv1sed driving practice- including 10 
hours at night- before a teen can receive a driver's license: Another 
p;ovi-;ion could change the minimum age for a license from 16 and one 
month to 16 and six months. 

More than 20 states already have passed laws requiring the 50 hours of 
practice, AAA says, and Indiana is one of 10 states with no practice 
requirements. Let's not just make teens pass such a requirement, however. 
Let's make all new drivers fulfill it. 

Another 20 states ban cell phone use, a practical idea to lessen distrac­
tions for new, young drivers. 

Similar proposals have failed in the General Assembly, where. some 
members consider the idea intrusive. They believe parents should ensure 
that their teens are ready to <hive. While their argument makes sense on 
the face of it, when lives arc at stake this is one of those areas where gov­
ernment should get involved. It's like regulating speed or prohibiting dri­
ving while intoxicated.

Driving 

Kentucky's 
future: The road 

fund 
by MIKE HELTON 

Kentucky's current and future 
transportation infrastructure, and 1 
don't mean ju<>l the Ohio River 
Bndgcs Project, is in dire need of an 
influx of nev. ~ash to our state road 
fund to continue a strong program of 
new construction and to continue to 
rehabilitate and upgrade our exbting 
roads and bndges. The future eco 
nomic growth and prosperity of 
Kentucky- both in rural and urban 
area~-depends on our road system. 
lf Kentucky is to he a place where 
business will locate and tourists will 
visit. we must demand and expand 
our road system. Our personal safe­
ty also depends on maintaining our 
road system as witnessed hy the trag­
ic collapse of an interstate highway 
bridge in Minnesota this vear and the 
dangers of an over-loade-d system of 
highways. The state's road l'und taxes 
and our federal transportation funds 
are inadequate and it is time to do 
something about it. 

Kenmcky's Road Fund receives 
specific .taxes and user fees that arc 
dediL:ated soldy to our highway pro­
gram. Our road fund, like the '>lat<!'s 
general fund, is not suffident to 
maintain our existing roads and 
hiidgcs nor is it sufficient to meet the 
economic deYelopment growth needs 
of the future. \Ve will need to 
increase our existmg sources of rev­
enue (meaning the gas and/or motor 
Yehide usage tax) to maintain an ade­
qua1e tran~portation plan that 
includes maintaining existing roads 
and building new ones. We must also 
identify new, alternative revenue 
streams to meet the needs of "mega" 
projects like the Ohio River bridges 
here. Northern Kentuck) and 
Henderson and other interstate pro­
jects. It will not be a question of 
should we increase rqad revenue. hut 
when, if the state is to continue eco­
nomic growth and sta) competitive 
with other states. 

The Funds 
The state road fund is made up o'f 

the state motor fuels tax (gas and 
diesel). the motor vc·hiclc usage tax 
(sales tax on vehicles). the wei~ht 
dt~tance tax and 'arious license ;nd 
registration fees. The state road fund 
generates ahout S 1.3 billion per year. 
The motor fuels or gas tax and the 
motor vehicle lax are the two largest 
contributors to the road fund. 

The state oas tax whi~h generates 
about $600 ~1ilhon 'annually, is rev­
enue sh<rred with local governments 
at the rate of 48<fr . so near I} half or 
that mone) 1s returned to the cities 
and counties. The stale motor fuels 
tax is current!) 21 A cents per gallon. 
ll has increased by 6.1 cents (a 
penny-plus each year) over the last 
five }ears. The increase is due to an 
index on a portion of the rax that is 
loused on the average wholesale price. 
The in~rease is limited to no more 
than I Oo/c of the eunem tax. 1l1e lim­
itation on the index has kept the 
increa.;e rrom accelerating at the 
same rate as the average wholesale 
price. Tt generates nowhere near the 
amount reqmrcd to keep up v.ith 
accelerating road constrw.:ti<'n costs. 

