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Drug suspects freed after warrants recalled

PRESTONSBURG Kentucky 
State Police officers were on the losing 
end of a busted drug roundup Friday, 
Sept. 26. 

The arrests, though similar to that of 
a traditional drug roundup, have left 
some scratching their heads after Floyd 
County Circuit Judge John David 
Caudill recalled warrants following the 
arrest of some of the suspects.

It is unclear as to who was released 
from custody, according to Floyd 
County Jailer Roger Webb, only that 
certain suspects were let go after the 
roundup following a call from Caudill. 

"The judge had recalled the war­
rants," Webb said Monday. "It was 
Friday when it happened. One of my 
deputies called and informed me that 
they had brought some people in but 
they didn't keep them. He said the war­
rants had been recalled. I have no idea 
why or what for."

According to court records, Caudill 
signed warrants for 24 individuals on 
Thursday, Sept. 26, for both the 
Kentucky State Police and UNITE offi­
cers. The following day, Friday, Sept. 
26, a roundup was undertaken by KSP 
officers, which led to the recalled V~-ar­
rants. 

When contacted Monday by The 
Floyd County Times, Caudill explained 
that he did not discuss ongoing cases, 
but said of the recalled warrants from 
Friday that it was "just a logistics prob-

PRESTONSBURG- Those inter­
ested in registering to vote have until 
Oct. 6 to do so, according to Floyd 
County Clerk Chris Waugh.

McDOWELL - What started as arr 
argument between two brothers left one 
man dead Saturday night at McDowell. : 

Terry Tuttle, 50, of McDowell, was. 
taken into police custody around 6:30 
p.m. Saturday evening after police say he 
shot his brother, David Tuttle, 43, ofDoty 
Road, in the head during an argument. 

The argument 
started at an apart­
ment the two men's 
mother had at 
Hope Hills, a hous­
ing unit for the 
elderly.

Tuttle said he was holding a handgun 
while he and his brother were arguing 
when it discharged. David Tuttle was shot 
in the head when the gun went off. 

Terry Tuttle said he had been "holding 
the gun when it went off," according to 
Caudill's written report. 

The first police officers at the scene 
Saturday were members of the Floyd 
County Sheriff's Department. 

"At the time, he (Terry Tuttle) was 
charged with first-degree assault,'' said 
Floyd County Sheriff John K Blackburn. 
"But his brother died Sunday morning, so 
I'm sure the charges will be changed." 

According to a statement from the 
Kentucky State Police Post 9 in Pikeville, 
Terry Tuttle was still charged with first­
degree assault as of Monday morning, but 
the release noted that further criminal 
charges were pending. 

David Tuttle was initially taken to 
nearby McDowell Appalachian Regional 
Hospital and then transported to Cabell­
Huntington Hospital, where he was later 
pronounced dead. 

Lt. Gary Tackett, with the Floyd 
County Sheriff's Department, was one of 
the first officers on the scene Saturday.

Without the Kentucky Lottery, it is 
hard to imagine our state ever being 
able to reach its goal ofdoubling the 
number of college graduates in the 
Commonwealth over the next 11 
years. • 

The Lottery has poured over $1 bil­
lion into college scholarship and 
tuition grant programs in the state 
over the past 10 years, in large thanks 
to a state hw that directs all lottery 
proceeds i to college scholarship, 
grant and adu1t and child literacy pro­
grams benefiting our citizens. Over 
the past decade, more than 1.14 mil­
lion students have received funding 
for college through these scholarship 
and grant programs including thou­

. sands of students in our counties. 
In Fiscal Year 2006 alone, more 

than $3 3 million was provided by the 
Lotte I . 'or Kentucky Educational 
Excelle1 ~cholarships, or KEES 
awards, ill >nson and Martin coun-
ties and par. • Floyd and Pike coun-• 
ties. Had the~ · 'Oneys not been avail-
able, some if 1 •any of our students 
might not have :1ble to go to col-
lege. 

Some student eiving KEES 
awards or the neec-: uition grant 
awards funded by tlll •tery may 
actually be the first in t, ··amily to 
attend college - an impl nt step 
toward changing Kentucky's educa­
tional status and the economv of the 
state and our region.

