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Project to tackle water problems at David

DAVID- Since 1982, The Kentucky Division 
of Abandoned Mine Lands has been working to 
lend attention to drinking water or water for pub­
lic consumptioh or use that has been polluted by 
drainage from shut down mines. 

Now the time line for that effort has stopped, 
at least temporarily, along the Left Fork of 
Middle Creek in the town of David. 

According to Clark Allison, a coordinator for 
the U.S. Department of Agnculturc's National 
Resources Conservation Service, a sizable pro­
ject is about to get underway in David. 

According to Clark, the comprehensive sur­
vey conducted along the Left Fork and contigu­
ous areas, is the first of its kind in the state that 
centers on the problems of polluted water from 

abandoned mine drainage. 
Another unique aspect of this most recent sur­

vey will be extensive input from area citizens as 
authorities go about the task of reducing the pol­
luted waters. 

As of Wednesday, Allison said there were 
already a number of locals providing help in 
locating trouble spots. Among them were Frank 
Fitzpatrick, head of the Middle Creek National 
Battlefield group. and Kathy Curtis, with Big 
Sandy Resource Conservation and Development. 

There -will also be a VISTA volunteer. 
Elit.abeth Fees, who will begin working with the 
watershed group the Big Sandy Watershed 
Watch, beginning in December, Allison said. 

Fees, who will be mentored and supervised to 
a certain extent by Fitzpatrick and Curtis, will

Congress should 
undo harm it has 
done to markets 
There's growing public sentiment that the financial crisis is an 

indictment of the free-market system and can only be solved by a 
massive ihjection of new federal regulations. 

Tt 's certainly true that ·the regulatory structure hasn't kept pace 
with the complex security vehicles that helped trigger the collapse 
of the finam:ial markets. Adjustments are needed to assure better 
oversight of Wall Street. 

But it's also true that some existing regulations contributed to 
the meltdown. Those ought to be addressed before Congress rush-
es to regulate rurther. ' 

As it reconsiders the $700 billion recovery package necessary 
to unplug the f1ow of credit and restore confidence in the markets, 
Congress could build credibility with skeptical voters by also 
undoing some of its own damage. 

First, lawmakers should a-.;sure taxpayers that the two institu­
tions most responsible ror the crisis, Freddie Mac and Fannie 
Mae. will not be allowed to retum to business as usual once the 
storm passes. Congress enabled the lending abuses by the two 
quasi-governmental agencie~ and resisted repeated efforts to bring 
them under tighter controL 

The two agencies should be reorganized, broken up and sold to 
private operators to Lake away from Congress the temptation of 
having hundreds of billions of dollars in mortgage funds at its 
disposal. 

Congress should also suspend the mark-to-market accounting 
rules that have deceptively devalued the assets of many financial 
inslilutions. The rule requires companies to value the assets on 
their halance sheets baseu on what those assets can he sold for 
today. even if the companies have no intention of selling them 
and can reasonably expect the values to rise again. 

· ln the case of mortgage assets, that means that as housing vll­
ucs decline, the institutions holding the mortgages have to con, 
stantly downgrade the value or the assets to renect the paper loss. 
Lending firms must replace the lost value with cash to meet regu­
latory requirements. 

If one or more companies are forced to dump their assets at a 
=steep discount to raise capital. the value of similar assets held by 
other companies must also be marked dov. n, and then those com­
panies must also scramble to raise cash. 

This spiral htts led to tightened credit <md made otherwise 
healthy companies appear to be in distress. 

Suspending the mark-to-market mlc would case the stress on 
banks and gel credit llowing again. 

Congress should also repeal the Sarbanes-Oxley corporate 
reporting mles that were drafted in response to the Emon-type 
boardroom scandals. The law places an extreme financial burden 
on public companies; money that could be used to invest in 
growth must he spent fulfilling the complex accounting require­
ments. 

Sarbancs-Oxlcy has driven many companies to go ptivate. giv­
. ing increasing influence in the economy to investment firms and 

less to public shareholders. U.S.-based initial public offerings 
have nearly disappeared since Sarbanes-Oxlcy was adopted. 

The law also criminalizes accounting mistakes. making an 
oiTice in the executive suite of a public company a very risky 
position. ' 

Congress has to sell the American public on the ,wisdom of 
spending $700 billion to restore stability to the financial markets. 

A good start would be undoing the things thar Congress has 
done to contribute to the crisis. 
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ressto 
Freedom of the press is

My .father has suffered from 
Parkinson's disease since his late 30s 
For the most part, he could do every­
thing it took to work his full-time JOb, 
raise five kids and keep my very 
busy, stay at home mom happy.

