Hal Rogers, a 
veteran Republican tlgure 
in Washington, faces one 
opponent Tuesday - inde­
pendent candidate Jim 
Holbert, of London. 
Holbert filed to run in 
March. 

State Sen. Johnny Ray 
Turner 1s unopposed in this 
year's election, but former 
state Attorney Oeneral and 
longtime state Rep. Greg 
Stumbo faces Floyd County 
attorney Larry D. Brown. 

Stumbo defeated Brown 
by a large margin in a spe­
cial-election to regain his 
seat in the House after a 
failed bid for lieutenant 
governor last year. Many 
are anticipating a repeat of 
tho e special-election num­
bers Tuesday.

"We didn't see anything in 
the harvest that woulc.l indicate 
that anybody got hit really 
hard at a county-wide level." 

She added that 
after a severe outbreak, deer 
herd. arc largely immune £O 

the dtsease for a few years. 
Although . orne cases of Lhe 
disease uccur evel) year, 
department biologi ts are 
aware of only a handful of 
suspected ca ·es this year.

When hunter call the 
Telecheck number, they are 
calling an automated system 
that provides a . c1ics of 
prompts. 

Yancy encourage. hunters ro 

take the time to listen to each 
automated question completely 
hcfore choosing a rc ponsc. ll 
onl} take. about live minute. to 
Tclcchcck your deer. Accurate 
information is important to 
Kenrucky Fish and Wildlife 
biOlogtsts, who use Telecheck 
data to make sound manage­
ment decisions. and to the 
department· conservation olli­
ccN. who usc the information 
to enforce hunting and licens­
ing laws. 

One common Telecheck 
mi. take is emering the v/J:ong 
hunting method mto 'the sy ·­
tern.

Public land hunters should 
listen carefully to the entire 
nan1c of the area on which rhcy 
took a deer before re ponding 
to this Tclcchcck promp1.

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Quick shifting saves gas, if you don't lug the engine 
by TOM and RAY 

MAGLIOZZI 

Dear Tom and Ray: 
I have a son who has ''gone 

green." He is pa sionate about 
the environment, recycles reli­
giou ly and i. very focu cd on 
gas mileage. He owns a '98 
Honda Civic. He shifts to the 
highe t gear possible, as oon 
as possible. (Technical note: 
On a flat stretch, he may hift 
to fifth gear at 25 mph and 
1.000 rpm, cau ing the engine 
to shudder.) Con equently, 
when he's driving me some­
where in hi car, our conversa­
tion goes something like this: 

Me: ''Why are you lugging 
the engine?" 

My son: "Because it ave 
gas." 

Me: ''What' the point of 
saving gas if it destroys the 
engine?" 

Which one of us has the 
right idea?- Dave 

TOM: You both have some 
right ideas. Dave. Your son is 
al::l olutely right that . hifting 
lnto the hightW t possible gear 
a quickly a po sible gives 
you the best fuel economy. 
And we commend him for 
doing his part to help save the 
planet. 

RAY: However, you're 
right, too, Dave, that if you 
hift TOO soon, you'lllug the 

engine, which is hannful to it. 
And I'm ure your son will 
agree that throwing away 
engine i n't a good thing for 
the environment, either. 

TOM: The trick is to shift 
Up through the gears quickly, 
getting to the highest gear as 
soon as po sible WITHOUT 
lugging the engine. If you shift 
up, and the car shudders or 
pings on acceleration, you're 
making the engine train and 
run hot, and that's injurious. 
So, if you expe1ience lugging, 
huddering or pinging, that' a 

sign that you've shifted too 
soon. And next time, you want 
to tay in the next-lowest gear 
a little longer. 

RAY: You'll find that there 
aren't bard, fast rule about 
when to shift: it depends on 
the conditions. If you're just 
trying to maintain your speed 
on a flat road. shifting into 
fifth gear at 25 mph may be 
ju t fine. But if you're trying 
to accelerate, or climb a hill, 
you'll probably lug it. And that 
will eventuaHy take its toll. 

TOM: So, give your son a 
pat on the back for being inter­
ested in something bigger than 
ju t him elf. But tell him to let 
lhe car be his guide. If it shud­
ders and ping , it's a sign that 
he's shifted too oon. If not, 
then he's hugging tree with 
tbe be, t of 'em. 

How do you eliminate a 
stubborn stink? 

Dear Tom and Ray: 
I was given a 1987 XJ6 Jag. 

She's one fine-looking lady. 
But he smells. 1 recently 
spent $1,100 of my govern­
ment stimulus check having 
the car completely cleaned on 
the inside. My mechanic (a 
very honest, mall-town guy) 
took out all the carpeting and 
the seats, and cleaned them. 
He replaced the roof lining. He 
then scoured the entire inside 
of the car before putting the 
seats and carpet back.

RAY: Actually, my brother 
had a similar problem with his 
'74 Chevy Caprice Classic 
Convertible, Jill. It took us a 
long time to find the cause of 
the odor. But we finally fig­
ured it out. It was him. 

TOM: There are two possi­
bilities. One is that you've got 
a bad ca e of mold. Cleaning 
the eat and carpets might not 
be enough if you didn't specif­
ically treat for mold. You need 
bleach or a biocide to kill the 
pores. Soap, odor removers, 

onions and old gym socks are 
all useless again t a huge mold 

pore invasion. 
RAY: The other pos ibility 

is that a small animal died 
somewhere in the car. If a 
mouse or rat got stuck in a 
ventilation duct or in your air 
cleaner, it can produce a dis­
gusting and almost unbearable 
odor that can last for month , 
until the carca s eventually 
disintegrates. 

TOM: o, what you need i 
omeone with a good nose. 1' d 

help you myself, but mine's 
just big, not particularly good. 

RAY: You need to fmd 
someone who's familiar with

bet i an automotive dctailer, 
or someone who works in a 
body shop. Ask him or her to 
sniff your Jaguar. Make ure 
you give the appropriate back­
ground before making that 
reque t, becau e omeone 
could take it the wrong way. 

TOM: Once you know 
what you're looking for, you 
can fom1 a plan to get rid of it. 
Animal remain can be 
searched for and removed -
or simply waited out. Moldy
