To call yesterday an historic 
day for democracy in America 
would be a galloping under­
statement. 

A of late la t night, early 
number pointed to the United

American president in 
President-elect Barack Obama. 
And, in the extremely unlikely 
event Obama hadn't taken the

country's highe t office, citi­
zens would still have had its 
ftrst female vice-president in 
Alaska Gov. Sarah Palin. 

But as final voles were tal­
lied late last night, it would 
appear that Obama emerged as 
the nation' cho1ce for com­
mander-in-chief, garnering, a 
of press time, 207 electoral 
votes to McCain's 114. These 
number· do not include results 
from California, Washington 
and Oregon, which were 

expected by both sides to sway 
in Obama's favor and would 
put him over the number of 
electoral votes needed to offi­
cially claim the presidency.

McConnell wins nail-biter

In what Mitch McConnell 
himself characterized as the 
"second most imponant race in 
the nation," the 24-year veteran 
of the U111ted States Senate 
staved off an aggressive cam­
paign from Democrat challnger 
Bruce Lunsford. 

The race was called for 
McConnell late Ia t night 
enabling him to retain his seat 
and his position as the 

Republican leader in the 
Senate. With 91 percent of the 
vote in as of pre s time, 
McConnell edged out Lunsford 
with 52.4 percent of the votes 
statewide to Lunsford' 47.6 
percent. 

In Floyd County, 
McConnell, who had a ked a 
crowd in Martin County last 
week to "hold down the vote"' 
in Floyd, saw that reque t fall 
on deaf ears, managing only 
5,598 vote (35 percent) to 
Lunsford's I 0.105 votes (64 

percent) to nearly double the 
incumbent's Floyd tally. The 
counts in Pike County, another 
trouble county for McConnell. 
howed similiar results. 

In rallies leading up to the 
final push yesterday, 
McConnell saw small crowds 
of supporters during a meetings 
in uch neighboring countie5 as 
Martin. where he addressed a 
handful of upponers at the Big 
Sandy Regional Airport.

Now, for the 
little guy 

The federal government ha bailed out the banks, the 
Detroit Three and now, perhaps, will bail out some home­
owners who are in over their heads. None of these move 
are avory, but all are under tandable given the breadth of 
the credit crisis and its impact on the U.S. economy. The 
government now should do whatever it can to help strug­
gling homeowner . 

Under a program being negotiated by officials from the 
Federal Depo it Insurance Corp. and the Trea ury 
Department, banks or other lender would reduce monthly 
payments to affordable level by lowering the interest rate, 
cutting the amount owed or extending the payback period. 
Lender · would get a federal guarantee that they would get a 
portion of their money back if borrowers default on the new 
loans. 

The problem with any mortgage bailout plan is ·eparat­
ing the truly de erving from the peculators. No doubt 
sotne who made poor decisions based more on greed than 
common sense will be helped. But that's a price we must 
pay for years of indulgence and neglect. 

A couple of safeguards would help: Only loans on 
owner-occupied homes should qualify. And there should be 
other mean testing. Tho e who bought a second home in 
Key We t - or the North Woods - shouldn't be eligible. 

The government acted wiftly and appropriately to thaw 
the credit system. The $700 billion bailout, the backstop­
ping of commercial paper and increased insurance for 
deposits and money market fund were all move aimed at 
timulating credit flows. News thi week that Marshall & 

Ilsley Corp. will sell $1.7 billion in preferred stock to the 
Treasury is a sign of how aggres ively the government has 
moved. 

But we're concerned that the Treasury ha allowed banks 
too free a hand. Using the federal ca h to buy up weaker 
competitor i an appropriate u e of the money because it 
beats allowing banks to go belly up. But banks should be 
lending a big portion of the federal infu ions to de erving 
borrowers; there is plenty of evidence they are hoarding it 
instead. The Treasury may need tricter standards to pur 
lending if its current program of gentle persuasion doe n't 
work. 

And for certain, it's time to tum the government' atten­
tion to en uring that de erving homeowners don' t ink and 
take their neighborhoods with them.

Guest Column 
House week 

in review 
by REP. HUBERT COLLINS 

By now, many of you have heard 
about the legislation we passed last 
regular session that created a central­
ized agency through the Kentucky 
Hou ing Corporation to help those 
who face foreclo ure or are truggling 
to keep their home. The Kentucky 
Home Owner hip Protection Center 
has already helped dozen · of people 
with their mortgage concern and 
looks to be a big uccess. 

