Pike teen dies after shooting

BELFRY - A Belfry High 
School student was fatally shot 
at the home of his grandparents 
Sunday along Pond Creek 
Road in Huddy. 

Police said Raymond 
Christian Rice, 16. a sopho­
more at Belfry High School, 
was pronounced dead at the 
scene of the shooting by Pike 
County Deputy Coroner Mike 
Hall at approximately 2: 16 a.m. 

Sunday morning. 
According to Kentucky 

State Police spokesman Mike 
Goble, Rice was at the resi­
dence with two other boys, one 
of them his stepbrother. 

The three boys had decided 
to go hunting and were at the 
home looking at various 
fueanns when one of them wa'> 
apparently tartled by a sound 
in the room of the hou e, at 
which time the rifle discharged. 

Rice was standing near the 
muzzle of the rifle and was 

fatally shot in the head, Goble 
has said. 

De pite this preliminary 
understanding of the general 
circumstances urrounding the 
incident, an investigation con 
tinues and Goble aid there is 
no definite answer yet.

Educators should save receipts for tax deduction 
INDIANAPOLIS - The Internal 

Revenue Service i advtsing teachers and 
other educator~; to save their receipt for 
purchases of books and other classroom 
upplie . They will be able to deduct up to 

$250 of uch ex pen e again this year, fol­
lowing recently enacted legi lation. 

The Emergency Economic 
Stabilization Act (EESA) of 2008 reinstat­
ed the educator expense deduction, which 
had expired at the end of last year. The 
deduction has been remstated for tax 
years 2008 and 2009. Expenses incurred 
any rime during 2008 may qualify for the 

1 deduct ion, not JUSt those si nee the Act was 
igned on October 3. 

"Many teacher dip into their own 
pocket for cia room supplies." aid 
Jodie Reynolds. IRS Spoke per on. 'The 
reinstatement of l.hJ deduction g1ves edu­
cator a tax break this year and next year, 
and we want them to have the records 
they' ll need to clrum it on their returns." 

The deduction i · available to eligible 
educators in public or private elementary 
or secondar) schools. To be eligible. a 
person must work at least 900 hours dur­
ing a chool year as a teacher, in ·tructor, 
counselor, principal or aide. 

An educator may subtract up to 250 
of qual1fied out-of-pocket expenses when 
figuring adju ted gro s income (AGI). 

Thi:-. deduction is available whether or not 
the taxpayer itemize deductions on 
Schedule A. 

Qualified expenses arc non-reimbursed 
expen es prud or incun-ed for books. sup­
plie • computer equipment including 
related software and . en ices, other equip­
ment, and uppkmentary mat rials that 
are u~ed in the da sroom. 

The TRS suggests that educator~ keep 
records of qualifying expenses in a folder 
or envelope with a label uch as 
"'Educator Expense Deduction," noting 
the date. amount and purpose of each pur­
chase. This will help pre\'ent a missed 
deduction at tax time.

When she goe grocery 

h pping, Maria G. Boo.alis 
keep her eyes open for "man­
ager pecials." 

'"The e are generally fresh 
food like meats that are near­
ing their expiration dates. They 
get marked down, but you need 
to cook them prior to the 
marked expiration date, eat 
and/or freeze them for meal 
d wn the road." Boosalis said. 

Boosali i director of the 
di isioo of clinical nutrition in 
th University of Kentucky 
College of Health Science -
bu he's a! o a homemaker 
who feels the pinch of the eco­
nomic anxietie afflicting 
America today. 

So her field of profe ional 
expertise is coming into play as 
mij h in mapping out her fam­
ily meals and buying trate­
gy. 

Her goal - to make sure 
her family enjoys good-tasting, 
healthy and less expensive 
meal - i one shared by 
everyone. But she knows it can 
be tempting to crimp too 
much at the supennarkel. 

