and each has been awarded a 
stipend of $6, 120, a portion of 
which wa earmarked for 
research equipment. The 
Ledford scholar. hip fund up­
ports research experiences for 
student at ACA colleges with 

preference going to those from 
Harlan and surrounding coun­
ties m Kentucky. 

The students were gUided 
in their effort by Joe 
Whillaker, Ph.D., associate 
professor of biology at 
Pikeville College. In the class­
room. WhlCtuker teache stu­
dents about the ecological 
impact mall mammals have 
as far as eating insect pests, 
d1spersing seeds and control­
ling vegetation. 

Beyond the classroom 
experience, the students' pro­
jects have the potentJal to hed 
light on important ecological 
information. The mice are 
similar, but one species 
appears to be declining while 
the other seems to be expand­
ing its range. Williams and 
Rose. along with Whittaker, 
used a variety of research 
methods m identifymg 
specie , mcluding comparing 
cranial charactenstic., body 
measurements and aliva 
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analysis using a molecular 
technique known as ccllulo. e 
acetate electrophoresis. The 
students presented their find­
ing during the ACA's annual 
faJI conference and at the 
annual m~.:eting of the 
Kentucky Academy of Science 
at the University of Kentu..::ky. 

''Both Williams and Rose 
are planning on gomg to med­
ical school and this experience 

will give them a unique, insid­
er understanding of rc carch in 
general and provide them with 
skills enabling them to be 
actively involved in biomed­
ical research in the future," 
said Whittaker. "Doctors need 
to be able to critically evaluate 
research and there is no better 
way to learn to do so than 
actually conducting an origi­
nal research project."

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Commissioner says proposed cuts could be devastating to education 
FRANKFORT - After 

gathering input from the 
state's public school district 
:juperintendents, Education 

ommissioner Jon E. Draud 
says that a proposed four per 
aent reduction m funds would 
bve devastatmg short und 
tong-term effects on 
Kentucky's P-12 education 
system. 

"As part of the request from 
lihe State Budget Director's 
Office to develop a plan and 
;Jnalysis of the effects of a 
funding cut, I asked the state's 
supenntendent to share the 
potential repcrcu sions for 
their districts," Draud said. 
"The responses tbal I received 
indicate that a cut of this mag 
nitude would severely limit 
every district' abilit) to pro­
yide high-quality learning 
experiences for students." 

A four percent redw.:tion to 
she state's P-12 education bud­
get would amount to approxi­
mately $132 million. If the 
reduction includes the Support 
Education Excellence in 
Kentucky (SEEK) funding 
formula, hool di trict super­
intendents indicated that they 
would have to make difficult 
choices. 

• Even though it is very 
difficult to reduce staff after 
the chool year ha begun, 36 
district indicated that they 
would reduce staffmg levels 
for the current school year. 
This would include hiring 
freezes and layoffs of classi­
fied staff in some cases.

''An additional 32 distric ts 
mdicated a concern that the 
propo. ed four percent reduc­
tion may cause them to end the 
year in deficit. Districts in this 
ituation will stntggle to pro­

vide the services that their stu­
dents need to succeed and 
progress toward proficiency. 
This also will dramatically 
increase the number of dis­
tricts for which the Kentucky 
Department of Education is 
required by law to provide 
management assi tance, as the 
department's ability to offer 
technical assistance also will 

be reduced." 
The operations budget for 

the Department of Education 
was reduced by approximately 
$ 1.3 million in July of thi 
year. Staff has reduced travel, 
delayed fi ll ing vacant posi­
tions and deferred operating 
expenditu res to meet that 
reduction. An additional four 
percent reduction would 
require further cut· totaling 
$984,500. Since 2001, the 
Kentucky Department of 
Education has lost 219 po~;i­

tions. a 28 percent reduction in 
the agency's workforce. 

Draud said that perceptions 
about public educatiOn and 
funding have been misin­
formed over the past few 
years. 'There has been a per­
ception that public education 

has been 'spared' the budget 
re<luctions faced by other state 
agencies over the year!>. Over 
a number of years, funds 
appropriated to the 
Department of Education have 
lapsed to the credit of the stat, 
General Fund. even whet 
there have been program needs 
that have gone unmet as a 
result. 

"I encourage budget offi­
cials to consider the fu I I 
impact on the state's public

hunters for the 2009-1 0 ea­
son. Commi . ion member at 
Friday' quarterly meeting in 
FranHort also propo ed stan­
dardizing the muskellunge 
minimum size limit at Cave 
Run, Buckhorn and Green 
Ri\er lake .. 

