PRESTONSBURG 
Highlands Regional Medical 
Center announced plan Monday 
to open its newly remodeled 
emergency department after the 
firltt of the year. 

The hospital said Monday the 
new emergency department will 
officially open on Jan. 5, accord­
ing to Stephanie Damron, direc­
tor of marking and public rela­
tion at HRMC. 

The move came as an etJort to 
. peed the treatment of patients 
and to offer additional privacy 
and comfort through the new 
design. 

'The medicnl center saw the 
need to expand the emergency 
department tG benefit our com­
munity," aid HRMC Director of 
Emergency Service Hollis 
Whitehead, "and it has been one 
of our most successful capital 
projects.·· 

The multimillion dollar 
expan ion will include a dedicat-

ed triage room to effectively 
determine the nature and severity 
of patients· injuries. while also 
boasting new trauma rooms. pri­
vate Fast Track rooms, a dedicat­
ed OB room, pnvate emergency 
room with doors. an expanded 
work area for staff and a spacious 
waiting area for patients and fam­
ily. 

Whitehead went on to ay the 
equipment that fiJls out the new 
space was "phenomenal."

LEXINGTON -- Ri ks of 
automobile accident involv­
ing teen drivers could be 
reduced through the in titution 
of later ·tarting times for high 
schools, according to a tudy 
by two University of Kentucky 
researchers. 

The ·tudy. publi hed Dec. 
15 in the Journal of Clinical 

leep Medicine, was conduct­
ed by Fred Danner, profe, sor 
and chair of the Department of 
Educational, School and 
Coun cling Psychology in the 
UK College of Education, 
with Dr. Barbara Phillips. pro­
fe sor in the UK College of 
Medicine and medical director 
of the KHealthCare Good 
Samaritan Sleep Center. 

"Our findings are consis­
tent with everything we know 
from laboratory studies about 
the devastating effects of 

chronic Jeep deprivation on 
daytime alertness," Danner 
said. "They suggest that the 
typical pattern of moving 
chool tart limes an hour ear­

lier when kids move from mid­
dle to high chool is not only 
bad for their perfotmance in 
chool but may al o increase 

their chances for motor vehicle 
era he ." 

Danner and Phillip looked 
at the Jeep habit · of high 
school students in Fayette 
County before and after tart 
times were changed to an hour 
later. Th~y found that the e 
tudent were reporting an 

increase in the amount of sleep 
each night after the start time 
was pushed back. 

The stud)' also compared 
the number of motor vehicle 
crashes per 1 ,000 drivers age 
I 7-18 during the two years

school start time1o."

A transition 
truly in the 

' national interest 
"It could send our suffering economy into a deeper and 

longer recession. And it would leave the next president to 
confront the demi e of a major American industry in his first 
days of office."

These are unprecedented times. America is engaged in two 

major wars and experiencing what mny be the most severe 
economic downturn since the Great Depres ion of the 1930s. 

While all of this is going on, America's leader hip is about 
tl.:) change in a big way. It probably could not be a worse time 

, for a pre idential transition. But in 28 days, it will happen, 
and few new pre idents will have been better helped through 
the tran ition by his predecessor than Barack Obama. 
Whatever hi tory might say about President Bush in other 
areas, it almost certainly will lavish praise on him for his 
efforts to help Obama prepare to lead this huge and complex 
nation. 

The modem fonnal pr sidential transition period began in 
1952 when Dwight D. Eisenhower succeeded Harry Truman. 
Towson State University political scientist Martha Kumar 
told Voice of America recently that "(Truman) thought when 
he was going out that it was very important that whoever 
came in had a good sense of what was going on in the gov­
ernment." Truman him. elf had not known about the develop­
ment of the atomic bomb when he took office after the death 
of Franklin D. Roo eve It in 1945, "he said. 

Thanks to Bush, it's highly unlikely there will be such 
gap in Obama' knowledge. Even before the first votes were 
cast in the November election. Bush had ordered the transi­
tion process under way. Intelligence legislation signed into 
law by Bush in 2004 allowed for the early security cleaJances 
of Obama transitions officials. Even before the elections, 
Bush ordered high-level unclassified briefings on crisis areas 
such as Iraq and Afghanistan. 

