His condition was known as of
press time.

Police said Potter refuse
medical treatment shortly after
the accident and stayed at tt
scene, adding that alcohol was
involved in the collision.

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Teachers deny responsibility for suicide

PRESTONSBURG Four former
teachers of the Allen Central Middle
School student who shot and killed
himself in November 2007 and who
were named in a lawsuit filed by the
student’s parents have filed answers in
response.

Allen Central Middle School teach-

ers Greg

Nichols, Angela Mullins,
Lynn Handshoe and Jeremy Hall have
said in their response that they hold no
responsibility for 13-year-old Stephen
Lawrence Patton’s death.

Patton was a student at the middle
school and shot himself on Nov. 28,
2007, an act his parents are saying was
a result of hazing and bullying at the
school that was left unchecked.

Patton’s parents, Sheila and Floyd

Lawrence Patton, filed a lawsuit the
following vear first naming former
Floyd County Schools Superintendent
Paul Fanning, the school’s principal
Davida Bickford and then-interim
Supt. Ronald “Sonny” Fentress and
later naming his former teachers.
Those teachers have now answered
the claim that Paiton’s death was the
result of negligence on their part to do
anything about the 13-year-old’s prob-

lems at the school, saying much the
same thing as administrators did in
their answer last year.

The teachers are pointing the finger
at the parents, saying, as did the others
last year, that Patton’s parents “should
have known that their son ... was capa-
ble of taking his own life, was suffering
from a condition or conditions which

Senate approves drug diversion program, drugged driving plan

FRANKFORT — Arrested drug
addicts could be treated for their prob-
lem before heading to trial — and
potentially head off a lengthy prison
sentence — under a plan passed Friday
by the Senate.

Senate Bill 4, spomsored by Senate
Majority Floor Leader Dan Kelly, R-

. Springfield, and Senate Minority Floor

Leader Ed Worley, D-Richmond,
would require local jails to screen
felony offenders when they are first
booked. Those with drug problems
could be required by a judge to seek

outpatient addiction treatment and
counseling as a condition for bail.

Kelly said that without treatment,
many if not most offenders will be
arrested again before their trial, lcadmo
to a lengthler sentence.

More serious addicts could volun-
tarily enter a secure facility, much like
a minimum-security prison, for three
months to a year to get the help they
need. Follow-up supervision would be
a crucial component of both programs,
Kelly said. If the offenders stayed
clean, they could have the felony

charge wiped from their record, allow-
ing them to lead a normal life and hold
a steady job.

“This provisions of Senate'Bill 4 are
a smart way to deal with this problem,”
Kelly said. He noted that of Kentucky’s
22,000 prisoners, around 5,000 are in
jail simply for drug possession, while
80 percent of all prisoners are in for
some drug-related offense.

.Worley said the program could
make a difference in the lives of many
Kentuckians, because drugs touch the
lives of nearly every family in some

form. “I've seen what intensive drug
treatment programs can do.” He said.
“It does work.”

The bill passed 34-1,

The Senate also passed SB 5, spon-
sored by Sen. Ray Jones, D-Pikeville,
which would ban any amount of a con-
trolled substance in the blood while
driving. The proposal would make it
easier for law enforcement to convict
drivers who are under the influence of
drugs. Taking a prescription medica-

FRANKFORT The
Kenlucky Department [for
Public Health (DPH) is advis-
ing Kentuckians of the possible
dangers from kerosenc heafer
use as residents seek alternative
heat sources (o stay. warm fol-
lowing last week's devastating
winter ice storm. i

“The improper usc of
kerosene heaters can become
deadly if homcowncers do not
follow manufacturer’s instruc-
tions for this alternativc heat
source™, said Willlam Hacker,
M.D., DPH commissioner. “TL is
important o take precautionary
salety measures such as allow-
ing adequatc ventilation to pre-
vent carbon monoxide poison-
ing and avoid firc hazards.”

Officials from DPH advise
residents to follow precaution-
ary guidelines = from the
National Center for
Environmental Health for safc
kerosene heater use:

B Be sure 1o properly lollow
the manufacturer’s instructions
carelully for yeur specilic

heater model, making sure that

the wick is sct at the proper
level as instructed by the manu-
facturcr and is clcan.

