PRESTONSBURG — An ordinance to see pets regis-
tered in the city of Prestonsburg did not move forward dur-
ing a regular city council meeting Monday.

City leaders said creating a final draft of an ordinance
would be a long process and would take time.

“We're going to take an existing ordinance and other

ordinances from other places before making a decision
about what to do,” said council member Freddie Goble,
one of four officials on the committee overseeing the draft-
ing of the ordinance. “This process is going to take some
time because we want to get an ordinance that will please
both sides.” :
. The sides in-question exist between city residents who
want to see more regulation of pets within city limits, and
those who have called the proposed ordinance *“‘unconstitu-
tional” such as Judy Freels.

Freels, who owns 12 dogs, was in attendance Monday
but said little. Earlier this month Freels questioned an ordi-
nance handed out to city leaders at that time.

That ordinance has been referred to as one of several
models the city is currently studying to reinstate a law that
would see residents owners pay to register their pets.

The law was in place once before, according to city offi-

Six highway deaths on Kentucky roads last week

FRANKFORT
Preliminary statistics indicate
that six people died in five sep-
arate crashes on Kentucky road-
ways from Monday, March 16,
through Sunday, March 22.

Three of the crashes
involved motor vehicles and
two of those victims were not
wearing seat belts.

Two fatal motorcycle crash-
es occurred in  Mason and
Warren counties.

‘Opt in’ to fairness on
bank overdraft fees

Banks levy about $17.5 billion each year in fees for over-
drawn accounts, whether by bounced check, debit card purchase,
cash withdrawal from an ATM or electronic payments of bills.
That’s chump change compared to the hundreds of billions of
dollars banks have received from various federal bailout pro-
grams.

But both are a product of greed run amok.

Bank customers are abused by fee structures that are as dis-
honorable as the AIG bonuses. But that may be about to change,
thanks to rules changes being proposed by the Board of
Governors of the Federal Reserve System. The board wants cus-
tomers to be given the choice of signing up for overdraft pro-
grams, instead of being enrolled automatically and not given
advance notice that a transaction will result in an overdraft and
extra fee.

Banks charge $30 or more for each overdraft and design their
programs to maximize the number of overdrafts. The most noto-
rious practice: When clearing an account on a given day, banks
debit the largest payments first — regardless of the chronological
order of transactions.

Say a customer with $450 in her account withdraws $20 from
the ATM; uses her debit card to make a $6 purchase at a fast-
food restaurant; writes a $30 check to pay her light bill and then,
thinking her paycheck has cleared, pays her rent with a $475
check. The bank debits the $475 first so that it can charge its cus-
tomer four overdraft fees.

Banks sometimes are the direct cause of an overdraft by hold-
ing checks for unreasonably long periods before crediting them
to the customers’ accounts.

Banks say overdraft protection provides customers a valuable
service, protecting their credit ratings and the embarrassment of a
bounced payment. The reality, though, is that banks have chosen
the most expensive and onerous means of providing such a
“serviceds Al o

If banks genuinely were interested in serving customers, they
would steer customers toward linking overdrafts to a credit card
account. But that would mean much less profit for the bank.

The Fed has proposed two options to deal with this problem:
M One would give customers the right to opt out of a bank’s
overdraft program. The bank would have to give customers clear
notice of this right and how to exercise it before they could

charge for any overdraft.

M The other would require that customers specifically opt-in
to the overdraft program with full knowledge of the program'’s
terms and fee structure.

The opt-in approach is by far superior. It makes customers
take full responsibility for their decision, instead of letting the
overdraft program take over by default.

But the opt-in option can be improved. Banks should be
denied overdraft fees on existing customers’ accounts until the
customers specifically opt in to the program. Banks also should
be required to inform customers of less costly options for pro-
tecting accounts from overdrafts, such as linking them to a credit
card. They should disclose the fact that an overdraft fee actually
is a short-term loan with interest rates that would make a loan
shark blush.

Bank customers tired of being ripped off can have a say. The
Fed is soliciting consumer comments on how best to reform the
system. The deadline is March 30. E-mail comments to
regs.comments @federalreserve.gov.

I'm not a huge fan of live theater,

but I'll readily admit it: I have a perma-

nent soft spot in my heart for Thornton
Wilder's wonderful Pulitzer Prize-win-
ning play "Our Town."

