RAY: Duct tape is pretty 
hearty stuff. But I don't think 
it's any match for pressurized, 
800-degrce exhaust, Rob. 

TOM: Traditionally, we've 
always used frozen concentlat­
ed orange juice cans to patch 
up exhaust pipes. But sadly, 
tl1ey're now made out of card­
board. So \Ve now recommend 
empty tomato paste cans. 

RAY: Better than that, your 
kid can go to his local auto­
parts store and buy an adapter. 
Almost all auto-parts stores 
sell metal sleeves that are 
either slightly larger or slight­
ly smaller in diameter than 
your exhaust pipe. The sleeve 
serves as a coupling, where 
you tick the se\•ered pieces of 
the exhaust pipe in either end, 
and then clamp them down to 
bold them in place. 

TOM: It's a cheap repair, 
and 1l won't last forever But 
based on your son's approach 

to this car, I don't think you' l'e 
gomg to need to plan for for­
ever. 

RAY: If you want some­
thing a little more permanent, 
or if he cut it too clo:.e to the 
muffler for Lhe sleeve to work, 
take the car to a garage or a 
muffler shop, and ask them to 
butt the pipes together and 
weld them.

Research shows that the most successful tohacco cessation 
starts with advice and counst:ling from your doctor. Physicians 
can prescribe drug'>. Zyban and Chantix. that reduce cravings for 
cigarettes. 

Nicotine-n.:placemenr products also can reduce withdrawal 
symptoms. They're available over the counter at drug and dis­
count stores. 

People who get support and counseling also improve the odds 
of successfully quitting. They're offered at many hospital , a'> 
wdl a'\ hy voluntary health groups ltkc the American Lung 
Association and the American Cancer Society. Both groups also 
offer free online resources. 

It's not easy to quit smoking, hut millions of Americans have 
done it. The health hcndit. are immediate and long lasting. 

Nobody likes to pay higher taxes. But they will provide a new 
inccnti, c for many smokers - and especially many young mok­
ers- to quiL. 

Besides, there\ one sure-fire way to stop payin~higher ciga­
rette taxes: Stop smoldng.
