DANIELS CREEK - Police are 
still investigating a shooting that 
occurred at Daniels Creek in Banner 
last week that left two men wounded 
and now hospitalized. 

Both James Isaac and Clifford 
Jarrell arc now in the hospital after 
the two shot one another over what 
police say was a disagreement about 

a vehicle. 
Kentucky State Police spokesper­

son Det. Mike Goble said an alterca­
tio~ between two men lead to gunfire 
on April 3. 

Both men suffered gunshot 
wounds to their legs, Goble aid, 
adding that the investigation is ongo­
ing. 

"No arrests have been made yet," 
Goble said. "They're still investigat­
ing it. A~l we know right now is there

was some type of altercation where 
both subjects were shot in the legs." 

Goble said the reason there have 
been no arrests made in connection to 
the shooting is due to the fact that the 
men are both hospitalized in different 
areas and that detectives have not had 
the opportunity to conduct full inter­
views. 

"As far as we know, Isaac showed 
up at Jarrell 's house and they had 
words over a vehicle," Goble added. 

"(Det.) Gary (Sykes). who is investi­
gating the case, made an attempt yes­
terday to contact one of them." 

Isaac was indicted by a Floyd 
County grand jury in late March on a 
charge of impersonating an officer 
and now awaits a court date in that 
criminal case. According to police, he 
attempted to act as a mem~er of the 
Floyd County Sheriff's Department 
in order to look further into a shoot­
ing involving his son.

PIKEVILLE - A pair of federal 
indictments were handed down in 
Pikeville recently involving one drug 
trafficking case and one case of 
unemployment fraud. 

Chad Dewayne Bartley was 
indicted on two counts of possession 
with intent to distribute oxycodone 

and hydrocodone, possession with 
intent to distribute marijuana and 
po ses ion of a fireann during a drug 
trafficking crime, as well as counts in 
the indictment for forfeiture of prop­
erty. 

According to Bartley's indict­
ment, he allegedly was found with 
the drug in Pike County on April 19, 
2008. 

Also at that time, federal pro ecu-

tors say Bartley had in his pos ession 
two firearms - a Mossberg .12 
gauge shotgun and a .22 caliber 
revolver - and various ammumtion 
mcludmg four rounds for the hotgun 
and nine rounds for the revolver. 

If convicted, Bartley could face a 
maximum of 35 years in prison and 
fines of up to $1 million.

American food 
safety system 

needs an overhaul 
Safeguard. that are supposed to protect Americans from tainted 

food arc obsolete, ineffecttve and in urgent need of revi ion. 
More than a dozen federal agencies arc responsible for orne 

aspect of food safety. Among them is the U.S. Department of 
Agriculture. which also promotes food production. Federal official 
lack the authority to order recalls in most ca<;es and rely on outdated 
technologies and inspection practic!es. They have too few people and 
too little money. 

The latest evidence of the system's failure: A California processor 
• recalled 2 million pounds of pistachios thi. week becau e of po . . i­

ble salmonella contamination. elton Pistachio, the nation's second­
largest processor, reportedly knew about contamination in some of 

' its products because of internal testing. That hould have been a red 
nag about wider problems in its processing plant. 

But no law requires the company to notify tate or federal regula­
tors. Instead of looking for the source of the problem. the company 
simply reroasted the nut. in an effort to kill the bacteria and then 
shipped them to about 35 wholesalers and food manufacturers. 

Tests by one customer uncovered the tainted pistachio nuts. That 
company finally notified federal oflicial on March 24. 

That's painfully reminiscent of the prelude to another massive nut 
recall le s than two months ago. That case imohed a Georgia 
peanut processor whose own internal tests repeatedly uncovered evi­
dence contamination. But the company wasn't required to notify 
federal or state safety agencies or to shut down production . 

Tainted peanut. hipped by that company are thought to have 
sickened nearly 700 people. At lea. t eight deaths arc tied to the out­
break. 

At a Congres!lional hearing on food safety this week. Agriculture 
Secretary Tom Vilsack said the Obama administration i. commttted 
to improvm oversight. But it's oing to take congressional action to 
m c he kind of sv.eeping, fundamental changes needed. 

