' Fonner House Speaker Tip O'NeiH was famous for once 
remarking, ''All politics is local." In Eastern Kentucky, 
there is a corollary to that maxim: All local politics is 
blacktop. 

So when it was suggested during a fiscal court meeting 
last week that the county make road resurfacing its top pri­
ority if and when it receives money as part of the economic 
stimulus bill passed by Congress earlier this year, it should 
l1i.ve come as no surprise.

We do not question the need for work to be done on

To better understand just how 
much the country's economi~ crisis 
has affected Kentucky, it may help to 
look at some hard-to-imagine statis­
tics in a differenl way.· 

If the number of people seeking 
unemployment insw·ance for the first 
time in February came together, for 
example, they wou ld itmneuialely 
becotne Kentucky,'s third-largest city, 
slightly :.\ht:a~ of Owensboro. 

The total n.umber of unemployed is 
of course much tligher. Its size easily 
outranks the combined populations of 
Owensboro, Bowling Green, 
Covington and Richmond. 

At 192,000, this group would ti ll 
up the Univl!rsity of Kentucky's 
Commonwealtll Stadium nearly three 
times and Rupp Arena more than eight 
times. 

The county with the lowest unem­
ployment rate in February - Fayette 
- still had 7.4 percent of its work­
force looking for a job. The county 
with the h1ghest ~ Menifee ~ had 
almost one out of five doing the same. 
This doesn't indw.le the potentially 
thousands of people who have give11 
up their job sewch, at least for now. 

Statewide, February's 9.2 percent

House week 
in review 

by REP. HUBERT COLLINS 

Word received lasl week that state 
revenues were higher than expected in 
March is good news for all of us. Nol 
only docs it mean tllat the economy 
could be on the rebound, bul it could 
save us taxpayer dollars by e!inlinal­
ing the need for the governor to call a 
special legislative session lo boost 
revenues in late 2009-20W. 

State lawmakers were as happy as 
anyooe when budget officials 
announced l'l:'farch revenues were at 
the same level they were in March 
2008. We expected a revenue 
decrease. and had planned for one last 
session when we made major legisla­
tive changes to deal with a projected 
$456 million shortfall through June 
30. Now, given the March revem1es, 
some lawmakers ~ay we might end 
this fiscal year with $100 million 
more than anticipated. 

Having an extra $100 million or w 
ib the stme's coffers· this tiscal year 
because of better lhan ex.pected rev­
enues couJd mean more than a possi­
ble turnaround in lhe economy. It 
could also mean some relief for state 
agencies, most of which have suffered 
budget cuts in both years of this budg­
et cycle, although it would not elimi­
nate the entire budget shortfall. But 1 
luwe lo admit that Lhe possibility of 

·I hat revenue does make me more opti­
mistic about our current budget situa­
tion. 

Not e\'eryone is as optimistic. 
including budget onicials in Governor 
Besbear Administrati.on who arc con­
cerned about a drop in stale income 

since 1986. A comparison with the 
previous February is literally off the 
charts: It was the biggest year-to-year 
jump since records were first kept in 
1976. 

During that ]2-month period, only 
two indusLries grew: natural n:;::;ourccs 
and mining, which added 3,100 jobs, 
most of t:l)ose in coal mining: and edu­
cation and health services, which 
added 3,200. 

Manufacturing, however. shrank 
by mom. tban 34,000 jobs during that 
time. Construction lost 11early 13,000 
jobs, and the leisure and hospitality 
industry, which includes restaurants, 
hotels and emenainmem vem.es. 
dropped 2,000. Our public agencies 
cut o~k by more than tw1cc tliat 
amount. . 

Unemployment benefits first began 
during the Great Depression, and are 
paid from assessments on most busi­
nesses. Not surprisingly, the unem­
ployment insurance fund has been hit 
especially hard because of the eco­
nomic downturn. 

We were in the same situation back 
in the early 1980s, when the fund 
went into the red and Kentucky had to 
borrow money from the federal gov­
emmcnt. The trend went in lhe oppo­
site direction during the 1990s, and by 
2000 there was a record surplus of 
$700 million. 

That began to change in 2002. 
when the fund started paying out more 
than it took in because of the economy 
and administrative changes designed 
at the time 10 keep the surplus in 

tax revenues Jast month. Those offi­
cials also anucipate a fairly hefty 
budget shortfall next fiscal year 
despite decent overaH March 2009 
revenues. But even rhose individuals 
agree with key lawmakers that rosi.er,­
than-expected Ap1il revenue numbers 
could indicale an economic recove1)' 
is in the works. 

