WASHINGTON. D.C.- The declaration Floyd 
County residents have been waiting on since the 
first week of May when flooding undulated the 
county has now been made official. 

President Barack Obama issued a major disaster 
declaration Friday, May 29, through the U.S. 
Department of Homeland Security's Federal 
Emergency Management Agency for . evere tonns, 
tornadoes, flooding and mudslides during the fir t 
weeks of May. 

President Obama 's actions now make funding 
available to affected individuals in Floyd. Pike, 
Breathitt and Owsley countie . 

The as istance can include grants for temporary 
housing and home repairs, law-cost loans to cover 
uninsured prop_erty losses and other programs to 
help tndividuals and business owners recover from 
the effect of the May disaster. 

The declaration comes in response to Gov. Steve 
Beshear's amended May 22 request. and is some-

thing that now opens what U.S. Rep. Hal Rogers has 
called the "spigot" for federal funding. 

"l applaud the President for declaring a federal 
disa'iter for central and ea<>tern Kentucky which 
finally opens up the spigot for federal funds to our 
affected communities," Rogers said in a press 
release the day the declaration was announced. ''We 
imply can't wait any longer.'' 

Rogers. along with Beshear and House Speaker 
Greg Stumbo. toured the region in the days follow­
ing the rains and flooding. making a stop in Martin, 
one of the most affected communities in Floyd 
County. 

Local governments have been working with area 
contractors and various volunteers ince May 8 to 
repair roads. remove debris and clean up mudslides 
across the county. The efforts were applauded by 
Floyd County Judge-Executive R.D. "Doc" 
Marshall and magistrates Tuesday. 

"I can't say enough about how our county work­
er have worked in connection with these contrac-

Highway maintenance specialists from other districts 
assist in Pike, Floyd on flood-damaged roads 

Clogged drains, ditchlines 
filled with mud, embankment 
failures that sent pavement and 
dirt into the creeks: these are 
the top three problems facing 
maintenance speciahsts at 
Highway District 12 in the 
aftermath of flash flooding 
earlier thi. month. Engineer 
Sam Hale estimated that Pike. 
Floyd. Johnson. and Martin 
counties have more than 400 
embankment failures to fix. 

Three other highway dis­
tricts reached out to help their 
counterparts in District 12. 
Crews from District 3 
(Bowling Green), District 8 
(Somerset). and Di trict ll 
(Manchester) arrived the week 
after floodwaters receded. 
They worked seven days a 
week, leaving after work on 
the Friday of Memorial bay 
weekend. 

The crew from Bowling 
Green district worked more 
than a week just on Raccoon 
Creek (KY 1441) in Pike 
County. Crew member· 
included Bobby Mays and 
Allen Charlton from Simpson 
County: Greg Pippin, Warren 
County: Daryl Mutter. Bobby 
Phelp,, and William Berg, all 
from Barren County's mainte­
nance crew. Two of the1r team, 
Shawn Cary from Simpson 
County and Tyler Sm1th from 
Warren Counry, worked on 
Chloe Road near Pikeville to 
clear clogged culverts and 
drain tile . 

''When they flrst brought 
me up here (to Raccoon 
Creek), I thought it must be a 
county road," said Bobby 
Mays. ··we·re u ed to tlat 
roads mostly. In Simpson 
County (where he works) this 
would be a county road." 

Mays wa,;; quick to point 
out that he doesn't mean that 
in a negative way ... l love it 
here. It' beautiful. I had a hard 
time at first getting my bear­
ings; you know, north and 
south, cast and west. But when 
I figured that out (by where the 
sun rose), I was oka}.

embankment failure. They also 
drove back and forth from 
their homes each day. Canada 
Maintenance Superintendent 
Tim Caner aid the men had 
almost 50 years· experience 
among them. "They didn · t 
need supervi ion, that' for 
sure. They got to work like the 
pros they are and really did a 
great job.''

urgent needs of athletic pro­
grams. 

