Peddling fear 
instead of answers 

Does President Barack Obama suppon "socialized medicine?" 
That's the mantra of some conservative commentators. Rush 

Limbaugh ha mouthed it. So have a writ r from the Cato Institute 
and several congressional Republicans. 

Obama brought it up himself recently during a speech !O the 
American Medical As ociation in Chicago. He said some cntic~; say 
his proposed health care reform were "an attempt to, yes. soc1al1Le 
medicine." 

Those who think that understand neither socialism nor mcdicwc. 
No one at the White House or in Congress has suggested anythmg 
remotely like socialized medicine. 

The second-favorite criticism of Obama's propol.al is Lhat it calls 
for a "Canadian-style health system." That, too, is wrong. 

" ocialized medicine" de:;cribes a sy::,tem in which lhc govern­
ment owns hospitals and clinics; employ. doctors and nur'le:-.; and 
pays for everyone's care. 

That's a preuy good description of the United Kingdom'. 
National Health Service. It also accurately describes the U.S. mili­
tary and Veterans Affairs medical systems. But not Canada's. 

Primary-care doctors north of the border are mostly private prac­
titioners. just like in the United StaLes. Specialists are usually 
employed directly by hospitals. Most hospitals are what we'd call 
nonprofit corporations. 

Canadians don't even have single national heallh plan. They get 
care through one of 13 different plans run mostly by the provinces. 
not the federal government. 

The Canadian system i n't perfect it's faced serious funding, 
problems in recent years. But the quality of care it provides is often 
equal to that in U.S. hospitals, and its health outcomes are better. 

Canada has a lower infam monality rate and higher average life 
expectancy than the United States. ft al o ha 6 percent more hospi­
tal beds per person than we do. Yet the Canactian ystem costs about 
half a much per person as ours. 

One description that accurately applies to the Canadian sy tem i 
"single payer," because governments pay or most health care 

Some people have tried to tum that phrase into an epithet like 
"socialized medicine." 

But more than -40 million American already have a single-payer 
system: Medicare. Surveys show those enrolled in Medicare arc 
happier with their insurance than younger adults with private health 
policies. 

Some right-wing commentators, trapped by their misu e of the 
term, have tried to broaden the definition of socialized medicme to 
include any system thin "socializes" health costs, meaning extending 
individual costs to the country at large. 

That means the current U.S. system already is ocial1zed becau e 
w all pay --directly or indirectly-- for everyone el e's care. The 
"free" care that hospitals (most of which don't p;ty taxes) prov1dc to 
indigent patients soon causes others' in urance rates to nsc. 

In a way, private health insurance is "socialized medicine." After 
all, insurance companies pool premiums paid by everyone to cowr 
medical costs incurred by a few sick members. 

The United States is rhe only developed country that doesn't have 
some fonn of national health insurance. But that doesn't mean otller 
countties have socialized or CanadimHtyle systems. 

In Switzerland, everyone is covered by private.healtll in urancc. 
In France. most people geL coverage through their jobs. Genmms arc 
covered by a compulsory state insurance program jointly fw1ded by 
workers and employers. Some Japanese get health insurance through 
tlleir jobs, the rest from a nat.ional plan. 

Each nation pays for and provides health care a little different! y, 
because each nation's system evolved differently. That means mod­
els from Australia, the Netherlands or anywhere else in the world 
probably wouldn't work well here. 

Which gives them something in common with the America11 
health system: It doesn't work very well here. either.

U ually the ymptoms include 
severe, acute pain in the affected ear, 
ometime accompanied by itching 

and drainage. By the time these 
ymptorns come on. however, the 

infection typically has been molder­
mg for everal day . 

Generally, once the infection et 
in, you will need prescription med­
ication to make the problem go away. 
If it is not too late at night or a holi­
day, your family doctor can easily 
take care of this problem. 

When wimming or bathing, you 
can u e di infected ear plug or a 
bathing cap to keep water out of your 
children· ear . Make sure they get all 
of the water out of their ears after a 
sw1m - a feat normally ach1eved by 
imply lilting the head and hoppmg 

once or twice (but never on a wet, 
slippery surface!). Also, after swim­
min"g or bathing, you can afely dry 
out your children' ear canals with a 
hau dryer set on the lowest \ett in g. 
Just a few seconds of the warm, dry 
a1r can ignificantly reduce the likeli­
hood of getting an infeclion. 

There are over-rhe-counter ear 
drop that can be used after swim­
ming or bathing to help remove 
trapped water and prcvenL infection . 
too. These are usually 'megar- or 
alcohol-based drops. Although they 
can prevent an infection, they are not 
to be used to treat an existing infec­
tion. 

Keep your family doctor'. number 
on hand, but these preventive meth­
od may be your be t ber for a more 
enjoyable ummer.
