Efforts to buy 
justice should 
be thwarted 

A company owned by a coal tycoon is sued for ill~gally 
destroying a rival busincs -- and gets whacked by a JUry. The 
verdict comes in at $50 million, plus punitive damages. When 
the case heads for appeal, the tycoon funnels more than $3 
million into a political race for the .. tate up rem~ coun. The 
connibutions are de igned to unseat an incumbent justice -­
and are pctfcctly legal 

The challenger wins with 53.3 p rcent of the vote. The 
tycoon's company comes before the state supreme comt, and 
on a 3-2 vote, the verdict is set aside. 

The new justice refu. es ro ·tep away from the case. He 
vote with the majority. 
· Real intrigue follow .. The tate ·upreme court votes to 

rehear the appeal. One of the justices who voted with the 
majority removes him· If after photos urfaced howing him 
vacationing with the tycoon (on the French Riviera) while the 
case was p nding. 

One of the justice who voted to uphold the verdict, mean­
while. al o recuse himself. He had criticized the tycoon for 
pouring millions of do1lars into the judicial election -- calling 
into que. tion his imprutiality. 

But the new ju rice again refuses to step aside. Indeed, by 
now, he is acting chief justice, and it falls to him to appoint 
replacements for the two justice. who removed them elve 
from the case. 

The comt again ct aside the jury verdict. 
On Monday, the U.S. Supreme Court supplied the 

Hollywood ending. Theca e of the coal tycoon and multimil­
lion-dollar campaign contributions is, in fact, real. It's called 
Caperton v. A.T. Mas ey Coal Co. and ru·ose in We t Virginia. 
It actually inspired a John Grisham novel. 

In a 5--4 decision, the high court held that the tycoon's big 
money violates due proce -- specifically, "when a person 
with a personal stake in a particular case had a significant and 
disproportionate influence in placing a judge on 'a case b)' 
raising funds or directing the judge's election campaign when 
the case was pending or imminent.'' 

Chief Justice John Robetts wrote the main dissent in the 
Capenon case. He said he "fear " the decision would lead liti­
gants to argue in courts across the country that contributions 
m judicial electio~s have undermined judges' impartiality and 
ability to provide due proce s. 

There' · no need for Robe11s to worry. Money already has 
poisoned judicial elections. Pa11ie that make large contribu­
tion~ and judges who accept them hould be called out for 
pruticipating in tran. actions that create the appearance of jus­
tice for ale. 

Indeed, reform will come only if citizens complain -- loud­
ly and vehemently.

All driver hould take precautions 
when operating mowers, especially 
With children around. Get to know 
your equipment. Know how to stop 
the machine quickly in case of emer­
gency. Many riding mowers have a 
feature !hat stop the blade if you take 
your hands off of the controls or get 
out of the eat. If using an electric 
mower, check before each usc to make 
sure no wires have been cut or frayed 
by the blades. It is also a good idea to 
disconnect the spark plug wire when­
ever you have to reach under the 
mower. to make ure the engine will 
not start. 

Luckily, almost all riding mowers 
are now equipped with "no mow in 
reverse" (NMIR) safety features that 
automatically disengage the blades 
when backing up. However, there are 
still mowers in usc that predate th1s 
technology. It is always better to avoid 
backing up in a riding mover. lf you 
absolutely must back up, make sure 
there are no people or animals behind 
you. 

People operating any mower 
should wear sturdy shoe not t1ip-­
flops, sandals or canvas shoes. Many a 
toe has been saved by followmg this 
one rule. As a parent or grandparent, it 
i important that you practice what 
you preach. Always operate al l 
machinery safely.

Every year, 
people die in roUover accidents 
because they use riding lawn mowers 
on hills too steep for therr machines to 
climb. 

Teenagers often mow lawns in the 
summer to earn money or as a chore 
for the family. Take the rime to train 
them on mower safety. Always gas up 
the mower outside, and never smoke 
when you are pouring gas into the fuel 
tank.

Why 
doesn't the medical communi­
ty inform the public that bone 
loss can be an i sue for pre­
menopausal women? -- E.M. 

ANSWER: 0 teoporo is 
happens mainly to women 
after menopause, when there is' 
a udden and precipitous drop 
in their production of estrogen, 
the female hormone that works 
to pre erve bone health. 
However, women attain their 
peak bone strength in their late 
20s and early 30s. From that 
time on, bones begin to lose 
their calcium and become 
more fragile and prone to frac­
ture. Osteoporo is can occur at 
younger ages. You don't have 
osteoporosis. You have 
osteopenia. It' a marlcer on the 
road to o teoporosis. 

At young ages, girls should 
be on a program of building a 
b~ depo it of calcium and 
strong bone by meeting the 
daily requirements for calcium 
and vitamin D. and by not 
doing things that lead to bone 
demineralization, like smok­
ing. Daily exercise is another 
requirement for strong bones.

was due for an oil chnngc I had . omc 

time to kill, o I went to a Wal-Mart 
1m: and Lube Express. I left the car, 
and when [ came back they said they 
couldn't uo any work because there 
were guard plates in the way. 1 
thought that wa. odd, since nobody 
else ha. mentioned that being a prob­
lem. But l ligureti no big deal, I'd get 
it done at my usual r.(lOt. When l took 
it m there, they srud they couldn't 
work on it because the 011 pan was 
covcrcd with silicone. Apparently, 
Wai-Mart must have lo5t the oil plug, 
used one of their own to plug it and 
. iliconed it all up. o it wouldn't leak. 
Estimates to get this fixed range from 

1.200 to I ,oOO for parts and labor. 
My question to you is this: How do I 
approach this? l knO\\ tlw. is more of 
a legal i~sue than a car i sue, but it 
scer~s like you would have seen these 
types of .situation before.

to replace it. Only then would they 
have had trouble reinstalling the plug 
and needt:d to apply . iliconc.

touch your oil plug, and the silicone 
came from orne previou oil change. 

TOM: These arc difficult ca es. 
because oil plug often strip gradual­
ly, over many oil changes.
