PRESTONSBURG - A
stockpile of computers stored
outside the old Prestonsburg
grade school were recently
declared as surplus and will
soon be discarded, according to
officials with the Floyd County
Board of Education.

The computers were set out-
side several days ago and have
been subjected to weather, ren-
dering them unusable.
However, according to Matt

Wireman, the school board’s
director of finance, treasurer
and interim chief information
officer, the computers were
never a feasible option for use
in any case.

“These were nonfunctioning
or couldn’t handle running the
software we had,” said
Wireman. “We had a company
coming to pick them up, but
they couldn’t, so we are work-
ing with another to take care of
115

Computers that fall under
surplus criteria are advertised

in the newspaper for anyone
who would like to bid on them,
said Wireman. In the case of the
most recent computers at the
old grade school, no bids were
received.

Though there is no way to
calculate what value the dozens
of computers might have had
for the school system had bids
been received, Wireman did

say that the cost of disposing of

them would have been too sig-
nificant to have been beneficial

The middle path

On Friday, we published a story representing two divergent view-
points on the future of Eastern Kentucky, particularly in relation to
coal mining.

On one side was Ron Eller, a University of Kentucky history
professor who ruffled a few feathers earlier this year when he called
for anend to surface mining during a speech before the East
Kentucky Leadership Conference. Appalachia would be better off,
he argues, if it focused on diversifying its economy through tourism
and other industries.

On the other side was former Gov. Paul Patton, who made no
bones about a future without coal mining. Patton painted a bleak
picture of an Eastern Kentucky without mining, comparing it to a
ghost town. Without coal, he said, there is no future for the region.

So who was right? That, of course, is a matter of opinion, but we
have ours.

Both men are right, to a degree. And similarly, both men are also
wrong.

Eller is correct in saying that Eastern Kentucky needs to diversi-
fy its economy. That is not necessarily an argument against coal
mining, although we are certain he intends it to be. It’s just good
economic practice.

Eastern Kentuckians know well the dangers of depending too
heavily on a single industry. They’ve seen it firsthand in the rise and
fall of the coal markets, as the fortunes of families have risen and
fallen with each boom and bust. Diversification would only help the
region weather the ebb and ﬂow of circumstances beyond-our con-
trol.

But we are highly skeptical of Eller’s view that tourism could
play a large role in weaning Appalachia from coal. After decades of
spending millions of dollars on attractions to draw tourisfs to the
region, with only modest success, it should be quite obvious that
tourism will only play a secondary role in developing Eastern
Kentucky beyond a single-industry society.

The big payday promised by tourism is quite literally a pot of
gold at the end of the rainbow. You can chase it all you want, but
you will only end up running around in circles.

And that is why Patton is correct in saying that there is no-econo-
my in Eastern Kentucky without coal — at least for the foreseeable
future. Quite simply, no other industry in Eastern Kentucky, current
or proposed, can produce as many jabs or as much wealth for local
residents as coals ca

But the coal industry also needs to recogmze that the world is
changing and coal must adapt with it. Concerns about global warm-
ing and other environmental issues are pushing the world slowly but
inexorably away from fossil fuels and toward renewable sources of
energy. In the grand scheme, it is irrelevant whether such efforts as
the cap-and-trade bill currently before the Senate succeed or not.
The bigger picture is that the world has already expressed a desire
to begin moving away from coal. That is not a statement for or
against the industry; it’s a simple, uncomfortable fact and fighting
against it makes it no less true.

Perhaps the only reason coal continues to enjoy prominence
among the nation’s energy infrastructure is that alternative, renew-
able sources of energy — wind, solar, hydrogen — are thus far too
expensive and too inefficient to adapt to widescale use. Once tech-
nology catches up, however, Eastern Kentucky had best be pre-
pared.

Coal could also lengthen its lifespan by embracing change.
Research and technology work both ways, and the industry would
be better served by working to improve clean coal technology and
develop more environmentally friendly ways to extract the mineral
from the earth. And the coal companies could protect their futures
by diversifying into alternative energy, making the construction of
wind farms or solar arrays part of reclamation efforts.

