Remembering
Frank McCourt

A lot of people dream of someday writing the great
American novel. Frank McCourt, who died this week at age
78, finally got to live out his dream when, in 1996, he
wrote what might be called the great Irish-American mem-
oir, “Angela’s Ashes.”

His masterpiece is a story that is all the more interesting
because, although McCourt was born in Brooklyn, N.Y., the
tale unfolds in the slums of Limerick, Ireland. That’s where
McCourt’s family relocated when he was a child during the
hardscrabble times of the Great Depression, only to fall
deeper into poverty.

McCourt’s father was often out of work, and he had a
drinking problem that consumed what little money he
earned. It fell to Frank’s mother, Angela, to provide for her
children. After quitting school at 13, Frank held odd jobs to
help support his mother and brothers. As a teenager,
McCourt returned to the United States, where he took odd
jobs and was drafted into the U.S. Army. Later, he used the
GI Bill to graduate from New York University. He taught
English in New York City high schools for nearly 30 years
before retiring.

Then came Act I1. And what a splendid performance it
turned out to be. Angela’s Ashes, which chronicled
McCourt’s self-described “miserable Irish childhood,” won
the Pulitzer Prize and the National Book Critics Circle
Award. The book went on to sell more than 5 million
copies, and it was made into a feature film. McCourt later
wrote two other memoirs: ““Tis,” which focused on his life
as a new immigrant in America, and *“Teacher Man,” which
detailed his career as a teacher. Together, the three books
sold more than 10 million copies. Then came lucrative
speeches and public appearances.

Bear in mind, all this fame and fortune came to McCourt
late in life. He was 66 years old before he ever published a
book. For most of his life, he was too busy teaching stu-
dents to appreciate the written word to put pen to paper.

Too many Americans give up on their dreams because
they’re afraid to take risks or, worse yet, to fail. Or they
make excuses for why they’se not living the life they
always wanted for themselves. Or they let their setbacks
defeat them.

American-born and Irish-raised McCourt would have
none of that, But what he did have was the gift of story-
telling. And, better late than never, he shared it with mil-
lions of readers around the world. Not bad for someone
who had more than his share of hard knocks on both sides
of the Atlantic and yet managed to spin them into literary
gold.

Mother of Mercy, can this be the
end of Sarah? Will we not have Ms.
Palin to kick around anymore? Who
can tell? That’s the thing about our
Sarah; she’s full of surprises.

But none bigger than the one she
delivered the other day when she
called a press conference and told
Alaskans, in effect, “I’'m outta here.
Adios, chumps.” Or perhaps: “Stop
me before I run again.”

It is a mystery. Her explanation
didn’t help much. Apparently, having
decided not to run for re-election, she
thinks it would be unfair to continue
in the office she was elected to less
than three years ago. She said: “I
thought about how much fun some
governors have as lame ducks, travel
around the state, to the Lower 48
(maybe), overseas on international
trade....I'm not putting Alaska through
that....That’s not how I'm wired.”

It didn’t make much sense but
that’s why we love her, isn’t it? “My
Little Margie™ with a chainsaw.

Commentators have settled on
three possible reasons for her resigna-
tion — the Good, the Bad and the
Ugly.

The Good — In the past year and
a half she has given birth to a child
with special needs, had her teenage
daughter become an unwed mother,
and had been subjected to the cruel
scrutiny that only a national political
campaign can generate. I don’t care
how you're wired, that’s a lot for a
person 1o take on all at once. It could
be that she's just worn out with it and
needs some time out of the trenches.

I know: I don’t believe it either.

The Bad — Some think she really
does sce herself as president and real-
izes that being governor of Alaska is a
lousy springboard for her ambition.
So she’s quitting her day job to give
herself time and space to write a book,
make speeches and prepare for the
2012 presidential race.

Not a bad strategy, perhaps, but
abandoning her state in a time of need
does not speak well of her character.

The Ugly — Many commented on
the strangeness of her resignation
press conference. She seemed to be
coming apart a little, It was as though
there was a subtext there that we
couldn’t decipher.

Could there be a scandal waiting in
the wings? (My personal hope is that
she’s been having an affair with Mark
Sanford, governor of South Carolina.
Not likely but what a story.)

If not a scandal...something. Could

. there be another shoe ready to drop?

I suppose I'm really hoping that
she’s getting ready to run for presi-
dent. So she quit on Alaska, so what?
Politicians drop out of one office to
seek another all the time.

The fact is that Ms. Palin is easily
the mest entertaining Republican on
the scene. She is more fun than a bar-
rel of Bushes. It would be a shame to
lose her and her “you betcha” charh
in favor of a stff like Mitt Romney or
some governor to be named later,

In any case the Palin resignation
was only the latest weird thing to hap-
pen in state government. In recent
weeks we have seen California, our
biggest progressive state with an
cconomy the size of most countries,
begin printing up IOUs to pay its bills.
It had run out of money. (Wasn't that
what the Confederate States
American did during the Civil War?
How'd that work out anyway?)

