SOUTH WILLIAMSON
— The Super 8 Motel in
South Williamson was the
target of an armed robbery
Tuesday morning, the third
such incident for the loca-
tion since April.

Police said they
received a call from a front

Tuesday morning.

The clerk informed offi-
cers that she had been
robbed, describing a white
man about six feet tall
wearing a gray, hooded
sweatshirt, a green Army
jacket and a blue ban-
dana.

According to the state-
ment, the suspect entered
the motel lobby with a
knife and demanded

emoney from the clerk,
leaving in an unknown
direction.

Police said they arrived
on scene roughly four min-
utes after the robbery
actually took place and
started a search for the
suspect in the general
area, but had made no
arrests as of late Tuesday
afternoon. :

On April 25 and 27 ear-
lier this year, the motel
was the target of the first
robberies.

Those in attendance in support of the
bingo exemption left after the second
reading of the ordinance and vote, with
council members B.D. Nunnery and
Harry Adams the two votes against.

Mary Stephens, who runs three
games at Court Street Bingo, now says
she will be ceasing operations on two of

three games after the vote to approve
the ban.

“They’re wrong in their réports that
revenue didn’t drop as a result of non-
smoking,” Stephens said at the doors of
city hall. “*We're going to cease opera-
tions on two of the games. They just
can’t afford it.”

Stephens said the two games that
will stop operations will be bingo
efforts for Jenny Wiley Theatre and the
Floyd County Animal Shelter. She also

added that steps would probably be put
in place to move the Prestonsburg VFW
out of city limits.

Paul Edwards, president of the

Prestonsburg  VFW chapter, said the

revenue from bingo was the lifeblood
of his organization’s ability to offer
help to veterans.

“I"ve talked with the board members
and we’ve discussed moving out of city

Timothy Wayne Hall, 47, was sentenced Thursday to 15
years, which according to federal law will see him serve at
least 85 percent, or just over 12 years, of that time.

According to federal prosecutors, Hall led a prescrip-

Vigil to remember victim, as family hopes for trial

MINNIE — A candlelight vigil will
be held tonight at the Minnie Park at
the junction of Route 680 in honor of
Gregory “Google” Shepherd, who was
found murdered this past November.

The family is holding the vigil this
evening in anticipation of a court hear-
ing tomorrow, during which they hope
a trial date will be set for the three peo-
ple accused of murdering him.

In mid-November of last year,
Shepherd’s body was located along an
ATV trail in Knott County after police
were led to the location by Tina
Adkins, Susan Morgan and Tommy
Crum, the three later charged for

Shepherd’s murder.

Adkins, who has referred to herself
as Shepherd’s common-law-wife,
along with Morgan and Crum, are
charged with murder following a grand
jury decision in Knott County. The
three had been charged with complicity
to commit murder in Ftoyd before the
change of venue.

Reports at the time, were that
Shepherd had returned home from a
hunting trip, became involved in an
altercation and then left abruptly.

Authorities said the 38-year-old
Hueysville man was beaten, stabbed
multiple times and then run over by a
car. The state medical examiner’s
office said Shepherd’s official cause of
death was from head trauma.

The three were also charged with
tampering with physical evidence and
abuse of a corpse.

Now, some nine months later,
Shepherd’s family is ready to see a trial
date set and justice served.

“They’re being so slow about doing
anything,” said Susanne Slone,
Shepherd’s aunt. “Every time I talk to
them they say they haven’t got all the

,evidence back from Frankfort.”

Slone, who said she has dealt most
often with Knott County Assistant
Commonwealth's  Attorney Todd
Martin, said Martin has “been really
good” about dealing with her, but the
family’s patience is wearing thin.

“I'm going to be very disappointed
if they don’t set a trial date Thursday,”

Slone said. “They’ve just been drag-
ging around and keeping them in jail
and not having a trial. Greg was a good
boy. He’d do anything for anybody.”

These sentiments were shared by
other members of Shepherd's family,
including his his older sister Virginia
Hamilton, who remembers her younger
brother as a good person.

“Everybody loved him,” said
Hamilton. “I just don’t understand why
they can’t go for the death penalty. In
my opinion, they should get the death
sentence.”

Reports from the investigating offi-

Business leaders, others speak out
on corrections costs in Frankfort

FRANKFORT — Business
leaders in Kentucky came
before a state legislative com-
mittee Friday to express con-
cern with a state corrections
budget that they said is taking
money away from education
and other priorities.

Kentucky Chamber of
Commerce President David
Adkisson told the Interim Joint
Committee on Judiciary that
state General Fund spending
on K-12 education has
decreased by about 5 percent
since 1988 while corrections
spending has grown by 44 per-
cent since the year 2000, or
about 14 percent more than
growth of the state economy
over the recent nine-year peri-
od. Medicaid and the state's
public employee health plan
budgets have also experienced

| fast-paced growth,

“So that is our concern, that
there are three - areas-
Corrections, Medicaid and
public employee health care-
that are unsustainable. They
are growing faster than the
economy, growing faster than
the state budget itself,” said
Adkisson.

