A grand jury in Lot1don indicted the 
eight Floyd natives for allegedly 
ananging a staged automobile collision 
in order to cololect insurance payments. 

Junior Little (al o known as 
Bainey), Luther Johnson Jr., Robin D. 
Shumaker, Dannie Lee Bentley, Green 
BetTy Newman (also known as G.B. ). 
Troy L. Fields, Burnett Little and 
James Clarence Hall each received one 
count each of conspiracy. 

Newman, Little, Bentley, Fields ·and 
Shumaker were also charged with addi­
tional counts of mail fraud for alleged­
ly using the postal service to deliver 

mail for the purpose of furthering the 
alleged scheme. 

According to the federal indictment, 
the e1ght agreed to cause damage to 
in<;ured \'ehicles owned or otherwise 
driven by others within the alleged 
com piracy. 

The indictments claims they would 
then f1le clatms and make false state­
ments to law enforcement. insurance 
companies and medical personnel 

regarding the circumstance surround­
ing the accidents and thetr injuries. 

Those directly involved on a given 
accident claim would then agree to 
share the money with others in the 
group of eight, according t~ federal 
prosecutors.

PIKEVILLE - The Pike 
County man ar,-ested locally at 
the beginning of this week 
saw a federal complaint and 
warrant brought against him 
in connection with the case 
Thursday. 

An arrest warrant was 
issued Wedne day through 
US.

The complaint and arrest 
warrant came through federal 
channels following a sworn 
affidavit from Kentucky State 
Police Det.

Local law enforcement, 
including Det. Hunter. con­
ducted a search of Swiney's 
home this past week and 
recovered more than 750 oxy­
codone and Oxycontin tablets, 
a stolen dirt bike and more 
than $6.500 in cash.

Good reason 
to be cautious 

According to ~tatcwide news outlets. doctors' office. in 
Kentucky have been tlooded with patients fearing the 
e[fects of what is now called Type A flu. but more com­
monly known as swine Ou or H 1 N 1. As cooler weather is 
set to hlanket the Commonwealth in the coming week and 
with the revelation of a confirmed case in Perry County, it 
behooves us alllo keep in mind that the spread of any type 
of inl1uenza is preventable in most ca~cs, often times with 
the simplest common sen e practices. 

Kentucky's Department for Public Health notes that the 
easiest way to prevent the contraction of the ilu virus is 
simply to obtain a vaccination. Seasonal flu shots are 
already available in the local health department, and the 
swine 11u vaccine should hit the market in the coming 
weeks. 

There are other way· to help prevent the contraction or 
spread of the inf1uenza viru\. Simply wa hing your hand. 
and. if you do contract the flu, stay at home and avoid oth­
ers umil your ·ymptoms di appear and avoid touching your 
face, nose. eye', and mouth during the duration of the ill­
ness. 

According to the Centers for Disease Control, about 
200,000 people are affected by seasonal Ou each year, 
accounting for 36,000 deaths annually in the United States. 
And now national media outlets have reported that an e ti­
matcd 90,000 people could die from the swine flu alone 
this year. In the face of those numbers, there i reason to be 
cautious and practice good hygiene, but there is even more 
reason to get vaccinated. The vaccines arc usually inexpen­
sive. locally available. and could mean the difference 
between becoming quite ill or continuing a flu-free cxi -
tence until nex,t year. 

In this day and age it seems that there is an infinite num­
ber of diseases to contract, so it makcl) ·ense that while 
both the seasonal and swine 11u vaccines will only control 
two of those copious amounts of illnesses, that's two you 
don't have to worry ahout. ·
