PRESTONSBURG- In a little less 
than two weeks, a new Jaw in 
Prestonsburg passed months ago will' 
officially go into effect and smokers 
throughout the city will find fewer 
pla<:t!s they can tight up. 

The smoking ordinance passed in 

d\ 
Wednesday, Octob~ 

akes effect Nov. 
August becomes enforceable beginning 
Nov. 1. 

That new ordinance, if violated, will 
see people fined up to $50 and business­
es face up to $200 for each violation. 

A push to gain an exemption by Com1 
Street Bingo and local VFW centers 
failed in the weeks leading up to passage 
of the law as the ordinance passed by a 
5-2 vote, with embattled councilman 

Kelly Moore absent for the meeting. 
However, the final version of the 

often stalled fmal ordinance did include 
amendments. 

One amendment that found its way 
into the new law allows for smoking in 
outdoor seating sections at establish­
ments, such as the .one recently con­
structed at Reno's Roadhouse. Also the 
exemptions from the originaJ draft of the 

ordinance stili stand, allowing for smok­
ing in private clubs, tobacco stores, as 
well as hotel and motel rooms that were 
already designated as smoking rooms 
before passage of the law. 

Others points in the ordinance 
requires smokers to tend to their habit at 
a distance of at least l 0 teet from any

t• Forget about Bill Maher and Glenn Beck. Go get a flu shot- espe­
cially if you belong to a group most at risk for the disease. The vaccina­
tions are safe, they are effective and they build a wall of protection for 
you and your community. 

Maher, a left-wing comedian, wrote on Twitter recently: "If u get a 
swine flu shot ur an idiot." 

Beck, a con ervative talk show host for Fox News, raised the possi­
bility that the neurological disease Guillain Barre Syndrome would 
break out. "How mucb do you trust your government?" Beck asked. "I 
think that's the main question." 

Think about it for a moment. Glenn Beck? Bill Maher? Or the best 
scientists in the country? 

We' 11 go with the scientists. They believe the swine flu vaccine is 
snfe. They believe Americans who are most at risk should receive it. 

5he swine flu- HlNl - has spread to 191 countries and infected 
millions of people, killing more than 4,500. Because the outbreak of dis­
ea e last spring seemed so mild, a false sense of security seems to have 
taflen over Milwaukee and the rest of the country. It would be a mistake 
tO lfrlderestimate the ldlling power of H lNl. 

recent study by the New England Journal of Medicine found that 
most people who get HlNl are sick for several days and recover on their 
own. But for those who require hospitalization, the outlook is much 
worse: One in four ended up in intensive cttre, and 7 percent died. The 
swine tlu is most prevalent in children, young adults and pregnant 
women. At the moment, about 99 percent of all flu diagnosed in 

•sconsin is HlN 1. 
The government hopes to vaccinate pregnant women, health care 

wo kers, children with underlying health conditions between the ages of 
6- months and 24 years and older Americans with underlying health con­
ditions. Ideally, about half the population would receive the vaccine. 

However, a contagion of misinformation is causing needless hesita­
tibJ}- Sixty percent of those surveyed in a recent University of Michigan 
~S>lt said they either wouldn't vaccinate their children against the swine 
flu cr weren't sure if they would. A Consumer Repons survey found sim­
ilar sentiment . 

So much skepticism about such a common-sense act of public health 
i. astonishing. Vaccination is a front-line defense against disease. 
C:hijdreo l;!ave peen vacc'nated for years a_gainst deadly diseases such as 

ipbthena and whooping coug;h with few side effects and have. been 
Spat(ld :ufferingilnd death. If large numl:lers of people forgo vaccination 
and the disease becomes more virulent. ho pitals could be overwhelmed. 

And it' not just funny guys and TV gabbers peddling bad advice. 
Smart people who should know better are using the Internet's echo 
chamber to do the same. The popular medical Web site Mercola.com 
recently listed nine reasons you shouldn't vaccinate your kids against 
swine flu. Among them is the implication, withoul a shred of evidence, 
that vaccinations cause autism. The science is rock olid on this: 

No study has ever found such a link. 
··we're fighting two wars- a virus that can mutate- but we're also 

ijghting something that i bigger than that. And that is fear," Milwaukee 
Health Commissioner Bevan Baker said. 

