State reports 4 'lab-conftrmed' 
caSes of swine flu in county 

There are currently four confirmed case. of swine 
flu in Floyd County, according to recent statewide sta­
tistics. 

Those statewide numbers did not ~pecify in what 
area of the county these cases have occurred. 

The number of type A flu cases that local hospitals 
have been seeing have increased dramatically in the 
past month. with emergency rooms seeing as high as 
two doten or more ca. es a day in some instances, 
mo. tly children. 

ln the past couple of months. local health profes­
sionals have been treating type A cases as if they were 
confirmed cases of swine nu. rather than sending each 
case to Frankfort for further contirmation. Many infec­
tion control speciali ts have said this was a safe route, 
considering that more than 90 percent of type A cases 
would likely receive positive confirmation for swme 

tlu . 
The four ca<>es currently e ·i ling m Fl 1yd County 

an;, as of thi. tunc. the only case~ ~.:onfirmcd by the 
State Public Health Laboratory. Part of this is due to 
the criteria for ~ending type A specimen~ to Frankfort 
initiated by the Centers for Disease Control. 

According to this criteria. only type A case im·olv­
ing pregnancy or an underlying. already existing 
chronic illness have required further proof that the type 
A case wa:-, in fact swine nu. 

According to the statJ~tics. released as a Kentucky 
Health Alert through the . tate's Kentucky.go" website 
thi~ week, the county with the highest number of con­
firmed ca<.es is Fayette at 164. followed by Jefferson 
County at I 18 confirmed cases. 

The largest county in the commonwealth. Pike, ha~ 
only six confirmed cases, while Knon has five, 
Mago{fin two and Johnson County with two contirma-

8 years in jail

PRESTO SBURG -A Wheelwright man 
and bu,.iness owner will pend the next eight 
years in prison after being being sentenced on 
multiple drug trafficking charge this past 
week. 

Rus ell Johnson. 58. pleaded guilty to five 
count of first degree trafficking in a con­
trolled substance and three counts of second­
degree trafficking in a controlled . ubstance 
during a pre-trial conference heanng in Floyd 
County Circuit Court on Friday. Sepl. 18. 

A part of the plea deal. Floyd County 
Commonwealth's Attorney Brent Turner 
agreed to dismis~ two mi. demeanor counts of 
third-degree trafficking in a controlled sub­
stance. 

Johnson's defense attomey had a ·ked that 
John:,on receive probation due to health issues 
and character. but the prosecution argued 
against leniency. citing the many year of drug 
activity in Russell's Game Room, a small tore 
owned by Johnson. 

Circuit Judge Danny P. Caudill decided 
agatnst gi\ ing John on probation . 

Between January and May 2008 Johnson 
sold pre~cription narcotics on six occa. ions to 
iaw enforcement officers from Operation 
t..: 'ITE and the Kentucky Attorney General' 
Department of Cruninal Inve. tigation unit. A 
search of Johnson' home and store netted over 
300 prescription pill· and approximately 
$1.900 in cash. 

According to the plea agreement. Johnson 
will serve 10 years for the firi;t-degree traffick­
ing charges and two years for the second­
degree charges. He will have to serve eight 
year. in jail, with the remaining four years to 
be under supervised probation.

Disinfecting 
power of more 

sunshine 
Back in 1913, Louis Brandies, who would later go on to 

become a U.S. Supreme Court justice, wrote, "Publicity is 
justly commended as a remedy for sodal and indu~trial dis­
eases." . 

Brandeis was discussing the disinfecting power of sun­
light and the impact of public disclosure on the growing 
power of financial markets. 

Congress has a chance to help shine the light on our 
financial institutions. A bill called the Financial 
Transparency Act, introduced in the House, would require 
financial institutions to run public notices in newspapers 
detailing their financial condi lion. 

Among the bills sponsors are two North 'Carolina repre­
sentatives from opposite sides of the aisle- Republican 
Walter Jones and Democrat Brad Miller. It could lead to 
key financial dala, such as assets, liabilities, reserve funds 
and capital stock, being reported in newspapers, making 
that information readily available to anyone who wants to 
read h. 

That oives us some fodder to try to determine if a finan­
cial institution is making money and investing wisely. 

Over the past year, we've learned some harcllessons 
when it comes to our nation's banking system. We've 
learned that there are some banks that the government and 
financial leaders believe are too big LO faiL We've learned 
that the prescribed remedy for keeping our financial system 
anoat is costly, in the hundreds of billions of dollars. And 
we've learned that when money that banks loan to busi­
nesses and individuals dries up, it makes economic Urnes 
hard on all of us. 

Economists, politicians and wonks have debated t~e 
causes of the financial crisis and the current econonuc hard 
times. 

Some say the problem was a lack of regulation of finan­
cial markets. Others argue the opposite, saying that govern­
ment meddling in the marketplace caused banks and other 
institutions to believe they could make risky endeavors and 
that the government would come to the rescue if things 
went bad. 

We'll save that debate for another day. 
What we do know is that most of us were clueless about 

banking practices and surprised at how quickly things 
turned for the worse. 

Financial reponing requirements used to be the law of 
the land. But they were repealed back in the mid 1990s. 
The public's primary means of measuring a bank's health 
was gone. 

Public notices won't, in and of themselves, solve future 
institutional problems. Bltt they wiJl provide a more readi1y 
available source of information for experts to discern an 
institution's health, and therefore provide more opportuni­
ties to turn things around before severe problems .s~t in .. 

Sunshine on financial institutions is 1ndeed a d1smfectmg 
power, as Brandeis once said.

DEAR DR. DONOHUE: I 
run writing to ask if you would 
give me information on intersti­
tial cystitis. I was told I had this 
after I had· a polyp removed 
from my bladder. I know it bas 
to do with the lining of the blad­
der wall. What causes it? What' 
the treatment? Does it get 
worse? -- J.M. 

ANSWER: Interstitial cysti­
tis is also known as painful 
bladder syndrome. It's a fairly 
common condition that is com­
monly misdiagnosed. It affects 
more women than men. It 
occms at any age, but typically, 
the onset is around age 40. 

Frequently, a .woman has 
symptoms for years and. years 
and is told she has repeated 
bladder infections. Antibiotics, 
however, provide no relief. 
Trips to the bathroom are 
numerous, and nighttime urina­
tiOn disrupts sleep. Bladder pain 
can be severe. Urination often 
relieves the pain temporarily. 
Intercow- e also can be painful. 

One explanation ays the 
protective covering of the blad­
der lining has thinned or has 
disappeared, and urine irritants 
come in contact with the sensi­
tive bladder lining to produce 
pain. How this comes about i 
something that isn't known with 
certainty. 

Symptoms can get worse, 
but treatments exist. One is the 

oral medicine Elmimn. 
Amitriptyline and gabapcntin 
are also used for pain control. 

If you find that a particular 
food causes increased pain, stay 
away from it. Spicy foods, cit­
rus fruits and juices, tomatoes, 
chocolate, coffee, tea, carbonat­
ed drinks and alcohol are some 
things on the list of initru1ts for 
many with this problem
