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PRESTONSBURG - Two

now being held at a juvenile detention
center in Breathitt County after police
arrested them for allegedly setting off
smoke bombs at the school Wednesday.

Stumbo
refums

trade inip
to China

FRANKFORT - House Speaker Greg
Stumbo, who returned Monday from a week-
long trade mission to China with legislative
leaders from more than 30 states, said the trip
holds potential for Kentucky, particularly its
coal industry.

- “It 1s amazing just how much growth China
is experiencing, and there is no sign that it will
slow anytime soon,” Stumbo said. “Kentucky
already exports more than $600 million worth
of products to China, so I spent my time seeing
how we could add to that figure.”

Stumbo said he is convinced now more than
ever that China’s growing need for coal holds
a lot of potential for Kentucky.

The trip, which saw Stumbo as the only
Kentucky legislator, was sponsored by the
State Legislative Leaders Foundation, a
nationwide organization dedicated to state
House and Senate leaders.

One of the unique aspects of the mission,

‘according to Stumbo, was the opportunity to

meet some of China’s counterparts to
American legislators.

“We found that we have a lot.in common,”
Stumbo said Thursday. “Their top focus, like
ours, is on jobs, education and transportation.
We may be from different countries, but we all
have the same basic needs.”

Some of the things highlighted during the
trip included Kentucky’s coal, timber, horse
and tourism industries. These things were cov-
ered in literature handed out during the trip and
later translated for the Chinese hosts by
Kentucky State University student Lawson
Whites.

During a ceremony at the Great Hall of the
People during the week-long trip, legislators
were greeted by Sang Guowel, the vice chair-
man of the Standing Committee of the
National People’s Congress of the People’s
Republic of China, the highest ranking official
to meet with American leaders.

Homeless program receives $60K grant

PRESOTNSBURG — The
Appalachian Research and Defense
Fund (AppalReD) recently received a
$60,000 grant under the name of the
Appalachian Homeless Outreach
Prevention Effort (HOPE) from
Kentucky’s Housing and Emergency
Assistance Reaching the Homeless pro-
gram (HEARTH).

Kentucky HEARTH is federal assis-

tance program that helps prevent indi-
viduals and famiiies from becoming
homeless and those who are experienc-
ing homelessness to be quickly re-
housed and stabilized. The Kentucky
Housing Corporation administers the
funding throughout Kentucky.

“The grant will be used for short-
term rental assistance, hotel and motel
voucher money. security payments and
utility payments, among other things,”
said Bertha Daniels, coordinator of
Appalachian HOPE. “For example, we

had a woman come in and her utilities
had been shut off. She had her children
visiting different places to stay warm,
She came in to see us and by 3 p.m. we
had a check to the utility company and
her power was back on. We put her back
in her house.”

Appalachian HOPE also works with
other local organizations to help with
the housing situation.

“We work with homeless shelters
and other shelters to help them with the
housing search when the residents get

ready to get back into independent liv-
ing,” Daniels said. “Ultimately, we want
a homeless shelter in Floyd County.
WestCare does a great job and they get
full pretty fast, but we don't need to
have to reach out to Pike County each
time we find somebody who doesn’t
have a place to live here. We need to be
able to do that in Floyd County.

USPS partners with state parks to celebrate 85th anniversary

by MARILYN LOESER

When the moon is full and the sky
is clear, a mystical moonbow appears
in the deep forest of Kentucky. In the
entire world, there are only two
places to view a moonbow, —
Cumberland Falls State Park and
Victoria Falls located in southern
Africa between the countries of
Zambia and Zimbabwe.

When conditions are right,
Cumberland Falls — known as the
“Niagara of the South™ because of its

125-foot-wide ecurtain of water —
produces a faint rainbow as moon-
light refracts through the waterfall
mist.

In celebration of this natural phe-
nomenon — and to observe 85 years
of Kentucky Parks — the Postal
Service partnered with state officials
to create a special stamp and com-
memorative envelope.

