PRESTONSBURG -
The gates to the down­
stream recreation area at 
Dewey Lake will be closed 
on Jan. 4. The gates will 
remain closed until the first 
of March. 

"This action is neces­
sary due to reduce operat­
ing budgets to help pre­
vent vandalism, ensure 
public safety and support 
the physical security of the 
area," said Will T. Rutter. 
park ranger at Dewey 
Lake. "Visitors and fisher-

~men who wish to access 
the downstream recreation 
area are welcome. We 
recommend parking in the 
parking area located just 
off Route 302." 

Another update from 
Dewey Lake involves the 
use of a new nationwide 
reservation system that 
will be used to manage 
reservations for picnic 
shelters. The reservations 
will be made by calling the 
National Recreation 
Reservation System at 
(877) 444-6777, or by visit· 
ing 
http://www. recreation .gov 
There is no charge to use 
the system. Reservations 
will no longer be taken at 
the U.S. Army Corps of 
Engineers project office. 

"This new system has 
been adopted to make it 
more convenient for the 
public to make reserva­
tions," Rutter said.

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Heavy snow leaves county cold and dark

A winter storm .beginning 
Friday and extending through­
out Sunday morning left more 
than 10 inches of snow in 
some places and knocked out 
power to thou~ands in Floyd 
County over the weekend. 

As of noon Monday. 
approximately 7,000 were 
without power in Floyd 
County, with the majority of 
those re idents customers with 
American Electric Power. 
About 500 people were cus­
tomers with Big Sandy RECC. 

Areas still without power as 
of Monday in the county were 
both forks of Beaver, includ­
ing areas such as Mud Creek, 
Wheelwright. Melvin and 
Weeksbury. and also areas of 

Right Beaver such as Wayland. 
Garrett and extending into por­
tions of Middle Creek. There 
were also those without power 
along Conley Fork of 
Spurlock, according to county 
officials. 

As for when the power 
could be restored. officials 
have said there are no certain 
answers. 

Floyd County Judge-
Executive R. D "Doc', 
Marshall said Monday morn­
ing that thi , the third official 
disaster in the past four years. 
was something he and all the 
residents of the county were 
now enduring yet again. 

"Once again we're con­
sumed with Mother Nature," 
Marshall said. "But we're

Community seMce oiR e 
closes • Wheelwright

WHEELWRIGHT - The 
Kentucky Cabinet for Health 
and Fan1ily Services Department 
for Community Ba ed Services 
ha moved out of its 
Wheelwright office. and the 
deciSion has one magistrate a ·k­
ing questions. 

The office bas been officially 
closed since November. 

The agency helps people with 
various aspects of welfare, 
including, most significantly, 
food stamps and medical-related 
assistance. 

Susan Power, service region 
admimstrator for the Ea tern 
Mountain Service Region, poke 
to county officials late last week. 

"We'll do everything in our 
power to do the best we can for 
our clients." she said. "The 
county wa~ absorbing some 
$13,000 a month to keep this 
location operational. and we've 
all withstood this for I 0 years." 

The ofhce opened a decade 
ago with the goal of increasing 
the number of clients reached 
throughout the southern region 
of the county. However. Power 
says few than two dozen 
accounts had been opened in the 
past five years at the location. 

But one of the key issues, 
according to Power. has been the 
condition of the building. Citing 
problems with water damage 
and a rash of snakes in the build­
ing. Power said it had become an 
issue of putting both employees 
and clients at risk at the location. 

"What was feasible to have 
seen it stay open?" asked 
Magistrate Donny Damels, who 
represents citizens m the 
Wheelwright area in his dutie ·. 
"I thought the vision up there 
was to alleviate some of the 
caseload on the Prestonsburg 
office. I just don't know v.hat 
exactly you wanted from the 
site." 

Power and her as ociates 
contend that the key purpo~e 

wa<:: not to olely take caseload 
work from the Prestonsburg 
office. but to extend services to 
other parts of the county. She 
told county leaders last week 
that many of the resident · in the 
southern part of the county were 
still traveling to Prestonsburg for 
help. 