Change Is Critical 
W~:. must increase our road fund 

revenues if we are to maintain an 
adequate road .;ystem There is no 
v. ay to do that \\ ithout mcreasmg the 
user rees Stall! GO\ernillent hm. 
been caught in a "no new tax" envi­
ronment -.ince the begiljlling or this 
decade that i~ politically dnven in all 
of our elections. \Ve have a tendency 
to blame our elected officials when 
there is not enough money for pro­
jects and progrmm We need on 1 y tn 
look to ourselves. We mu'\t give our 
elected orriciab the support to gener­
ate the funding needed to continue 
the slate's economic gro.,.,th. 

One funding mechanism of \Vhich 
we have not taken adv<mtage is the 
way the current gas tax is indexed. 
The mdex. because of the J 01fr <:ap. 
has not kept pace wHh tiJe average 
wholesale p1icc and the mcrease in 
the gas tax has been limited l;.J sltghl­
ly more than a penny per year. lf the 
law were changed to calculate the 
index four times per year rather than

<mnually. we could generate enough 
new revenue to bring our transporta­
tiOn plan current. The increase could 
be phased in o'er a two year period 
and, \Vith pnces fluctuating as they 
ha\e heen lately. we would hardly 
notice It. I'he tmal increase would he 
8 cents per gallon (four cents per 
year) anq generate as much as $256 
nulhon in addmonal funds annually. 

The runding of the mega project:;; 
ate a difterent problem and requires 
thinking outside Lhe box with alLerna­
tive/ercativc funding mechanisms. 
The fiN !-lep toward this type of 
funding is for the legislature to autho­
rize the creation of local or re~wnal 
authorities capable of managir'lg the 
debt on the large projects. Re' enue 
bonds could be sold with the stale 
fronting the debt servi~e for the 
bonds during construction The 
authority could -then take over long 
tenn funding by levying tolls or other 
user fees Lo pa) the remaining debt 
scn·ice. After the bonds arc evcnrual­
ly paid orr. the tolls can come off. 

I have not mentioned public trans­
portation 'because its needs are so 
great a whole separate article is war­
ranted. Road funds are prohibited 
under our constitution from being 
used ror public transportation, a~ 

ridkuluus as that ~ound\. The state 
spends $1.3 billion per year on our 
roads and hridges. but only $4.5 mil­
lion on public transportation. 
Enough said. 

\Vc made a tremendous invest­
ment in our transportation infrastruc­
ture and in the 70'\, so·.,. and 90's, 
opening up areas of the state that pre­
' iouslv hud not been thut accessible. 
We c;nnot afford that investment to 
erode, or for Jack of new investment 
to become an ' impediment to 
Kentucky's future jobs and invest 
mcnt. We must come up with the 
fund~ to enable growth, facilitate 
lran~portation and continue to move 
the state forward.

It restores mobility in both cases. 
Most people who have a hip arthro­
plasty do very welL They are in the 
hospital for live to seven days, and 
usually begin physical therapy short­
ly after surgery. Physical therapy is 
continued after going home. Normal, 
pain free activity is the outcome in 
most people in just a couple of 
months. 

At your age, your replacement hip 
is likely to be good for the rest of 
your life. That's because the average 
··new hip" can 'last up to 20 years. 
During that time you should have full 
use of your limb. But excessive acti\' 
ity can cause the joint to wear out or 
dislocate ahead of schedule. 

You ask about post-operative 
infections from hip arthroplasty. Up 
lo 2 percent of all initial h1p replace­
ments do become infected. The figure 
is slightly higher lor "revision opera­
tions" in which a previously installed 
replacement joint wears out and is 
then resurfaced or replaced. As the 
figures indicate, infections in the 
immediate post-operative period arc . 
not a common occunence. Most 
patients are given antibiotiCS before 
and after surgery to prevent them. 

occumng anywhere from months to 
years later - is possible, but rela­
tively rare. The artificial hip, like any 
other foreign tissue. can cause 
in nammation and then become 
infected. Sometimes this process 
starts as a result of bacteria that were 
introduced at the time of the opera­
tion and then lay dormant tor a long 
period of time. ln other cases, bacte­
ria travel from another part or the 
body lhat has become infected. That's 
why it's importanl for those with gum 
disease, pneumonia or urinary tract 
infections to have prompt treatment. 
Tt is also a good idea to consult your 
dentist about using antibiotics before 
routine dental work to prevent the 
spread of bactclia from your gums to 
your bip. Patients with diabetes or 
rheumatoid arthritis are Lwi<.:e as like­
ly to get a late infec.:tion.