Unfortunately, the state budget cri­
sis that 1hit our state last year as the 
national economy began to deteriorate 
has threatened the very educational 
system that we have been trying for 
decades to improve. lt also forced 
state lawmakers to adjust the amount 
of KEES and tuition grants our stu­
dents receive in order to restore funds 
to the state'~ higher education system. 
This was necessary to protect the uni­
versiti ::; that serve the students bene­
fiting from the scholarships and 
grants, and is considered a temporary 
measure. 

What we lawmakers hope will last, 
however. is the economic benefit that 
Kentuckians who have received 
KEES and tuition grants have seen in 
their lives. Continued growth in 
Lottery sales would also be nice, and 
it looks like we are getting our wish in 
that area. 

The president of the Kentucky 
Lottery Corporation announced 
recently that the Lottery had record 
sales in Fiscal Year 2008 for the ninth 
time in 10 years, selling a whopping 
$778.2 million tickets Most of the 
growth was in the sale of scratch-off 
tickets like those at local gas stations, 
he said, and lawmakers hope this 
growth trend continues. The more the 
Lottery makes, the more our state has 
to spend on our educational programs. 

Take this year, when $192.1 mil­
lion of the Lottery's Fiscal Year 2008 
proceeds will go toward the KEES, 
tuition rant and literacy programs. A 
nice p t of money, indeed. But as the 
Kentuc,eky Lottery Corporation and 
every lawmaker knows. how much the 
state gets back from the lottery 
depends on one thing: the luck of the 
player. 

Even though the Lottery made 
more money in sales this year than in 
Fiscal Year 2007, the state actually got 
fewer proceeds from the Lottery ~ 
because more money went to pay for 
over $493 million in prizes to players. 
Now, the cut in the state's take did not 
affect state budget projections really, 
but still fell $4.2 million short than the 
Commonwealth received in dividends 
last year. 

I 
We can only hope that our lottery 

dividends break records in 2009 so 
funding allocated for the literacy, 
KEES, LUition grants and restoration 
of those higher ed dollars I talked 
about earlier can be increased. But we 
must also remember, as a state and as 
individuals, that the Lottery is all 
about luck. And whether that luck will ,.... 
fall on the side of the Lottery or the 
player in 2009 and 2010 is anybody's 
guess. 

Still, many lawmakers along with 
thousands of students and their par­
ents across the state are relieved to 
know that money for college in 
Kentucky will continue to be avail­
able through the Kentucky Lottery 
even as other funding sources go dry . 
With tuition rates increasin,.g especial­
ly, every extra dollar counts. 

I should soon be receiving infor­
mation from the Kentucky Lottery on 
how Fiscal Year 2008 proceeds direct-
ly benefited students in our district, 
and will share that information with ,_. 
you when I get it. I can tell you than 
hundreds of thousands of dollars in 
Lottery proceeds have been provided 
for KEES and tuition grants in our 
counties so far. and I do not expect 
that to change.

KCTCS Board of 
Regents reviews 
flat fall enrollment 

VERSAILLES Fall • Increasing class sizes at 
nine colleges;

enrollment was a major topic 
of discussion during today's 
Kentucky Community and 
Technical College System 
(KCTCS) Board of Regents 

~ meeting. For the first time in 
the organization's 1 0-year his­
tory, enrollment did not 
increase during the fall semes­
ter with an estimated 92,175 
students compared with 
92,828 in 2007 0 

• Closure of a campus at 
Gateway Community and 
Technical College; 

• Capping of enrollment at 
Jefferson Community and 
Technical College's downtown 
campus; 

• Discontinuation of class 
offerings at Wayne County 
High School by Somerset 
Community College; and 

• 

"This slight drop in enroll­
ment is a direct result of a 
decline in state appropriations 
and the Council on 
Postsecondary Education's 
decision not to approve our 
recommended tuition 
increase," said KCTCS Board 
of Regents Chair Richard A. 
Bean. "We can no longer con­
tinue to do what was mandated 
to us in the 1997 
Postsecondary Education 
Improvement Act without 
appropriate levels of support." 