Basketball players in 
Kentucky who own one­
name recognition that spans 
more than half century, are as 
rare as a comet fly by. Made 
precious because time, anec­
dotal history and written 
words smooth a path for the 
likes of Kelly Coleman, Fred 
Maggard, Howie Crittenden 
and Corky Withrow, 

On a September afternoon 
recently these 70-something 
men gathered in the shady 
climes of Wayland in Floyd 
County to commiserate over 
basketball's golden age, the 
1950s, and reflect on their 
roles in making basketball 
Kentucky's dream game. 

Those who have seen 60 
winters, would say the 
Wayland gathering was 
Hollywood's equivalent of a 
sit-down with Eastwood, 
DeNiro, Pacino and 
Newman. 

On court as on big screen, 
all have reputations as mav­
erick, marquee entertainer, 
free-spirited risk-taker who, 
by wit and wile, one time or 
another, thumbed his nose at 
convention and marched to 
cadence of his drum. 
Sometimes within socially 
accepted boundaries, some­
times not. 

Today, Coleman, 
Maggard, Crittenden and 
Withrow smile easy, laugh 
often and bring to mind a line 
from Morgan Freeman, "It's 
been one helluva ride." 

They scored a mountain of 
points, gathered a Great Lake 
of rebounds, swished game 
winners, helped win large 
trophies, and did it all with 
such t1are and panache they 
still attract autograph seekers. 

This foursome won affec­
tion and respect that elevated 
each to pedestals from which 
their names show up between 
covers of hardback books and 
calls for interviews still 
come. 

Beyond the Bunyan-like 

numbers, Maggard and the 
rest who had a shining 
moment or two, are symbols 
of why a little boy first picks 
up a mbber ball and shoots at 
an oatmeal box. A dream is 
born to chase across the heav­
ens of high school hoops. 
Few things compare. 

A season, a tournament, or 
one game, we all want a lime­
light moment to cherish, to 
revel in. Crittenden, Withrow, 
Maggard and Coleman got 
theirs. 

The Gathering in Wayland 
was a natural to those who 
'get it' about sports. Good 
memories. This scene carne 
to us at the perfect time, in 
the perfect place with person­
alities who have, in the after­
noon of their days, become 
semi-perfect perhaps and 
mellow. Sort of. 

Credentials . • 
In 1952 Howard 

Crittenden led Cuba to its 
Hoosiers-like Stare title. One 
for the little guys~ If there had 
been Mr. Basketball, Howie 
was It. 

- In 1956 Coleman was 
Mr. Basketball. A prodigious 
scarer-reboundet. celebrity 
and title (Kilig) found him 
too early. Free-spirited 
Coleman went solo, and 
became the embodiment of 
Frank Sinatra's 'My Way.' 

But also in the spring of 
'56 flatlanders would argue 
for co-Mr. Basketball, Corky 
Withrow at Central City. 

- Maggard could have 
been tournament MVP in '56 
in part because of two game 
winning shots. Instead, a vote 
in the Kentucky Legislature 
got his name onto the all­
tournament team. 

Today. 
COLEMAN. Passage of 

time and groaning knees may 
have robbed his skills to play 
the game, but the 70-year-old 
with stliking blue eyes and 
reputation as best there eve1 
was, is gracious and glad to 
see adver aries appear from 
half a lifetime ago. The King 
basked in the usual praise, 

but was more inclined to pay 
tribute to Withrow. and 
Maggard's heroics m the 
State Tournament and admire 
Crittenden's journey to fame 
and good fortune. 

The man who set almost 
two dozen Sweet 16 records 
including a 68-point game, 
Coleman looked at Maggard 
and said "Ya know, Freddie, 
those two shots you made in 
the tournament was the most 
impressive thing of all to 
me." 

MAGGARD. If humility 
and hero were one word it 
would belong to this heart 
attack survivor. In '56 the 
Carr Creek kid, who was 
once censured for popping 
chewing gum in English 
class, saved his team's title 
run twice . Today, he is 
adamant that the real heroes 
were his teammates. "I just 
happened to have the ball at 
the right time.'' 

WITHROW. He remem­
bers three trips to the Sweet 
16 and no title. But gregari­
ous Corky, who went on to 
play baseball for the St. Louis 
Cardinals, fills the room with 
good cheer, boisterous laugh­
ter and antics. With a million­
dollar smile, he made clear 
(with a wink) he didn't want 
to hear about Maggard's shot 
that sent the Golden Tide 
home. 