More good new , which I reported 
to you a few weeks ago, i the 
$400,000 grant to help folks in 52 
countie avoid foreclosure which i 
now bemg administered by the 
Community Venture Corporation out 
of Lexington. I had not heard of a bet­
ter program for communities hard hit 
by the mortgage crisis until I received 
word thi month on how much money 
Kentucky expect to receive under the 
federal Hou ing and Economic 
Recovery Act of 2008 passed Ia t 
summer. Most of us know thi Jaw as 
a vehicle for up to $300 billion in new 
fixed rate mortgages to help subprime 
borrowers (most likely to face fore­
clo ure) get back on their feet. What 
you might not know is that the law 
al o include nearly $4 billion in 
emergency grant to help states in 
need redevelop abandoned and fore­
clo ed homes through a new 
Neighborhood Stabtlization Program. 

Regulations put m place by the fed­
eral Department of Hou mg and 
Urban Development (HUD) to imple­
ment the new federal law e tabli h the 
fonnula that doles out Neighborhood 
Stabilization grant money to the 
states. Based on that formula, 
Kentucky will receive $37.4 million 
under the program- a considerable 
amount that hould help communiue. 
aero· the Commonwealth with the 
highest number of abandoned and 
foreclosed propcrtie . 

This money will not be given to 
communities without any effort on 
their part. The regulation clearly tate 
that local governments must apply for 
the available grants, and I am ure that 
additional infonnation on that proce s 
is forthcoming from both HUD and 
Kentucky tate government once the 
ball really gets rolling on the grant 
process. Since the regulation just took 
effect on Oct. 6 of thi year, it is 
unlikely that any grant funds have 
been allocated yet but now is the ume 
for local governments to look into the 
program. r suggest that any local gov­
ernment wanting more infonnation on 
the program contact the Kentucky 
Housing Corporauon at 1-800 633 
8896 (in Kentucky) or online at 
www.kyhousing.org. 

If the federal government's plan 
works. the new law' main objective 
- to make hou ing more affordable 
by allowing the U.S. Trea ury and 
government- ·pon. ored mortgage 
enterprises like Fannie Mae to buy up 
failing mortgages and improve the 
housing market - could be just what 
our country needs. Other federal

Kentucky has had nowhere near 
the number of foreclosures as the top 
mortgage crisis states including Ohio • 
and Michigan. Our number of foreclo­
sures m August, when filings 
increru;ed in our tate, left u ranked 
29th nationally in foreclosure filing 
that month. That i better than being 
ranked first or fifth, but 29th i noth­
ing to celebrate. Our foreclosure lig­
ures indicate we have quite a bit of 
work to do to help traighten out the 
mortgage market here at home. 

Take the number of foreclosures in 
our tate thi year to date: Since 
January. JUSt over 7, I 00 foreclosures 
have been filed 111 Kentucky. More 
than half of the recent foreclosure , 
according to national foreclosure ~ 
tracker RealtyTrac , have been in 
Jefferson County with Fayetre County 
coming in ccond and Kenton County 
third, but don't let that Central and 
Northern Kentucky concentration fool 
you. Tho e of u li'ving in East 
Kentucky are not immune to the cri­
sis. 

l am hopeful that the new federal 
grant money available under the 
Housing and Economic Recovery Act 
of 2008 will tum things around for all 
Kentucky counties. and that all feder­
al and state effort combined will help 
the Commonwealth weath~r the

Free throw lane gets less crowded with new rule 
TIMES STAFF REPORT 

The start of the 2008-09 bas­
ketball season is less than one 
month away. In an effort to 
reduce rough play in free-throw 
situations in high school basket­
ball, the two marked lane spaces 
closest to the end line will be 
vacant effective with the 2008-
09 season. 

This revision in Rule 8-1-4 
was one of three changes 
approved by the National 
Federation of State High School 
Associations (NFHS) Basketball 
Rules Committee at its April 13-
15 meeting in Indianapolis. The 
change were sub equentl)' 
approved by the NFHS Board of 
Directors. 

Beginning with the 2008-09 
season. all players will move up 
one lane space during a free­
throw attempt. A new mark will 
be applied to the lane line near 

the free-throw line to designate 
the last 3-foot marked lane pace. 

The committee reviewed data 
from the GeOJgia High School 
Association, which experiment­
ed with the free-throw lane 
change last year. 

Perhaps as significant as the 
changes approved by the com­
mittee was one that was not. 
After much discus ion, the com­
mittee voted again t the use of 
instant replay to review specific 
ituations during state tourna­

ments. Tiuee proposals were 
considered by the committee this 
year after three tates had last­
second shots in championship 
game. 