"There may be a teodency 
not to buy some items because 
they set:m a bit tuu expt:n~i ve. 
But if till tmportant to get a 
vaned and balanced intake·" 
Boosali srud. 

"You need food from all the 
primary food groups - grains, 
vegetables, fruit . lean meats, 
fish and/or beans, a well as a 
source of calcium lik.e fat­
free/low-fat dairy products.'' 
·he said. 

Boosalis suggested that gro­
cery shoppers make them­
elves familiar with food 

prices. "That way, you' ll know 
when you see a good deal or 

bargain.'' she said. 
It's aJso a good Lrategy to 

stock up on items when they're 
on ale. But that strategy only 
works if you're able to safely 
store the rood and your family 
will eat it. 

"You're saving money 
when you buy several of the 
same l<.ind~ uf it~ms you usual­
ly eat that are on sale. but only 
if you can free/e or store them 
afely," she said. 

Boosalis recommends 
"shopping the perimeter" of 
the supermarket - that is, 
begin with the produce areas lO 

tind fresh. in-season fruits and 
vegetable·. then go to the dairy 
section. on to the bread· or 
other grains. the meat section, 
and even the froLen food sec­
tion to seck bargains. uch a 
frozen vegetables. preferably 
tl1o ·e without added sauces or 

salt. 
utrition experts recom­

mend including whole grains 
like I 00 percent whole grain 
breads and pastas, and/or 
brown rice. she noted. 

After getting the ne<.:essary 
foods, Boosal is suggested 
"surgical strikes·· in the aisles 
to find other bargain . 

''1 think it's smart to reduce 
pending on items that aren't 

providing the nutrients you and 
your children need. like snacks 
that are high-fat, high-salt 
and/or hrgh-sugar hke weet­
ened beverages. Usually these 
types of ttems provide primari­
ly calorie · and not the other 
neces ary nutrients." 

She also urged hoppers to 
take their time and study nutri­
tion labeb on packaged food.

of twenty (20) years from the date of the passage of the ordinance granting it. 

SECTION 4 
The grantee of this franchise shall save the City harmless from any and all liability 

arising, in any way, from negligence of the grantee in the erection, maintenance or 
operation of said lines and appurtenances. 

SECTION 5 
The grantee of this franchise shall have the right and privilege to take up such por­

tion or part of any pavement and make such excavation in the streets, thoroughfares,

said City and in lieu of any pole tax or meter tax.

Bids and proposals for the purchase and acquisition of the franchise, privilege, right 

and authority hereby granted shall be in writing and shall be delivered to the Mayor 
upon the date and at the time fixed by the Special Commissioner in said advertising 
for receiving bids. Thereafter, the Special Commissioner shall report and submit to 
the City Commission at the time and place of its next regular meeting said bids and 
proposals for its approval, and said City Commission reserves the right for and on 
behalf of the City of Wayland to refuse any and all bids for said franchise, privilege, 
right and authority. In the event the b1ds reported by the Spectal Commissioner shall 
pe refused by the said City Commission, it may direct, by resolution or ordinance, said 
franchise, privilege, right and authority to be again offered for sale from time to time, 
until a satisfactory bid therefor shall be received and approved.

A tronomers define a 
moon as a natural satellite of a planet 
or other smaller body such a a dwarf 
planet or asteroid. Currently, there are 
over 300 objects in our solar system 
that are clas ified a moons.

Lawson originally painted a castle mural in 
Boyd's old office nine years ago. 

"That was one of my fir·t mural project ," 
Law on aid. 'Tve kept a teady chedule ince 
then." 

The staff at the office believe that Lawson's 
paintings provide a calming effect for the children 
that come there for dental work. 

"The kids love it." aid Sabrina Boyd, with the 
dental office. "It's the most calming thing. When 
Randy i in here painting, they will watch him 
in tead of watching television or playing video 

games. It's really nice to work in an environment 
like this." 

Lawson said that working on paintings in an 
ocean setting was a great learning experience for 
him. 