The Fi h and Wildlife 
Comm1s ion recommends al l 
hunting. fi hing and boating 
regulations for approval by 
the General As embly and 
approves all expenditures by 
the Kentucky Department of 
Fish and Wildlife Resources. 
All recommendation must 
be approved by legislator 
before they become law. 

In wtldlife-related busi­
ness. the Commi ·ion voted 
to increa e the number of 
quota elk hunting pennit to 

1,000 for the 2009-l 0 hunting 
eason. up from 400 quota elk 

permit awarded in 2008-09. 
The total number or permits 
will include 250 permit. for 
antlered elk and 750 persmts 
for antlerless elk. 
Commission members al o 
voted to allow drawn elk 
hunters the option of paying 
for their quota elk permit 
online. These changes do not 
affect regulation:- and there­
fore do not require approval 
from lcgi lators. 

The Commission propo.ed 
adding a second week of 
firearm quota antlered elk 
hunting to the current one­
week eason. Under !Jle pro­
posal, drawn hunters who 
receive an antlered elk permit 
would be assigned to either 
the first or econd week of 
the season. If approved, the 
twu-week antlered e lk 
firearms season would run 
Oct. 3-16,2009. Hunter with 
a Landowner Cooperator or 
Special Commi sion permit 
would be allowed to hunt 
during both week of the 

firearms season. Archery and 
crossbow M~ason framework 
for quota antlered elk hunting 
would remain unchanged. 
However, the propo al would 
move the opening of antler­
less elk archery and crossbow 
season'> to Oct. 17. 2009, one 
week later than the current 
sea~on framework. 

Commission members also 
proposed additional hunting 
days for drawn quota antler­
less elk hunting. Under the 
Commission recommenda­
tion, drawn quota antlerless 
elk. hunters would be permit­
ted to hunt antlcrles elk dur­
ing the modem gun deer sea­
son in November, in addition 
to the existing two-week 
firearms antlcrless elk season 
1n December. If approved, the 
change would allow quota 
antlerless elk hunting ov. 
14-23 and Dec. 12-25, 2009. 

The Commission proposed 
a special youth elk hunt and 
drawing for 2009. Under the 
recommendation. five either-
ex elk permit would be 

available to youth ages IS and 

under. The pcm1its would be 
valiu for a special youth hunt 
on Paul Van Boovcn Wildlife 
Management Area Scrt. 26-
28. 2009. If approved. youth 
hunters could apply for the 
hunt by purchasing a . I 0 elk 
lottery application Apri I 1-JO. 
2009. 

Youth hunters may still 
purcha. e a separate $10 dk 
lottery application to enter the 
regular elk quota hunt draw­
mg. Two youth permits, one 
antlered and one antlerless. 
are already awarded through 
the lottery. and will remain 
avatlable for the 2009-1 0 el).; 
season. The e permits are 
valid during the regular elk 
season only. 

In rishcrics-rclatcd busi­
ness. the Comn11sston recom­
mended standarditing the 
minimum sue limit on 
muskellunge at 36 inches at 
Ca\e Run Lake, Green River 
Lake and Buckhorn Lake. 
Previously, Cave Run Lake 
and Green R1 ver Lake had a 
30-mch minimum site limit 
for the species and Bu<.khorn 

Lake had a 40 inch minimum 
size limit. 

Fisheries regulations 
voted on by the Commis-.10n 
at Friday's meeting would 
take effect in March 2010. 

The Commission also rec­
ommended i mplcrncnti ng a 
9-inch minimum site limit on 
crappie at l·ishtr.tr Luke and 
removing ycllm\ bass from 
the tatewide aggregate daily 
limit of IS fi~h fur white, 
hybrid striped and yellow 
ba s. There w iII he a 30 fish 
daily creel limit on yellow 
bass. Lick Creek in Simpson 
County and East T ork Clarks 
River in Calln\\ay County 
will be rernO\ed a<.. sea~onal 
catch ami tclca~c trout 
streams. Lick Creek will still 
be stocked with trout in the 
summer month~.

. More moons 
by ERIC THOMAS 

Last week we took a look at the 
10ons of the inner planet of our solar 

:.y tern. The moons of Mars and the 
Earth while interesting, are fairly 
bland when compared to some the 
moons of the outer planet . Thi week 
I want to take a little time and look. at 
some of tbe more interesting moons in 
the outer solar system. 