But going beyond what other presidents have done. the 
Bush White House has prepared more than a dozen contin­
gency plans to help Obama transition to power. These plans 
include po sibilities such a<> a Korean nuclear explosion, a 
cyber attack on Ameiican computer systems, a terrori t . trike 
on U.S. facilities overseas or a flare-up of violence in the 
ever-volatile Middle East. 

The Department of Homeland Security aL o has given cri­
sis training to nearly 1 00 career officials so they can aid 
Obama's appointees, either before they are confirmed by the 
Senate or soon after they as 'ume their positions. In addition 
to other step·, the White House has drafted dozens of long­
term policy memorandums on the status of certain i sues and 
suggested option. for dealing with them. 

President Bush also has invited Obama to attend a Jan. 7 
lunch at the White House with former Presidents Jimmy 
Carter, George H.W. Bush and Bill Clinton. Top that for a 
power lunch. 

Bush sees a smooth transition as an important part of his 
legacy, and the nation should thank him for reaching out so 
graciously and effectively lO his successor.

There has been a lot of speculation 
about how, and when. Kentucky law­
makers will address the $450-plus 
million shortfall that the recession 
has left LIS to clean up this tiscal year. 

One idea that is being floated from 
Paducah to Pikeville is a proposed 
increase in the :-;tate c1garettc tax. 
Since it was rai ed to 30 cents in 
2005, many health advocates includ 
ing more than a few lawmakers have 
called for a huger per-pack tax on 
cigarettes. Now the idea has the 
backing of Gov. Steve Beshear. who 
says he wants to increase the tax by 
70 cems to one dollar a pack. A bill 
that would accomplish that in the 
upcoming 2009 Regular Se ion 
beginning Jan. 6 wa. filed in early 
December, and similar bills could be 
on the way. 

The big questiOn on lawmakers' 
mind~. though. is when we will be 
a ked to consider the tax propo al. 
One fly in the ointment is that the 
2009 Regular ession. unlike the 
2008 Regular Scss1on. i:-; not consiu­
ered a budget ses~ion under lhe slate 
constitution. That means that, consti­
tutionally, it will take a 3/5 majority 
of both the House and Senate to 
appmvc any increase in revenue next 
se sion. Considering the Senate 
majority ha. not expressed approval 
of any tax increase. it is pretty much 
assumed that getting 3/5 majority 
would be nearly 1mpossible. 

There i another option: a spectal 
session. which the governor has said 
he might call sometime between Jan. 
9 - when Ia~ maker end their four­
day organitalional pa11 of the 2009 
Regular Session - and early 
February when the . ccond part of the 
30'day Regular Session begins. The 
problem 1s that the special ses. ion 
optiu11 may have constitutional issues 

of its own. Since lawmakers will be 
on break during the last three weeks 
of January and not officially 
adjourned from the 2009 R~gular 
Se sion, we will constitutionally still 
be '"in session" which s.omc say pre­
vents us from being called into . pe­
cial sesswn. Anything we do during a 
pecial ·e sion in that time frame, 

the) say, could subsequently be chal­
lenged in court and thrown oUL. 
Bottom line? The pa age of a per­
pack tax hike will be difficult consid­
ering the con. titutional and ideologi­
cal challenges it faces. 

Even if the proposal does manage 
to pa~s. it i projected to only cover 
half of the current shortfall. That 
means more state funding cuts are 
unfortunateLy on the way. The gover­
nor i asking most state~agencie to 
cut their budgets by four percent as a 
result, with part of that percentage 
coming from a furlough plan that will 
call on each state employe to take 
three days unpaid leave by the end of 
next June. The good news i that 
basic K-12 education funding and 
state funding for mental health/men­
tal retardation services and Medicaid 
will not be cut, while additional cuts 
to higher education - which has 
already had it<; state fun.d reduced by 
six .Percent this year- would be I i m­
ited to two percent. 