B Ensure your kerosene
heater is only operated in a
well-vented area. Leave a door
open (o the rest of the house or
keep an outside window open to
ensure an adequate [low of
fresh air,

B Kerosene heaters require
1-K grade kerosenc fucl. When
colored or cloudy kerosene is
burncd. it will give off an odor,
smoke and cause increased
indoor pollution levels hecause
of the fuel’s higher sulfur con-
tent. Non-1-K grade kerosene

* can also gum up the wick.

B Always store kerosene in

a containcr intended for

kerosene only, not in a gasoline

can or a container that has con-

tained gasoline. This helps to

avoid using contaminated fuel

or the wrong fuel by mistake.

Kerosene containers are usually

blue and gasoline conlainers are

. Ted. ‘
B Never refuel the heater
inside the home. Fill the tank

outdoors, away from com-
bustible materials and only after
the heater has been turned off
and allowed to cool. Do not fill
the fucl tank above the “full”
mark. This area is used to allow
the fuel to expand without caus-
ing leakage when the heater is
operated, Never altempl o
move a lighted kerosene heater.

- Even a carrying handle could

causc burns.

B To avoid the risk of fire,
cven in normal operation you
should place kerosene heaters
several feet away [rom all furni-
ture, curtains, paper, clothes,
bedding and other combustible
materials.

B Infants, small children and
pets should be kept away from
heaters to avoid serious burns.

Seck immediate medical
attention if you suspect carbon
monoxide poisoning and are
experiencing symptoms of car-
bon monoxide poisoning. Early
symptoms include headache,
nausea, vomiting and fatigue.

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Opposite of inaction

In eight years in office, President George W. Bush
had to be dragged, kicking and screaming, to just about
any initiative involving global warming, greenhouse
gas emissions and higher fuel economy standards for
vehicles. It took President Barack Obama six days to
take two big steps on such issues. What a difference an
election makes. ,

Obama recently directed the federal Environmental
Protection Agency to re-examine whether California
and other states should be allowed to have tougher
emissions standards to reduce the amount of green-
house gases being spewed by tailpipes. Obama also
directed his administration to start working on fuel-effi-
ciency guidelines for the auto industry in time to cover
2011 model-year cars.

Whether through state action on emissions or a
tighter federal policy on fuel efficiency (which could
take longer to bring about), the United States needs to
reduce its impact on climate change as well as its
reliance on unstable foreign sources of energy. Obama's
directives are steps in the right direction.

California and at least a dozen other states have tried
to come up with tougher emissions standards than those
imposed by the federal government, but, Qbama said,
"Washington stood in their way," The Associated Press
reported. He wants the EPA to take a second look at a
decision denying California -- and the states that want
to follow its model -- permission to set tougher stan-
dards.

California has long been a leader on reducing pollu-
tion and emissions from vehicles. But the Bush admin-
istration blocked California from setting tougher emis-
sions standards, which would have required better fuel
economy from Detroit automakers.

California's proposed restrictions would force
automakers to cut greenhouse gas emissions 30 percent
in new cars and light trucks by 2016. Automakers
would need to boost fuel efficiency in new vehicles to
about 36.8 miles per gallon in the states that choose to
adopt the California standards

Wisconsin was not one of the states seeking to follow
California, but a spokesman for the Department of
Natural Resources said officials would like to join if
the EPA backed the tougher standards.

"Year after year, decade after decade, we've chosen
delay over decisive action,”" Obama said in his first for-
mal event in the East Room of the White House late
last month.

It's long past time to change that.

Franklin named Middle Tennessee offensive coordinator

MURFREESBORO, Tenn. —
Middle Tennessee  State
University Head Coach Rick
Stockstill announced the hiring
ol' Tony Franklin as the Blue
Raiders’ new offensive coordi-
nator and quarterbacks coach
on Thursday. Franklin takes
over for G.A. Mangus who
served in the same capacity the
past three years.

“We arc cxcited to have
Tony joining our staff,” said
Stockstill. “T know he can help
us expand our offensive philos-
ophy while bringing a lot of
energy and enthusiasm to that
side of the ball.

“He will also be a very
valuablc asset in recruiting
because of his many contacts
throughout the country.”

Franklin comes to Middle
Tenncssce after a brief stint as
the offensive coordinator at
Auburn in 2008 and the previ-
ous two seasons in the same
capacity at Troy. Franklin uses
a wide open offensive attack
that spreads the ball 1o players
in an unusually fast paced, no
huddle scheme.