Although it got mixed reviews
when it premiered in 1938, "Our
Town" has become such a perennial
fdvorite that it's said that on any given
day, in a theater somewhere in the
world, either a professional acting
troupe or an amateur group is perform-
ing that play. I can readily believe it!

There are so many great lines in
that play, but I've never forgotten the
Stage Manager talking about the pas-
sage of time and the sneaky way aging
creeps up on all of us--for example,
how you might notice your heart beat-
ing a little harder as you race up the
stairs in your house. (I think about that
quite often as 1 climb the stairs at
home.)

The truth is, we can all do--and get
away with--things when we're younger
that take a significantly more notice-
able toll when we're a few years older.

PRESTONSBURG Jenny
Wiley State Resort Park held its
annual spring cleanup, “Operation
Clean Sweep,” over the weekend,
bringing several hundred people
from churches, scout troops, civic
clubs and the general public out
Saturday morning to pick up tons of
trash from the roadside, shoreline
and hillsides.

* $35 a night.

In this day and age, you often
hear about businesses .ratcheting up
prices during an emergency, to take

* advantage of people when they have
no other choice. 1 was very
impressed, not to mention apprecia-
tive, that not only was the Lodge
refusing that impulse, they were
actually giving people a break when
they needed it the most.

During the ice storm, the park
‘turned out to be my family’s savior.
We ended up staying there three
nights, until our power was restored,
and I resolved that I would do any-
thing in my power to repay the debt.

Fast-forward to a day at work a
couple of weeks ago. I was reading
over Jarrid Deaton’s story about the
upcoming cleanup at the park, when
my earlier promise started ringing
through my mind. This was some-

thing I could do. More than that, this
was. something my family should
do, having been the beneficiaries of
the park’s kindness.

And so, on Saturday morning,
my wife and I woke bright and early,
coaxed our two sons out of bed with
nothing but the promise of a half-
day of hard work, and away we
went.

Now, having been in the newspa-

- per business for nearly 17 years, I've

attended quite a few community
events such as this in the past, and
most of the time the public’s partici-
pation hasn't exactly been what you

would call impressive. I was expect-
ing this to be no different and had
anticipated that a few dozen people
at most would show up,

To say I was surprised by the size
of the crowd when we arrived would
be an understatement. There were
hundreds of people milling about the
disc golf course — Cub Scouts, Boy
Scouts, church groups, college and
Job Corps students, and many more
whose affiliations, if any, I couldn’t
readily ascertain. We made our way

to the registration tables, signed up,-

snagged some spiffy t-shirts, lis-
tened to the safety talk and away we

annual spring cleanup

went.

We were assigned to an area by
the mountain bike trails. At first, my
wife and sons started heading up the
trails while I walked along the road,
picking up trash. Not finding a
whole lot-ta pick up, I walked across
the road, looked over the hill to the
lake shore below and found a sight

| that both sickened me and gave my

family a chore where we could do
the most good.

Scattered and piled along the
shore was the flotsam and jetsam
cast off by those with wanton indif-
ference for the environment. I sum-
moned my family and we got to
work.

Part of the problem could be seen
in the hundreds of beer bottles,
scores of liquor bottles and, most
disturbingly, couple dozen prescrip-
tion pill bottles we collected. But
while it would be convenient to
blame drunkenness for all the envi-
ronmental irresponsibility we wit-
nessed, it wouldn’t be accurate. For
all of the alcohol and drug bottles
we collected, there were ‘far more
soda bottles, water bottles, cigarette
butts and fast food containers.

Some of the trash we found made
a certain sort of sense — the dis-
carded bait cups, the fishing tackle
or the torn water toys, for example.
Other things, however, seemed
hopelessly out of place, like the
wooden shipping pallet, the half-full
can of gas or the water-filled tire,
still on its corroded rim. 3

As 1 picked up the trash, I some-
times wondered if the items I was
collecting had a story to tell. Were
the football, basketball and teth-
erball, all found within 50 feet of
each other, merely forgotten by a
child, or was there a deeper story to
tell? How exactly does a plastic
chicken dinner plate, clear cover
still attached, make its way 20 feet
from the road, uphill, through trees
and brush? Was the grouping of per-
fume and makeup bottles and worm
cups arranged merely by chance, or
is there a fisherwoman out there
who believes in always looking her
best?