A new report from Trust for America' Health and the Robert 
Wood Johhson Foundation recommends concrete steps to create an 
integrated food safety ystcm. Specifically: 

• Laws should be updated to give tht: U.S Food and Drug 
Administration-- responsible for about 80 percent of the nation's 
food supply -- greater legal authorit) to order changes in production 
proccs. cs or recall when suspect food has been shipped. 

• A single food afety agency should be created to centralize 
responsibility and accountability. 

• Agency budgets, long underfunded, must be increa ed to buy 
newer technology and hire additional :)taft'. 

• Coordination between federal and state inspection services 
must be improved, and industry standards that often are voluntary 
must be mandatory. Companies must be required to notify food 
safety agencies when contaminated product is disco' ered. 

Lawmakers already have introduced legi lation to improve feder­
al oversight. But indu ll) involvement also ts crucial. The majority 
of companies that follow good manufacturing processes arc natural 
allie. in the effort to prevent and detect contamination, bee au, e their 
business is banned seriously by the constant stream of recalls and 
safety warning .. 

The nation's food safety system hasn't kept pace with rapid 
changes in global food supply -- the explo ion of proces. ing facili­
ties here and the transportation improvements that bring the world's 
agricultural bounty into American supcnnarkets. That ha. to change 
.oon. 

To keep relying on an inspection ·ystem designed in the early 
20th century to protect against 21st century problem" i. wor e than 
naive, it's just plain nub.

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State offers new business registration process 
FRANKFORT - Bust­

ne-.scs can be up and mnning 
faster in the Commonwealth 
due to a new service called 
FastTrack, according to new 
data provided today by 
Secretary of State Trey 
Grayson. FastTrack is designed 
to reduc:t: the amount of ltme it 
takes to start a business in 
Kentucky. By simply allowing 
documents to be filed online, a 
company can start seveml days 
faster than bctorc. Smce its 
launch. le ·s than 45 busine:-.:-. 
days ago. over 1.000 companies 
have been registered online. 

"The initial succes · of this 
program has e, ceeded our 
expectations," remarked 

~ Secretary Grayson. "FastTrack 
clearly saves companies ttme 
and money. By tearing down 

-$- the bureaucratic red tape of 
state government. this o;hould 
encourage other entrepreneurs 
to ·tart their businesse. in 
Kentucky.·· 

FastTrack. launched on 
January 22nd of this year. 
allows a business entity to tile 
its formation papers with the 
Secretary of State via the inter­
net Upon its initial launch. 
f'a. tTrack allow" Domestic 
Corporations and Limited 
Liability Companies to file 
online. Over 20,000 new 
domestic corporations and 
LLC's were tiled in 2008. 

Since its launch. FastTrack 
has comprised over 20 percent 

ut all Domestic Corporations 
and LLC formations in 
Kentucky. The a\ eragc 
pfl)cess time of a FastTrack fil. 
ing is two minutes. Currently. 
it takes a paper filing I I min­
utes to be fully processed once 
it reaches the Offtce of the 
Secretary of State. The nine 
minute time savings for each 
fihng means that the Office of 
the Secretary of State ha. 
saved 150 staff hours . ince the 
launch of FastTrack. 0\'cr the 
next several months. the serv­
ice will bee panded to include 
the majority of domestic and 
foreign busines~ entity filings 
so thm even funher staff time 
saving can be achieved. 

In addition to aving the 
Commonwealth time and 
money, busines es benefit 
from using FastTrack. 
Currently. a Fa,tTrack tiling 
remains in a .''processing 
queue" no longer than one 
hour from the. moment ir is 
received during business 
hours. There is no additional 
cost to the busmes outstde of 
the normal filing fees. With a 
papl.'r mailing, it will take a 
minimum of three days for the 
business to be registered. 
mainly due to the transport 
time via the postal service or 
other carrier. Also, a business 
pay for the cost of prirlting the 
filing and mailing the filing to 
Frankfort.