What, if any, corrective action will 
have to be taken this fiscal year to deal 
with a shortfall next fi:>cal year is 
ex.pected to become clear the week 
after the Kentucky Derby, when Gov. 
Beshear says he may request an offi­
cial revenue forecast. It is that forecast 
that will likely detennine whether a 
special session is called to boo t rev­
enue for fis·cal year 20 I 0. For now, 
though, it is nice to have an upswing 
in an economic that hm; been nding 
low for well over u yem. 

Budget shortfalls-which occur 
when spending needs outwctgh re\­
enues~a1e not new lo the 
Commonwealth. Kentucky has been 
dealing with whal some could call 
''garden variety" shortfalls in 
Medicaid and e~;•en in the Slate's 

General Fund for a( lea~1 a d~cade. 
But shortfalls of halF a billion dollan; 
like we are experiencing now are nut 
your garden variety. And the irm1y is 
thal these massive shortfalls tend to 
grow even larger during timc:s of deep 
recession since t11e need,. for s late serv­
ices increase as people lose illeir jobs 
or poverty increase~. A tipihe in 
expenditures in the state MedicalJ 
program, Corrections (which now 
spends about half a billion dollars a 
year on a growing inmate population) 
and other essential state services in 
recent year~ have made that pretty 
dear. 

Lawmaker~ have taken steps to 
lower Concction~ costs. and get a bet­
ter rein on Medicaid. which is the 

che.ck. 
On Jan. 28 of this year, the fund 

officially went <lry. and we began to 
borrow· money again lo meet the 
weekly benefits that in all of 2008 
totaJed $500 million. By the end of 
March. we had borrowed almo. t $180 
million. By the end of th~ year, as 
many as 30 state~ are ex.pccted to be 
borrowers as well. 

There ru-e some glimmers of good 
news. March's preliminary numbers 
may . how a higher unemployment 
rate, but they also point to gains in 
su<.:h businesses as re'>taurants and 
retail stores , perhaps a key sign that 
the economy is beginning to pick up. 

On Thursua) la"-t week. G11vernor 
Beshem announce.J that the state 
would quahry rur n new round of fed­
eral somulus benefits that we hatl not 
previously been eligible tn receive, 
This will give beneficiaries as:lditional 
weeks at no cost to l.he state. 

This goou news came a Jay afler 
'the first meeting or J. task force the 
governor created to study the unem­
ployment insurance program. The 
long-term goal is to find a way to 
improve the program for employers 
and employees alike. 

It should be noted that Kentm.:ky's 
unemployed are getting more help 
Lhan many of their coul.)terparts in 
oilier southern state~. While our aver­
age wceklv payments are 22nd nation­
ally. they du provide $300 more per 
momh than in Tennessee and S-lOO

Two motorcycle crashes 
occurred in Floyd and Owen 
counties. One of the v1ctims 
was wearing a helmet. 

Through April 26, prelimi­
nary statistics indicate that 220 
people have lost their lives on 
Kentucky roadways during 
2009. This is three fewer than 
reported for the same time 
period in 2008. 

Of the 189 motor vehicle 
fatalities, 107 victims were not 
wearing seat belts: Thirteen 
pede trians have been killed. 
Sixteen fatalities involved a 
motorcycle and two fatalities 
involved an ATV. A total of 51 
fatalities have resulted from 
crashes involving the suspect­
ed use of alcohol.

222-5555. Callers will remain 
anonymou and should give a 
description of the vehicle, 
location, direction of travel 
and license number if possible.

I bet you've heard lhis at your 
house: "What's there to eat?" 

That question tends to come up at 
my house about 90 minutes after din­
ner, and it's usually spoken in the warm 
glow of the refrigerator tight. That's 
because at the moment of peaking. lhe 
speaker is typically perusing the 
fridge's contents--all of which (not 
counting packaging materials) are def­
initely edible, but which don't happen 
to satisfy the speaker's whim-of-lhe­
moment. 

If you, too, find yourself wondering 
"What's there to eat?," but you'd like to 
at least try to make your nack. some­
thing worthwhjle, here are a couple of 
delicious uggestions from the 
Agricultural Research Service (ARS). 

Let's start with walnuts. Did you 
know that if you've got more lhan a few 
mile on your "personal odometer" (for 
example, if you laiow who Lamb Chop 
was), adiling a few walnuts to your 
already heallhy diet can help improve 
your motor and mental skill. ? 

It's true, according to lhe results of 
an animal study conducted by scien­
tists funded by ARS. The researcher 
are at the Jean Mayer USDA Human 
Nutrition Re earch Center on Aging at 
Tufts University in Boston, Mass. 