Han1ilton earned a bache­
lor's degree from Morehead 
State in 19~8 and a master's 
degree in 1963. A standout ath­
lete during his college days, he 
played on Ohio Valley 
Conference championship 
teams in baseball, basketball 
and track. 

After an 11-year major 
league pitching career, he 
coached in the minors before 
returning to MSU in 1976 to 
become the head baseball 
coach. He then held that posi­
tion for 13 years. Hamilton's 
305 win is the most of any 
coach in MSU history. 

He was named director of 
athletics in July 1988, and 

served until his death in 1997. 
As the A.D., Hamilton led 

the program to success on the 
field, in facilities and in the 
classroom. During his tenure, 
a weight room was built, an 
academic counselor for ath­
letes was added, graduation 
rates of student-athletes 
improved and the University 
won the OVC Academic 
Achievement Banner four 
times. 

Among his honors include 
spots in the Morehead State 
University Athletic Hall of 
Fame. the 'Ohio Valley 
Conference Hall of Fame and 
the Kentucky Athletic Hall of 
Fame. 

ln 1999, the OVC honored 
him with the establishment of 
the "Steve Hamilton 
Sportsmanship Award." lt is 
given annually to an OVC 
male or female tudent-athlete 
of junior or senior standing 
who best exemplifies the char-
acteristics of Hamilton. 
Criteria for the award 
includes: significant athletic 
performance along with good 
sportsmanship and citizenship. 

Hamilton was hon6red by 
MSU with the 2007 Founders 
Day Award for University 
Service.

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Kentucky Afield Otutdoors: Leave wildlife lll the wild

FRANKFORT- Wildlife seems to 
be everywhere in pring. We see birds 
nesting, ducks and gee e taking their 
young for a swim, and ometimes we 
even spot a deer fawn resting under a 
bush or in a field. When young 
wildlife appear to be orphaned, many 
people want to step in. However, 
these animals are almost never aban­
doned. The best thing to do is leave 
young wildlife alone. 

"Mostly, people find fawns while 
mowing a pasture or cutting hay," 
said David Yancy. a big game pro­
gram biologist for the Kentucky 
Department of Fish and Wildlife 
Resources. "Based on the phone calls 

we occasionally get, they te'll us they 
saw a doe (female deer) hIt on the 
road, and they know for a fact that 
was the fawn's mother. That isn't 
necessarily true - this i get Ling into 
the time that they're all fawn 'ng.'' 

More liKely, the fawn's nlother is 
nearby and will return latc;lr. Does 
leave their young for several hours at 
a time, which not only gives the adult 
deer lime to feed, but alsq keeps 
predators away from her fawn. 

"Sometimes people will find a 
fawn while mowing and • eed to 
move it out of the way. but th .y think 
the doe won't take i.1 back if they 
touch it," said Yancy. "We bsed to 
think that was the case. But mbre and 
more it appears that isn't true. The 
doe will take the fawn back." 

Yancy said the fawn can be moved 
a shon distance, and the mother will 
be able to find the fawn later. 
"Usually the mother-fawn bond is 
pretty re ilient," he explained. 
"Fawns are very rarely orphaned or 
abandoned." 

Many farmers mu t cut hay in 
May or June to get the best crop. 
However, landowners who are mow­
ing only for looks may consider 
delaying their mowing until early 
July. This gives fawns a chance to 
grow stronger, and they will be able 
to stand and run from the oncoming 
mower after a few weeks of life. 

People are also likely to encounter 
young birds at this time of year. The 
same rules apply to these wildlife as 
with deer fawns: it's best to leave 

them in the wild. 
"If you see a baby bird or a tledg-

. ling, you should leave it alone. Most 
likely the parents are nearby," said 
Shawchy1 Yori ek, an avian biologist 
with Kentucky Fish and Wildlife. 
'The parents stay with their young at 
least until they can find food on their 
own." 