There is no question: For now and for at least the next genera-
tion, our region needs coal. At the same time, state and local leaders
need to be proactive in preparing for a day when coal is no longer
king. Standing steadfastly against the tide of history will only result
in Eastern Kentucky being left behind.

A legislative
perspective

The author Jesse Stuart once said
that “if these United States could be
called a body, Kentucky can be called
its heart.”

That has always been true, for
Kentucky is as much an ideal as a
place. It represented the future when
it was a frontier, and now it points to
the future once again as it becomes a
growing focal point for the next gen-
eration of dofmestic energy produc-
tion.

If Kentucky is truly the nation’s
heart, then it could be said that our
coal has been its lifeblood. For more
than two centuries now it has kept our
homes, schools, and businesses com-
fortable and well-lit. Along the way it
powered both an industrial and now a
technological revolution. Take away
coal, and you might as well take away
every other appliance, every other
computer, and every.other skyscraper
along our city skylines, because it
generates half of our country’s elec-
tricity.

A vocal minority, often led by
those who have never called the coal
fields home, has sought to keep this
critical resource underfoot, however,

always with the magical assumption -

that another ready and reliable
replacement would take its place.
Thomas Jefferson said that *“a little
rebellion now and then is a good
thing.” and as usual, he was right, but
not in the way that those who oppose

coal might think. The “Appalachian

Revolution” was started 30 years ago
by those who returned home after
graduating from college. They
became businessmen and community
leaders, and many attained high public
office.

During this time, the area produced
a two-term Governor; a Lieutenant
Governor; a Speaker of the House
who had been Majority Floor Leader;
other legislative leaders that include
the current House Majority Floor
Leader and House Majority Whip; and
a host of local, forward thinking offi-
cials like Pike County
Judge/Executive Wayne Rutherford
and Hazard Mayor Bill Gorman.

They came of age when the mod-
em era of coal mining began in 1977
with the enactment of the federal
Surface Mining Control and
Reclamation Act, which drove away
renegade coal operators and estab-
lished more responsible ways to mine
the land and then reclaim it.

That . federal law - and the
“Broadform deed” amendment added
to our constitution in the 1980s to give
landowners more say in how coal is
mined on their property - drove the
modern era of coal mining in
Kentucky, and they have been greatly
helped by the General Assembly’s
decision in 1972 to establish the coal-
severance tax. The hundreds of mil-
lions of dollars this has generated for
coal-producing counties over the last
three-plus decades has spurred a
tremendous amount of economic
development and greatly enhanced
both the safety and quality of life in
the eastern and western coalfields.

It would not be an understatement
to say that coal built the airports in
Pike and Martin counties and in
Hazard. It paved the way for develop-

ments like Stonecrest and the
Mountain Arts Center here in Floyd
County and the East Kentucky

Exposition Center in Pike County, and o

it has significantly improved our
infrastructure.

It would be difficult to imagine the
challenges our region would face
without the benefit of coal. The
industry’s high-paying jobs have
made a profound difference, especial-
ly when measuring their percentage of
employment in many counties.

Coal stands ready to be the same
fuel for the 21st Century that-it, was
for the 19th and 20th. To help us
make that possible, however, we need
to bring coal mining and land recla-
mation even closer together. With
approval from the federal govern-
ment, Kentucky can better ensure that
post-mined land use truly lives up to -
the promise of the federal reclamation
act, which envisioned far more than
acres of pasture.

If coal-mining companies and our
communities worked more closely
together, we could see even greater
opportunities for long-term success.
Land could be reclaimed for new
roads, development, subdivisions, or
hardwood forests. There have been
tantalizing examples of success, but
they need to be maximized so that
every mined acre is reclaimed to its
fullest potential.

Our *“Appalachian Revolution™
continues because our area still lags @
behind in the critical areas of educa-
tion and healthcare. But the dedicated
spirit of our people and their elected
officials and business leaders will
ensure that the wctory will be won, a
victory that will provide a bright
future for the mountains and for the
children who call them home.

House week
in review

We know that the typical middle
class family in this country needs two
incomes to make ends meet and the
current recession is making hard
times even harder. What I, and maybe
you, didn’t realize is that the burden
on the middle class is so heavy
nationally that middle class
Americans now have less access to a
college education than the lowest
economic classes, which usually have
more access to financial aid than
those with higher incomes.