We have seen New York, the sec-
ond-biggest progressive state, have a
nervous breakdown. The governor
had to threaten the legislature with
arrest just to get a quorum so that a
state budget could be passed, except it
wasn’t. Then there's South Carolina,
where the legislature wants the gover-
nor to resign because he was slipping
off t0 Argentina to make whoopee,
and Ilinois, where the governor did
resign after being found trying to sell
a seat in the U.S. Senate on eBay
(more or less).

You have to wonder what they're
putting in the drinking water in the
statehouses of America.

STORY OF SURVIVAL

Rosenberg recalls terror of Nazi Germany for new book

PRESTONSBURG — For many locals, John
Rosenberg’s story of his flight from Jewish perse-
cution in Nazi Germany to his work in Mississippi
with the United States Justice Department as a civil
rights attorney to founding AppalReD here in
Floyd County is well known,

Now many others will know his story.

A newly released book, titled, “This Is Home
Now: Kentucky’s Holocaust Survivors Speak,” hy
Arwen Donahue, has just been released through the
University Press of Kentucky. The collection of
survivor interviews includes one from Rosenberg
in which he humbly recalls the dramatic path he
made from his childhood in Germany to making
Floyd County his home.

“There was a very heavy religious influence in
my father’s family. And my dad was very knowl-
edgeable in Jewish law,” Rosenberg says in an
early section of the printed interview. “He knew the

five books of Moses by heart. If you go into the
synagogue, the five books of Moses are in the
scroll and you could start my father anywhere and
he could give you the rest of the passage.”

And so starts Rosenberg's story, one which is
included along with eight others in Donahue's
book. He would later see the scrolls from his own
church in Magdeburg, Germany, burned by Nazi
Storm Troopers.

-“When the Storm Troopers came to the house
and rousted us out that night and brought us into
the courtyard, Mother asked somebody whether
they’re going to kill us, and he said they didn’t
know,” Rosenberg said. “Then they dynamited the
temple, and they brought all the religious scrolls
and all the books out into the courtyard and burned
them.”

A T-year-old Rosenberg says this end result
stands out clearly in his mind from that night.

*“That’s what I remember very vividly,” he said.
“Just seeing all that stuff burn up.”

Striking black-and-white photographs of the

nine survivors taken by Rebecca Gayle Howell
accompany the interviews, including one portray-
ing a contemplative Rosenberg that also appears on
the cover of the book.

In his forward to the book, John Ringelheim,
former director of the Department of Oral History
for the United States Holocaust Memorial
Museum, speaks of the rarity of such publications
and its value to society.

“l believe that Donahue and Howell’'s work
makes the lives of survivors closer in some ways
than we have known before,” Ringelheim writes,
“There are relatively few books about postwar
lives of Holocaust suryivors in America,”

A fixture in Floyd County, Rosenberg sat for the
interview over a three-day period from his
Prestonsburg office in 1999 and 2000. That office
served as his helm for the AppalReD - the
Appalachian Research and Defense Fund — which
Rosenberg oversaw as director until his retirement
in 2001.

tures or dislocations, most finger
injuries are left to heal themselves.

While most of us are not profes-
sional athletes, our fingers aren’t any
less important, and injuries to them
can have a substantial impact on the
activities of daily living.

When you twisted your finger, you

Finger sprains need
RICE and a ‘buddy’

has two interphalangeal joints, one
near the end of the finger and one in
the middle of the finger, It also has a
metacarpophalangeal joint — com-
monly known as the knuckle. —
which connects the finger to the
hand. These hinge-type joints have
several ligaments that keep them
aligned with each other when you are
bending and straightening them.

A sprain is a general term for
injury to a ligament. Ligaments can
be stretched, which is considered a
first degree sprain; partially torn,

which is termed a .second degree -

sprain; or completely torn, which is a
third degree sprain.

Symptoms of a finger sprain are
pain in the injured joint at rest and
when bending the finger, possible
swelling, and reduced mobility. If the

injury is severe, there may be insta-

A first degree sprain of a finger
can take two to six weeks to heal. A
second degree sprain takes two (0
three months to resolve, and a third
degree sprain can take up fo six
months, although swelling may last
for up (o a year.

The initial treatment of Rest, Ice,
Compression, and Elevation (RICE),
1s the treatment for any sprain. Often,
using a single cube to massage the
injured finger will bring relief, Also,
when a finger is injured, often it is
buddy-taped to the finger next to it
for support and to decrease motion.

You didn’t mention which finger

* was injured. Typically, when buddy-

taping fingers, the first finger is
paired with the second finger, and the

third finger is paired with the fourth

finger.
After a week or two of RICE,

should begin. Non-steroidal, anti-
inflammatory medications - like
aspirin or ibuprofen will help with
the pain. In third degree sprains, if
there' is also a joint dislocation, sur-
gery may be necessary,

ment advice and, possibly, a referral
for physical therapy fo help you fin-

There’s no age limit
on mammograms

DEAR DR. DONOHUE: I
am 81 and have been getting
mammograms for as long as |
can remember. My doctor
insists [ continue to get them.
At my age, is it really neces-
sary? -- A.C.

ANSWER: I can offer you
the recommendations coming
from different respected
sources. They don't all agree in
all particulars. Did you know
that half of all breast cancers
are found in women 65 and
older? A considerable number
are diagnosed in women in
their 80s.