Honing in on corrections,
Adkisson illustrated the cost of
the state’s current inmate pop-
ulation-one of the fastest
growing in the nation, accord-
ing to the Pew Center on the
States. While the state spends
around $9,200 per year on a K-
12 student and around $7,000
per year on a full-time postsec-
ondary education student, it
spends around $19,000 a year
to house a state inmate.

“So our perspective...is
we’re coming at this from a
budget priority standpoint.
That as we find ourselves hav-
ing to pay the bill on incarcer-
ation, we - take money from
education to do that and it's a
self-defeating trend,” said
Adkisson.

Adkisson offered a number
of potential solutions to the
corrections problem, such as
increased privatization of
inmates to reduce state costs,
reclassification of offenses to
keep the prison population
more in line with Kentucky’s
low . crime rate, continued
attention to the high number of
drug offenders in prisons and
jails, and a review of the
state's  persistent  felony
offender law which imposes
mandatory  sentences for
repeat offenses.

Committee Co-Chair Sen.
Robert Stivers, R-Manchester,
mentioned that some state
laws to help reduce the correc-
tions budget—such as a law
passed last spring that
increased the threshold for
felony theft of property in
many cases from $300 to
$500-have been resisted by the
business community. He sug-
gested the state Chamber dis-
cuss the positive impact of
such changes with local cham-
bers of commerce.

“That is one of those areas
when (we) talk about the cost

fought,” said Stivers. “The

Trading in ephemera

In the very, very old days, the social value of private trans-
portation was easy to figure. A person could go no farther in a
day than he could walk; if he got where he was going, it was
worth it.

In the very old days, the person acquired a horse. The rider
got a wider world and ease of transport. The equine transporta-
tion industry -- ranchers, blacksmiths, saddlemakers, etc. -- pros-
pered.

‘Then in the old days came the automobile. A person could go
a thousand miles a day. Automakers prospered. Oil companies
prospered. Tire manufacturers prospered. Highway builders pros-
pered. Shippers and consumers prospered. Transactions got a lot
more complicated, but tangible products and services were
bought and sold, creating a great deal of social value.

Today we have people like Andrew J. Hall, who is right in the
middle of the national furor over compensation in the banking
industry. What does this have to do with the social value of pri-
vate transportation?

Excellent question.

Andrew J. Hall is an oil trader who lives and works in
Connecticut, though he also owns a 150-room castle in Germany.
He runs a.company called Phibro, which is owned by Citigroup,
which at last count was into U.S. taxpayers for $45 billion in
bailout money.

If it hadn't been for Mr. Hall, Citigroup would be even worse
off. Phibro reportedly contributed 10 percent of all of Citi's net
income in 2008. Under the terms of his contract, that makes Hall
eligible for a bonus of $100 million.

He might not get it. Citi is on the hook to the Treasury
Department for that $45 billion, so it must get government

i approval before it pays executive bonuses. That decision is due
Thursday.

Whether Hall deserves his $100 million depends on how you
value capital. Hall, unlike a blacksmith or an oil field worker,
produced nothing that helped anyone get from point A to point '
B. In fact, it may be t;hat he made it more difficult for people to
travel. i

Remember last summer when gasoline was $4 a gallon? At
least some of the rise in oil prices -- some say as much as 60
percent -- has been attributed to oil speculators. According to
The Wall Street Journal, at some point in 2003, Hall began bet-
ting that worldwide demand for oil would go nowhere but up.
He began investing in long-term oil futures, contracts that called
for oil to be delivered three to five years in the future.

The bets began paying off in 2005, when Phibro earned $800
million for Citigroup. Hall's haul: a $125 million bonus. Pretty
soon lots of investors were buying oil futures; some of them
even let tankers full of crude sit at anchor, waiting for prices to
g0 up.

Hall got seriously rich, buying contemporary art and a castle
to hold it. He made lots of money for Citi, which used it to offset
the lousy investments it made on other make-believe assets.

For a while, the nation flourished on the easy supply of
money created by people trading in ephemera. Now we're out a
trillion dollars in various bailouts and unemployment is pushing
10 percent.

And these guys want bonuses?

We're all for savvy investors and market liquidity. But execu-
tives who don't create real value for their shareholders and socie-
ty should be gone, along with the horse they rode in on.

House week
in review

If you want a new car or truck and
miss your chance to take part in the
federal *“Cash for Clunkers” rebate
program, don’t worry. You can still
get a-break on a new vehicle starting
Sept.
offering trade-in allowances on used
vehicles.