The myth maker are working hard. so we'll have to work harder: 
Myth: The vaccine was rushed into production: it wasn't properly 

tested. 
Reality: In clinical trials, the National Institutes of Health and makers 

f the vaccine have proved that it is safe. The U.S. Food and Drug 
Admini tration has licensed it. Secretary of Health and Human Services 
Kathleen Sebeh us says the vaccine "has been made exactly the same way 
seasonal flu vaccine has been made, year in and year out." 

Myth: Flu shots cause serious side effects including death. 
Reality: Every year, tragedy strikes people around the time they get 

thel,r flu shots - a person gets a flu shot and suffers a heart attack or 
other tife-threatening ailment. This is coincidence. The Centers for 
~i~ase Control and Prevention has received no reports of serious side 
effects from the swine flu vaccine. The same people who got the vacci­
nation and became til probably used their ceJI phones the day they were 
tricken. It would be just as logical to blame their ring tones. 

Myth: The federal government is requiring everyone to get the vacci­
rtatwn. 

Reality: Wrong. It's voluntary. 
Myth: A Jot of people came down with Guillain-Barre Syndrome in 

1976 after President Gerald Ford ordered everyone to get a swine flu

While such television shows as 
.. CSI'' may offer unrealistic expecta­
tions when it comes to crime-scene 
analysis they nonetheless have helped 
educate the public on ~ust how im)?or~ 
tant technology ha become in so)ving 
many cases. 

This is an area where Kentucky has 
taken a leading role. Three years ago, 
for example, the University of 
Louisville partnered with the FBI to 
open a regional computer forensics 
lab. Just one of 14 nationwide, and the 
only one with ties to a university. it has 
helped law enforcement find and pre­
serve digital evidence from such 
sources as cameras and computer hard 
drives. 

Three years ago is also when the 
state's Department of Criminal Justice 
Training started the Kentucky 
Criminalistics Academy so that law 
enforcement could quickly gain 
knowledge that might take years to 
acquire in the field. 

The academy, which runs for 10 
weeks, graduated its fourth class last 
month. In addition to learning about 
the latest techniques and equipment

It is the leanest in the his­
tory of our Kentucky Tech System of 
Schools. 

Johnny Ray 
Turner and Rep. Hubert Collin , who 
took time from their busy schedules to 
attend the meeting and offer their sup­
port. We were able to briefly talk 
about how difficult it is to manage in 
tough economic times with limited 
state budget resource . They were also 
concerned about not being able to say 

used to secure evidence, those taking 
the course visit such places as the 
University of Tennessee's 
Anthropological Research Facility, a 
hands-on site that teaches them what 
to look for in death investigations. 

In August, the Kentucky State 
Police improved its investigative abili­
ties when it unveiled its new Crime 
Scene Response Vehicle, which was 
bought with money that came from the 
sale of assets seized during criminhl 
investigations. It is based in Hazard, 
but the long-term goal is to have simi­
lar multi-purpose vehicles at every 
state police post. The need is certain­
ly there; KSP investigates about half of 
the 190 homicides that occur annually. 

Investigations of more serious 
crimes took a major step forward last 
year, when the General Assembly 
required that DNA samples be taken 
fro~ every felon, rather than just sex 
offenders and those convicted of vio­
lent crimes and burglary. 

This change caused Kentucky's 
DNA database to more than double in · 
less than a year, from 14,000 samples 
to 29,000 as of this past spring. 

Based on what other states have 
experienced, law enforce~pent officials 
say this could lead to as many as 80 
additional arrests each year. 

Another area where technology has 
made a significant difference is track­
ing prescription drug abuse, an issue 
that I focused on extensively as 

yes to the many worthy and deserving 
needs that impact their district.

Collins and all of us 
understand the value of offering high­
level technical skills to students and 
the1r economic impact on Floyd 
County, Kentucky and the nation.

Attorney General. 
Kentucky was the first state in the 

nation to implement an online report­
ing system for prescription drugs, 
allowi.ng doctors. pharmacists, police 
officers and other qualified official to 
have the information they need quick­
ly, rather than waiting anywhere from 
two hours to three we~ks. 

Late last month, the tate's Justice 
and Public Safety Cabmet reported 
that prescriptions for controlled sub­
stances, such as morphine and 
OxyContin, went up in 118 of our 120 
counties between 2005 and 2007. In 
more than 30 counties, the e prescrip­
tions increased more than 20 percent. 