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 Starting the engine with no oil is a bonehead move

Dear Tom and Ray:

Is it ever safe to start a car with no
oil in it? T have a 2004 Honda Civic,
and when I change the oil filter, it
always drips all over the place, down
the side of the engine and onto the
struts or CV axles, I'm not sure
which. My brother-in-law says to
start the car after I drain the oil, and it
will pump the oil out of the filter so 1
can remove it without a mess. I told
him he is insane! Was I right? I told
him | would rather clean up the mess
than buy a new engine. — James

RAY: I'm assuming your brother-
in-law is a man with a very clean
garage floor and lots of experience
rebuilding engines, James. He's also
nuts, by the way.

TOM: You should never, ever run
your engine without oil. Not even for
a few seconds. The engine is full of
very expensive metal parts that slide
along cach other at high speeds. To
keep them from ruining each other,
engine manufacturers go through a
lot of trouble to make sure these parts
are ALWAYS bathed in oil.

RAY: They even go so far as to put
a big, red idiot light smack in front of

the driver’s face that lights up if the
oil pressure drops. Apparently, the
light’s not big enough for your broth-
er-in-law. )

TOM: So that's not a good option,
James. But there’s no perfect solu-
tion. Oil filters often are attached at
odd angles, and crammed into hard-
to-reach places. And they're general-
ly hard to remove without spilling o1l.
On your Civic, the oil drips — harm-
lessly, but messily — right onto an
axle.

RAY: What you CAN do is punch
a hole in the oil filter with an awl.
After you've drained the crankcase,
slide your oil tub, underneath the fil-
ter, loosen the filter a little bit to let

air in, and knock a hole in the Towest

part of the filter. Then go and take a
break.

TOM: When you come back 20
minutes later, most of the oil will
have drained out. Then you can grab
the filter with a rag and unscrew it,
with less oil running down your arm
and onto your axle.

RAY: You'll never pass the white-
glove test. But you’ll be able to
reduce the mess without reducing the
life of your engine.

The varying degrees of clutch
murder *

Dear Tom and Ray:

A friend of mine at work and I
have a disagreement regarding using
the clutch on a standard-shift car. He
says that keeping the clutch pressed
m will wear out the throw-out bear-
ing, and [ say it won’t, For example,
he says that when on a hill, the smart
driver will put the car in neutral and
let the clutch out, keeping one foot on
the brake, to save wear and tear on
the throw-out bearing. I say keeping
the clutch depressed won’t cause
wear and tear, Who's right? — Red

RAY: He is.

TOM: There are two common
ways that clurches die. The most
common is that the clutch disc wears
out. That happens over time, due to
the natural slippage that takes place
when you engage the clutch to get the
car moving. Eventually, the friction
just wears out the disc, the clutch
starts to slip and you need a new
clutch. {

RAY: This process can be greatly
accelerated, however, if you ride the
clutch — that is, give the engine too
much gas and let the clutch out too
slowly. We call this first-degree

clutch murder.
TOM: The second most common
type of clutch failure is when the

labor, you'd be crazy to do half the

clutch. On most cars these days, a
clutch job is at least a thousand

throw-out  bearing
(also  called the
release bearing) fails.
That's the bearing
that pushes the clutch
plates apart when you
push in the clutch
pedal to change
gears.

RAY: Used cor-
rectly, the throw-out
bearing will last
much longer than the
clutch disc. But if you
sit at red lights with
your foot on the
clutch pedal all the

- RAY: Now, yow
can take your chances
that the throw-out
bearing will last
longer than the disc,
even though you're
using it more than
you need to, but why
risk it?

TOM: So, your
friend is absolutely
right. The best way to
preserve the throw-
out bearing is to keep
your e
— 1 clutch pedal, except

time, you can wear
out the throw-out bearing before you
wear out your clutch disc. And
because that’s an entirely preventable
condition, we call that clutch murder
in the second degree.

TOM: The problem is, if either the
disc OR the bearing fails, you then
have to replace the whole clutch. To
reach either of those parts, you have
to remove the entire transmission.
And once you've paid for all that

when you're actively
shifting gears (or starting the engine).
That way, you'll have the best chance
to avoid any clutch-slaughter charges.