In addition. new federal regu-
. lation. will allow re ident<> in 

other parts of the county to call 
by phone to have their servic~, 
including food stamps, a con­
cern for Daniels. who asked 
about this aspect of the program 
in particular this past Friday. 

Daniels also offered several 
options for keeping the office 
open. including funding from 
the county. but wa told that it 
did not seem as if that was an 
option at this time. 

"] don't think we will be," 
Power answered when Daniels 
a ked what could be done to 
bring the office back.

Any point to a debt 
limit these ·days? 

,. It's almost enough to make you wonder why Congress, 
in a show of ersatz fi 'Cal re ponsibility, bothers to set a 
Tirnit to the national debt at all. But back in more innocent 
days - 1917, with the passage of a second war bonds act 
- Congress had the na'ive notion that a limit on the 
amount of debt the government could legally incur would 
impose some sort of discipline on itself. 

As if. 
In 1940, the debt ceiling was $49 billion (of course, 

money was worth more then than it is now). Now it i 
$12.1 trillion, and with the debt projected to increas~ ~y at 
)east $1.4 trillion this year and with the Obama admmistra­
tion spending money as if dollars were going out of style 
(which they just might if we keep it up), it will be neces­
sary to raise the debt limit again. The Treasury Department 
has told congressional leaders that if the cap isn't increased 
by December 31, there's a risk of running out of money for 
Social Security and veterans' benefits due in early January. 

The problem is figuring out a way to do it with the least 
possible public embarrassment, and as far as possible away 
from next November's congressional elections. 

Democratic leaders in Congress seem to have settled on 
adding an increase of up to $1.925 trillion to a defense 
appropriations bill. The hope is that tho e who resist or try 
to make political points can be accused of failing to support 
our military men and women in the field. 

Congressional Republicans, undaunted by such a 
prospect - and apparently unembarra sed that the Bush 
administration left a $10.6 trillion debt and had to raise the 
limit seven times in eight years - have vowed to resist and 
o try to make partisan points. And orne moderate 

Democrats have said they might vote again t increasing the 
aebt limit unless it is accompanied by a law creating a 

ipartisan task force (consisting mostly of sitting law male­
ers) to try to get spending under controL 

That'll get the job done. 
One way or another they'll increase the debt limi4 face a 

few weeks of embarrassment, and then have the shame 
eclipsed by the next outrage.

itable giving, said last month that 93 
percent of charities report feeling the 
effects of the current economic down­
tum. Some sources say that charitable 
giving is not expected to reach pre­
recession levels until 2012.

Kentucky's jobless rate drops to 10.6 percent in November 
FRANKFORT 

Kentucky's seasonally adjust­
ed preliminary unemployment· 
rate declined .7 percentage 
point to 10.6 percent in 
November 2009 from a 

vised 11.3 percent in 
October 2009, according to the 
Office of Employment and 
Training (OET), an agency of 
the Kentucky Education and 
Workforce Development 
Cabinet. November 2009's 
jobless rate is 3.4 percentage 
points higher than the 7.2 per­
cent rate recorded in 
November 2008. 

"Kentucky's economy con­
tinued to show signs of stabi­
lization in November 2009. 
However, individuals who 
have faced long-tel1l1 unem­
ployment dropping out of the 
l.tbor force and a rise in the 
number ·of people working 
part-time for economic rea­
sons contributed to the decline 
in the unemployment rate," 
said Dr. Justine Detzel, OET 
chief labor market analyst. 

The U.S. seasonally adjust­
ed jobless rate decreased from 
10.2 percent in October 2009 

to 10 percent in November 
2009, according to the U.S. 
Department of Labor. Thjs 10 
percent rate is .6 percentage 
point below the 10.6 percent 
rate recorded in Kentucky in 
November 2009. 