CONCORD, N.C. Jeff 
Gordon has just eighL more 
races to make it to Victory 
Lane and avoid his first win­
less season since his 1993 
rookie year. 

For many, it's inconceiv­
able that the four-time Cup 
champion is this far into a 
season without a win. 

To some, crew chief Steve 
Letarte is squarely to blame. 

Gordon won't stand for it. 
"Steve is an amazing crew 

chief," he said. "Whenever 
we're not performing, my 
fans seem to stay loyal to me, 
and I appreciate thal. But I'm 
as much a part of this team 
and its performance as any­
body else out there. 

"If there's going to be crit­
icisms, you know, 1 want it to 
come across the board." 

But Gordon has been 
spared uch of the criticism 
in a season that can only be 
described as disappointing. 
He heads into Round 3 of the 
Chase for the Sprint Cup 
championship ranked eighth 
in the standings, 118 points 
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under fire as Gordon 
behind leader Carl Edwards. 

His winless streak has 
reached 33 straight races, 
dating back to an October 
win at Lowe's Motor 
Speedway, and he's led more 
than 10 laps in a race just six 
times this season. 

Letane, who started work­
ing at Hendrick in the pans 
department as a teenager and 
moved through the ranks to 
the top job with Hendrick's 
winninge:.l team. admits thh 
season has been under­
whelming for the No. 24 
crew. 

"My goals coming into the 
year were much higher than 
this," he said. "Th1s is a race 
team built on winning races 
and winning championships, 
so when you don't win races, 
of course that's an unsuc 
cessful season." 

But irs not exactly a bad 
season. 

it's just not the follow-up 
anyone expected from last 
year's incredible run. when 
Gordon won six races and 
notched a NASCAR record 
30 top-1 0 finishes m 36 
events. He built a lead of 
more than 300 points in the 

regular season, and was bril­
liant during the Chase with 
two v1cto'ries and an average 
fimsh of 5. l. 

Problem was, teammate 
Jimmie John:;on was just a 
tick beucr - tallying an 
average finish of 5.0 to steal 
the title from Gordon. 

Johnson, a four-time win­
ner thrs season, is back in the 
thick of the title hunt this 
year. But Gordon is a bit of 
an underdog based on hjs 
regular season mediocrity. 

That's led his legion or 
-fans to question what's 
wrong and critique the job 
Letarte bas done this season. 

"It's no different than 
when you coach the Yankees 
and you miss the playoffs,'' 
said Letarte. "TL's no surprise. 
To thmk you can take a posi­
tion like this 1n tl"!is sport­
or with any sports team - if 
you don't win, you are going 
to take the blame. l' Ve got 
big shoulders. I can handle it. 

"But all 1 can do is keep 
doing my daily chores: try to 
make the car beller, try to 
make the team better and try 
lo win races." 

Gordon explained the crit-

icism comes with the territo­
ry for the crew chiej·, who 
holds down a job akin to 
being a head coach in other 
sports. 

"Unfortunately, we just 
haven't seen the results like 
we did last year," said 
Gordon, who has just 13 lop-
1 Os so far this season. 

"It's really easy to put 
aside or forget what we did 
last year, wh1eh to me was 
one of the best seasons T ever 
had in the Cup series. 
Looking at this year, just 
things haven't gone our way 
for whatever reason. But T 
believe (Steve's) the guy for 
the job, and he's a confident 
guy that docs the job well. 1 
hate that he gets the cTiti­
cism." 

Letarte also has support 
from team owner Rick 
Hendrick, who finds it some­
what amusing that the crew 
chief is being scrutinized 
after such a successful 2007 
season. Instead, Hendrick 
blames this season's strug­
gles on a combination of bad 
luck, NASCAR's finicky 
new car, Gordon's difficulty 
adapting to driving it full

DOVER, Del.- No matter 
how many or his Cup cars 
were in the race, owner Jack 
Roush was always on the win­
ning pit box whenever one of 
his drivers took the checkered 
nag. 