Due to a $13.5 million 
reduction in state appropria­
tions, KCTCS began the 2008-
09 academic year with 240 
fewer faculty and staff. 
KCTCS colleges have 
absorbed the budget cuts by 
eliminating academic pro­
grams and reducing the num­
ber of courses and services 
offered to students. Specific 
actions include: 

• Elimination of full acad­
emic programs on one or more 
campuses of 10 colleges; 

• Enrollment caps in one 
or more programs at 12 col­
leges; 

• Fewer courses or fewer 
course sections offered by 14 
colleges; 

• Raising the minimum 
number of students required 
for a class to be offered at 15 
colleges; 

• Elimination of weekend 
operations of the library at 
Owensboro Community and 
Technical College. 

In response to the tight bud­
getary environment, KCTCS is 
aggressively pursuing addi­
tional revenue sources includ­
ing the launching of a virtual 
learning initiative entitled 
KCTCS Online. This program 
is completely learner-centered 
and will allow adults to pursue . 
higher education anytime, any­
where. and anyplace without 
ever having to physically enter 
the doors of any KCTCS col­
lege. 

"I believe that we will 
emerge out of this difficult 
budget situation much stronger 
because during times of crisis 
effective organizations 
become more focused and 
innovative," said KCTCS 
President Michael B. McCall. 
"Revolutionary programs like 
KCTCS Online will allow us 
to play a primary role in trans­
forming the state's economy to 
meet the needs of the global 
economy." 

KCTCS currently has 
22,000 students online, with 
an estimated 10,000 more pre­
dicted over the next three 
years.

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Kentucky public colleges award 45,904 degrees and Credential~ . . 
FRANKFORT - A record 

45,904 degrees and credentials 
were awarded at Kentucky's 
public colleges and universi­
ties during the 2007-08 school 
year, up 4.5 percent from the 
preceding year. The public 
institutions also conferred the 

"' highest number of bachelor's 
degrees-15,036-in their histo­
ry, a 2 percent gain over last 
year and a 26 percent increase 
from the 2000-2001 school 
year. 

Meeting in Lexington, the 
Council on Postsecondary 
Education also heard that the 
bachelor's degrees conferred 
last year exceeded the 
Council's goal of 14,835 set 
for the public campuses for 
that year. Data from the inde­
pendent institutions are not yet 
available. 

~ "The number of degrees 
and credentials has increased 
more than 78 percent since the 
2000-01 school year and that 
is extremely good news for the 
commonwealth," said Richard 
Crofts, interim president of the 
Council on Postsecondary 
Education. "We're very 
pleased with the increase in 
bachelor's degrees l}S well 
since one of our primary goals 
is to double the number of 
Kentuckians with a bachelor's 
degree by the year 2020." 

The majority of the growth 
11 .at the Kentucky Community 

and Technical College System 
was in certificates, up 15.3 

percent while the 6,485 associ­
ate degrees remained virtually 
unchanged. 

Other highlights of the 
degree completion report 
include: 

• Murray State University, 
Northern Kentucky University 
and the University of 
Kentucky awarded 4 to 5 per­
cent more bachelor's degrees 
than they did in 2006-07; 

• Kentucky State 
University awarded 231 bach­
elor's degrees in 2007-08, 
which represents a 19.7 per­
cent increase over the previous 
year. This is the highest per­
centage growth in bachelor's 
degrees awarded from 
Kentucky's public universities 
this year; 

• Fewer master's degrees 
were conferred in 2007-08 
than in 2006-07 or 2005-06. 
Northern Kentucky University 
and Western Kentucky 
University were the only insti­
tutions that conferred more 
master's degrees in 2007-08 
than they did on year ago; and 

• A record number of doc­
toral degrees were awarded at 
the University of Kentucky 
and the University of 
Louisville. 

In other news, the Council 
accepted the statewide diversi­
ty study conducted by the 
Civil Rights Project. The pur­
pose of the independent study 
was to begin exploring diversi­
ty planning as the next step in

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Sour economy tied to psychology that fed gas panic

AP BUSINESS WRITER 

NASHVILLE, Tenn. - As 
anxiety on Wall Street led 
banks and other investors to 
hoard cash last week, a differ­
ent kind of market fear gripped 
cjties across the Southeast. 