CRITTENDEN. At 74, 
Howie the country boy has 
more a patrician bearing 
these days. Trim and tanned. 
life is good. His place m bas­
ketball's pantheon assured, 
Crittenden was gracious. 
shared stories with wit, ges­
ture and a clucky laugh. As 
banter flew hot through the 
afternoon, Howie deferred to 
his brethren as they sparred 
and traded opinions. 

- Withrow has not forgot­
ten the Wayland at Central 
City game on Christmas Eve. 
1955 won by the home team. 
Ht' and Coleman scored 40 
apiece. Back home Coleman 
allegedly told a reporter" ... it 
took ~even of 'em to beat us,'' 

meaning the officials. 
Corky has not forgotten. 

The)' laugh about the remark 
today. Sort of. 

- Maggard (tongue in 
cheek) apologized for his 
dramatic shots that sent 
Withrow, then Coleman, 
home from the State 
Tournament. 

But, he isn't that sorry. 
- Crittenden imitations of 

Western coach Ed Diddle 
were dead on, showcased by 
Uncle Ed's reaction when he 
discovered Howie had signed 
with Murray State. A moment 
that became a two-hour lec­
ture during which the irre­
pressible Diddle gave Howie 
a nickname that 
stuck. Tri ttenden. 

On a September afternoon 
in Wayland, Crittenden from 
Graves County and Withrow 
from Muhlenberg in the west. 
Coleman from Floyd County 
and Maggard from Knott in 
the east, amounted to one 
shining moment shared by 
four of best there ever was. 

WHERE ARE THEY 
NOW? 

Coleman has a home in 
Wayland, but intends to move 
to Ohio soon to live near fam­
ily. 

Withrow resides in 
Owensboro where he dotes 
over grandchildren, one of 
whom he believes " ... could 
become a good player." 

Crittenden lives m 
Bowling Green where he 
mixes good humor and exag­
geration stories over break­
fast with Western grads. 

Maggard lives in Corbin 
ncar his daughter and grand­
children and watches them 
play sports and upon occa­
sion reminds son Freddie 
who has a state title on his 
resume' and who doesn't.

Chris Henry rejoined the 
Cincinnati Bcngals in practice 
Wednesday, an uncoml'onahle 
reminder that the owner and 
the head coach are not on the 
same page on major decisions. 

Both were watching.

crossed a downtown street to 
the team's practice lield -
part of his daily routine - for 
Henry's llrst workout since he 
served a four-game suspen­
sion for misconduct. Brown 
released Henry after his fifth 
arrest last April. then made a 
stunning about-face and 
brought him hack over the 
objection'> ol' coach Marvin 
Lewis. 

They're all together again. 
trying to get an 0-4 team its 
first win. 

Henry had to sit out the 
first four games because of his 
latest violation or the NFL's 
conduct policy. The Bengals 
have a one-week roster waiver 
allowing Henry to practice 
without being added to the 
active roster. He worked out 
with the scout team on 
Wednesday, playing the part 
of Dallas receiver Terrell 
Owens against the Bengals' 
starting defense. ' 

"Everyone seems like 
they're real happy to sec me 
back and ready for me to be 

hack out there, making plays 
like T do," Henry said. "It reels 
good to be out there working 
with my team and trying to get 
my stuff together. 1 felt real 
good out there. I'm just trying 
to show the coaches that T' m 
ready to go as ~oon as they 
give me a call." 

Lewis said the team will 
decide later in the week 
whether Henry plays Sunday 
in Dallas, a move that would 
reunite him with another trou­
bled player from West 
Virginia. Henry and corner­
back Adam "Pacman" Jones 
were drafted in 2005 and got 
into so much trouble individu­
ally that they were a catalyst 
behind commissioner Roger 
Goodell's crackdown. 

The former Mountaineers 
teammates have talked about 
their potential reunion. 

"Just a little competition 
thing. you kn()w," Henry said. 
"That's all. " 

Henry has been arrested 
five times since the Bcngals 
drafted them, though the latest 
charges were dropped over the 
summer when his assault trial 
ended in a hung jury. Jones, 
acquired by Dallas in April, 
has been arrested six times 
and involved in a dozen inci­
dents requiring· police inter­
vention since Tennessee draft­
ed him in the first round in 
2005. 

Jones was suspended for all 
or last season. Henry was sus-

pcndcd for the first eight 
games last season, then the 
first four this sea<>on. 

"I've talked to Chris sever­
al times," Jones said. "l know 
he's happy to be back on the 
field. T know he was kind of 
down. I told him to keep his 
head up. Me and Chris have 
been talking since. 