Another significant change 
approved by the committee will 
directly affect high school coach­
es.

This was one of those questions 
that 1 knew the basics of the answer 
but needed just a little research to fill 
in the details. As it turns out all space­
craft are launched in some form of a 
west to east direction and this has to 
do with some ba ic principles of 
physics and money. 

The launching of spacecraft toward 
the east is in the same direction as the 
Earth's rotation as seen from paGe. If 
you were in space above the equator 
with the North Pole at the top and the 
South Pole at the bottom of your field 
of view you would see the Earth rotate

PRESTONSBURG - Cheryl Shepherd start­
ed her job with the Kentucky Transportation 
Cabinet's Division of Driver Licensing in J 985. 
eventually working her way up to administrative 
section supervisor. Last week. Shepherd brought 
an end to her successful career, retiring after 23 
years with a special retirement party held in her 
honor at the Floyd County Juc;tice Center in 
Prestonsburg. 

"I've met so many people," Shepherd said "1 
was able to travel throughout the state and meet 
so many nice people. I tartcd when our field 
office opened in 1985. It was the third one m the 

state. Now we have 12 offices." 
During Shepherd's tenure with the division of 

driver licensing, she has witnes ed an abundance 
of technological changes that helped to make 
thing easier for both the office and those needing 
assistance. 

"When I first sta11ed I had a typewriter. a desk, 
and a phone."

The reason for th1s is that as 
the earth spins on its axis. at 
the equator. the urface i 
moving at around 1,037 miles 
per hour. So, a spacecraft it­
Ling on the launch pad at the 
equator, even though is 
appears motionless to us, i 
actually moving very fast. To 
put a spacecraft like the space 
huttle into low Earth orbit (90 

to 150 miles up). velocity 
needs to reach speed of over 
17.000 nules per hour. So, by 
launching in the direction of 
the earth' rotation, your 

..,1 booster doe not need to accel­
erate the space craft from a 
true 0 miles per hour . its 
already going over 1000 mile 
per hour before the engme 
fires. 

Ideally, a spacecraft should 
be launched from the Equator 
to maximite the Gffect of the 
Earth's rotation on the final 
·peed of the spacecraft. The 
French accompli h this by 
launching their spacecraft 
from Kourou. French Guiana 
which i about 5° from the 
equator. a lot closer than the 
Kennedy Space Center in 
Florida. 

J'rom the economics ide, a 
booster rocket has a maximum 
amount of weight it can put 
into orbit (this is called its 
"Throw Weight"). Satellite 
weight and fuel for the rocket 
must be balanced so the satel­
lite can reach the desired orbit. 
This becomes a trading match 
between the scientJsts, engi­
neers and the rocket manufac­
turer. The cientists say "I 
want this satellite to do W. X. 
Y, and Z when in orbit. and it 

-, will weigh 'R' and need to be 
m an orbit that IS 'M' high". 
The Rocket manufacturer tells 
the scientist that "this rocket 
cannot lift that much weight to 
that height. You need to either 
reduce the weight of the atcl ­
lite or buy a bigger rocket."

comes by making the sate11ite 
lighter. Thi ultimately limit 
the abilities of the pacecraft, 
whether it is an orbiting ob ·er­
vatory. communications or spy 
atellite. To keep the space­

craft's functionality the arne, 
means you use a btgger boo t­
er rocket to do the same job, 
thi increase in booster ize, in 
turn drive the cost of the pro­
gram up. 

Some Satellite manufactur­
ers. in order to keep all the 
functionality of a satellite in 
place, will partner with other 
companies or nations wanting 
to also launch their own satel­
lite. The e group will go 
together to purchase a large 
booster rocket with the capa­
bility of putting larger pay­
loads into orbit. Instead of one 
large satellite. the booster may 
carry two or three smaller 
atellite that equal the pay­

load of the booster. This 
allow the companie or 
nations launching the satellites 
to maximize their capability 
while keeping their cost with 
in their budget. 

A a matter of fact, m 2009. 
Kentucky will launch its first 
satellite "KySat- 1". Built a 
part of cooperative effon by 
college and l.IJ)iversity ·tudents 
from aero s the state, the I 
kilogram KySat- I will. along 
with satellites from the 
University of Colorado and 
Montana State University be 
launched on a NASA booster 
in the upcoming year. The 
KySat team has been asked to 
be ready for a June 2009 
launch.