"I probably wouldn't have painted ocean life if 
it hadn't have been for Dr. Boyd's office," 
Law on said. "It's great to work on unique things 
like that." 

Dr. Boyd and h1 staff spent 12 year in their 
old location before growing too big for the build­
ing, and he was quick to contact Lawson when the 
plan were in motion to relocate. 

·'I ju t think it's awe orne," Boyd said. "It 
remind me of cuba diving. The kids can come 
and enjoy them elves, and it keep them from 
being cared."

Health care providers and 
their employees are aying 
they are pleased with the way 
a new consortium is bringing 
to much-needed medical cod­
ing training to the area's health 
care indu try. 

While medical employees 
can get coding training 
through other avenues, the 
training is often expensive and 
time con uming. The health 
care consortium is changing 
that by delivering the training 
at no co t to the participating 
employer and their employ­
ee .

Lewis said he is also 
impressed with the consor­
tium· tructure. He said hav­
ing several different compa­
nies in the same field pooling 
their employees to meet a 
shared training need is a new 
and worthwhile idea for the 
area.

Bentley said she feels area 
health care providers should 
work together on such pro­
ject . ince a better-trained 
workforce means better health 
care for the area's resident . 

"Even though we are com­
petitor . we really are working 
toward the same goals," she 
smd. 

EKCEP. hope w organize 
future health care oonsortia. 
Bentley said other providers 
should take advantage of those 

opportunities when they 
become available. 

"I think we can work 
together to make this area bet­
ter economically," Bentley 
aid. 

Belinda Cook. nur e coor­
dinator for McDowell ARH 
Home Health Agency, agreed 
that the consortium has been a 
positive experience for her 
company and its employees.

Deana Holbrook, Business 
Service repre entative with 
Big Sandy Area CAP, 
explained that three coding 
classes are currently scheduled 
as part of the con ortiurn, and 
aJI offer different eertifica­
tions. 

The most basic certifica-

tion, Certified Coding 
Assistant (CCA), features an 
entry-level class for employ­
ees with little or no coding 
experience. The second certifi­
cation, Certified Coding 
Specialist (CCS), is generally 
for those working in ho pitals 
and requires prior coding 
experience. 

The third certification, 
Certified Coding Speciali t­
Physician (CCS-P), is an 
expert certification for people 
with advanced coding and 
medical expenence, and is for 
those working in a physician's 
office or similar setting. 

The CCS class recently got 
undeiWay with 33 student . 

Employee in the first class 
aid coding experience i so 

valuable and useful that they 
were willing to take the class 
even though they hact to travel 
and take it after bu iness 

hours.

moons of Mars are synchro­
nized in their orbit around the 
planet always presenting the 
ame place towards the sur­

face. Unlike our Moon 
tbough. Phobo. ctunlly orbits 
Mars faster than the planet 
rotates on its axis. This pre­
sents a problem for Phobos 
because the immense forces 
acting on it are steadily 
decrea ing it distance from 
the planet. At some point in 
the future Phobos will get 
close enough to the planet that 
the gravitational interaction 
will eventually rip the moon 
apart and Phobos will be no 
more. 

GaJileo spacecraft was able to 
image the asteroid Ida and the 
dtscovery of its small moon 
Dactyl was discovered con­
firming the thoughts of 
astronomer that asteroids 
could have moons. At roughly 
33 miles long by 9 miles wide 
Ida is not a very large body. It 
ts however sufficiently large 
enough to generate enough 
gravity to keep tiny Dactyl in 
orbit. Dactyl is tiny indeed 
measuring only about 8/10 of a 
mile aero ·s.

Trojan Asteroids. While Ida 
and Dactyl are smaller rocky 
bodies, recent studies indicate 
Pntroclus and Menoetius are 
icy objects. This suggesto; they 
may have origin:~lly been 
comets whose orbits now coin­
cide with that of Jupiter's.