Let's start with the largest planet in 
the alar system and the current title 
holder for mo t moons, Jupiter. Of 
Jupiter's 63 moons, only eight have

remaining 
moons are 
thought to be 
captured 
a teroid . Of 
these eight 
regular 
moons we 
will look. at 
four in partic­
ular, Io. 
Europa , 
Ganymede, 
and Callisto. 
These four 
moons were 

originally viewed by Galileo in the 
early 1600s and have ince been 
referred to as the Galilean in moons. 

Io is the only moon in the solar sy -
tern to be volcanically active. It is 
caught in a tremendou tug-of-war 
between Jupiter and the other moons. 
The gravitational pull n lo cau e · it. 
surface to heave over 300 feet as it 
rotates on its axis. This flexing keeps 
the intenor and allows sulfur belching 
volc:anoes to erupt on its surfa<.:e. The

The dark rcgums arc 
heavily cratcn;d indica! i ng 
they arc very old while the 
bright regions have many 
fewer craters indic::uing the icc 
here is relatively young. The 

ASA Galilco spacecraft 
made six close tlyhys ol 
Ganymede between 1995 and 
2000 and from the data it 
returned scientists were able to 
determine that Ganymede gen­
erates its own m<~gnctic field. 
the only moon to do so. 

The fourth of Jupiter's 
Galilean moons is ICC covered 
Callisto. Tho.; thi1d largest 
moon in the solar system. it is 
Jll~t slightly smaller than 
Mercury. Callisto is CO\ ered 
with craters indicating that the 
surface is very old. Unlike the 
other three of Jupiter's moons, 
Callisto does not show any 
signs of surface acll\'ity. 

As we leave Jupiter and 
move on out through the solar 
system. uur next ~top will he 
Saturn. The ringed planet 
comes tn a close second to 
Jupiter in the moon count with 

60. 
Twenty-two of Saturn's 

moons believed to have 
formed in place with the 
remainder bemg captured 
asteroids or comets. 

Saturn's moons range !'rom 
Mimus which hus a large 
impact crater that is I /5 the 
diameter of the moon giving it 
the appearance of the "Death 
Star from the movie Star Wars 
to Enccladus whose active icc 
gey~crs may supply muterial 
for nne of Saturn's nngs. But 
the moon we want to focus on 
is Titan 

A~ the \econd largest moon 
in the solar system, Titan is the 
only moon known to have an 
atmosphere. Composed mostly 
nittogen with traces of 
mctlmne, the atmo~phcrc pro­
duces a ~mog-likc haze that 
hides the surface from ob cr­
\ahon by telescope. Titan is 
also unique in that it is the only 
body in the solar system other 
than the Earth that has liquid 
on its surface. Su11'ace of Titan 
1s :-.o cold though that this is not 
liquid water, but rather liquid

We also now know a little 

bit ahout what the surface of 
Titan looks like thanks to the 
Huygens probe that was 
dropped from the Cassini 
spacecraft in 2004. As the 
Huygens descended by para­
chute through the atmosphere, 
a small onboard camera took 
photographs which revealed a 
cold. rocky environment. The 
Cassini spacecraft is also 
imaging Titan but using radar 
instead of a camera. The use of 
mdar allows the Cassini space­
craft to see through the clouds 
and use altitude data to create 
maps of Titan. 

Th' next slop on our solar 
system tour are the moons of 
Uranus. Named for the most 
part after characters from 
Shakespeare, Uranus' moons 
arc not nearly as varied and 
exciting a~ the moons of 
Jupiter, or as mass1ve and 
interestmg as Titan is at Saturn. 
There are however a couple of 
Uranu ' 27 moons that arc 
worth noting. 

Miranda lor example has 
extremely deep canyons. much 
deeper than the Grand Canyon 
here on Earth. Umbreil is the 
darkest of Uranus' moons, wllh 
a surface that is extremely old 
and scarred with many craters. 
Ariel on the other hand is the 
brightest moon with very few 
large craters indicatmg Jts ur­
face is probably very young.

As we move on through the 
solar system we come to our 
last stop. Neptune. Having the 
lowest moon count at 13, there 
is one moon in particular we 
want to focus on. Triton. This 
icy world averages -400"F. It 
is so far from our Sun that is 
one of the coldest places in our 
solar system. Triton is similar 
to one of the inner solar system 
moons though in that it orbits 
Neptune backward·. It is th1s 
retrograde orbit that will even­
tually spell out Tritons demise. 
As Triton orbits, the gravim­
tional pull of Neptune slows 
Triton down pullmg it ever 
closer to the planet. JventuaJly, 
m1lhons of years from now 
Triton will be tom apart Jt 
material scattering to form a 
ne"W ring • ) 

I hope you enjoyed our tour 
of the moons of our solar sys­
tem.