Although it only tand to rea on 
that agencies would suffer cut when 
the state falls on hard time. , it is also 
true that hard times is when agencie 
need funding the most - and they 
u ually need more funding than they 
received from lhe General Assembly 
in recent budget cycles. 

County jails are a great example 
of government entities that rely on 
tate funding but do not have enough 

revenue to cover their costs, which 
the jails say have coll~ctively 
reached over $100 milhon annually. 
Lawmakers continue lo look at 
whether we should increa.e funding 
for tate prisoners who counties are 
now fiscally re. pon ible for until 
sentcm:i ug, ur whether the state

should take over Lhe operation of 
county jails altogether. Action taken 
last regular session that would allow 
more nonviolent Cia s D felons to be 
released on bail along wilh changes 
to increase the use of home incarcer­
ation and parole change were 
expected to help counties omewhat, 
but many counties feel the latter 
e pecially might actually reduce their 
state inmate revenue. 

Since the Kentucky County 
Judge/Executive Association sued 
the tate a few months ago in hope 
of prompting state reimbur ement to 
counties for co ts they incur from 
pretrial incarceration of state pri on­
ers, I do. not know how the 2009 
General Assembly will choose to 
handle the situation. I do not know 
indeed if we even can add.re it 
pending a law uit and a rece sioo that 
ha forced our governor to propo e 
the furlough of state employees. I do 
know that our counties are in fiscal 
trouble and that the tate needs to 
increase funding to the jails if we are 
going to continu to make counties 
respon ible for the pretrial care of 
state felon . Doing otherwise makes 
our "agreement" with the countie 
seem a lot like those co tly federal 
mandates that threaten our tate bud­
get every two year . 

Another thing I know going into 
the 2009 Regular Ses ion i that we 
need to find way. to raise more rev­
enue in the Commonwealth or mor 
painful cuts will be leveled in future 
e • ion . How we raise that revenue. 

whether it be from a cigarette tax 
increase or other methods like com­
bined reporting of corporate income 
tax income (from which 
Mas achu etts alone expect to reap 
$331 million) is still undecided. We 
have much to con ider during these -
ion beginning in two hort weeks.

lf you love special edition 
DVDs of Hollywood classics, 
then you may be surprised that 
this Italian "Exorcist" ripoff 
got the deluxe treatment rather 
than something like "Citizen 
Kane." Then again, if you're a 
fan of artsy flicks with high 
ideals and pompous actor 
emoting under way too much 
mak~up. you are probably too

''Merchant Ivory" snooze-te t 
to read this column. 

The rest of you should read 
on, as this one is as ridiculou 
as it gets but totally delivers on 
all exploitation fronts. 

The film begins with a new 
introduction from star Juliet 
Mills (TV's "Nanny and the 
Professor"), who appears a lit­
tle tipsy as .he mistakenly 
states that the film was 
inspired by "The Omen".

Once 
you get by the stilted intro, it's 
all downhill as the actual mm 
begins. 

It all starts with a creepy 
looking guy named Dimitri 
being accosted by a devilish 
voice while driving on a 
Pacific coast highway. Dimitri 
is informed that he can buy 
himself 10 more years oflife if 
he helps deliver a baby which 
this demon will possess. 
Dimitri takes the deal and 
immediately panics as the eyil 
entity welshes on the bargain 
and possesses his car long 
enough to bash through a 
guardrail and plunge into the 
ocean. 

Next up we meet the mom­
to-be, Jessica, and she's a bit 
of a car wreck herself. She 
thinks nothing of parking her 
convertible in front of a super­
market and leaving her gram­
mar school-aged tykes unsu­
pervised while she stroUs the 
aisles. 

Her kids are no bargain 
either and include a curly 
haired son, who drinks his 
Campbell's soup straight from 
the can, and a precocious 
daughter who curses like a 
sailor on shore leave. 

Her husband, Robert, is 
glimpsed at work and he's no 
prize himself. He appears to be 
producing a record but his 
method of drawing good 
vocals from his musicians is to 
harangue them with a steady 
stream of expletives which at 
least explains the potty mouth 
on his daughter.

Smallmouth bass cruise 
under these schools looking for 
tho e alewives or shad acting 
peculiar and pick them off.