In two scasons at Troy. the
Trojans went 16-9 overall and
122 in the Sun Bell
Conference while collecting
two  conlerence  champi-
onships. During that span his
offense scored 30 or more
points 11 fimes, including
games against  Florida,
Georgia, and Oklahoma State.

“l am glad to be coming to
Middle Tennessee and working
with Coach Stockstill, his staff,

and meeting the players,” said
Franklin. “T am very lamiliar
with  Middle  Tennessee
because ol our conference
affiliation when 1 was at Troy
and T can’t wait Lo gel slarted.
The onc thing 1 am cxcited
about is getting to know all the
people and becoming part of
the Blue Raider family.”

In his first season at Troy, in
addition to helping the Trojans
to their first Sun Bell
Conference title and a victory
in the New Orleans Bowl,
Franklin also helped engineer
the second ranked offensive
unit in the Sun Belt just onc
year after the tcam ranked last
in the league in total offense.
The Trojans ranked first in the
league in passing offense,
again one year aller ranking
last, despite having faced three
of the top 20 ranked passing
defense teams in the country
during the season, and
improved in conference scor-
ing from 12 points to 25 points
per game,

Franklin also recruited 2006
Sun Belt Conlerence Player ol
the Year Omar Haugabook
who swept the top conlerence
honors at scasons end.
Haugabook also led the league
in passing yards per game,
completions and passing effi-
cieney.

In 2007, the Trojans ranked
16th nationally in total olfense
and 25th in scoring offense.

Franklin  joined  the
University of Kentucky foot-
ball stall in 1997 following 16
years as a high school football
coach. During his four year

tenure at UK, the Wildcats
enjoyed unprecedented success
on the offensive side of the
ball, including selling several

NCAA, SEC and school
records.

After coaching running
backs for three seasons,

Franklin was named offensive
coordinator for the 2000 sea-
son and led the Wildcalts Lo the
nation’s second best passing
olTense, as well as the nation’s
11th best tcam in total offensc.

Franklin’s two back combi-
nations at Kentucky out gained
any two back combinations in
the SEC in total yards from
scrimmage for three straight
seasons. Quarterbacks Tim
Couch, Dusty Bonner, and
Jared Lorenzen each led the
SEC in passing during their
tenure as UK's quarterback
and Couch was the lirst player
selected in the 1999 NFEL draft.
Several other UK players
reached their goals in making
NFL teams after their experi-
ence in the high powered
offertse.

Franklin was also named -

one of the top 10 recruiters in
the South during his lour years
at Kentucky as he helped lead
the Wildcats to their first back-
to-back bowl appearances in
15 years and their first New
Ycar’s Bowl gamc appcarance
in 50 seasons.

In 2001, Franklin authored
a nationally acclaimed book,
Fourth Down and Lile To Go,
which chronicled the good, bad
and ugly experiences ol his
college football journcy.

In 2003, Franklin was cho-

sen to lead the expansion fran-
chise Lexington Horsemen
football team in their inaugural
season in the NIFL. The
Horsemen cxcceded expecta-
tions for an expansion (ran-
chise and carned a birth in the
playotfs with a 9-5 record,
while setting records for atten-
dance and leading the Atlantic
Division in scoring at more
than 50 points per game.

USA Today took notice of
Franklin’s football coaching
and teaching abilities in a fea-
turc story ‘in 2005 which
detailed his consulting suc-

.cesses as a nationally sought

after offensive football coach.

Franklin also received rave
revicews for his sccond book,
Victor’s Victory, which chroni-
cled the tragic death and spec-
tacular life of 15 year old
Hoover High football player,
Victor Dionte Hill. Hill dicd
from sudden cardiac arrest on
the football practice field dur-
ing one of Franklin's consult-
ing sessions. The book has
helped to continue the mission
of Cheryl Hill, Victor’s mother,
to make teachers, coaches, and
parents aware ol the need (or
automatic cxternal defibrilla-
tors (AED’s) in every school
and youth organization in
Alabama. '

Franklin carncd both his
and Master’s
degrees in education [(rom
Murray State University where
he was a two year slarter as a
running back. He is married to
Laura Franklin and they have

three daughters: Chelsca (24),

Caroline (21), and Caitlin (19).