We finished one little cove and,
with plenty of time to spare, moved,;
on to the next. This one, however,
was much larger, and I was starting
to doubt we could finish it before
quitting time. Just then, I looked up
the hill, toward a picnic area by the
road, and saw a large group of peo-

women aged 31 to 50, obtain-
ing a greater proportion of their
total calories from convention-
al fast-food restaurants was
associated with a higher BMI,
or body mass index.

; In case you're not familiar
with the BMI, it's a ratio of
weight to height that's used to
gauge body fat in adults. You
really should find out what
your personal BMI is, and
know what your score means.

According  to the  U.S.
Department of Health and
Human Services (HHS), a BMI
of less than 18.5 in an adult
man or woman would be con-
sidered "underweight." If your
BMI is 18.5 to 24.9, you're at a
normal weight. A BMI of 25 to
299 would be considered
"overweight," and a BMI of 30
or . higher is considered
"obese." You can calculate
your BMI with a handy calcu-
lator provided on-line by HHS
at nhlbisupport.com/bmi/.

To uncover the awful truth
about fast food and BMI in
older men and women, the
ARS nutrition experts ana-
lyzed the eating habits of more
than 2,000 volunteers aged 19
to 50. The analysis was based
on responses collected from
the volunteers for two 24-hour

food intake periods. The

responses were part of the
national food intake survey,
“"What We Eat in America,"
which is a component of the
National Health and Nutrition
Examination Survey, better
known as NHANES.

In NHANES and in the
ARS study, "fast foods" were
defined as all foods that survey
respondents said they obtained
from fast-food and pizza estab-
lishments that didn't have wait-
ers or waitresses--including
carryout, delivery and drive-
through service. The nutrition-
ists calculated the total calorie
intake and the percentage of
calories derived from fast-food
sources by the respondents,
who were selected to be repre-
sentative of the U.S. popula-
tion as a whole.

Here's where Mother
Nature plays her nasty trick on
us. The study showed that the
significant relationship
between BMI and fast-food
intake that was seen among the
31- to 50-year age group was
not seen among the 894 volun-
teers who were in the 19- to
30-year age group.

The researchers also found
that the survey. respondents
who obtained a larger percent-
age of their calories from fast
food also consumed higher

levels of "discretionary calo-
ries" overall. There's a great
explanation of discretionary

But if you don't want the
full explanation, here's a short-
and-sweet one: Your body
needs a certain number of calo-
ries simply to run. But you can
"spend" a few extra calories
treating yourself to fats, sugars
and alcohol; those are the dis-
cretionary calories.
Everybody's entitled to some
discretionary calories, but don't
get too excited: Most folks' dis-
cretionary calorie allowances
are only 100 to 300 calories,

especially if you're not physi-

cally active.

The bottom line: The more
miles you have on your body's
odometer, the more those fast
foods will turn up as an
unwanted "spare tire." Life can
be so unfair! '

With the addition of 1,844 recy-
cling bins in Post Office lobbies, the
total now stands at more than 5,900
nationwide,

The read, respond, recycle bins are
designed to encourage PO Box cus-
tomers to open their mail (read), take
whatever action is necessary

is getting

(respond) and simply place the rest of

their mail'into the bin (recycle). The
recycling bins are locked with a key
and the opening is slim — about the
width of a news magazine.

Not only is this a convenient,

environmentally responsible alterna-
tive for PO Box customers, but cus-
tomers on mail delivery routes can
stop by a participating Post Office
and place their discarded mail, cata-
logs and advertisements into a read,
respond, recycle bin as well.

Recycling helps divert paper
waste from landfills, reducing the
amount of virgin fiber from (rees
needed to produce more paper and
eliminating greenhouse gas emis-
sions from solid waste disposal.

This program-has been thoroughly
tested and presents no risk to mail
security or customer privacy and
does not effect postal operations or
costs, according to USPS

Sustainability Vice President Sam
Pulcrano.

“The message today is simple.
Mail is recyclable,” Pulerano said.

It’s also smart.

In 2008, more than $12 million
was generated by selling recyclables
as raw materials, and diverting tons
of wastepaper, cardboard, cans, plas-
tics and other materials from land-
fills.