Technology helps 
reduce the surprise 
tornadoes pre~ent 

It began as a blustery 
Wednesday in early spring. 
By day's end, it had entered 
the history books as the day 
that 148 tornadoes slammed a 
stretch of the United States 
from Mississippi. Alabama 
and Georgia up through 
Jll inoi . Indiana, Michigan, 
Ohio and West Virginia. 

April 3, 1974, became 
known as the day of the Super­
outbreak, when twisters took 
315 lives and injured 5,000 
others. 

Kentucky was not spared. 
Meteorologist'> counted 26 

tornadoc that ripped through 
41 counties. ktlling 77 people 
and injuring I .377 others. 
Thirty-one people, including a 
number of choolchildren. 
died in Brandenburg, just we. t 
of Louisville. 

According to Keys Arnold, 
agricultural mercorologtst for 
the University of Kentucky. 
the Bluegrass State continues 
to sec its share of tornado uut-

1/J. breaks. Historically, May is 
the worst month. although 
April also records several tor­
nadoes. 

"Since 1974, there have 
been a number of super-out­
breaks. In Fcbnoary 2008, we 
had the biggest outbreak- of 
tornadoes I' vc seen over the 
last I 0 years. This outbreak 
was the deadlie t in Kentucky 
since I 974,'' Arnold says. 

Fortunarely. those stonns 
have not recorded the death 
toll of the 1974 storm - in large 
part because technological 
advances have improved fore­
casters' abilities to issue warn­
ings. 

"In 1974. we didn't have 
NEXRAD radar that penni~ 
us to see advanced characteris­
tics of developing storms. We 
also didn't have a large net­
work of weather radios that 
people can buy and keep in 
their home and cars." Arnold 
sa yo.;. 

Arnold encourages people 
to buy wcathl!r radios. which

Because the system is intu­
itive to Kentucky law. it pre­
vents filers from making com­
mon mistakes that are current­
ly reasons for most paper­
based filing rejections. For 
in ·tance, for a registered oVice 
addres . state law prohibits the 
usc of a PO Box address. For 
paper-based filings. the current 
error rate i. 30 percent, while 
FastTrack's error rate i 8 per­
cent. FastTrack will prevent 

hundreds of companies from 
wasting valuable start-up time 
by stgnificantly reducing the 
number of rejected filings. 

The launch of Fa'>tTrack is 
one of the must signtficant 
online services to he launched 
by the Kentucky Oflice ol' the 
Secretary of State. since it fir~t 
put its business database 
online ten years ago.

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State board discusses commissioner search, school assistance 
FRANKFORT - At its 

regular meeting Wednesday 
and Thursday, the Kentucky 
Board of Education heard pre-
entations, had in-depth dis­

cussions and made decisions 
on a number of items. 

The board had a lengthy 
discussion with 
Greenwood/Asher & 
Associates, Inc., the firm hired 
to conduct the search for a new 
commissioner of education. 
Representatives from the 
Florida-based firm outlined a 
timeline that would culminate 
with the hiring of a new com­
missioner in August. The 
board has entered into a con­
tract that would pay the ftrm a 

aximum of $120,000 for its 

work. 
The board heard a presenta­

tion on the state's tudent 
infonnation system. which is 
provided through Infinite 
Campus. All of Kentucky's 
174 public school districts 
have implemented the core 
component of the ystem. 

Staff from the Department 
of Education's Office of 
Leadership and School 
Improvement and Office of 
Special In rructional Services 
provided an update on the 
Assi ·t and Support School 
Improvement Success Team 
(ASSIST) initiative, wh.ich is 
designed to provide support 
and resource to schools and

Events highlight tragedies 
behind work zone accidei1ts 

FRANKFORT - It was a 
day Nancy Chandler Oney will 
never forget: The day her hus­
band never came home from 
his job on the highway work 
crew. 

"It only takes a second of 
distraction when driving 
through a work zone. The 
smallest mistake could keep 
someone's mom or dad from 
coming home to their family," 
Oney said. 