Walnuts are full of beneficial 
antioxidants such as polyphenols, as 
well as essential fatty acids. 
Antioxidants are natural substances 
that help our bodies combat the dread­
ed oxygen free railicals. Oxygen free 
radicals are al o completely natural, 
produced by our own bodies. But 
unlike the good-guy antioxidants, oxy­
gen free radicals roam inside our bod-

The sad truth is that the 
aging brain undergoes changes 
that can re ult in altered or 
impaired neuronal functioning. 
The e disruptions can be attrib­
uted in part to alterations in our 
"synaptic pia. ticity," which is 
the ability of the connection · 
between neurons in the brain to 
change in strength and func­
tion, and al ·o by oxidative 
damage to neural tis uc. (Quick 
biology le on here: Neurons

in a 100-yard dash. 
There was once a time in 

my life when l consider Time 
to be my friend, when Mom 
would say. "Wait . till your 
daddy gets home·· I l."TTew time 
would go to work on her mem­
ory and make her forget what­
ever I'd done that she felt wa 
too serious for her to handle 
herself. 

When Mr. Chandler, our 
principal at the Muddy Branch 
school, would announce that 
the ·chool nurses would "be 
here next Tuesday'' to g1ve u 
our yearly round of vaccina­
tions. I knew that ''next 
Tue day" was light years 
away, and lost no sleep over 
it...at least not until "next 
Monday" night. 

When distant radio stations 
began playing Christmas car­
ols and giving nightly count­
downs of the days left until 
Christmas, 30 ... 25 ... 12 days, it 
didn't mean enough for me to 
change my behavior. 

Now it seems that Time has 
become a worthy adversary; 
and one that doeSfl't fight fair. 
When 1 wa n't looking, it 
sneaked up and pulled out a lot 
of my hair, making my fore­
head at least two inches longer. 
What it didn't pull out, it 
turned gray. at least around my 
temples. It caught me asleep 
and painted bags under my 
eye . It implanted an inflated 
innertube just under my skin 
where my waist used to be. 

Time cheats. It even fights 
dirty. But more tban anything 
else, and as far as I'm con­
cerned, the worst thing it has 
done is speed up. 

When l was a kid, birth­
days, like Christmas, came 
eon apart. When I was l 0. I 
always said l was IO, going on 
11. When I was 20, I couldn't 
wait to tum 21. But just as 
soon as I turned 21, I wa · sud­
denly 30. Then 40. Then 50. 
Then 60. and on and on. 

If Time wa · a real person, I 
don't think I'd like him very 
much.

are key components of the 
brain that proce s and transmit 
infonnation by sending electro­
chemical signals. Oxidative 
damage i · what those oxygen 
free radicals cau e.) 

In laboratory tests. the e 
type of impairments manife t 
them elves in aged rodents as 
poor performance on tests of 
balance, coordination and spa­
tial working memory--the abil­
ity to remember location infor­
mation over a period of time. 

In the eight-week study, 
aged rats ate one of four special 
chow mixes that contained 
either 2 percent walnuts. 6 per­
cent walnuts, 9 percent wal· 
nut • or no walnuts. before 
undergoing motor and memory 
tests. The 6 percent diet would 
be the equivalent of a human 
eating about 7 to 9 walnuts a 
day. 

The study found that in the 
aged rats, the diets containing 2 
percent or 6 percent walnut 
were able to improve the rats' 
age-related motor and cogni­
tive shortfalls. The take-home 
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me sage: A regular treat of a 
handful of walnuts can actually 
boost your mental capabilitie .. 

Here' another choice that 
might surprise you: gazpacho! 
This cool blend of tomatoes. 
cucumbers. green peppers, 
olive oil, onions and garlic i · 
more than just refreshing; it's 
genuinely good for you. 

In another study at the 
research center in Boston. 12 
healthy volunteers??six men 
and six women??ate 17 ounce 
of gazpacho every day for two 
weeks. Blood samples for each 
volunteer were taken prior to 
·oup con umption and on the 
seventh and fourteenth days of 
the study. 

Starting on the eventh day. 
the level of vitamin C in vol­
unteers' blood samples were up 
by 27 pe~nt in men and 22 
percent in women. Better still, 
the volunteers also experienced 
decrea. es in key stress mole­
cules associated with health 
problems. 

The stress molecules mea­
sured during the study are

secreted by our bodies as a nor­
mal response to stress. But con­
tinuous high blood levels of 
these chemtcals increase our 
vulnerability to illnes due to 
inflammation and oxidative 
stre . 

One of the stress molecules 
measured, uric acid. was 
reduced by 18 percent in the 
male volunteers and by 8 per­
cent in the females. High blood 
levels of uric acid have been 
associated with an increased 
risk of cardiovascular disease. 
Three of the other stress mole­
cules measured were also 
found to be significantly 
decreased after the gazpacho 
con urnption. 

So ... anyone have a good 
gazpacho recipe they'd care to 
share?