People also should never move a 
nest with eggs or young in it. It is a 
violation of federal law, and it may 
cause the parent to abandon the nest. 

"Ob erve nests from afar," added 
Vorisek. "Don't go up to the nest or 
touch it, as that ~ leave a trail for 
predators to follow." 

Only licensed wildlife rehabilita­
tors may possess injured or orphaned 
wildlife. People hould not bring 

wildlife to the Salato WildHfe 
Education Center in Frankfort, as me 
Center is not equipped te handle or 
care for these arumals.

'Earetta R. Casey. director of the 
K Center for Excellence in 

'Rural Health-Hazard, will use 
this five-year grant to conduct 

ommunity-based participatory 
:research in Appalachia with a 

ocus on cancer prevention and 
ontrol. 

'The CDC has asked us to 
ocus on one health condition 
nd we've selected cancer," said 

Crosby. "We have multiple 
pportunities with cancer either 
or prevention. which is pre­
erred. and if not prevention 

then early diagnosis." 
':Through this grant, the Rural 

Cancer Prevention Center 
RCPC) will be housed in 

:Hazard and will cater to the 23-
county serv1ce area of the UK 
Center for Excellence in Rural 
Health-Hazard. 

J'he Center for Excellence in 
Rural Health-Hazard was estab­
lished in 1990 to address health 
disparities in rural Kentucky, 
including a chrome shortage of 
ihealth professionals and re i­
dcnts' poor health statu . 

One primary empha~is of the 
project will be the acceptance of 
the vaccine against cervical can-. 
er. 

'The uptake of Gardasil in 
Jus area, even when given 

away, is extremely low," said 
Crosby. "We find that less than 
30 percent of young women 
offered the vaccine will accept 
even the first dose for free. It' 
even more difficult when you 
talk about the second or third 
dose. One major emphasis of the 
project will be 1 00 percent vac~ 
cine coverage for every eligible 
person in the area." 

The project will also be look­
ing for ways to prevent other 
types of cancer that are quite 
common in Ea tern Kentucky. 

"We know that, in Kentucky, 
most colorectal cancers are 
found late and there is no rem;on 
for that to happen." added 
Crosby. "Finding a cancer late 
equates with a prognosis that's 
dismal. We want to change that 
We may not prevent these can­
cers but we can catch them early 
so the prognosis all of a sudden 
becomes hopeful instead of dis­
mal." 

The majority of the re earch 
for this project wtll be done on a 
localized level by Casey and the 
broad network that she and the 
employees of the Center for 
Excellence in Rural Health­
Hatard have established in 
Eastern Kcntuck.y. 

"The community liaisons 
who will talk and meet with the 
participants of the research proj­
ect are people from the commu­
nity, so they trust them and t11ey 
understand them," said Cac;ey. 
'They know they've grown up 
just like they have and have the 
same problem ·. That is a voice 
that they believe, so 1t's much 
easier to go into the community 
to be able to do this re. earch." 

Casey says the hope is that 
this localized approach will 
enable researchers to turn their 
findings around quickly and 
have a positive effect on the 
community to improve health 
disparitie . 

''If UK sent folks from the 
main campus into the communi­
ty who maybe didn't quite 
understand the culture as well, 
we may not have ac; robust an 
effect or ability to get the 
rcs¥arch." said Cru;ey. "It may 
take 10 years to convince people 
in Eastern Kentucky that what 
they're telling them is real. If we 
help do the research, our names

The research is scheduled to 
begin m September ot thts year 
and will build on the shoulders 
of the previous PRC which is 
under the direction of Dr. Mark 
Dignan from the UK College of 
Medicine. 

"The rates of cancer in 
Eastem Kentucky are among the 
highest in the nation, so it's such 
a valid point for u to be 
addres ing one of the most dev­
astating morbidity and mortality 
issues." said Casey. "I think it's 
even more important that as we 
do this study we can begin to 
educate the population so they 
want to accept prevention and 

early dmgnosiii. The hope b that 
on down the road you can begin 
to look at the factors that are 
causing the rates to be so much 
higher other than access to med­
ical care and education of the 
population." 