That is the message in a May 2009
Kentucky . Long-Term Policy
Research Center study I mentioned to
you last week that covers trends in
college attendance in Kentucky and
the U.S. from 1993-97 and 2003-
2007. And it is a frustrating message
because Kentucky set a very serious
goal 12 years ago of doubling its
number of college graduates in the
state to around 791,000 bachelor’s
degree holders by 2020, meaning our
state needs another 211,000 degree
holders within the next 11 years. If
middle class access to_higher educa-
tion in Kentuckv is as limited as it

appears to be nationally we might not
meet that goal.

Lucky for us, based on the study,
Kentucky seems to ®e faring better
than we might imagine. The study
reveals that since the mid 1990s, our
state has seen an increase in the prob-
ability rate for college attendance
among 18 to 24 year olds compared to
the national rate across all income lev-
els, including the middle income
level. From 2003-07, the probability
of 18-24 year olds attending college in
Kentucky (the typically college age
range) indicated that Kentucky had
gained on the national average.
Kentucky’s probability rate was 39
percent over that four-year period
compared to a U.S. rate of 44 percent,
but don’t let the higher U.S. rate fool
you. The study states that the differ-
ence in the rates is not statistically sig-
nificant, “indicating Kentucky’s gain
on the nation relative to its standing
10 years earlier.”

We can also assume from the study
that the probability of the 18 to 24
year old group attending college using
income as the only determinant was
greater from 2003-07 in Kentucky
than the U.S. as a whole, although
only in the highest income group. The
rate was 51 percent in Kentucky ver-
sus 50 percent nationally for the high-
er income group. Kentucky was only
three percentage points behind the 36

percent national probability rate for
attendance by those in the middle
income bracket—much higher than
Kentucky's 26 percent rate 10 years
before but only three percent higher g
than the national rate 10 years before.

One thing we should not assume
from all this data is that Kentucky’s
college attendance rate have been
unaffected by annual tuition increases
at Kentucky colleges and universities.
“It is possible that the gains would
have been even higher without the
large increases in the cost of college
over the last several years,"” the study
states. We need to do something about
our high tuition rates, for the sake of
our families, our educatlonalasys(em
and our state’s future. ‘y

We should also not assume that
family income is always ‘a. “sure

thing’”” when it comeés to detgrmmmg ®

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Kentucky s wine industry maturing nicely, lawmakers told

FRANKFORT
Kentucky's grape and wine
jindustry continues to grow —
‘not just in the quantity of wine
produced, but in quality as
well, lawmakers were told dur-
ing Friday’s meeting of the
Licensing and Occupations
Committee.

Still, some

small farm

winemakers are looking to
Frankfort for help with the
next step they say will help
their industry: Sunday wine
sales.

Chuck Smith, an owner of

Four motorcycle deaths on
Kentucky roadways last week

FRANKFORT
Preliminary statistics indicate
that nine people died in nine
separate crashes on Kentucky
roadways from Monday, July 6,
through Sunday, July 12.

Five of the crashes involved
motor vehicles and one of those
victims was not wearing a seat
belt. Single-fatality crashes
occurred in Boone, Calloway,
Hancock. Hart and Pulaski
counties.

Four motorcycle-involved
fatalities occurred and three of
those victims were not wearing
helmets. Motorcycle crashes
occurred in Elliott, Greenup,
Hardin and Warren counties.

Through July 12, prelimi-
nary statistics indicate that 405
people have lost their lives on
Kentucky roadways during
2009. This is three more fatali-
ties than reported for the same
time period in 2008.

There were 335 motor vehi-
cle fatalities and 184 of those
victims were not wearing seat
belts. Eighteen pedestrians have
been killed. Forty-five fatalities
involved a motorcycle and six
fatalities' involved an ATV. A
total of 90 fatalities have result-
ed from crashes involving the
suspected use of alcohol.

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“FRANKFORT — When the
weather is warm and most
hunting seasons are still a
month or more away, it's a
go0d time to visit the shooting
range to sharpen your skills for
;E;fall season. Besides honing

shooting skills, it’s also a
good time to practice safe and
responsible gun handling. This
is' even more important
because you'll be around other
shooters instead of being in the
woods by yourself.