The American Cancer
Society says there are no age
limits for mammograms, and
women should continue to
have them if they are in good
health. The U.S. Preventive
Services Task Force, a panel of
experts, tells women to have a
mammogram yearly or every
other year if her life expectan-
cy isn't limited by other dis-
eases. The American
Geriatrics.  Society recom-
mends that women 75 and
older get a mammogram every
two to three years if they have
a life expectancy of four or
more years. Unless studies are
done that show no benefit to
continued mammograms, I go
with those who favor a yearly
mammogram for all women in
relatively good health.

Breast cancer is a topic that

frightens all women. The
booklet on that cancer explains
it and its detection. To obtain a

There’s no way for us to know, as
these are trade secrets. And by claim-
ing its gasoline is enhanced, all we
know is Shell is using more now than
it was before.

It could mean
that we really are trying harder and
putting more time into answering
each question.

Best way to stay cool in an old car

Dear Tom and Ray:

I have a 1995 Volvo 940. Late last
summer, my air conditioner seemed
to lose some punch. Since summer
was ending and the AC was blowing
just cool enough to make things com-
fortable, I didn’t bother fixing it.
Now, with summer upon us again, [
need to get it fixed. The air blows
cold in the morning, and just slightly
cool during the afternoon. The vol-
ume of air is fine. I do not hear any
strange or weird noises from the com-
pressor. The car runs great, and has

186,000 miles on it. About seven
years ago, I had a new compressor
installed. I'm guessing I have a leak,
or leaks. Any thoughts for me before
I take it in? It’s supposed to get hot
this week. — Juan

TOM: Yes. Bring a fresh shirt to
change into, Juan. Most waiting
rooms are on the petite side.

RAY: If I had to guess, I'd say
you’ve lost some refrigerant. The fact
that your air conditioner’s perform-
ance has degraded so slowly (it
changed very little in the past year)
suggests that you have a very slow
leak.

TOM: In that case, the prudent
thing to do would be a vacuum test, to
confirm that your leak is very minor.
If it is, then you can just get your sys-
tem recharged — that is, have it filled
back up with refrigerant.

RAY: It may be another year, or
more, before it gives you problems
again. By then, with any luck, your
Volvo may be sailing over to Korea as
scrap metal, preparing to return (o
America as a Home Depot Chimnea.

TOM: I mean, if you were really
environmentally conscientious, you'd
ask them to do a dye test to find the
leak or, more likely, leaks. And then
you'd fix them, no matter what.

RAY: If your system was losing its
charge every week, or if your car was
much newer, that would be our sug-
gestion, too. And you'd have to do it,
or invest in a lot more shirts.

TOM: The reason it's nice to do
the diagnosis is because you may find
a relatively simple problem. If your
biggest leak is just a cracked hose, for
instance, fixing it could cost you as
little as $100.

RAY: But if it’s one of the major
AC components, that’s more like
$1,000. And since you're driving a
15-year-old car with almost 200,000
miles, I'm guessing you don’t have a
lot of extra money to spend.

TOM: In that case, you should do
what most of our customers with
slow leaks do, and just recharge it. At
least see how long the charge lasts. If
it lasts only a week, you'll obviously
have to reassess. But if it lasts the
summer, it may be the last charge you
ever need.

Remembering
small college

hoops coaches

Around the time Adolph
Rupp was retiring from the
University of Kentucky, a spe-
cial era was coming about in
small colleges around the
Commonwealth. It didn’t draw
the national acclaim of the
statewide university or its bitter
rival in Louisville, but it was a
unique period all the same,

— Jim Reid was coaching at
his alma mater in Georgetown.
Beginning in

1973, Reid won 529 games
over the next couple of decades.
He was named national coach of
the year twice, led his team to
the national championship game
in 1996 and is a member of the
NAIA hall of fame.

— Lou Cunningham spent 25
years as head coach at
Campbellsville, leading the
Tigers to a pair of national tour-
nament berths.

— Don Lane coached at
Transylvania for 27 years, win-
ning 524 games in his illustri-
ous career, He was honored by
the Fellowship of Christian
Athletes as its coach of the year
three times and was the consen-
sus coach of the year in 2001
when Transy went to the nation-
al tournament ranked No. 1 in
the country. In 1998 he was
inducted in the NAIA hall of
fame and joined the Kentucky
hall of fame in 2004.

- Randy Vernon got to
Cumberland College in 1979
and posted a career

record of 528-183. His teams

made it to nine national tourna-
ments. In 1981-82 the Indians
were 20-16, but over the next
five years, Vernon’s clubs post-
ed a combined record of 155-17.

— Roland Wierwille coached
Berea College from 1972 until
2002, winning 464 times in that
stretch. He led the Mountaineers
to five NAIA national

tournaments, including a
1999 trip to the national semifi-
nals. That year he was inducted
into the NAIA hall of fame.

We mention these gentlemen
this week because last Saturday
morning at a hospital in Berea,
Coach' Wierwille passed away
quietly. Obituaries and tributes
cited “a short illness,” but the