Kentucky's program—created dur-
ing a special legislative session in
June—will offer a trade-in allowance
for the calculation of the state’s 6-per-
cent motor vehicle usage tax for new
vehicle buyers through Aug. 31, 2010.
The program works like this: New

vehicle buyers will be able to deduct |

the value of their trade-in from the
-total amount considered when deter-
mining the retail price of a new vehi-
cle, thereby reducing the usage ‘tax
paid on the new vehicle. ;

The value of the trade-in and new
vehicle will be determined by a nota-
rized affidavit which will not be able
to price the new motor vehicle below
50 percent of the difference between
the new vehicle value and the value of
the trade-in. The retail price of the
new vehicle, the law states, cannot fall

below '90 percent of manufacturer’s

.suggested retail price (including all

equipment and accessories both stan-
dard and optional, and transport
charges). The trade-in value is the
value established by use of a state-
prescribed auto reference manual.
The state has capped total trade-in
allowances under the program at $25
million in usage tax, with the state
Revenue Cabinet planning to keep a

- running total of the usage tax reduc-
‘tion on ils: web site for the benefit of

the public, county clerks and new
automobile dealers. To put it another
way: Once the usage tax is reduced by
$25 million, the program will end, so
the trade-in allowance is on a strict
first' come, first served basis.
Everyone will know how close the
state is to the $25 million tax reduc-
tion cap by following the Revenue
Cabinet web site’s running total.

It is reassuring to me and other
lawmakers, ‘and should be reassuring
to the Revenue Cabinet, that there is a
50 percent floor for any retail price
determined by affidavit considering
that affidavits have been used in the
past—mostly in private by-owner
sales —to undervalue the price of
used motor vehicles for tax purposes.

More than a few of us, I'm sure,
have heard of used vehicles that might
be worth $1,000 or more being val-
ued at as little as $100 on a notarized

affidavit for tax purposes, effectively
skirting the law and shorting the state g
much-needed income. The Revenue
Cabinet has been looking into these
low-value affidavits and I'm glad.
One Cabinet official told the state leg--
islative Interim Joint Committee on
Transportation last week that assess-
ments have been done on many of the
$100 claims and new assessments
have been collected or are on the
books to be collected, unless the vehi-
cle owner had a valid protest.

The Cabinet does plan to monitor
the trade-in allowance program by
carefully watching transactions and
the type of registration and titles com-
ing through the program. No one
knows for certain how long it will take
to reach the $25 million cap, but thif®
will be good for Kentuckians and our
economy either way.

Speaking of the economy, the big
news this summer is the July 1
increase in Kentucky’s minimum
wage rate, which has increased from
$6.55 an hour to $7.25 hourly. By put-
ting the wage increase into effect on
July 1, Kentucky lawmakers beat the
federal deadline for compliance with
the new wage rate by three weeks. If

FRANKFORT - Just five days .
after taking the job, Commissioner
of Education Terry Holliday had his
first meeting with state legislators as
he spoke to the Interim Joint
Committee on Education.

“My vision of education is to
prepare children to lead in the
future, and we’ll do so as collabora-

tively as possible,” he said of his
long-term plan for the state’s P-12
school system.

In the meantime, though, there
are more pressing obligations. “The
practical side of me says my vision
is Senate Bill 1,” he said of his
immediate task, referring to the leg-
islation passed this spring to over-

haul the state’s testing and account-
ability system. “Kentucky has long
been known for national leadership
in education reform... Your insight
and preparation in Senate Bill 1 will
certainly lead us into the next gener-
ation of education reform,” he said.

Staffers from the Department of
Education followed Dr. Holliday in

detailing executive branch efforts to
implement the legislation.

Dr. Holliday comes to Kentucky
from the Iredell-Statesville schools
in North Carolina, where as district
superintendent his district won a
2008 congressional award for its
long-term improvement in quality
and productivity.

Deadly
checkmate for
a queen’s foe

Did you know that Queen Mary —
she of the ramrod posture and the
steely gaze — had a despised foe
against which she implacably and
relentlessly waged war? (and no, I'm
not talking about Wallis Warfield
Simpson.)

Yes, Queen Mary — “Granny” to
the present Queen of England —
absolutely could not stand ... ivy.

In her later years, she personally
oversaw miniature armies of staff in
well-organized sorties to rip out the
vines wherever she found them — in
gardens, in the woods, on the sides of
stately homes. What a headline that
would have made: “English Queen
Stomps English Ivy™!

I have to pause here and tell you
one of my favorite “Queen Mary sto-
ries,” this one about the great ocean
liner RMS Queen Mary, which was
subsequently used as a troop ship in
World War II. When the shipbuilders
mentioned to King George V that they
intended to name their new ship after
“Britain’s greatest queen” (having in
mind George's grandmother, Queen
Victoria), he reportedly clapped his
hands together and said, ““Oh, my wife
will be so pleased!” — so the ship
instead became the Queen Mary.