Not surprisingly, illegal use of pre­
scripti9n drugs has gone up statewide. 
A study by the Administrative Office 
of the Courts found that. between 2003 
and 2007, these crimes went up more 
than a fifth. 

On the bright side, there is some 
evidence that the legislature's efforts 
to crack down on methamphetamine 
has worked. There were 1,223 arrests 
in 2006, but just 690 in 2007, accord­
ing to the Justice Cabinet' report. 

As these advances in technology 
and training show. detective work bas 
come a long way over the years. Not 
every case may be solved with "Csr·­
like speed, but in an era where evi­
dence not even visible to the naked eye 
can lead to life behind bars, we are get- ~ 
ting closer to that goal.

PIKEVILLE - Darrel J. Swiney, the 
Pike County man who saw a federal com­
plaint filed against him last month in con­
nection to charges of drug trafficking, was 
indicted this week in federal court, along 
with three others who are now being con­
nected in a drug ring allegedly responsible 
for circulating more than I 0,000 oxy­
codone tablets across the county. 

A federal complaint was issued on 
Swiney Ia t month following a sworn affi · 
davit from Kentucky State Police Det 
James R. Hunter, a member of KSP's Drug 
Enforcement and Special Investigation 
Office. 

This development came after Swiney 
was initially arrested for reckless driving 
along Caney Road. 

Undercover agents conducted three 
'more controlled buys in June and August 
before Swiney was arrested during a traffic 
stop along Caney Road in Pike County and 
charged with drunk and reckless driving. 

The indictment names Swiney on one 
.count of conspiracy to di tribute oxy­
eotione, five additional counts of distrib­
uting oxycodone and one count of posses­
kion. 

Also, federal pro ecutors indicted 
'Wimothy L. Rich, Timothy D. Rich and 
Brian Justice each on charges of conspira­
l!Y to distribute, selling and possession 
\Vith intent to sell oxycodone. 

According to statements from Hunter, 
the buy was set up after police were told 
during an interview with an unnamed 
source that Swiney had been transporting 
and directing others to transport various 
amounts of pills from Michigan and 
Missouri into Pike County. 

A search of Swiney's home after his 
arrest produced more than 750 O".Ycodone 
and Oxycontin tablet<;, a stolen dirt bike 
and more than $6,500 in cash. Also taken 
into evidence from a nearby residence and 
now linked to Swiney were three ATVs 
that police later discovered had been 
reported as stolen. 

The federal complaint that preceded 
this week's indictment also alleged 
Swiney's primary areas of distribution in 
Pike County were Pikeville, Shelby Gap, 
Rockhouse and Regina.

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PIKEVILLE Linda 
Greer never dreamed she 
would face one of the biggest 
and mo t shocking decisions 
of her life - having to battle; 
breast cancer. 
· There was no family histo-

.. ry of the disease for Greer, 
who was 44 years old at the 
time she was diagnosed in 
May 2005. 

"It (breast cancer) was the 
last thing on my mind, Greer, 
who ·erves as Cardio 
Pulmonary Director at 
Pikeville Medical Center said. 
"I just couldn't believe what 
was happening at the time.'' 

Greer had decided because 
of her age to schedule a mam­
mography examination. It's 
often referred to as a mammo­
gram procedure u ed to aid in 
the early detection and diag­
nosis of breast diseases in 
women. 

"I just fell like it was some­
thing I needed to get done," 
she said. "I honestly didn't 
expect anythmg to show up.'' 

Greer was taking part in a 
director's meeting at the hos­
pital the following week when 
she was beeped about her 
re ults. 

"They (radiology) had told 
my physician that something 
showed up on the x-ray,'' she 

A routine mammogram was the first step In saving Linda 
Greer from a disease for which she had no family history. 

recalled. "The doctor recom­
mended that 1 have a biopsy 
done on the left side." 

A breast biopsy is a proce­
dure in which ~art or all of a 
suspicious breast growth is 
removed and examined, usual­
ly for the presence of cancer. 
The growth sample is suc­
tioned out through a needle or 
cut out using a surgical proce­
dure. 

The sample i then exam­
ined and evaluated under a 
microscope by a pathologist to 
identify either benign (non-

cancerous) or malignant (can­
cerous) ti sue. 

Greer had the procedure 
done on her 26th wedding 
anniversary. 