Unemployment statistics 
are based on estimates and are 
compiled to measure trends 
rather than actually to count 
people working. 

Four of the II major non­
farm North American Industry 
Classification System 
(NAICS) job sectors reported 
an employment increase in 
November 2009, while six 
decreased and one remained 
the same. according to OET. A 
decrease of 4,900 jobs in 
November 2009 brought 
Kentucky's nonfarm employ­
ment to a seasonally adjusted 
total of 1,758,800. Since 
November 2008. Kentucky's 
nonfarm employment has 
plummeted by 79,300. 

'.'Since the start of the reces­
sion in December 2007, non­
farm employment in Kentucky 
has decreased by 113,600 
positions. This marks the 21st 

month in a row of year- over 
year employment decreases 
and the seventh largest year­
over-year drop on records dat­
ing back to January 1 990," 
Detzel said. 

According to the seasonally 
adJusted employment data. 
Kentucky's leisure and hospi­
tality sector expanded by 
2,000 jobs in November 2009. 
Since November 2008, 
employment in the sector has 
grown by 2.100 positions. The 
leisure and hospitality sector 
includes arts, entertainment 
and recreation, accommoda­
tions and food services and 
drinking places industries. 

"The employment gains in 
November 2009 were concen­
trated in accommodation and 
food services enterprises. 
reflecting a hotel, a beverage 
service business, and vartous 
restaurants opening," she said. 

The professional and busi­
ness services sector rose by 
600 positions in November 
2009. This area has lost 1,900 
employees since November

7,323 fans witnessed the game 
as the Cats improved to a 
school-record I 0-0 start. 

Four Wildcats scored in 
double figures led by junior 
A 11-Southeastern Conference 
forward Victoria Dunlap's 
game-high 27 points. She also 
added nine rebounds and a 
career-be t eight steals and 
four blocks in the second­
largest margin of victory in the 
series. Junior point guard 
Amber Smith (Winter Haven, 
Fla.) netted a career-high 19 
points and dished out a game­
high five assists while fresh­
man guard A' dia Mathies 
(Louisville) and junior Carty 
Morrow (Chattanooga, Tenn.) 
added 15 and 12 points, 
respectively. All 10 player 
that saw action scored at least 
two points. 

"I just left a really happy 
group of Wildcats in the locker 
room and I just couldn't be 
more pleased and proud of 
them," Kentucky Coach 
Matthew Mitchell said. "They 
absolutely earned a big victory 
today. They played with 
incredible enthusiasm, incredi­
ble energy and incredible 
effort. It was a really good day 
for our team and [ am really 
happy for them. They worked 
extremely hard as a team." 

Kentucky blitzed Louisville 
from the get-go, forcing seven 
turnovers before the first 
media timeout. The Cards cut 
the Wildcats ' lead to six points 

twice inside the first eight 
minutes before Kentucky 
sprinted on an 18-6 run to take 
a 30-12 ad'Vantage with 7:50 to 
go. Six different Wildcats 
scored during the run led by 
Dunlap's five points. 
Consecutive conventional 
three-point plays off the break 
by Smith and Morrow high­
lighted the spurt. Kentucky 
never trailed by less than I 6 
points and took a 49-26 lead at 
the half. 

"Our plan was to try to take 
advantage of our speed, quick­
ness and athleticism," Mitchell 
said. "Our team works very 
hard every day on defensive 
fundamentals and footwork 
and today we were able to get 
some good traps. It was tough 
on Louisville today. Our play­
ers did the best job all year of 
staying in a stance and staying 
in defensive position. Those 
things allowed us to tum them 
over. We knew, coming in, that 
we needed to create a lot of 
turnovers to be successfuL" 

Louisville (6-5) had no 
answer for UK's pressure 
detense in a physical, start­
and-stop game that featured 59 
fouls, including 34 in the first 
half. The Cats didn't back 
down in the second half either 
as they built a 30-point lead 
(76-46) with 9:57 remaining in 
the game. UK led by as many 
as 38 points (95-57) with 3:19 
to go. 