With about 20 laps to go at 
Dover, Roush wasn't sure 
where he should sit. Greg 
Bilne, Carl Edwards and Mall 
Kcnscth were racing three 
wide, bumper-to-bumper and 
just every other exciting com­
bination as they pushed hard 
on the concrete track ror the 
coveted Chase victory. 

Sure, the racing was 
thrilling for the fans. lt was 
almost too much to take for 
Roush. 

"I hyperventilated," he 
said. "lt's hard not to lose your 
mind when you have as many 
opportunities as there are with 
the multiple cars to he 
involved in something that's 
just not going to break your 
heart." 

No broken hearts this Lime. 
Just a 1-2-3 finish that kept 
Roush Fenway Racing in the 
thick of the Sprint Cup title 
hunt with eight races left in the 
Chase for the championship. 
Bift1e won his second straight 

Chase race, Kenscth was sec­
ond and Edwards third. 
Edwards has a 10-point lead 
over Jimmie Johnson and 
Biflle in the standings, pulling 
Roush in prime position to win 
his first title since 2004. 

' 'We've worked hard this 
season to gel our cars and team 
where they need to be," Biffle 
said. "I guess you can use the 
term, 'peak at the right time.'" 

Biffle certainly is after 
making the Chase without a 
win in the first 26 regular-sea­
son races and going 33 straight 
overall without a trip to 
Victory Lane before winning 
the Chase opener at New 
ltdmpshrre. His last victory 
before that came last season at 
Kansas - the track on tap this 
weekend, when Bi file can go 
for a stunning three straight 
victories. 

Still, no one at Roush 
Fenway is making room for 
that championship trophy 
quite yet. 

Kenseth methodically won 
Roush a champions)lip in 2003 
in the last year of the old 
points system and Kurt Busch 
won the first Chase title for 
him in 2004. 

But 2005 still stings Rou:;h 
and his crew. The team placed 
five cars in the 10-dtiver field 
and a third straight champi-

onship seemed all but a lock. 
Instead, Biffle was second and 
Edwards third - both 35 
powts belund Cup champion 
Tony Stewart. 

'·The thing I remember 
most about 2005 is how much 
trouble 1 got in for stinking up 
their show," Roush said. "The 
fact we weren't able to close 
the deal just added embaJ.rass­
mcnt to the problem we creat­
ed." 

Edwards thought he'd be 
able to easily duplicate his 
2005 season. 

"l thought that was pretty 
easy, we'll just win it next 
year,-· Edwards said. "l didn't 
realize what a great thing we 
had." 

Bift1e failed to build on the 
momentum of his six-win sea­
son in 2005 and didn't eYen 
qualify for the Chase the last 
two years. Now, he's emerged 
as a legitimate contender to 
add the Cup title to the cham­
pionships he won in the Busch 
(now Nationwide) and Trucks 
series. 

"I feel a lot better now 
about this championship than 1 
did in 2005." he said. 

Kenseth wrecked in New 
Hmnpshirc in the first Chase 
race and ts in I Oth place in the 
12-dnver field. 

They all promise this won ' t 

be a repeat of 2005. 
"I think about it every once 

in a while," Edwards said. "1 
think of how ignorant I was 
back then. T didn ' t realize how 
good I had it.·· 

Roush Fenway even got a 
boost at Dover International 
Speedway from non-Chase 
driver Jamie McMurray, who 
looked strong and led a bunch 
of laps early before he got tan­
gled up in a wreck. 

So with Edwards leading 
the points race and Biffle win­
ning all the Chase races, just 
where will Roush sit Sunday at 
Kansas? Turns out; he sticks 
with Bift1c's crew because he 
has seniority on the team. 

''1'11 move off the pit box 
when it's clear that one of the 
other cars is going to win just 
because I show the right 
amount or support for what 
they're doing," Roush said. 