A hurricane-related disrup­
tion in gasoline supplies 
prompted jittery drivers from 
~tlanta to Nashville to top off 
their fuel tanks more than 
usual, causing sporadic short­
ages and temporary shutdowns 
of stations. These closures 
only magnified the problem, 
Of course, leading to more 
sfwrtages, which sent local 
I>fices skyrocketing. 

"It's a wonder people didn't 
go out and empty all of the 
yocery store shelves, too," 
stlld Larry Lamb, of Nashville. 
"(\11 you need to do when 
s~mething like this happens is 
jlfst calm down." 

Perhaps - in hindsight -
iliat is the sensible thing to do. 

But economists and other 
experts say individuals - not 
just Americans - are hard­
wired to respond quickly when 
they are scared, and in a way 
that is not always in their own, 
or their neighbors', best inter­
ests. 

Dennis Jacobe, chief econ­
omist for Gallup Inc., said an 
emotional response is quite 
normal when expectations -
such as gas being available or 
the safety of a money-market 
fund - suddenly are called 
into question. 

"When those basic assump­
tions of your daily life are vio­
lated, it sends you a shock and 
you do get emotional , irra­
tional reactions," Jacobe said. 
"That means panic." 

Lars Perner, an assistant 
professor of clinical marketing 
at the University of Southern 

California, said the combina­
tion of worries about the econ­
omy and gasoline supplies 
may have exacerbated 
motorists' reactions. 

"Once you get into that 
kind of negative thinking, you 
often have a vicious cycle 
going on," Pemer said. "You 
get into sort of a protective 
instinct that comes out - and 
you go and fill up." 

This protective mstmct is 
what drove pension funds, cor 
porations and other institution­
al investors to make large­
scale withdrawals from U.S. 
money-market mutual funds 
earlier this month, jeopardiz­
ing the nearly $3.4 trillion 
industry - until the govern­
·ment stepped in to prop it up. 

That run was prompted 
after Reserve Primary Fund, 
the nation's oldest money­
market fund, suffered a set­
back that had occurred just 
once before in the industry 's 
nearly four-decades-long his­
tory: Its underlying assets fell 
to 97 cents for each investor 
dollar put in, a phenomenon 
the industry calls "breaking 
the buck." 

Peter Rizzo, senior director 
at ratings firm Standard & 
Poor'<>, said many of the 
money funds hit by a rush of 
redemptions had investments 
tied to financi al sector firms 
that had far healthier balance 
sheets than Lehman Brothers 
and other fallen financial 
firms. But investors pulled out 
from the funds anyway, he 
said. 

"What made things worse 
was people panicking and 
pulling out money quickly, 
and forcing fund managers to 
sell quickly at losses," Rizzo 
said. 

"If you yell 'fire' in a the­
ater," he added, "people will 
run." 

Authorities promised to be 
vigilant for; price gouging dur­
ing the gas shortage, but costs 
still shot up by an average of 
about 50 cents in a matter of 
days to more than $4 per gal­
lon around Nashville and 
Atlanta. The current national 
average is about $3.68, 
according to the AAA auto 
club. 

The runs on gasoline and 
money-market funds aren' t the 
only recent examples of fear­
induced economic behavior. 

The U.S. Mint was forced 
last week to suspend sales of 
its popular American Buffalo 
24-karat gold coins because it 
couldn ' t keep up with 
investors ' soaring demand for 
commodities and other asset 
classes deemed to be safe. 

And earlier this year, cus­
tomers stockpiled imported 
Thai jasmine, Indian basmati 
and long grain white rice in 
response to soaring prices. 
That caused the country's two 
biggest warehouse chains, 
which cater heavily to small 
businesses like restaurants, to 
impose limits on bulk purchas­
es. 

The move was criticited by 
officials in Thailand, the 
world's No. 1 rice exporter, as 
having more to do with panic 
than any supply shortages. 