"When T was suspended 
my whole year, I talked to him 
a lot. Me and Chris are best of 
friends. He made some bad 
decisions, he had to deal with 
the consequences, same that T 
did." 

Offensive coordinator Bob 
Bratkowski was impressed 
with how Henry looked in 
practice Wednesday. The 
receiver wasn't allowed to 
work out with the team for the 
past four weeks, but stayed in 
shape by catching passes from 
former University of 
Cincinnati quarterback Gino 
Guidugli. 

"Chris looked like he was 
in excellent shape and' he's 
been working extremeJy 
hard," Bratkowski said. "You 
can always tell with Chris 
where he's at when you watch 
him, because it usually takes 
him awhile. You can tell he's 
been working . very hard 
because he looked very good 
today." 

Both Bratkowski and

Kelltucky racing commissiOn

"We need an appropriate 
level of funding," said 
Nicholson, the president and 
CEO of the Keeneland 
Association. "We have not 
been adequately funded."

Kentucky likely will have to 
loosen the purse strings. 

From finding ways to 
increase purse structure to 
building a state-of-the-~lrt 
drug-testing and research lah 
to expanding the staff at the 
KenLUcky Hl)rse Racing 
Commission. the tallk force 
sees plenty of potential for the 
,;tate to remain what is smnc­
times referred to us the horse 
capital or the world. 

"If you want to be a leader, 
you've got step up and be the 
hcst in every part of the game, 
including integrity," said Ron 
Geary, owner of Ellis Park.

The commission's funding 
comes out of the General 
Fund of Lhe purl-mutuel 
cxlliso tax. The tax generatud 
$13.3 million for the state 
during thu 2007-08 fiscal 
year, about $8 million of 
which went to industry-reh\t· 
ed costs. The remaining $5.3 
million went into the General 
Fund, with the KHRC receiv­
ing $504,200. That number is 
projected to drop w $423,770 
over the next two years. 

Though the KHRC gener­
ates revenue through track 
assessments. licensing fees 
and fines. it would not be 

enough to cover the cost of 
adding staff positions like an 
auditor, a director of enforce­
ment and a racing veterinari­
an. Getting u larger share 
from the General Fund would 
help offset many of the costs. 

The KHRC prl)jected h 
would face a $1 million llhm·t­

.full nt the end of the current 
fiscal year If It hired ndditinn­
al staff under the current bud­
get format. 

"When the task force is 
done and loses its limited life, 
it will sec that the commission 
is taken care of," KHRC 
chairman Bob Beck said.

AllJ:-,On got ~ideways and 
then arrborne at close to 210 
mph, sailing into the protecti\e 
fence that separates the track 
from the ~'Tandstadds during a 
race at what is now Talladega 
Supert;peedway. The car tore 
down about I 00 yards of fenc­
ing, scattering pruts and pieces 

• of both the fence nnd the car into 
the stands and injming several 
spectators. 

The accident struck fear in 
NASCAR officials and prompt 
ed the sanctioning organi/ation 
to make sure that speed.,; stay 
below 200 mph at Talladega and 
Daytona-- its two biggest and 

fastest tracks - hy mandatmg 
horsepower -sapping carburetor 
restnctor pl~1tcs. 

That ha<; made for a very dif­
ferent style of racing on the big 
tracks. With all of the cars close 
in speed, they tend to race in 
huge packs. usually two-' or 
thfee wide, mches apart at close 
to 200 mph. 

And there is the constant 
danger or someone making a 
mistake and setting off "'the big 
one a huge multicar crash 

at any moment. 
And that'$ exactly what the 

Sprint Cup drivers will face 
Stmday in the AMP Energy 500 
at the hig Alabama track. 

""l like racing at Talladega, 
but I hate wrecking there," 
Kac;ey Kahnc said. '"It's so easy 
to get caught up in somebody 
else's mess, but that's part of 
rat.:ing at Talladega. 

""Tf you're not in one or the 
wrecks. it's fun running that 
close t.ogether for 500 miles. Tl's 
a hectic but exciting day.

so w1de and if s all about speed. 
AL Daytona, it's made il even 
more of a handling rrack. You 
can't do the bump drafting there 
so much like at Talladega 
because there is such a big pre 
mium on the handling of your 
cur." 

STRONG STARTER: 
Jimmie Johnson came into 
this year's Chase for the 
championship with two 
straight victories, just as he 
did on the way to his second 
title a year ago.