This license includes the
combination hunting and fish-
ing license, spring and fall
turkey permits, statewide deer
permit, state waterfowl permit
and trout permit. Waterfowl
hunters still need to purchase
their lederal duck stamp, how-
cver. -The Resident
Sportsman’s License does nol
cover uscr permits for
Peabody Wildlife
Management Area or the Land
Between the Lakes, or any
application fee or permil [of
elk hunting.

The resident combination
hunting and fishing license is
also a good deal.

I want to know how to get a

- job, a very specific job. It
seems like every car commer-

‘cial on the networks now
shows the wvehicle soaring
through sand dunes or simply
down a quiet road, yet they
always show a disclaimer:
“Professional  Driver on
Closed Course.” Those guys
and gals are never on camera,
except for their helmets, but
they get all the giggles of get-
ting paid to have a LOT of fun
driving! Because we see so
many of these commercials, it
would seem that there is a
huge demand for these “pro-
fessional drivers,” yet I have
never seen a want ad anywhere
for one. There are ads for big-
rig drivers, but not for these
commercials. It looks like fun,
and there ought to be good
money to be earned. How do 1
find a job like that? I know
you guys know the market and
must surely understand its ins
and outs — right? I know how
to drive, and'I know how to
wear a safety helmet — surely
I qualify! Thank you for publi-
cizing my job search — I'll be
waiting by the phone for the
job offers to come flooding in!

RAY: So you want to get
paid to be a driver, Di? Have
you considered Domino’s
Pizza? _

TOM: Actually, those “pro-
fessional drivers on closed
courses” are all stunt perform-
ers, and members of the
Screen Actors Guild, which is
the actors’ union. So, the first
thing you have to do is join
SAG. And even THAT’S not
easy.

RAY: You have to have a
certain number of film or com-
mercial appearances before

_ they’ll even let you in.

TOM: Then you need to
learn the art of stunt driving.
The best known training
ground is Bobby Ore’s Motion
Picture Stunt Driving School
in Los Angeles and Florida.
You can reach them at 818-
880-5678, or on the Web at
- www.bobbyoresports.com.

* RAY: But you're not going
to take a two-day Bobby Ore
course and come out of there
-ready to drive in commercials.
You'll need a lot of practice to
- get good at it, and you general-
ly have to pay to practice on

courses. And that assumes you

have some talent for stunt
~ driving in'the first place.

TOM: If you get that far,
then you’ll need to beg, cajole
and harass commercial coordi-
nators to hire you. This
involves, among other things,
hiding in people’s bushes and
jumping out with fresh cap-
puccino.

RAY: Of course, you may
also luck out. Sometimes TV
~ shows or movies will hire a

stunt driver based solely on
looks. So, for instance, if you
happen to look like Tom
Cruise from behind, you might
get a driving job for that rea-
son alone.

TOM: * Unfortunately, ' if,
like my brother, you look like
Tom Cruise’s behind, that’s
not going to help you. Good
luck, Di.

the ground where the truck is
parked and there is no oil.
Additionally, there is no oil,
smell or smoke from the
exhaust pipe. Where is the oil
going, and what should 1 do?
— Sherd

TOM: It's going out the
tailpipe, Sherd. What should
you do? See if you can get the
Exxon Valdez to follow you
around.

RAY: Your engine’s worn
out, Sherd. If there’s no oil
under the truck, then you're
burning it. If you stand near

the tailpipe when your wife
starts it up in the morning,
you'll almost certainly see a
puff of bluish smoke. It may
be harder to see once you actu-
ally start driving, but it’s there.
Trust us.

TOM: So, you have a cou-
ple of choices. One is to install
a rebuilt or used engine. If the
truck otherwise is in extraordi-
narily good shape, and you
want to keep it for another
50,000 miles, that may be a
good option.

RAY: But before you do

that, be sure to have your
mechanic check it out from
stem to stern, as if you were
buying it as a used car today.
You don't want to spend
$3,000 on a rebuilt engine and

then have the transmission fall

out the next day. And with
150K on the odometer, that’s a
distinct possibility.

TOM: The other option is

to just trade it in. With gas

prices certain to trend upward
as soon as the economy gets
out of the pits, this may be a
good time to reconsider

whether your wife really needs.
a car as big as a cabin cruiser
for her everyday needs. If not,
this might be a golden oppor-
tunity to downsize. Good luck,
Sherd.