More Green Initiatives
Every year, the Postal Service pur-
chases more than $200 million in
products containing recycled content.
Many of the containers used to deliv-
er and process mail are made from

recycled materials along with
stamped envelopes, postcards and
stamp booklets. Even the adhesive
used on postage stamps is biodegrad-
able.

And, the Postal Service is the only
shipping company in the nation to
achieve Cradle to Cradle
Certification at the silver level from
MBDC (McDonough Braungart
Design Chemistry) for its Priority
Mail and Express Mail packages and
envelopes based on the environmen-
tal attributes of the materials used in
the packaging.

The idea of setting
aside a day to honor physi-
cians was conceived by
Eudora Brown Almond, wife
of Dr. Charles B. Almond, and
the recognition oceurred on
the anniversary of the first
administration of anesthesia
by Dr. Crawford W. Long in
Barrow County, Georgia, in

. 1842, The Alliance immediate-

°
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ly adopted the following reso-
lution:

"WHEREAS the Alliance
to the Barrow County Medical
Society wishes to pay lasting
tribute to the Doctors, there-
fore, be it

RESOLVED by the
Alliance to the Barrow County
Medical that March 30, the
day that famous Georgian Dr.
Crawford W. Long first used
ether anesthesia in surgery, be
adopted as 'Doctors Day,' the

. object to be the well-being and

honor of the profession, its
observance demanding some
act of kindness, gift or tribute

in remembrance of the
Doctors."
This first observance

included the mailing of cards
to the physicians and their
wives, flowers placed on
graves of deceased doctors,
including Dr. Long, and a for-
mal dinner in the home of Dr.
and Mrs. William T. Randolph.
After the Barrow County
Alliance adopted Mrs
Almond's resolution to pay
tribute to the doctors, the plan
was presented to the Georgia

State Medical Alliance in 1933
by Mrs. E. R: ‘Harris of
Winder, president of the
Barrow County Alliance. On
May 10, 1934, the resolution
was adopted at the annual state
metting in Augusta, Georgia,
The resolution was introduced
to the Women's Alliance of the
Southern Medical Association
at its 29th annual meeting held
in St.  Louis, Missouri,
November 19-22, 1935, by the
Alliance president, Mrs; J.
Bonar White, Since then,
Doctors’ Day has become an
integral part of and synony-
mous with, the Southern
Medical Association Alliance.
Through the years the red car-
nation has been used as the
symbol of Doctors' Day.

On March 30, 1958, a
Resolution Commemorating
Doctors' Day was adopted by
the United States House of
Representatives. On August [,
1989, the SMA Alliance, under
the direction of President Mrs:
David Thibodeaux, dedicated
a bronze marker honoring Mrs.
Almond on the grounds of the
Court House in Winder,
Georgia. In 1990, | legislation
was introduced in the House
and Senate by Congressmen
Mike Parker (D-Mississippi)
and G. V. Montgomery (D-
Mississippi) and Senator Thad
Cochran (R-Mississippi) to
establish a national’ Doctors'
Day. Following overwhelming
approval by the United States
Senate and the House of
Representatives, on Qctober
30, 1990, President George
Bush signed S.J. RES. #366
(which became Public Law

101-473) designating March
30 as "National Doctors' Day":

WHEREAS society owes a
debt of gratitude to physicians
for the contributions of physi-
cians in enlarging the reservoir:
of  scientific  knowledge
increasing the number of sci-
entific tools, and expanding
the ability of health profes-
sionals to use the knowledge
and tools effectively in the
never ending fight against dis-
ease and

WHEREAS society owes a
debt of gratitude to physicians
for the sympathy and compas-
sion of physicians in minister-
ing to the sick and in alleviat-
ing. human suffering: Now,
therefore, be it

Resolved by the Senate and
House of Representatives of
the United States of America
in Congress assembled, That -

1. March 30, 1991, is desig-
nated as "National Doctors'
Day"; and

2. the President is author-
ized and requested to issue a
proclamation calling on the
people of the United States to
observe the day with appropri-
ale programs, ceremonies and
activities.

This was the culmination of
the efforts of auxilians across
the country, led by SMAA
Presidents, Mrs. A, . J.
Campbell and Mrs. Jim
Barnett. The enactment of this
law enables the citizens of the
United States to publicly show
appreciation for the role of
physicians in caring for the
sick, advancing medical
knowledge, and promoting
good health.