Oney hopes her words can 
provide a reminder for those 
driving through highway work 
zones this year to be careful. In 
2003 her husband. Frank 
Chandler, died in a work zone 
crash along KY 8 in Kenton 
County. She has teamed up 
with the Kentucky 
Transportation Cabinet to par-
icipate in several events 

marking National Work Zone 
Safety Week, April 6 - 10. 
The week is set aside to salute 
those who keep our highways 
in good order and risk their 
lives doing it. 

More than 40,000 ·people 
are injured and thousand are 
killed yearly in work zones. 

The majority of those, 85 per­
cent. are motorist . Three peo­
ple were killed in Kentucky 
highway work zones in 2008, 
according to police records. 

Family members of vic­
tims. along with traffic safety 
groups, the Federal Highway 
Administration, law enforce­
ment, and the Kentucky 
Transportation Cabinet are 
taking part in events through­
out the state, paying tribute to 
victims and raising conscious­
ness about work zone afety. 

"By talking about the 
issues, and taking a few min­
utes to reflect and remember, 
we hope we can save lives in 
the future," said 
Transportation Cabinet 
Secretary Joe Prather at an 
event in Loui ville. ''These 
people risk their lives every 
single day so we can go to 
work, school or the grocery 
store. We each hare are pon-
ibility to make highway work 

zones as safe as possible by 
slowing down and being alert 
when driving through them." 

"We hope this week will be 
a reminder that thousands of 

highway workers will be out in 
force this year, and that their 
lives are in our hands." said 
Boyd Sigler. director of high­
way safety programs for the 
Kentucky Office of Highway 
Safety. "Work zone safety is a 
concern for everyone on the 
road." 

The Transportation Cabinet 
is expected to invest in hun­
dreds of highway projects 
again thi year. Traditionally, 
the highway construction sea­
son kicks off in April. Cabinet 
engineers and contractors 
work cooperatively to design 
projects and work schedules 
that minimize delays and 
crashes. 

"Our priority i the safety 
of our contract employees out 
there working on road proj­
ects," added Charles Lovom, 
of the Kentucky Association of 
Highway Contractors. "We 
vary work hours and consider 
other options to ensure quality 
road project and a safe work­
ing environment within the 
work zone."

(4) SUFFOCATION 
Natural gas can cause suffocation if it replaces air containing oxygen. (Only air that has oxygen can sustain life.) This is anoth­
er reason why natural gas should never be allowed to leak from appliances or build up in an enclosed area or room.

Bertha Prater: A life well-lived 
by DR.

Recently I "isitctl my family in 
Eastern Kentucky. and J wa~o; privi­
leged to talk in-depth to thre 
women. who ha\ e lived all OJ most 
of their live~ neat Mii.ldk Creek in 
Floyd County I was struck by lhc 
humility of these women who have 
all lived through hard time .• but do 
not <:omplain ·n,cir ugcs ran~e from 
79 to 90. 

Although there are common 
threads running through ea1.·h of 
their lives. each woman ·s story has 
unique aspects. It is my wish to cnp­
turc the goodnc~ and gentility of 
each of them. 

Bertha Prater 
My "Aunt Derthic" is the daugh­

ter of Lewis and Suzanne (Watson) 
Shepherd. She turned SO on 
December 11. 200ft She v. as on~: of 
ten children raised on RuJr 'n TulJ 
ncar Da' id. Her three ~is1crs have 
passed on, and she ha. lo"t I~)Ur of 
her brothers. two in the past 12 
months. including G( t·die. who wns 
only 64. These recent lnsse · so clo~e 
together hit her· hard, but she has 
bounced back and was her usual 
merry ~elf when I saw her rc~cntl). 

She began ow· conversation VI tth 
a story of my maternal grandmother, 
Laurie CHicks) Prat~r. Laurie was 
the mother of \11Y molher. Ruth, .md 
Bertha' hushand. Kenneth. Bertha 
laughed as she remembered that 
Laurie would approuch the t:thle at 
someone'!> house, ~py u dish that 
looked app~ahng w her. and say she 
just wanted !O .. taste it." She would 
rake u bite, then another. lhcn !moth­
er, until she had eaten u helping. Wt: 
figured that this way. Laurie could 
pretend to herself that he had not 
eaten very much of the dh.h '>he 
could not resh.t. My owrt mother, 
who like her mother hall a health 
appetite, also employed the same 
strategy. 