Casey believes there are 
other factors in Eastern 
Kentucky that cau~e higher rates 
of cancer, whether environmen­
tal or cultural, that could also be 
addressed as a result of this 
research. • 

•This project is very much 
about rectifying the rural health 
disparities that exist in Eastern 
Kentucky and using what we 
learn as a model for other people 
in this country to follow." said 
Crosby. 'That' why CDC IS 

funding the study. lL is a model 
of rectifying rural health dispar-

ilies in rural America. Their con­
cern is more with the U.S. than 
Kentucky per se but due to the 
extreme level of cancer ri k in 
oUJ' state, Kentucky is an excel­
lent place to begin this emphasis 
on prevention. Indeed, this 1 the 
ideal opportunity to show that 
prevention and early diagnosis 
for these common cancers can 
make a difference and eventual­
ly have an impact on the mor­
bidity and m01tality rates in this 
state." 

As a land grant university, 
UK ha-; a mi. sion to address 
some of the mo:st challenging 
issues in the state and thi!\ proj­
ect is a plime example of ho": 
the university is taking action. 

Ca~ey, a native of Pike 
County, has been a practicing 
physician in the area where she 

was raised and knows first-hand 
the need for this type of ongoing 
research. 

"Part of the reason I became 
a doctor was the overwhelming 
need for health care where I 
grew up," said Casey. "My 
grandmother wao; a midwife and 
l went with her a lot because 
there were very few doctors. I 
saw a lot of people die very 
early from things that could 
have been cured if they'd had 
the access that we hope to be 
able to provide."

Chowing 

down safely

With Memorial Day behind us, pic­
nic sea on is in full-swing, so this 
seems like a good time to renew our 
acquaintance with a few simple food 
safety rules to ensure your get-together 
doesn't wind up being someone's lea t 
fa,·orite ummer memory. 

First, if you're going to grill meat, 
make sure your meat is completely 
thawed before you slap it on the grill: 
otherv•tse. tt might not cook evenly. 
Also. make sure you don't put the 
cooked meat back on the same platter 
that held the raw meat. unle ·s you've 
fir t scrubbed that platter with hot. 
soap1 water. 

And please use a meat thermome­
ter! You're looking for a reading of 145 
degree· Fahrenheit with beef. veal and 
lamb steaks. roasts and chops; 160 
degret.:s F for hamburgers and all cut-. 
of pork, and 165 F for poultry. 

After you've grilled your food, keep 
it hot. ar I 40 degrees For higher. If it's 
hot wcather-90 degrees F or 
honer-food shouldn't sit out for more 
than an hour, and even if the weather is 
cooler, you should toss any food lefl 
out for two hours. (I know, you just 
hate to waste food, but which is cheap­
er-a few discarded hamburger patties, 
or a trip to the emergency room'!) 

What about eggs'! The boltom line, 
according to the experts, i thai you 
hould alway~ properly handle and 

cook eggs before you eat them. The 
Food and Drug Administration advises 
against eating any raw, unpasteurized 
eggs. or products that contain them. 
(For a great summary of cookout food 
safety tips, visit this USDA Food 
Safety and Inspection Service web­
site: http://www. f sis.usda. gov /Fact_ She 
ets/Barbecue_Food_Safety/index.asp ) 

I have to admit. I'm a real fiend for 
eggs. Perhaps it's a re ult of growing 
up in the country With laying hens in a 
backyard pen. so that we always had 
plenty of fresh eggs. I can't imagine a 
picnic without deviled eggs. In fact, 
I've been known to buy a whole cook­
book just to get my hands on an unusu­
al deviled egg recipe. 