‘When you visit a range,
always remember these safety
rules:

Always point your gun in a
safe direction.

Keep the action open and
the gun unloaded until you are
ready to shoot.

Keep your finger off the
trigger until you are ready to
shoot.

Know your target and what
is beyond it.

Do not hunt or shoot after
drinking alcohol or taking
drugs. Some prescription med-
ications may cause drowsiness
or. other side effects; they
should not be used prior to
handling a gun.

Major David Casey, assis-
tant director of law enforce-
ment for the Kentucky
Department of Fish and
Wildlife Resources and an
avid shooter for nearly 40
years, stresses safety.

“Probably the safest thing that
I can think of is to keep the
action open on the weapon at
all times until you're in the
shooting box,” he advised.
“No matter what kind of action
it is — whether it's a bolt
action, lever action, pump,
hinge or automatic — if the
action is open, the gun is safe.”

Over the years, Casey
developed a habit that he says
twice kept him from a danger-
ous situation. “If someone
hands me a gun, or if I pick up
a gun that’s been put up for a
while, I always open the action
and check the barrel to make
sure it’s clear,” he explained.

Once, the barrel contained a
plastic piece that had come off
a choke tube wrench. Another
time, there was mud in the bar-
rel. In both instances, Casey
could have been injured if the
obstructions had been in the
barrel when he shot.

Casey also advises shooters
to make sure that they load
their gun with the correct
ammunition, especially if they
are shooting several different
calibers or gauges of guns at
the range. A mistake can be
dangerous.

These basic gun safety
rules apply to all types of
shooting ranges. But shooters
should also learn and heed the
rules of their particular range
type.

“If you're shooting sporting
clays, stay on the path,” Casey

said. ““The range is designed so
that the shot-fall area is in a
safe place. If you're some
place you're not supposed to
be, you could get hit by pel-
lets.

“At static-type rifle ranges,
never go forward toward the
target unfil everyone has their
weapons safely secured,”
Casey added.

It’s a good idea to designate
one person as the range officer.
This person is responsible for
calling to the other shooters
when it’s time to cease firing.
Also, the range officer checks
each shooter and points out
any safety violations.

“A range is not a place for
horseplay or alcohol,” Casey
said. “Don’t be afraid to point
out unsafe things to other peo-
ple at the range. You might
save their life — or yours.”

Coming to a
produce section
near you

It doesnt do to have too much
money in my pockets on the day the
farmers’ market sets up shop outside
our office building, because that’s the
day that money flows out of my hands
like beach sand. I just can’t resist
those fresh fruits and veggies!

That’s probably why I get such a
kick out hearing about the latest treats
coming out of the plant breeding pro-
grams at the Agricultural Research
Service (ARS). The ARS scientists are
always coming up with a new berry,
plum, potato or apple.

On the potato side of the aisle, the
latest from the ARS breeders is Yukon
Gem, a new smooth-skinned, medi-
um-sized spud with appealing yellow
flesh. If this sounds like the more
familiar Yukon Gold, there’s a good
reason for that; Yukon Gold is one of
Yukon Gem'’s parents.

Yukon Gem got its start in North
Dakota as one of a whole flock/of off~
spring from crosses between/Yukon
Gold and Brodick, which is a disease-
resistant potato from Scotland. In
1995, the ARS scientists selected it
from among thousands of other pota-
toes they were evaluating in research
fields in Idaho, and stuck it with the
unwieldy moniker ANDAS507-3Y.@

But they weren’t done with it yet,
The potato that grew up to be Yukon
Gem still had to undergo 11 years of
field trials in five states, with partici-
pation by colleagues at state universi-

. ties in Idaho, Oregon and Washington.

Before a new potato shows up in
our local grocery store’s produce sec-
tion, it has to prove itself in a variety
of ways. Take yields, for example: In
tests, Yukon Gem’s yields averaged 12
percent higher than those of its parent,
Yukon Gold, in eastern Idaho; 22 per-
cent higher at test sites in Washington;
and 41 percent higher in parts of
Oregon.