Ungqnding and perpetually formal

reft-®ueen Mary appeared to have
been (although there’s another great
story about her galloping through the
halls of Buckingham Palace with one
of her closest friends, belting out the
novelty song, “Yes, We Have No
Bananas”), I think Her Majesty might
have thawed enough to shake hands
with  some scientists of the
Agricultural Research Service (ARS)
who share her passion for fighting off
invasive vines, or at least one vine in
particular; kudzu.

If you're from the South, as I am,
you probably don’t know whether to
laugh or grind your teeth at the men-
tion of kudzu. This plant definitely
represents a world-class example of
“the best-laid plans of mice and men”
going ‘awry, to borrow from Robert
Burns. Kudzu was introduced into the
United States in the 1870s from east-
ern Asia as a way of controlling soil
erosion. It also was fed to cattle, and
even planted as a flowering ornamen-
tal.

But it quickly ran amok, and today
it’s considered a noxious weed, cover-
ing some 8 million acres of land,
mostly in the southeastern United
States. Even worse, it spreads at the
rate of 150,000 new acres annually,
leapfrogging ahead of efforts to cut it
or spray it to death, and at the same
time increasing the cost of these con-
trol measures by $6 million annually.

However, those scientists at ARS
have a new weapon to end kudzu’s
wild romp. It's a naturally occurring
fungus called Myrothecium verru-
caria, and it works almost as fast as
the proverbial speeding bullet. In fact,
the scientists say, you can apply this
fabulous fungus to the kudzu in the
morning, and by afternoon the vine is
looking decidedly unwell.

The ARS scientists first began
studying M. verrucaria in 1998, when
a university colleague provided sam-
ples taken from diseased sicklepod
plants. In greenhouse experiments,
spray formulations of the fungus
killed 100 percent of kudzu seedlings,
and 90 to 100 percent of older plants
in outdoor trials.

Tests have shown that the M. ver-
rucaria works under a wide range of
conditions, even when there's no dew.
And in other tests, the fungus caused
little or no injury to more than 70 per-
cent of more desirable woody plants
that tend to grow in areas infested
with kudzu — including oak, cedar,
pine, hickory. pecan, sassafras and
blackberry.

The ARS seientists say a few com-
panies have expressed interest in com-
mercializing the fungus, but only if
the scientists, could find a way to stop

the fungus from doing what
comes naturally for it: produc-
ing toxins called tri-
chothecenes. These toxins can
cause skin irritation, vomiting
and diarrhea.

So the ARS scientists came
up with a.couple of methods
— such as growing the fungus
in liquid fermentors on a liquid
diet rather than a solid one —
that have either silenced the
fungus’ trichothecene produc-
tion or loweréd it to levels
acceptable to the
Environmental Protection

Agency for commercially reg-
istering the fungus.

Thus the road is now clear
for some enterprising firm to
commercialize the fungus as a
major foe of kudzu and other
noxious plants as well. Her
Majesty would be so pleased!

Senator pre-files
smoking |
cessation bill

FRANKFORT - State Sen.
Denise Harper Angel, D-
Louisvilley will take her fight
to provide smoking cessation
treatment for pregnant ‘smok-
ers into a second legislative -
session when the General
Assembly convenes in

anuary.

| “This is important legisla-
tion and I'm not giving up on
it. Smoking during pregnancy
is the single most preventable
cause of death and disability
for maternal and infant health
in the United States.” said
Senator Harper Angel, who
recently filed the same bill she
sponsored during the 2009 leg-
islative session. That 2009 bill
died in the House of
Representatives in the waning
hours of the session, despite
widespread support among
legislators.

Sen. Harper Angel’s- bill

(Bill Request 11) requires that
all smoking cessation pro-
grams or treatment interven-
tions targeting’ pregnant smok-
ers be in accordance with the
Center for Disease Prevention
and Control.
. Kentucky has one of the
highest rates in the nation with
one in four (or approximately
27  percent) women who
smoke during pregnancy. A
recent national average was a
little over 10 percent.
Kentucky also ranks 49th in
the nation for the percentage
of women who smoke during
pregnancy.

According to the state’s
Department for Public Health,
the average cost of preterm
birth in Kentucky is approxi-
mately $37,000. If Kentucky
women stopped smoking dur-
ing pregnancy and had the
same rate of preterm births as
the non-smoking mothers,
Kentucky would have 400
fewer preterm births each year,
representing a savings of $14.8
million.

The General Assembly will
consider the bill when legisla-
tors return to Frankfort for the
2010 Legislative Session.