"At the time there wa so 
much going on in my life," 
she said. "My daughter was 
graduating from high school 
and I kept it hidden from my 
mother." 

Doctors performed a 
lumpectomy on Greer. They 
removed part of the breast 
which contained a tumor 
known or suspected to be can-

Seven killed on Kentucky

Preliminary statistics indicate 
that seven people d1ed in six 
separate crashes on Kentucky 
roadways from Monday, Oct. 
12, through Sunday, Oct. 18. 

li All of the crashe involved 
motor vehicles and four of 
those victims were not wearing 
seat belts. Single-fatality crash-
es occurred in Bullitt. 
liarrison, Jefferson. 
Muhlenberg and Russell coun 
ties. The crash in Bullitt 
County involved the suspected 

se of alcohol. One double­
fatality crash occurred in 
Boone County. 

Through Oct. 18, prelimi­
nary statistics indicate that 616 
people have lost their lives on 
Kentucky roadways during 
2009. This is 16 fewer fataJities 
than reported for the same time 
period in 2008. 

There were 497 motor vehi­
cle fatalities and 270 of those 
victims were not wearing seat 
belts. Twenty-nine pedestrians 
and five bicyclists have been 
killed. Seventy fatalities 
involved a motorcycle and fif­
teen fataJities involved an ATV. 
Sixty-four crashes mvolved a 
commercial motor vehicle. A 
total of 135 fatalities have 

resulted from crashes involving 
the suspected use of alcohol. 

Citizens can contribute to 
highway afety by reporting 
erratic drivers to the Kentucky 
State Police toll-free at 1-800-
222-5555. CaJiers will remain 
anonymous and should give a 
description of the vehicle, loca­
tion, direction of travel and 
license number if possible. 

These statistics are still pre 
liminary as KSP waits for aJl 
local law enforcement agencies 
throughout the tate to report 
any crashes and fatalities that 
may have occurred in their 
areas.

"I remember having to go 

through 36 radiation treat­
ments," Greer said. "The sup­
port I received from hospital 
workers during this time was 
as good as it could have 
been." 

Greer continued to work 
during her recovery time. She 
was often tired. but had no 
real side effects from the treat­
ment. 

Her hu band was there to 
support her. He had gone 
through cancer treatments I 0 
years prior to her diagnoses. 

Obviously no woman 
wants to receive this diagno­
sis, but hearing the words 
"breast cancer'' doesn't 
always mean an end. 

''1 was determined to win 
this fight," said Greer. who 
has now worked at PMC for 
the past 30 years. "I wa<; very 
confident with being treated 
right here at PMC." 

Just one year after her diag­
noses Greer was busy bringing 
awareness to breast cancer. 
She and her husband volun­
teered in May 2006 to walk an 
hour during the annual Relay 
for Life event at Bob Amos 
Park. 

"The support I've received 
from my co-workers, family 
and friends ha. turn what 
eerned to be a bad situation 

into a positive experience for 
. me," Greer said. 

Studies show that women 
who never recieve mammo­
grams are far more likely to 
die of' breast cancer than 
women who are regularly 
creened. 

"( had no history in my 
family," Greer stressed. "Ju t 
because oth.ers in your family 
have never had a problem with 
this disease doesn't mean it 
can't strike you like it did 
me."

Kentucky's seasonally adju.t­
ed preliminary unemployment 
rate fell to 10.9 percent in 
September 2009 from a 
revised 11.2 percent in August 
2009. according to the Oftice 
of Employment and Training 
{OET), an agency of the 
Kentucky Education and 
Workforce Development 
Cabinet. September 2009's 
jobless rate is 4 percentage 
pQint higher than the 6.9 per­
cent rate recorded in 
September 2008. 

·'Kentucky's economy con­
tinued to struggle under Lt.te 
weight of the reces ion. sutier­
ing the biggest monthly 
emPloyment decline and the 
largest number of year-over­
year job losses on records dat­
. • ack to January 1990. The 

hp in the unemployment rate 
refl~ts individuals who have 
faced long-term unemploy­
ment becoming discouraged· 
and droppmg out of the labor 
force," said Dr. Justine Detzel, 
OET chief labor market ana­
lyst. 

The U.S. seasonally adjust­
eo jobles rate rose from 9.7 
percent in August 2009 to 9.8 
percent in September 2009, 
according to the U.S. 
Department of Labor. This 9.8 

rcent rate is 1.1 percentage 
ex>ints below the 10.9 percent 

te recorded in Kentucky in 
eptember 2009.