"We were absolutely terri­
ble today;• U of L Head Coach 
Jeff Wal:l. said. "Since we lost 
our two point guards, we have 
been trying to find something 
to help us get the ball cross 
half court and make the next 
pass. 

"We do two things very 
well right now, that's foul and 
turn the ball over." 

The Wildcats, who entered 
the game ranked third nation-

ally in turnover margin (+9.6), 
cored 39 points off the U of L 

turnovers and have now 
callsed 20 or turnovers in eight 
of 10 games this season, 
including each of the last 
seven contests. 

"We want to continue 
focusing on what we are doing 
which is playing good defense, 
pushing the baH in transition 
and playing together as a 
team." Morrow said. "This is a 
good team win for us as well 
as for our program.

WILLIAMSPORT, Pa. - To 
be a member of Little League, 
thousands of cities, towns, com­
munities and neighborhoods 
throughout the world annually 
apply for a charter with Little 
League Baseball and Softball. 
When leagues prepare their 
applications to charter for the 
2010 season, mday's technolo­
gy will allow for process to be 
completed from a computer. 

For the first time, ·Little 
League International in South 
Williamsport, Pa., is encourag­
ing leagues to apply for a char­
ter using an online service 
available through the Litt1e 
League Data Center, at: 
www.LittleLeague.org. 

The Data Center link is:

An 
online tutorial demon tration on 
how to charter online ts avail­
able here: http://www.littJe­
league.org/onlinecharter/ 

The Oara Center is the 
archive of all of the local 
leagues currently part of Little 
League. It provides access to 
specific profiles for each 
league, using the identification 
number. Leagues log in to the 
Data Center to update profile 
information. 

A similar process will now 
give a local league' board of 
directors the opportunity to 
complete the charter application 
and submit it electronically. 

As leagues explore this 
method, they will see that the 
charter application is identical 
to the paper version. The only 
difference is payment will not 
be submitted along with the 
completed form. 

Instead, the league repre­
sentative submitting the form 
will receive an invoice that is 
to be primed and mailed to 
Little League International 
along with that league's char 
ter fees for the 20 l 0 eason. 

Litlle League did explore 

the option of onlme payment 
using a credit card, but the 
standard online convenience 
fee is four percent per transac­
tion. Not wanting to pass that 
cost on to leagues. Little 
League International made the 
decision to maintain its cur­
rent method of payment. 

Earlier this month, Little 
League International invited 
several leagues to test the 
online chartering ervice. The 
process proved successful, 
and to date, 15 leagues have 
chartered online without Little 
League promoting the service. 

Local teague presidents are 
encouraged to take advantage 
of the electronic chartering 
option. Once a league's char­
tered is approved and ~II fees 
are paid in full it will receive 
the league supplies/ASAP (A 
Safety Awareness Program) 
CD, other pertinent opera­
tional items; and will be eligi­
ble for Little League insur 
ance.

Cobb leads the team in pass receiving with 37 catches for 
427 yards and four touchdowns. While oper<~ting at quarterback out of the "WildCobb" for­
mation. be has rushed for 537 yards and 10 TDs. He's cllso averaging 13.5 yards on punt 
returns and 26.5 yards on kickoff returns. He ranks second in the SEC in touchdowns and 
third in the league in scoring. punt returns and all-purpose yardage. 

The coaching staff named Cobb as the ream•s most outstanding offensive player and Peters 
as the team's most outstanding defensive player. A senior from Louisville, Peters notched 52 
tackles, 11 tackles for loss, four quarterback sacks and five pass breakups. He led SEC defen-
sive tackles in sacks and tackles for loss.

Free youth hunting and trapping 
seasons perfect for Christmas vacation

FRANKFORT - After the 
presents, the huge meal. the 
Christma movies. football 
games and leftovers. there's 
another way to enjoy vacation 
time with your family this hol­
iday season. Kentucky 's free 
youth seasons ofl'er families a 
chance to enjoy the outdoors 
without requiring their kids to 
buy a license or permit. It's a 
welcome break after buying all 
those Christmas presents. 