Roush Fenway Racing 
already had eight wins this 
seac;on. Edwards would love to 
move his owner into the No. 
99 pit this weekend for ninth 

· win - even if he has to knock 
off one of his teammates to get 
it. 

"T don't think iL really mat­
ters that we're teammates, I 
think it matters that we respect 
one another," Edwards said.

Check out the favorites to 
win NASCAR's Chase for the 
Sprint Cup championship and 
you're not likely to find 
Kevin Harvick listed among 
them. 

Before the postseason got 
going, most everyone was 
touting regular-season sensa­
tion Kyle Busch, who has 
gotten off to a devastating 
start in the I 0-..race Chase, 
finishing 34th and 43rd in the 
first two races, virtually elim­
inating the 23-ycar-old from 
contention. 

Jimmie Johnson , who has 
won the past two titles, was 
another popular choice after 
winning the last two races 
before· the Chase began. And 
he's off to another s trong start 
in the playoffs, tied for sec­
ond with Greg Biflle, who 
has thrust himself into a con­
tending position with two 
straight wins. 

And, of course, there's 
Carl Edwards. whose six vic­
tories this season are second 
only to Busch's eight. He is 
leading the pointe; and has 
established himsel r as the guy 

10 beat. 
But Harvick, getting little 

attention so far, is on the best 
streak of them all with a 
career-best eight straight top-
1 0 fini shes. 

After running sixth last 
Sunday a! Dover - and mov­
ing up five spots to fifth in 
the standings. 101 points 
behind Edwards - Harvick 
said, ·'I am just really proud 
of all my guys and 1 really 
think we stil1 have the 
momentum to win this thing." 

He could be tight. 
With eight races to go. 

beginning with Sunday's 
Camping World RV 400 at 
Kansas Speedway, Harvick 
figures the championship 
remains wide open, g iving 
him as good a chance to win 
it as any of the leaders. 

"I think it is way too early 
to tell if anyone is out or 
championship contention ,'' 
the Richard Childress Racing 
driver said. "Tn 2006,. Jimmie 
(Johnson) struggled in the 
firs t couple of weeks and 
came back and won. 1 think 
you have to wait until you get 
about halfway through the 
Chase to count anyone out. 

"Right now, Greg Birne 

and Jimmie Johnson seem to 
be on a roll. hut that could 
change next week. So, I think 
for us, we just have to go out 
and race as' hard a~ we can, 
get the best finishes possible 
and see where we end up in 
(the finale al) Homestead." 

Crew chief Todd Berrier 
like:; the way the No. 29 
Chevrolet team has started 
the Chase. Bur he acknowl­
edged that just earning top­
lOs probably won't be 
enough.

Harvick, who has 11 vic­

tories in eigh t seasons. has 
not won a Cup race since the 
2007 season-opener at 
Daytona. 

But it"s the third straight 
year Harvick has made the 
Chase, and his career best 
rinish or fourth came in 

2006. 
Harvick, who replaced the 

legendary Dale Earnhardt at 
RCR after NASCAR ' s 
biggest star was killed in a 
crash at Day!Ona in February 
2001, would love to give 
team owner Childress his 
first title since Earnhardt 
won in 1994. But he under­
stands that it's just too early 
to build up anybody's expec­
tations. 

·'I have been on both sides 
of it," Harvick said last week 
at Dover. "We have won the 
first race and run good and 
got ha~fway through the 
Chase and didn' t make it 
happen. We've run had and 
got t.o the halfway point of 
the Chase and ran good the 
rest of the year. 

"T have been involved in 
Chases where guys have 
wrecked the firs! couple or 
weeks and Jimmie (Johnson) 
came back and won and then 
Tony (Stewart) wen! through 
the whole Chase and didn ' t 
win a race but won the cham­
pionship. lt all depends on 
the complexion of the Chase 
and how it all builds up, and 
you just race as hard as you 
can."

WHEREAS, the City Council of the City of Prestonsburg, 
Kentucky, in order to maintain a progressive and stable tax 
base for the city, finds it necessary to adopt the following 
Ordinance in order to provide funds for the general purpos­