Although the fuel situation 
has eased somewhat, the short 
supply in the Southeast contin­
ued into the weekend despite 
n sm g fuel production at 
refi neries that had been shut 
down by hurricanes Gustav 
and Ike, and government offi­
cials' attempts to assure dri­
vers that there is enough gaso­
line for everyone - just not 
enough for everyone to be rid­
ing on a full tank at all times. 

"People are freaking out," 
said landscaper Dennis 
McDonald.

'better than that," Brooks said. 
"I think we've some progress. 
Did we make as much as T 
want? No." 

Blame some of Brooks' 
• frustration on WKU running 

back Bobby Rainey, one of 
the lone bright spots for the 
Hilltoppers (2-3). The redshirt 
freshman had 256 total yards, 
inc1uding 99 on the ground 
and 149 on kickoff returns. 

Still, it wasn't nearly 
enough for WKU to pull off 
the upset. 

The Hilltoppers had hoped 
their spread offense would 
give the Wildcats as much 
trouble as Middle Tennessee 
State's version did two weeks 
ago. Kentucky needed a div­
ing tackle at the 1-yard line on 
the game's final play to avoid 
the upset against the Blue 
Raiders. 

There would be no last­
gasp heroics necessary this 
time. Kentucky harassed 
WKU quarterback K.J. Black 
all night, Jimiting him to just 
8 yards passing and sacking 
him four times. 

"We felt like we could get 
something going offensively 
(but) they came out and just 
took it to us in the second 
half," said WKU coach David 
Elson. 

Dixon, Smith and Locke 
made sure of that. The trio 
combined for 146 yards as the 
Wildcats eventually wore the 
Hil1toppers down. 

"We've still got a lot of 
backs that are carrying (the 
load)," Brooks said. "They're 
all doing some good things." 

WKU is in the final year of 

transition from the Football 
Championship Subdivision to 
the Football Bowl 
Subdivision and the Kentucky 
game is part of a grueling 
nonconference schedule that 
has already included losses at 
Indiana and Alabama. The 
Hilltoppers visit Virginia Tech 
next week. 

Those games are for expo­
sure and a little money. 
Playing the Wildcats was also 
about pride. The· Hill toppers 
waited nearly a century to 
meet Kentucky on the football 
field yet hardly played with 
any urgency. 

"It is difficult when you 
are trying to look downfield 
and you see a defender in 
your face as soon as you take 
a third step," Black said. "We 
have to do something. This is 
a subpar performance." 

Kentucky wasn't much 
better in the first half, as 
dropped passes and lethargic 
play allowed the Hilltoppers 
to hang around.

· The momentum lasted all 
of 15 seconds, or about as 
long as Locke took to race 
100 yards with the ensuing 
kickoff to put the Wildcats up 

17-3. 
"1 got nice blocking, a nice 

crease and 1 just hit it," Locke 
said. 

Locke's burst seemed to 
knock the Hilltoppers flat in 
the process. 

"We were feeling good 
about ourselves, maybe too 
good," Elson said. "We're 
leaming what Division I foot­
ball is all about. We are very, 
very disappointed." 

Locke's touchdown woke 
up the Wildcats, who put the 
game away in the third quar­
ter. Smith capped a drive with . 
a 35-yard touchdown run and 
Mike Hartline followed with a 
2-yard scoring pass to 
Moncell Allen. 

Hartline's numbers were 
hardly staggering. He com­
pleted 19 of 30 passes for 1 72 
yards and a score but also 
threw his first interception of 
the season.

Two weeks after being taken to 
the wire b)' Middle Tennessee 
State's spread offense, 
Kentucky dominated the 
Hilltoppers. WKU had just 15 
yards passing, the lowest total 
against the Wildcats in 14 
years. Through four games 
Kentucky has yet to allow a 
rushing touchdown, the first 
time that's happened since 
1984. 

"Even though we still gave 
up a couple of big plays, who 
would have thought we'd hold 
anybody, particularly a spread 
offense, to 15 yards passing?" 
Brooks said. 

The defense made a believ­
er out of WKU coach David 
Elson. 