TALLADEGA, Ala.- Here'.;; some advice for the thousands 
of NASCAR. fans driving to rural Alabama this \veekend in .a 
swarm of gaS-J!unJing trucks and RVs: Dnn't wait unlilthe la.~t 
minute to fill up. 

Fuel shortages haven't been as had in Alabama as some 
Southeastern states. hut supplies arc still spotty and there's only 
a handful of gas stations near the Talladega Superspeedway, site 
of this weekend's races. 

A spokesman for AAA Alabama, Chiy Ingram, said there 
shouldn't be any "major problems" finding gas around the track. 
which is located on Interstate 20 about 40 miles east of 
B1rmingham and 95 miles west or Atlanta. 

'"But at the same time, it wouldn't he a had idea for people to 
gas up before .they gel into the area," he said. "\\'hen you get 
200,000 to 250,000 people coming into a small area like that, 
you don't know what's going to happen." 

The track will play host to the ARCA REIMAX 250 on 
Friday, the Mountain Dew 250 truck race on Saturday and lh.e 
AMP Energy 500 on Sunday. •

Dear Tom and Ray: 
I LOVE my 2000 VW 

Cabrio. It feels solid on the 
road, and the functioning roll 
bar completes the· safe feeling 
(no, I haven't had to use it). 
But I'm wondering about how 
safe it is when there's light­
ning all around. I've heard that 
a car is safe in a thunderstorm 
not because of the rubber tires, 
but because it's completely 
encased. So, does that make a 
convertible with a cloth top 
vulnerable? Am I risking my 
children's lives? Do I need to 
get something with just a sun­
roof for safety and peace of 
mind? Do I need to succumb 
to my husband's insistence 
that I get an (ack!) minivan? 
- Margaret 

TOM: Tell your husband to 
go jump in a lake, Margaret. 
Just not during a lightning 
storm. 

RAY: You don't need a 
minivan. Your Cabrio is fine in 
a thunderstorm. From the little 
we understand about lightning, 
when it hits a car, it stays on 
the exterior, metal surface, and 
goes to the ground through the 
tires. 

TOM: We've heard of all 
four tires exploding. And 
we've heard of electrical sys­
tems being fried after a bad 
lightning strike. But we've 
never heard of injuries to peo­
ple inside the car. 

RAY: Airplanes presum­
ably get hit by lightning far 
more often than cars do, and 
people inside them are safe for 
the same reason. The electrici­
ty stays on the outside of the 
fuselage, even though the guy 
in 9B might wish that enough 
of it had leaked in to blow up 
the seat in front of him and 
give him some more leg room 
on the way to Newark. 

TOM: But what about your 
canvas top? Well, it has metal 
supports throughout it, doesn't 
it? Plus, you have the metal 
roll bar. And that roll bar is' 
attached to the metal frame of 
the car. So I don't think you 
have anything to worry about, 
Margaret. 

RAY: But just to be safe, 
always put the top down in a 
rainstorm so the roll bar stays 
completely exposed. 

Dealership's recommenda­
tion sounds very fishy 
Dear Tom and Ray: 
We have a 2001 Honda 

Civic that was just serviced at 
the dealershi{l for its routine 
90,000-mile service. During 
the checkup, they strenuously 
suggested that we replace the 
front-end lower ball joints, as 
they were worn out and had 
too much play in them. They 
showed us that if you stuck a 
long crowbar below the ball 
joint and tried to move it up 
and down, it moved and inch 
or so (too much, in their opin­
ion). They said they could 
replace the ball joint, knuckle 
and bearings for $1,130. I 
decided to get a second opin­
ion, so I went to a local 
Firestone dealer. They inspect­
ed the entire front end and said 

-that there was nothing wrong. 
"Two different repair places, 
two very different answers. 
So, who are we to believe? 
Then the answer hit me: Write 
to America's most beloved car 
analysts, Click and Clack! 
What do ym; think about this 
situation?

mous amount of play for a ball 
joint. Imagine if your knee had 
an inch of play in it. You 
wouldn't be able to walk! The 
same is true for a ball joint. If 
it had an inch of play in it, it 
would already be toast. It 
wouldn't function. 

RAY: My guess is that what 
they did was take the crowbar 
and pry up the control arm. 
That would compress the coil 
spring. And THAT could easi­
ly move an inch. In fact, they 
could have made it move four 
inches if they'd wanted to. 

TOM: And then, not satis-

fied to simply take you for a 
ride on a new ball joint, they 
wanted to sell you a steering 
knuckle and the bearings, too. 

RAY: And the fact that 
another shop couldn't dupli­
cate such a drastic problem 
makes it all very suspicious.