Bertha a!:>\> tolu me a '>tO!) .11>out 
my mother. She and my mother 

were both pregnant at the same time 
in 1948, each with her first chiltl. 
Benhu had chosen the name Sandm 
Lynn 1f her baby was a girl. Ruth 
gave birth fir l. and Bertha was 
·h()cked when she received the binh 
annoum:cmenl in the mail. Ruth had 
named her daughter Sandra Lynn! 

ow Bertha did not know wha\ to 
call .her baby if il were. n girl. As 
lud would ha-.:c it, ~he did deliver a 
girl, and she said "the poor baby wa 
born without a name." She was 
quite upset. and Kenneth came to 
the rcM·uc. He named hi. tirst-born 
Su.-an Laura aflt!r her two grand­
mothers. u bcautifuJ recoverv. I 
woulu say. • 

Bertha speaks lovmgly of her 
family life growing up She and her 
ist('rs "kept the kitchen up" and did 

the family\ laundry. She washed 
clothes on a wushboarJ, and she 
u~cd SQap made from the hop 
~ hich he1 father raised on their 
farm. Her mother used the "clean 
fat· from the hog. to make soap tor 
washing dishes and tnliHg baths. 
and she us~d tht• fat from the hog 
intestines to make oap for washing 
the clothes. In addition to hogs. the 
Shepherd:-, raised sheep. cattle. and 
chickens. aml they owned horses. 
They grew Ci:lm in their garden to 
mak' fodder for feeding the live­
stock. 

Bertha say~ th<U Sears and 
Roebuck helped her parents rnisc 
their lO children. Lewis was a trust­
wonhy man nnd had a charge 
account wtth Sea~ which was 
unmual at thAt time. When his kids 
needed clothes for . chool in lhc fall, 
Lewis ami Su1.annc would order the 
clotht•s and charge them until the 
spnng \\hen their animals would 
hcnr oft\pring, Lcwi would sell the 

oung unimaL' and get enough 
money to p<~y hb bill with Sear. ,md 
Roebuck. 

Bertha recalled the ''Hoover 
Day,•· when h "almo~t stan·cJ the 
country tn d~ath." After the 
Deprcssi•m. President Roosevelt 

started the "Happy Pappy" program, 
and her father was lucky enough tQ 

get a job working on road-building. 
On pay day Lewis would ride his red 
hor c home, and he would have a 
bag of stick candy. He would give 
the hag to her mother, and Suzanne 
would handle the distribution. 

Bertha de cribed her father as a 
"talented m~m .. who would d~lmrn 
cattle, castrate male animals, and 
shoe hor cs 10 mnke extru money. 
She 1 remembers his workshop 
(forge) where he worked on his 
hor c-shoeing trade. 

Be11ha 's mother, Su1.anne, had all 
her babies at hom . Dr. Davis from 
Pre. ronsburg came for the binhs of 
the last three (Bertha and two of her 
brolher!\), Lewis would get in his 
wagon. hook up his team. and go to 
wwn to get the doctor who would 
stay up all night waiting for the 
d livery. One week aft.cr their binhs. 
the babies would be lying in the 
shade of a tree awaiting feeding 
from Suzanne who was hoeing com 
in the field. · 

The babie.-. in Bertha's family 
wore dresses. Her mother would set 
the comer of the bed on the baby's 
dress ta11 so that he or she wouldn't 
get burned at th.e fireplace . 

Wh~n Bertha tarted school, her 
uncle. Bob Shepherd. was her 
t achcr. When Bob was only three 
week!> old, his pa1ents were killed. 
Benha·s parents had been married 
less than a month. but they took Bob 
in and raisecl him. Bertha remem­
bers that Bob called her mother. 

luanne. "mom," but he culled her 
dad "Lewis." He knew that Lewis 
was his brother. Sob grew up and 
received his degree from Berea 
College tns did 1}. 