But eggs. like meat, require some 
caution in handling. Food safety threats 
in eggs include both natunilly occur­
ring spoilage bacteria and pathogens 
such as Salmonella enteritidis, the pri­
mary caUf>e of egg-related food poison­
ing in the United States. 

Yes, you can buy pasteuri1ed liquid 
eggs to increase the food safety odds in 
your favor. But even when companie 
adhere to all the pasteurization proto­
cols pres~ribed by the U.S. Department 
of Agriculture, there are still cases of 
illness related to consumption of raw 
egg products- orne 40.000 cases of 
almoncllosis in the United States each 

year. 
And that's the number of cases that 

are actually reported. That doesn't even 
get into tho~e cases where Uncle Fred 
just swears off Aunt Marge's special 
raw-egg-laced . alad dressing forever 
because of the nasty after-effects. 

Fortunately, the scientists of the 
Agricultural Research Service (ARS) 
are busy "building a better mouse tntp" 
where egg safety is concerned. 
Although currenr pasteurization tech­
nology will eliminate heat-sensitive 
pathogens, there are some heat-resis­
tant microorganisms that can urvive 
and spoil liquid egg white:.. 

The ARS team has found that a new 
technology called "crossflow microfil­
tration membrane separation," or CMF, 
can compensate for the shortcoming 
of thermal pasteurization. Not only 
docs it remove more pathogens than 
thermal pasteurization, but it does so 
without aftccting the eggs· ability to 
foam and emulsify. So you could use 
CMF-treated eggs to make an angel 
food cake or homemade mayonnaise. 

Docs CMF work? Like a champ! In 
a pilot-scale study, it removed about 
99.9999 percent of S. enteritidis bacte­
ria that had been deliberately put into 
unpa. teuri~:ed liquid egg whites. 

And this same technology can al o 
be used to remove Bacillus anthracts 
spores from egg whites. That tinding

This new addition to the hospital. 
known as the RP-7 Remote Presence 
Robot, is used to evaluate and treat 
stroke patients. 

The robot at Highlands is part of 
a JOint effort between the hospital 
and St. Mary's Medical Center in 
Huntington, West Virginia. 

According to information provid­
ed by the hospital, the robot. which 
is around 5-feet-tall. allows special-

tsts to have two-way audio/video 
commun1cation with hospital staff 
and patients. The rolling robot has a 
LCD video screen and rwo cameras 
mounted on top. and uses special 
sen. ors to warn when it i in danger 
of bumping into an object. 
Neurologists can consult with 
patients and observe vital signs 
while controlling the robot from St. 
Mary's with a joy stick and laptop. 

''Once again, Highlands Regional 
Medical Center's' Emergency 
Department is taking a large step 
forward in providing the best patient 
experience possible," commented 
Hollis Whitehead, a shift supervisor 

at the emergency department. "Our 
emergency department is proud to 
introduce the RP-7 Remote Presence 
Robot for our patients requiring 
evaluation by a ne~1rologist. 
Neurologists from St. Mary's will be 
able to assess the needs of our 
patients via an internet feed allow­
ing two-way communication 
between patient and provider. It will 
allow us to provide a service from 
the emergency department that we 
couldn't do before the robot. 
Regional hospitals must find innov­
ative ways to reduce death and dis­
ability from stroke and Highlands is 
doing just that, by offering an inno-

vative tele-medicine approach to 
neurological patients in our commu­
nity."

adds to early work by the ARS 
cientists that showed that CMF 

could remove 99.9999 percent 
of B. anthracis spores that had 
been deliberately put into fluid 
milk. Mitrofiltration can al o 
protect milk from more com­
mon bacterial pathogens and 
possibly extend the milk's shelf 
life. 

The ARS scienti t · aren't 
propo ing CMF as the be-all 
and end-all by Itself, but as an 
accompaniment to pasteurit.a­
tion-a "team player.'' Still, this 
is shaping up to be a terrific 
food safety team!