And then there’s disease resistance.
Yukon Gem shone there, too, display-
ing notable resistance to many of the
microbes that cause costly diseases
such as dry rot and late blight.

"Ready to run out and get some

# Yukon Gems for dinner tonight?

Unfortunately, you’ll have to wait a
bit longer. Last year, it was planted on
32 acres in five western states. That
may not sound like much space, but
32 acres is enough to produce seed for
plants that could yield a total of at
least 41 million Yukon Gem potatoes.
Then you should be able to find it in
your local produce section!

We'’ve polished off our veggies, so
now let’s talk about dessert--to be spe-
cific, two new dessert peaches.

The newcomers are SummerFest
and FlavrBurst, and they were created
by an ARS horticulturalist in West
Virginia. They’re the latest peach vari-
eties released through cooperative
research between ARS and Adams
County Nursery, Inc., in Aspers, Pa.

SummerFest is a high-quality free-
stone peach with a wonderful balance
of sweetness and acidity. It’s ready for
harvest mid-season and has good
firmness, which is important in mak-
ing sure it travels well from the
orchard to your local grocery store.

SummerFest is the second upright-
growing peach tree released by ARS
and Adams County Nursery, Inc.
Upright trees work well in high-densi-
ty peach prodyction systems, and are a
more efficient use of land and
resources. Why does that matter to
you? Because that efficiency could
lower production costs, which could
translate to a lower cost to you at the
produce section.

FlavrBurst, the other newcomer, is
also a high-quality freestone peach
with a good amount of sweetness, but
less acidity than typical peach vari-
eties--great for folks who like their
peaches a little less tart, but still
Apeachy.@ FlavrBurst is a standard-
type tree, harvested mid-season with
good firmness at maturity, so its fruit

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Bernice Hamilton Prater

Recently I visited my family in Eastern
Kentucky, and I was privileged to talk in-depth
with three women who have lived all or most of
their lives near Middle Creek in Floyd County. |
was struck by the humility of these women who
have all lived through hard times, but do not
complain. Their ages range from 79 to 90.

Although there are common threads running
through each of their lives, each woman’s story
has unique aspects. It is my wish to capture the
goodness and gentility of all three women.

Bernice Hamilton Prater

Bernice was one of four children born to
Emmit and Maudie Hamilton in 1929. Her
father was called “Black Emmit” due to his dark
hair. This was necessary because there was also
“Short Emmit” and “Red Emmit.” To further
confuse the picture, the baby of the family was
named Emmit Hamilton, Jr. He was simply
called Junior. Bernice has one sister, Verbal
Meeks, a long-time teacher at Betsy Layne
School, and had one other brother, Bud.

Bernicelived on a farm on Mud Creek with
her family when she was growing up: They
raised their own food and only had to buy salt,
sugar, flour, baking powder, soda, coffee, and
lye from the store. They rendered lard from hog
intestines to make soap.

The children had to hoe in the garden and in
the corn fields. Her dad raised several bottoms
of corn. The corn was used for food for the fam-
ily and to feed the livestock. On Friday
evenings they would shell corn from the cob,
then take it to the mill, located about a quarter
of a mile from the farm, on Saturday so that it
could be ground into meal.

The family used coal and wood-for heat, and
her brothers had to keep enough fuel stocked for
use in the house. She and her sister washéd
dishes and helped cook. My personal observa-
tion is that Bernice learned her lessons well in
the kitchen, as she is an excellent cook.
Whenever there is a family get-together, I
always find out what dish Bernice brought. I
believe a big pot of shuck beans was her contri-
bution to the last dinner I enjoyed with her fam-
ily. Delicious. I just can’t find cooking like that
in Wisconsin.

Bernice’s dad owned a store, but it burned
down. He took over another store after help
was needed there. The other members of the
family also contributed to the income of the
household. Education was important to the
Hamiltons, and several of them earned money
working for the school district. Maudie
Hamilton took in a boarder, a male teacher, who
paid $7 a‘month for room and board. Bud and
Bernice each made $1.50 a month. Bud built a
fire in the coal stove each week day morning,
and Bernice swept the school house daily.
During the war, emergency certificates were
issued for teachers, and Bernice’s sister, Verbal,
taught 89 students for $87/month,

When the kids in the family were ready for
high school, Bernice’s father bought a house in
Betsy Layne so that they would not have to
walk three miles to where the school bus would
pick them up. Their mom stayed with them
there while their dad stayed on the

farm to care for the livestock and other ani-
mals, Her family’s commitment to .education
paid off as both Bernice and her sister became
school teachers.