A. oecrease of 14,600 jobs in 
September 2009 brought 
Kentucky's nonfarm employ­
ment to a seasonally adjusted 
total of I ,758,600. Since 
September 2008, Kentucky's 
nonfarm employment has 
plu!llmeted by 86,400. 

"This represents the largest 
.monthly employment decline 
on records dating back to 
January 1990 and the I 9th 
month of job losses smce the 
recession commenced in 
December 2007 ," Detzel said. 
1'Since the start of the reces­
sion, employment in Kentucky 
bas decreased by ll3.800 
positions." 

According to the seasonally 
adjusted employment data, 
Kentucky's construction sector 
added 400 positions in 
September 2009. Since 
September 2008, employment 
in the construction sector has 
fallen by 16.500 jobs. 
1 "This is the first increase in 
the number of jobs in the con­
l>truction sector since April 
;2009, reflecting the start of 
multiple commercial and pub­
lic works construction proj­
~cts," said DetzeL 
1 The government sector, 
whjch includes public educa­
tion. public administration 
agencies and state-owned hos­
pitals, plummeted by 6,400 
jobs in September 2009. The

: 1 ''This represents the sixth 
time in the last eight months 
~mployment in the public sec­
tor has dropped. The decline in 
the number of professionals is 
indicative of the budget crisis 

facmg Kentucky and retlects a 
decrease in the number of jobs 
in the state government and 
locaJ government subsectors. 
including cutbacks at public 
schools." Det~el said. 

The state's letsure and hos­
pitality sector reported an 
employment decrease of 1,800 
jobs m eptcmber 2009 Since 
September 2008. employment 
in the . ector has declined by 
600 posttiOns. The lctsure and 
hospitality sector includes arts. 
entertainment and recreation. 
accommodations and food 
service::; and drinking places 
industries. 

"Year-over-year employ­
ment losses in the accommo­
dation and food scrv1ces 
industry outweighed year­
over-year job gains in arts, 
entertainment, and recreation 
busines e which included the 
openings of multiple recre­
ation and entertainment facili­
ties and two new spectator 
sports teams," Detzel said. 

The financial activities ec­
tor dropped by 1,600 positions 
in September 2009. This seg­
ment, which includes busi­
nesses involved in finance, 
insurance, real estate and prop­
erty leasing or rental, has fall­
en by 4.900 positions over the 
past 12 months. 

Kentucky's trade, trans­
portation and utilities sector 
lost 1,600 jobs in September 
2009. This area includes retail 
and wholesale trade. trans­
portation and warehousing 
businesses and utilities. It is 
the largest sector in Kentucky 
with 362.800 employees. 
Since September 2008. the 
number of jobs in thi sector 
has fallen by 18,300. 

"Year over year job losses 
are predominantly in trans­
portation, warehousing, and 
utilities businesses. However, 
wholesale trade establishments 
and retail trade enterpnses 
have also endured significant 
employment declines since 
September 2008. As house­
holds tightened their belts over 
the last year, retailer$ suffe[f!d 
declining sales. enacted lay­
off , and closed underperform­
ing stores. Likewise, whole­
salers suffered layoffs as weak 
demand for products trickled 
back through the supply 
chain," Detzel said. 

The state's professional and 
business services sector fell by 
L ,200 positiOns in September 
2009. This area has lost 9,400 
employees since September 
2008. The professional and 
business services sector 
includes professional. scientif­
ic and technical services. man­
agement of companies and 
administrative and upport and 
waste management, including 
temporary help agencies. 

Kentucky's manufacturing 
sector lost 1.100 jobs in 
September 2009. Compared to 
September 2008, jobs in the 
sector plummeted by 31.500. 

"The manufacturing sector 
lost 1,100 jobs in September 
2009, for a total of 208.900 
professionals. This mark!; the 
15th time in the lao;t 16 months 
that industrial employment has 
fallen. Job losses were concen­
trated in tile durable goods 
subsector, reflectmg lay0ffs at 
a number of automobile parts 
manufacturers, the closing of 
another automobtle parts pro­
ducer. and the closing of a 
durable goods plant," Detzel 
said. 