Children and teens ages 15 
and under may hunt deer with 
a firearm Dec. 26-27, and may 
hunt and trap mall game and 
furbcarers Dec. 26 Jan. 1, all 
without a license or permit. 

"We want to promote youth 
participation in hunting. We 
want kids to hunt at the 
youngest age their parents feel 
they are ready," said Bill 
Balda. recruitment and reten­
tion branch manager for the 
Kentucky Department of Fi h 
and Wildlife Resources. "We 
know if we can get youth 
mtcre ted in hunting by the 
age of 12 or I 3 they will mo ·t 
likely be lifelong hunters - and 
hunters are an integral part of 
our wildlife management.'' 

Kids aren't JUSt liceme and 
permit exempt during th~sc 
seasons; they are also exempt 
from hunter education require­
ment '. However. adult super­
vision laws arc in place to 
make sure they tay safe in the 
woods. 

Youth 15 and under who 
hunt deer with a fireann must 
always hunt beside an adult. 

The adult must be in a position 
to take immediate comrol of 
the youth 's firearm at all times. 
Small game and furbearer 
hunters under 12 who do not 
have a hunter education card 
must hunt with an adult 
regardler.s of the hunting 
method they use. 

Adult should always 
ensure kid'\ follow huuter safe­
ty rule . "Our most common 
incidents that cause mjuries 
during hunting arc falling out 
of tree stands, accidental dis­
charge of firearms and failing 
to identify the target or make 
sure there 's a good backstop.'' 
Balda said. "As far as tree 
stands. if the child or adult is 
leaving the ground. they need 
to be tied otf to the tree. They 
need to use a body harness tied 
to a safety strap around the 
tree." 

Hunters can prevent acci­
dent with fireann by treating 
every gun as if it were loaded . 
That means always pointing 
the gun in a safe direction. 
keeping it unloaded and the 
action open until the hunt 
begins. and keeping your fin­
ger off the trigger until you are 
ready to shoot. 

"Be sure of your target, 
what's in from of it, and what's 
behind it," Balda said. "If 
you ' re small game hunting, 
never follow across the line. 
That mean if a bird flushes. 
never follow the bird With the 
munle of your gun across the 
line of hunters beside you." 

Finally, be sure to take kid · 
out ahead of time to a range or 
another safe place to shoot. 
Help the youth hunter get 

comfortable with his or her 
firearm and teach them to safe­
ly carry and shoot it before 
ever hitting the woods. 

"Don 't just get out of bed 
and go hunting." aid Balda. 
"Getting kids familiar with 
their guns makes them more 
confident and less nervous." 

Statewide bag limits and 
equipment re~lric tion~ apply 
during these hunting opportu­
nitie just like other seasons. 
Kentucky ' hunter orange 
clothing law is also in effect 
for all hunters during the free~ 
youth deer weekend. For 
detailed regulations. check the -$-
2009-10 Kentucky Hunting & 
Trapping Guide. available 
online at fw.ky.gov and wher­
ever licenses are sold.

Falling through 
Alice's looking 

glass

I've been thinking a lot lately about 
"Alice in Wonderland"--yes, the 
Lewis Carroll classic. It's meant to be 
a book for children, but sometimes T 
wonder if children's books aren't real­
ly written more for adults. 

~ I would be willing to bet that 
you've never really thought about how 
much of the dialogue of "Alice'' (the 
actual name of the book was "Alice's 
Adventures in Wonderland") has 
seeped into our everyday life. Have 
you ever caught yourself thinking, 
"Curiouser and curiouser," or "I'm 
late, I'm late, for a very important 
date!" or perhaps "Off with her head"? 
All from Alice! 