"Kentucky's really good 
and we were just not getting 
movement or sustaining blocks 
as well as we could,'' Elson 
said. "They're solid right down 
the middle and they're fast." 

The Wildcats will have to be 
to hang with the Crimson Tide.

Tn 2006, 
he sat out one game with a 
sore ankle. 

With former backfield 
mates Steve Slaton and Owen 
Schmitt now in the NFL, this 
injury to White could prove 
more challenging to West 
Virginia with few other play­
ers capable of taking over the 
offense. The exception is 
sophomore Noel Devine, who 
rushed for 125 yards and a 
score Saturday. 

West Virginia surpassed 
300 yards rushing for the sec­
ond straight game. Stewart 
interchanged White and 
Brown at quarterback in an 
effort to generate more points 
after the Mountaineers scored 
a combined 17 point'> in their 
two previous games. 

Both also lined up at run­
ning back. White rushed for 61 
yards and completed 17 of 21 
passes for 130 yards. Brown 
ran for 78 yards. 

"He adds another dimen­
sion to the offense," White 

said of Brown. "It's something 
that defenses will have to pre­
pare for. He's a big guy, a big 
body coming out of the back­
field. He can do a lot of 
things." 

Many of West Virginia's 
yards came after plays broke 
down. 

Marshall's Emmanuel 
Spann fumbled early in the 
second half and West Virginia 
recovered near midfield.

KANSAS CITY, Kan. -
Racing down the back straight­
away behind Jimmie Johnson 
on the final lap, Carl Edwards 
decided his only chance at vic­
tory was a desperation move. 

Approaching the third tum 
on the .1.5-mile Kansas 
Speedway oval in Sunday's 
NASCAR Sprint Cup race, 
Edwards' Ford suddenly shot 
toward the bottom of the 
banked track, flashing past a 
surprised Johnson in an instant. 

His sudden surge of speed 
can·icd Edwards hard into the 
concrete wall - just as he had 
planned. But the impact was 
harder than he expected, upset­
ting his car just long enough for 
Johnson to drive back into the 
lead and on to the win. 

Well, it worked in the video 
game. 

"Where'd he come from?" 
asked Johnson, whose victory 
vaulted him past Edwards into 
the series points lead. 

Edwards, who lost the lead 
to Johnson 47 laps from the end 
on the tinal pit stops by the 

leaders, said he knew what he 
was doing when he made his 
surprising move. 

"I planned on hitting the 
wall, but I didn't plan on the 
wall slowing me down that 
much," Edwards said. "In video 
games, you can just run into the 
wall and run it wide open. 
That's what I did, but it didn't 
quite work out the same as the 
video game." 

Johnson appeared to have 
the race well in hand after 
regaining the lead on lap 220 of 
the 267-lap event, consistently 
running 10 to 15 car-lengths 
ahead of Edwards until the last 
two laps when the runner-up 
closed in enough to make a run 
at him. 

Edwards got the gap down 
to a few feet heading into the 
third turn on lap 266, but 
Johnson pulled away again as 
they reached the finish line. 

''To be honest, I was cruising 
down the backstretch (on the 
last lap), had a decent lead and I 
knew he would go to the bot­
tom," Johnson said. "My con­
cern was just making sure I was 
at his quarterpanel coming off 
of turn two. So I was thinking 

through what I needed to do 
and, next thing you know, that 
car goes flying by. 

"I knew inside there was no 
damn way he was making the 
turn and just stayed on the brake 
and tried to get it redirected and 
turned down. Then 1 was so in 
awe of how far he drove it in, I 
watched him pound the wall 
and get back in the gas and 
thought, ' Man, he's serious 
about this win. I'd better get 
hack in the gas myself. ' " 

Two-time reigning series 
champion Johnson, who said he 
saw plenty of so-called slide 
jobs when he was running off 
road and dirt track races early in 
his career, noted Edwards still 
caught him off guard on this 
one after the leader became a 
little too cautious in the final 
laps. . 