Bob was the teacher in the one­
mum school at Ruff ·n Tuff when 
Bertha l:itaned fir'il gratlc there. She 
thought thnt ht!r unde was cspcdnl­
ly hard on he1·. Although her par nt. 
were not interested in formal educa­
tion. Bertha walked two and a halt 
miles to school each day one way. 

She completed eighth grade and 
l"Ode the bus to high chool in 
Prestonsburg. She left her house 
before daylight and walked to th 
bus stop at the mouth of Middle 
Creek. She did not have a fla ·blight.. 
and her walk to the bus ;top took her 
by Norman Shepherd'· house where 
dogs would bark and scare her. She 
would walk to the bus stop in an old 
pair of shoes, then change into better 
oneo; before she boarded the bus. 
She lefl the old pair on a ledge until 
she got off the bus in the afternoon. 
She attended high chool for two 
and a half yenrs before sh~;: dropped 
out. She had tonsillitis and eventu­
ally her tonsils were removed by Dr. 
George Archer. Although I 
expressed chagnn that sh was so 
close to finishing, Bertha seems to 
accept the way that her formal edu­
cation was terminated. 

My Uncle Kenneth. Bertha '. hus­
band, dropped out of school in third 
grade because his help was needed 
at the family sawmtll and to help 
with chores. Bertha took care of all 
lhe business matters in their house­
hold. She paid the bills, handled 
insunmce. and did the banking and 
marketing. I remarked that this was 
unus\lal in those day for the wife to 
handle tho. c responsibilities, and 
he answered that she had more edu­

cation than her husband, and it 
"'eemed a natural w <W ft)r them to 
handle their affairs. i can imagine 
that perhaps some of their relatives 
might have made comment · about 
their way of oduing business, hut 1 
don't think either of th 'm saw it as 
unusual. 

Bertha attend church regularly 
and is the "older womun... as he 
says. who listens t(l the younger 
women and their problems. She pets 
them <lnd lets them cry on her shoul­
der when necessary. She genuinely 
loves them. and she said she wi hes 
she had an older womun when she 
needed love. l wish :he had. too.

potassium and bicarbonate in plant foods. 
In a recent study, rc carchcrs funded by ARS 

studied the results from u group of 19 healthy 
individuals, all older lhnn 50. who were on a con­
trolled diet. To simulate the consumption of about 
14 servings ot fruits and vcggtcs every day. nine 
of the partiCipants n:cchcd 3,510 milligrams 
dail) of potassium bicarbonate m capsules. The 
other 10 participants rcceiH:d placebos. 

After the volunteers ht~d reached the maxi­
mum level of daily potassium bicarbonate or 
placebo capsules, the participants were put on 
either u I O·day low·protein diet or a I 0-day high­
protem diet, with a live-day '\vash out" period in 
between. During th • course of the tudy, every 
participant was on each diet at some point. 

The researchers wanted to look at both an 

alkali-producing diet (the folks who got the 
potru sium bicarbonate cap uJes) and an acid-pro­
ducing diet (the folks who got the placebos). The 
rc earchers measured each participant's calcium 
absorption and measured certain markers of bone 
and muscle metabolism. 

The results? When dietary protein intake went 
up. the folk.! who'd received the potac;sium bicar­
bonate had lower levels of urinary nitrogen excre­
tion, an indication that they probably also had Jess 
muscle wasting. The group that got the potas ium 
bicarbonate also had higher levels of IGF-1, a 
marker for both mu cle and bortt conservation, 
and of calcium absorption, a marker for bone 
con ervation, on both of the protein diets, com­
pared with the placebo group. 

What does this mean for you? If you do con-

dietary benefit (and least negative impact) from 
the protein if you find a way to reduce the' acid 
load that can accompany high protein consump-: 
lion. The researchers ctidn't specJiically test ~ r 
thi . but a simple way to counterbalance all tha 
acid is with some good alkalinizing componen 
in your diet--in other words, more fruits and veg­
etables.