I commented to her that it seemed like her
family might have been better off than some,
others at the time, and she said that they were
“land rich.” Her father was able to buy tracts of
land, and it was at his disposal when he needed
cash for something.

After Bernice graduated from high school,
she had to walk two miles to work every day on
Mud Creek.. My mother’s brother, Arnold,
would drive by in a coal truck or in his brother-
in-law’s (Cecil Hall) car, and Arnold would ask
her if she needed a ride. She always said no,
then one day she accepted. I asked her what
caused her to change her mind, and she laughed
and said she found out he was not married.

Bernice married Arnold Prater in 1950. She
and Arnold lived at Teaberry in a house given
to them by her parents until his job brought
them to Middle Creek. They lived with Arnold’s

parents until eventually they built a house on
land adjacent to his parents. They raised their
three children in that house, and Bernice still
lives there today.

Bernice was hired as a school teacher at
Ground Hog, but a pregnancy kept her from ful-
filling her contract. After she raised her children
to school age, she took a job in the gift shop at
Jenny Wiley State Park and kept that for two
years. A medical condition caused her to stay
out of the work force for a while, then in 1970
she began working at the Prestonsburg Bargain
Store. She worked there for 12 years, then
another health condition came up. She returned
to work a year later, taking a position at the
Prestonsburg Shoe Factory. She held this job for
33 years until a couple of years ago when the
store was closed. She was 77 when she lost her
job, and she was definitely not ready to stop

* working.

Bernice has always been known among our
family as a kind and caring woman who will
help out when family members or neighbors
need something. She unexpectedly lost her old-
est son, Don, when he was in his early 30’s. She
and Arnold helped Don’s widow in every way
they could in rearing his two young children.
Don’s widow still lives on property adjacent to
Bernice's house. In a strange and tragic twist of
fate, Don’s son, Brian, was struck down in a
similar incident two years ago when he was
almost the same age as his father. Bernice has
been very concerned about Brian’s daughter los-
ing her father, and she has been active in
attempts to keep the little girl in her life,

When my grandparents were ill in their later
years, Bernice would visit them and help in
whatever way she could even though she held a
full-time job. When her husband lost most of his
physical skills, she cared for him in their home
for several years even though she continued to
be employed. During this time, she sometimes
received my mother, Ruth Prater. into her home

for a visit of two or three nights. The signifi-
cance of this is that my mother had been diag-
nosed with Alzheimer’s and needed special care.
Bernice took this all in stride as she looked after
both her husband and his sister after a day’s
work in Prestonsburg.

The best example I can give of Bernice’s
kind heart and generosity is related to my moth-
er's situation. My sister, Kathy Prater, took care
of my mother for several years. When my
mother could no longer be cared for at home,
she became a resident at the nursing home on
Highland Avenue in Prestonsburg. The store
where Bernice worked was a block away, and
Bernice would visit my mother several times a
week. She would take some of my mother’s
favorite food to her, like Snicker bars and
bananas, and she would spend her own money
for clothing for her. :

[ remember asking her once why she did this,
why she was so faithful in visiting my mother
and why she spent her own money on her. She
first replied that it wasn’t any trouble and when
I pressed her for a more specific response, she
said with some feeling in her voice, “It’s my
job.”

And there it is. Nothing more needs to be
said. She considered it her personal responsibili-
ty to do what she could for her sister-in-law. I
will never forget her reply to my question that
day, and I will never forget her kindness to my
mother.

She is a true Eastern Kentucky woman, one
who has worked hard all her life and never
complained. She helps wherever she can, and
she makes the best chicken'and dumplings you
will ever eat. Even though age and its accompa-
nying aches and pains have come along, she
does not let that get her down. She remains
cheerful and upbeat and continues to plug along
each day. I tell her often that I am so glad my
Uncle Arnold married her as she has been, and
still is, such a blessing to our family.