The educational and health 

services sector dropped by 
1.000 jobs in September 2009. 
The sector had 500 fewer 
workers in September 2009 
than September 2008. This 
sector includes private and 
nonprofit establishments that 
provide either education and 
traming or health care and 
social assistance to thelr 
clients. 

The state ·s other services 
sector. which includes such 
establishments as repair and 
maintenance businesse . per­
sonal and laundry services. 
religious organizations and 
c1vic and professional organi-
7:ations. fell by I 00 positions 
in September 2009. This sector 
had 200 fewer jobs in 
September 2009 than m 
September 2008. 

The information sector 
dropped by 100 positions m 
September 2009. This seg­
ment, which includes firms 
involved in publishing. 
Internet activities. data pro­
cessing, broadcasting and 
news syndication has 
decreased by 700 positions 
since September 2008. 

The mining and logging 
·ector had I 00 fewer jobs in 
September 2009. The sector 
has added 700 worker smce 
September 2008 because of 
hiring m the coal mining 
industry. 

The U.S. Bureau of Labor 
Statistics· monthly e timate of 
the number of . employed 
Kentuckian. for September 
2009 was 1,842.078 on a sea­
sonally adjusted ba is. This 
figure is up 5,026 from the 
I ,837,052 employed in August 
2009, but down 66,051 from 
the 1,908.129 employed in 
September 2008. 

The monthly estimate of the 
number of unemployed 
Kentuckians for September 
2009 wa 225.214. down 5,486 
from the 230.700 Kentuckians 
unemployed in August 2009, 
but up 84,089 from the 
141.125 unemployed in 
September 2008 .. 

r • nelmo,nlbly r. tim~te ~~the 
number of Kentuckians m the 
civ1lian labor force for 
September 2009 was 
2.067.292. Th1s figure is down 
460 from the 2,067.752 record­
ed in August 2009, but up

Civilian labor force statis­
tics include non-military work­
ers and unemployed 
Kentuckians who are actively 
seeking work. They do not 
include unemployed 
Kentuckians who have not 
looked for employment within 
the pa t four weeks. 

Kentucky's statewide 
unemployment rate and 
employment levels are season­
ally adjusted. Employment sta­
tistics undergo sharp tluctua­
tions due to seasonal events, 
such as weather changes, har­
vests, holidays and school 
openings and closings.

FORBIN- The 19th armual Moonbow Trail 
Trek, which wi11 be held Saturday. Nov. 7, at 
Cumberland Falls State Resort Park. offers 
nature lovers the opportunity to combine a chal­
lenging hike with a chance to view some beau­
tiful scenery.

ORDINANCE NO. 08-2009 
AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF PRESTONSBURG, KENTUCKY, RELATING 

TO A TAX LEVY ON REAL AND TANGIBLE PERSONAL PROPERTY AND FRAN­
CHISES, ALL FOR THE GENERAL OPERATING EXPENSE PURPOSES OF THE 
CITY OF PRESTONSBURG, KENTUCKY 

WHEREAS, the City Council of the City of Prestonsburg, Kentucky, m order to main­
tain a progressive and stable tax bastf for the city, finds it necessary to adopt the fol­
lowing Ordinance in order to provide funds for the general expense purposes of the 
City; 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT HEREBY ORDAINED BY THE CITY OF 
PRESTONSBURG, KENTUCKY, AS FOLLOWS: 

Section 1. The County assessment of property situated in the C1ty of Prestonsburg. 
both re$!1 and personal, 1s hereby adopted. 

Section 2. For the purposes of providing funds for 1he general operating expenses 
of 1he City of Prestonsburg for the fiscal year from July 1, 2009, to June 30, 201 0, and 
for each year thereafter, untl this Ordinance is amended or enacted, the following taxes 
are levied· 

(A) Upon all real estate within the City of Prestonsburg, not spec1hca11y exempted 
from taxation, situated within the City of Prestonsburg of .231 per One Hundred Dol­
lars ($100) of assessed value. 

(B) A tax upon all tangible personal property and franchtses not specifically exempted 
from taxation, a tax of .3655 per One Hundred Dollars ($1 00) of assessed value. 

Section 3. A discount of two percent (2%) of the total amount of the tax bill is hereby 
allowed upon all tax bills paid to November 30th of each year. 

Section 4. A penalty of six percent (6%) of the total amount of the tax bills that are 
not paid on or prior to December 31st of each year shall be Imposed and collected. 

nr· Section 5. The-Cit~ Clerk is hereby deslgn.ateo an<;! authonzed to col)ect he tax im­
posed herein. 