"Alice" has been on my mind late­
ly because of one of the book's basic 
premises: Things aren't always what 
they seem, or at least what they appear 
to be. Or, to quote The Duchess, 
"Never imagine yourself not to be oth­
erwise than what it might appear to 
others that you were or might have 
been was not otherwise than what you 
had been would have appeared to 
them to be otherwise." 

Sometimes research can be like 
that. You think a story is headed one 
way and it veers off in a totally differ­
ent way, or you think that something' 
supposed to be bad, and it turns out be 
·quite good. 

We all know viruses are bad, right? 
Turns out that's true, except when 
they're good! Agricultural Research 
Service (ARS) scientists have shown 
have shown that enzymes from bacte­
ria-infecting viruses known as phages 

• actually could have beneficial applica­
tions for human and animal health. 

Phage enzymes called endolysins 
attack bacteria by breaking down their 
cell ,walls. And unlike antibiotics, 
which tend to have a broad range, 
endolysins are comparatively specific. 
This means non-target bacteria could 
be less likely to develop resistance to 
the endolysins. 

Studies by ARS scientists have 
shown that the phage enzymes could 
be used to wipe out multi-4rug-re is­
tan! pathogens that affect both animals 
and humans, such as the dreaded 
MRSA (methicillin-resistant 
Staphylococcus aureus). 

The scientists also showed that the 
enzymes can knock out pathogens in 
biofilms, which are matrices of 
microorganisms that can attach to a 
variety of surfaces. Biofilms are resis-

. tant to antibiotics, and contribute to 
many human infections. 

And the scientists have shown that 
u ing two endolysins--Iysostaphin and 
LysK--together can inhibit the growth 
of staphylococcal strains that cause 
rna litis in cattle and staph infections 
in humans. 

Turning a totally different direc­
tion, ARS scientists and their universi­
ty colleagues have just published a 
new study on lhe possible cau es of 

$- Colony Collapse Disorder (CCD), the 
mysterious problem that's plagued 
beekeepers over the past few years. 
You remember this one: It's the dis­
ease that causes bees to simply disap­
pear. 

• 

The research team looked more 
than 200 individual variables in 91 
bee colonies from 13 apiaries in 
F torida and California, where many 
beekeepers overwinter their honey 
bees. Among the factors for which the 
researchers screened were bacteria, 
mites, protowan parasites called 
Nosema, viruses, the nutritional status 
of the bees, and yes. 171 pesticide~. 
Adult bees, wax comb, stored and 
processed pollen, and young bee~, 
called "brood," were all samplcxl. 

Now, some folks who have fol ­
lowed the CCD story for a while have 
been quite insistent that the problem is 
pesticides, plain and simple. But this 
latest study suggests the answer is nei­
ther plain nor simple. While the 
researchers did find detectable levels 
of residues from 50 different pesti­
cides in all the sampled colonies, they

Prestonsburg - Technology has 

proven invaluable in many indus­
tries, perhaps none more critically 
important than in health care. The 
rising popularity and need for elec­
tronic medical record (EMR) tech­
nologies is defming a new standard 
for patient safety and quality care. 

However, a recent article in the 
New England Journal of Medicine 

noted that fewer than 8 percent of 
hospitals in the United States have 
EMRs in a single clinical depart­
ment, and only 1.5 percent have 
EMRs across all clinical dtJpart­
ments, a technology adoption level 
termed "abysmally low" by article 
author Ashish Jha, a physician and 
Associate Professor at the Harvard 
School of Public Health. 

In the Big Sandy region. howev­
er, Highlands Regional Medical 
Center can be counted among the 
top hospitals in the nation who have 
electronic medical records in all 
clinical departments. HRMC Chief 
Information Officer JD Jackson 
noted that the availability of elec­
tronic medical records "allows our 
professional staff to communicate 

more clearly and quickly in meeting 
the healthcare needs of 0\Jr 
patients." Jack on said that medical 
histories, medications, aller cs. 
immunization status, lab test res ts, 
and radiology images can be shared 
among physicians and staff o a 
timely basis.