"At that time, I think Carl 
probably recognized what I 
was trying to do and took it in 
way beyond any sense of nor­
mal thinking and was commit-. 
ted to it," Johnson said. "I still 
can't explain to you how sur­
prised I was and shocked. Still, 
it was pretty damn cool to see 
him bouncing around like that 

and skipping oif the wall " 
Edwards went from a I 0-

point lead over Johnson to a 
I 0-point deficit with seven 
races left in the Chase for the 
championship. said. "I just 
really, really wanted to win this 
race .... But Jimmie's a smart 
racer. I've done that to guys, 
too.

After a few minutes, I pretty much 
decided that "I like them all" is not a 
bad answer. 

Although.it's been nearly 60 years 
since I sat in an elementary classroom, 
(at least as a. student), as hard as I try, 
I can't remember ever having a 
teacher I didn't like. And, believe it or 
not,. I can remember every teacher I 
eve~ had in grade school. 

'there was Miss Angie, Miss 
Maggie, Miss Teenie, (her name was 
Ernestine). and Miss [t}ora. I suppose 
I need to point out that the "Miss" part 
of their names, in most cases, was just 
that-a name we called them, and had 
nothing to do do with their martial sta· 
tus. 

And of course, there were also Mr. 
Chandler, Mr. Frazier, and Mr. 
~anHoose. 

Those hard-working and under­
appreciated (not to mention under­
paid) individuals, taught me long divi­
sion, about poets like Joyce Kilmer 
("Poems are made by fools like me, 
but only God can make a tree"), the 
difference between verbs and nouns, 
and like a sculptor with a piece of raw 
clay. helped form my shapeless coal­
camp being into whomever it is that 
I've finally become. 

Now, while I did indeed like all my 
early teachers, I'll admit I remember 
more about Miss Flora and Miss 
Teenie, than I do the others, and for 
two enhrely different reasons. 

The 
firsl time I ever saw her, I felt sorry for 
her; what with her being disabled anJ 
all.· But I soon learned she was as 
capable as anybody else, and when 
she placed that stub in the small of my 
back, as she got rpy attention with the 
paddle, held firmly in her right hand. I 
began to pity myself more than I did 
her. 

As for Miss Teenie, I especially 
remember her, because she encour­
aged me with my art. While other 
teachers seemed to think I was merely 
wa~ting time as I filed blank pages in 
mY''notebook back with drawings of 
cowboys and Indians. Miss Teeme 
would actually ask me to draw things 
for her. Who knows? Had she not 
done that, I may never have majored 
in art, and my life might have taken an 
entirely different tum. 

Anyway, all the above tine educa­
tors-who obviously deeply cared for 
every single boy and girl who ever 
showed up in their classroom, with the 
"here I am, teach me" attitude-were 
special people who will always be 
remembered with a warm and clear 
fondness.

"Go back to Virginia, Johnny. You ' ll never 
take the Big Sandy." a Union soldier yelled over 
the smoke cloaked battlefield on Saturday. 

The outspoken solider was one of a group of 
rccnactors that came to the Middle Creek 
National Battlefield over the weekend, and a large 
crowd gathered on both Saturday and Sunday to 
watch the event. 

Brent Graden. director of economic develop­
ment for Prestonsburg. surveyed the parking lot 
and was happy with the number of cars that he 
saw. The parking lot was filled. and some cars 
were forced to park at the side of the highway. 

"This is a great crowd," Graden said. "This is 
the kind of thing that the battlefield should be 
used for." 

The booming blast of canon fire echoed off the 
mountains and shook the ground, which delighted 
the children that watched the reenactment along 
with their parents. Many of the children asked 
questions about the battle and why the men were 
shooting at each other. 

"It's kind of like a time machine.'' said Claude 
Holderby. who came with his family from West 
Liberty. "The kids get to watch Jiving history. As 
patents, it's a great thing to be able to educate 
your kid about history while 11 is happening right 
in front of them. lt's a lot more beneficial to them 
than going to the movies on the weekend. If you 
just focus on what is going on across the battle­
field. it's amazing. You feel like you have been 
transported to the past." 

Before the event started. a large portion of the 
crowd picked up brochures about Middle Creek 
and read the markers that detail the largest and

The reenactment battle began on Saturday at 2 
p.m. and lasted until the camps dosed at 5 p.m.