Section 6. This Ordinance is passed pursuant to, in compliance with, and by virtue 
of the authority of the following constitutional and statutory provisions: Kentucky Con­
stitution Sections 157,170 and 181; Kentucky Revtsed Statutes 92.160, 92.170, 92.330. 
336.280 and 142.020. 

Section 7. Any word, phrase section, or subsection of this Ordinance declared by a 
Court of competent jurisdiction to be invalid or unconstitutional, shall not affect the re­
mainder of thls Ordinance, which shall remaan.in full force and effect 

Section 8. All ordinances, or any parts thereof in conflict witt> the provisions of this 
Ordinance are hereby expressly repealed to the extent of swch conflict. 

Section 9. This Ordinance shall become effective upon adoption and publication as 
required by law.

EVERYBODY'S SCIENCE 

-Helping us 
'just say no' 
to petroleum

"See the USA in your Chevrolet!" 
I bet you haven't thought about that 

one in a while, have you? Do you 
IJremember the gorgeous blonde who 

sang that? (A later generation proba­
bly remembers her mostly as Burt 
Reynolds' attraclive older girlfriend: 
Dinah Shore.) 

l've been enjoying Dinah's 1952 
Chevy commercial almost daily lately, 
because my friends Rob and Diana, 
whom I always caH "the poster chil­
dren for an idyiUc retirement," are out 
and about the counttyside doing just 
that: seeing the USA in their 
Chevrolet. 

And Diana, who's easily I 00 times 
more clever at "computer things" than 
I could ever be, has put that 1952 
commercial on their daily travel blog, 
where visitors can watch Dinah at her 
perky best. (If you'd like to see Dinah 
doing her thing on behalf of Chevy, 
check out this website: 
htcp://www.youtube.com/watch?v'KG 
ZvQoPxhNs). 

Watching that old commercial (and 
feeling quite nostalgic about those 
cars, which I remember from my 
childhood), I have to admit -- we 
Americans love, love, love our cars! 

But a lot of folks are worried about 
America's ever-increasing dependence 
on imported petroleum, with good 
reason. So . the scientists al the 
Agricultural Research Service (ARS) 
are constantly coming up with new 

•ways to help Americans Ajust say 
no@ to petroleum. 

Consider lubricants, for example. 
Every machint; that has moving parts, 
whether it's your car motor or that big 
earthmover at the construction site 
downtown, needs lubricams. And 
most of those lubricants are made 
from what's called "base oil," which is 
blended with additives to Jjooost per­
formance. 

Boy, do·we ever guzzle those addi­
tives: The U.S. demand is already at 
nearly 2 billion pounds a year, and it's 
expected to climb about 2 percent per 
year for the next five years. 

That was just too juicy a target for 
some ARS scientists to pass up. So 
they turned their attention to .making 
bio-based additives suitable for use in 
formulating greases, engine oils, and 
even hydraulk, transmission and 
drilling fluids. 

These additives are based on the 
predominant fat molecules -- called 
triglycerides -- in the natural oils of 
familiar crops such as soybeans, com 
and canota, and some not-so-familiar 
plants such as pennycress, camelina 
and crambe. The new additives are 
fu!Jy biodegradable and are just slight­
ly darker and thicker than the light 
yellow cooking oil you probably have 
in your pantry right now. 

The scientists say these biobased 
additives could be used with either 
biobaSed or conventional lubricants. 
The additives meet all the standard 
criteria for viscosity and liquidity. 
high flashpoint, and stability even in 
temperature extremes. And since 
they're biodegradable, proper disposal 
is fast, easy and inexpensive. 

Another way ARS scientists are 
helping us "just say no" to petroleum 
is by developing products that are typ­
ically made with petroleum -- for 
example, those hard, custom-shaped 

fi chunks of polystyrene that protect 
everything from computers to slow 
cookers to garden gnomes in th.! ship­
ping boxes. 

The ARS scientists say those foams 
could be made just as easily from 
wheaL, potato and com starches as 
from petroleum-based polystyrene. 
They've already patented two process­
es for mating the starch-based foams 
to produce everything from shipping 
liners to disposable dinnerware. 

The biofoams are strong, durable 
and versatile, the scientists say. They 
can tie manufactured in t~e same 
range of densities as the conventional
